The Excitement at Monroe—Assassination
of Tax Collector Dinkgrave.

MosroE, La., Avgust 30.—George W,
McCrapie, editor of the Ouachita 7 clegraph,
sends the followiog:

Several citizens, about twenty, went to
the ecene of the troubles last night and re-
turned early this morning, reporting all
quiet. They saw only one tquad of armed
negroee, numbering fiiteen, who hastily fled
at their spproach. The negroes generally
were not to be eeen. Apprehensions of
serious trouble have Pnrtinl y subsided, but
a feeling of insecurity generally prevails.

Dinkgrave asked Dobeon to go home with

him, about 200 yards up th A
Dobson  said: '-’Au right; °I “::;}l
go.” The two moved off. As they

approached the man he began to mount
his hoise at the edge of the road. Dobson
went directly to the road, Dinkgrave lead-
ing his horse outside the road about thirty

ards distant. Dobson states he was abont
Xﬂeen feet from the man when he threw
down a ehotgun and ordered him to stop
there. The man was an entire stranger to
Dobson and to Dinkgrave. Throwing his
gun, a large double-barrel shotgun, to the
right, having halted Dobson on the lett, he
pulled the trigger. Dinkgrave, who was

trying to place his borse between himself
and the man, received the contents of
the gan in the left side, just above
the ps, and falling at once. The
man rode off in a slow walk about

forty steps, saw Dinkgrave was
mortally wounded, and hearing Dobeon say
he 18 shot through, then spurred his horse
into a rapid gait, sayiog, I am gone.” He

snd thought he means to kill bim. Somesix
sears ago Dr. Dinkgrave was compelled, in
solf detence to kill » man named Wimberly,
who bad many friends. The impression is
general that his death is the result of an
old feud. . J

Prominent Republicans say this is their
supposition. The tragedy has created much
feeling, but is clearly disconnected with
politics. The eberift, with a posse of armed
white men, have gone mn pursuit, but
with no expectations of capture, as the
man had two hours start. The murderer
was dressed in = eemi.genteel suit of
brown color, wore a black slouch
hat and was of medium height. He did not
conceal himself, and was lying down at the
time Dinkgrave turned back. Neither Dob-
son, Dinkgrave nor Benoit, who corrobor-
ates Dobson's statement, recognized the
man. Dinkgrave had immediate surgicai
attention, but his wounds were mortal and
he died within an hour. These particulars
