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moet useful departments of the gov-
ernment. Gallant naval cficers have
been thrown on the mercies of a cold
world, the pride end the epirit of the army
and navy have been broken, and, as Gon-
eral Grant pointed out in bis message,
more money will probably be lost from the
“ec 1 interference with the collec-
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tion of the revenues than will be gnved by
the whole measure of reform. Conserva-
tive man, who look at these questirns as
they would at their own business silairs,
from a common sepse point of view—who
know very well that no twenty-horse engine
can be driven at forty horse power—tear
that the Democratic party has felien into
the hands of men who are willing to im
peril the service of the government to make
capital for the canvass. They eee that the
goverument is an immense machine—that
it can only be run by & proper application
of forces. When they s«e thess foroes
arrested or broken to satisfy a party exi-
gency a feeling of alarm is awakened, and
business men ask whetherit is not better to
bear the ills even of a Republican admin-
istration, with all of ita burdens and taints,
than tly to others which can not be imagined

These are some of the reasons why the
canviss, from a tactical point of view,
looks so well for the Republicans and eo
bad for the Democrats. At the same time
the desire for charge, for reforms, tor new
names and new faces may overwhelm all

pposition and carry with it the Republican
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The Folly of the Democratic Campaigo.

The campaign of the Democrats is more
promising than any they have known since
the election of Pierce and King. The ad-
ministration of General Pierce was wrecked
on the Kansas-Nebraska bill, and although
Mr. Buchanan succeeded him, the fight to
elect that statesman was really a battle for
organization on the part of the Republicans.
It was their Bull Ran which led to Appo-
mattox. Anti-clavery, strong enough to
mwenace the Democrats nnder Fremont, was
atle to conquer them under Lincoln. The
war and the tremendous issues srising out
of the war have given the Republicans their
continued existence. It was the war which
re-elected Lincoln snd give Grant his two
terms. It is the war which will elect Hayes,
if he should sncceed. The Republicans
may add as many planks to their platform
as they please—ubout currency, civil ser-
vice and the Pope—the living thought un-
derlying their party is the war. Once with-
draw that question from our politics, once
unite the North and the South on & basis of
peace, fraternity, the acceptance of the
War d and ded political
equality, and the Republican party will be
ndud' as the Whig party after the com-

romise measures in the administration of

'illmore. Outeide of the fancied necessity
for a government that will protect ths
negroes, there is no pretext for the Repub-
lican orgamization. Its leaders have never
dared to take new ground, to adapt it to any
one of those vital problems, the considera-
tion of which must absorb the attention of
parties in the future.

The reason why the Republican leaders
have never dared to identify their party
with questions of free trade, finance, the
constitutional relations of the States to the
government, and so on, is that on every
possible uestion that now attraots the at-
tention ot thinkers the Republicans are as
hopelesely divided as the Democrats. For
this reason the elimination of the war from
the politics of the day would destroy the
Repuablican party. That is the bond of its
existence, It is a bond which grows weaker
as time beals the wounds of the war and
brings the secticns into a closer union.
Every new cotton crop is a step toward re-
conciliation. Consequently the Democrats
have grown by the weaknees of their op-
ponents. They have an almost united South
in their favor, as they had before the war;
or, rather, they will have it, unless, as
1the Democrets profess to believe, Don
Cameron’s 3000 soldiers should trample all
lite out of & dozen sovereign States. In
addition to this steadily growing strength—
a strength based on passion—there is a
deep-seated craving for “reform.” The
country is tired of Grant. This is because
eight years are long enough to wear out
the patience of any people with a Presi-
dent, especislly of & people as mercurial as
the Americans, who fretted over Washing-
ton long before they were through with
him. This craving arises also from the
blunders of the President and the crimes
of many of the men upon whom he be-
stowed his confidence. There is a feeling
that the government will be improved by
the admfssion of new men into office, and,
and, in answer to this feeling, the Demo-
crats bave named a candidate whose high-
est claim to the presidency is that he is a
represen cative reformer.

No party could enter upon & canvass
with brighter prospects than the Demo-
crats bad three months ago. All the augu-
riea pointed to the success of Tilden, or to
whoever the Democrats would nominate.
Why is it that these auguries fail the
friends of Tilden now! It 18 because the
Republicans since the beginning of the
campaign bave, with all their obstacles to
#occess. made no mistakes, and fought to
win. The Democrats, with all their hopes
and promires of success, have made blun-
der after blander, and fought to lose. The
treatment of the financial question, of
civil eervice, of the one term in Tilden’s
letter was a blunder. There is no cxplana-
tion of the surrender of the r«samption act
by Governor Tilden. It was the violation
of a pledge, which muet run more than
three years before fulfillment, of one of
the pledges upon which our national
credit rests, at a time when we are trying
to borrow $300,000,000 at four and a half
per cent. This pledge did not bind Gov-
ernor Tilden, because he goes into office
upon the assurance, trinmphantly repeated
by his friends, that in a very ehort time,
much less time than the resumption act
concedes, he would be ready to resume.
Now, if Mr. Tilden as President is certain
that be can resume in less than two years,
why is it that he throws away the pledge
now ! For ne other reason than to oblige
Mr. Heedricks, Mr. Pendleton and the in-
flationists. In other worde, this paramount
and ostentatious reformer, who would go
into oflice to war upon wickedness, makes
terms in the outset of his campaign with
the worst teature of wickedness in the
country—the party of repudiation and in-
tlation. Csutious conservative Demncrata
who remember how Buchanan was bullied
jnto secession,even at a time when his
heart was loyal to every star in the flag of
the Union, ask if it is possible that Tilden
can be another Buchanan, with Hendricks
and Ewing to drive him into inflation as
Davis and Slidell drove Buchanan into the
oivil war. ) .

While the country is making this terrible,
this disastrous comparison, the State rises
jn protest against the manner in which
Tﬂtfen and his friends are making their can-
vas for the governorship, and more es-
.pecially the reform measures of Congress.
ﬁe insincerity of this cry for retrenchment

pirty, admimis ration and all, It may be
even more than the Demccrats can do to
defeat Tilden, but they are doing their best.
Much, if not all, will depend upon the State
convention. It the Demoorats are wise
they will give us a candidate who will call
out all the votes in the party. They will
pot find him in Mr. Seymour after his decla-
ration that he will never take the office.
New York has too much pride to allow the
governorehip to be forced down the throat
of an unwilling candidate.

Such a candidate will be fonnd in Mr.
Dorsh¢imer, who represents the growing
West; or in Mr. Marble, whoee services in
the press for the Democracy in its forlorn
days are entitled to all honor; or in Mr,
Potter, who represents the best elements of
the party in the eastern part of the State.
Any one of these geotlemen will aid the
ticket. Mr. Tilden can make no graver
blunder than to parcel this and other offices
among bosom friecds. The pa“ty can make
no mistake so fatal as to give its standard
to an obsoure man who has not earned the

THE AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUYION

[No. 96,

An act to amend the constitution of the
tate of Louisiana.

Ba it enacted by the Senate and House of
Revoresentatives of the State of Louisiana
in General Assembly convened, two-thirds
of the members of each house agreeing
thereto, That the following amendments be
proposed and entered upon the respective
journals of the Senate and House of Repre-
sentatives, with the veas and nays taken
thereon, and the Secretary of State shall
cause the same to be published three
months before the next general election for
Representatives in the General Assembly,
in at least one newepaper in every parish
in the State in which a newspaper shall be
publisbed, and eaid proposed amendmenta
ehall be submitted to the people, at said
election, in such manner and form that the
people may vote for or against each amend-
ment eeparately, i. e: First proposed
amendment, “For approval, or *‘Against
approval,” and in like manner as to the
others: and if a msjority of the voters, at
eaid election, sball approve acd ratify such
amendment or amendments, the same shall
be nppmgriately pumbered, and become
a pari of the constitution, and be pro-
claimed as such by the Governor and Sec-
retary of State.

1. The expenditures ot each session of the
General Assembly for per diem and mileage
of members, for fuyment of officers and
emqloyes, and for contingent expenses,
shall not exceed the sum of one hundred
and seventy-five thousand dollars; and
members of the General Assembly shall
receive five dollars a day during their at-
tendance, and a mileage of twenty cents a
mile for actual distance from the court-
house of their respective parishes to the
State Capitol.

2. The last sentence in article sixty-six
of the constitution, which reads as fol-
lows, to wit: “If any bill shall not be
returned by the Governor within five days
after it shall have been presented to him,
it shall be & law in like manner as if he
had signed it, unless the General Assem-
bly by adjournment prevent its return,
in which case the said bill shall be re-
tarned on the first day of the meeting of
the General Assemb!y after the expiration
of eaid five days, or be a law,” shall be
amended 8o as to read as follows, to wit:
“If any bill shall not be returned by the
Governor within five days, not including
Sundays, after it shall have been presentea
to him, it shall be a law in like manner as
if he had signed it, unlees the General As-
sembly by adjournment prevent its return,
in which case it shall not be a law unless
signed and promulgated within twenty
days after said adjournment.”

3. The judicial powers heretofore vested
in parish courts are hereby abrogated and
withdrawn. The district courts of - the
State, ontside the J)arish of Orleans, shall
bave original jurisdiction in all civil cases
when the amount in dispute exceeds one
hundred doliars, exclusive of interest, and
appellate jurisdiction over cases decided by
justices of the peace when the amount in dia
pute exceeds fifty dollars, exciusive of in-
terest. In criminal cases their jurisdiction
shall be un mited, and they shall have full
jurisdiction yver matters of probate and sue-
cession. Each of said district judges shall
receive a salary of four thousand dollars
annrally, payable quarterly on his
own warrant. Justices of the peace
shall have juriediction in eivil cases
when, without reterence to interest,
the amount in dispute does mnot exceed
one hundred dollars, with power to pro-
nounce judgment for that amount, and such
interest, not to exceed eight per cent per
anoum, as may be proved, and shall have,
in addition to the criminal jurisdiction now
vested in them, all such eriminal jarisaic-
tion a8 i8 now vested in parish courts.
Cletks of the district courts shall have
power to grant writs of arrest, attachment,
sequestration, provisional seizure and in-
Jjunction; to receive and probate wills; to
appoint administrators, executors, curaters,
tutors and under-tutors in cases in whici
no opposition shall be made; to homologate
accounts, tabieaus and schedules of debts
when no opposition is made thersto, their
judgments being only prima facie evidence
of correctness; to grant orders directing
eale of property belonging to successions
or minore, and to grant orders of seizure
and sale by executory process, and ehall re-
ceive such fees therefor as way be provided
by the General Assefably.

4. The Governor shall receive a salary of
six thousand dollars annually, payable
quarterly, on his own warrant.

5. No fees or perquisites of office shall be
allowed to or received by the Treasurer,
Auditor, Attorney General, or by districs
attorneys.
