JEALOUSY AND POLITICS RUIN A LIBERAL.
. Joseph O. Blouin sworn—Says 1 reside
in the city of Baton Rouge for the past two
years. I have three plantations. In the
month of December, 1875, on the Bartell
place, whioh is one of my places, some per-
sons unkunown to me fired and burned
down & new log cabin which was used for &
dwelling. This information was given to
me by one of my employes; one of my
bands told me that it was burned by a body
of men, some masked and others not, about
fifteen or twenty. He saw the persons who
burned the house: there is no stvre on either
of my places. 1 offered by advertisement
in the newspapere a reward of $500 for the
apprehension and conviction of the party
or parties who fired my homse. A short
time after this advertisement appeared I
received a communication dated “Woods,”
written in a disguised hand, and signed
“Regulator, Mystic.” It informed me that
I bad a colored man on my *“Tom Bynum'
place by the name of Gilbert Houston, This
man Gilbert Houston they said I must send
off, otherwise they wouid burn my gin, and
if said Houston was not off my place im-
mediately they would cross the creek and
burn all my houses, and kill all my stock
that they could find. I addressed letters
answering some of the men whom I thought
had wntten this communication, saying
that I could not put him cff because he had
8 lease for two years, which had not ex-
pired, and I was subject to damagesif 1
attempted to put him oft.

I, bowever, advieed him to leave. Gil-
bert Houston left on my advice aud went
to live in Baton Rouge, and is now ocoupy-
ing one of my houses. These men visited
all my places and notified all my colored
hands to leave! They visited my places at
different times daring the month of Jan-
u:x. All my hands left. I have no col-
o people on my places at all. I con-
sider that I have loat by the action of these
men between $10,000 and $15,000. I was
selling my land before this at from $15 to
$20 set acre, but now I don’t believe that 1
could get §1 per acre. The colored people
who desire to own their own lands will not
buy any land on account of the aotion of
these men in driving them off. The names
of the persons were told me, by the hands,
that notified them to leave my place. Some
of them were owners of property and con-

idered heretof pectable in the com-

maunity. My opinion is that they are op-
gwed to colored people owning or leasing

nd, and from a combination of jealousy
and politics !

No seed cotton was bought on my places.
The colored people that were driven off my
place had been working for me for three

ears, and were good men, and they had
n recommended by my neighbora who
bad first employed them, and they were
honest. I bad no cause to complain of
them. One ot the men ordered to leave was
about seventy years of age, and was an up-
right and honest man particularly, and had
lived in the neighborhood for forty years.
1 believe that the best citizens of the parish,
if they were to take it in hand, conld stop
this murdering and killing and dricing off of
hands. I am a Conservative—never voted
the Republican ticke:. I voted the Liberal
Republican ticket for Greeley in 1572, I was
formerly an old line Whig. I call myself
Ca onservative.
Croes-examined, says—Some of my hands
recognized four or five of the parties en-

aged in the groceedmga of the so-called

egulatore; I have not made any charge or
attempted to have them arrested; during
the troubles I endeavored to induce my
neighbors to joic me to put a stop 1o
these proceedings: as they were conducted
by & mob, we should organize another
partr to oppose them: my triends said that
would be but one mob fighting another—
thlnt ril: was better to apply to the courts for
relief.

Previous to the burning of gins and stores
in the parish, the planters generally lost
very heavily by the stealing of their seed
cotton and stock. I think that I have lost
some four or five bales in that way. Oa

This list must answer for the present, as

Isaw the body of a megro
woman who bad been hung, charged with
attempting to poison the family of A. B.
Booth, who is my neighbor. None of the
reons said to have been poisoned died.
he was committed to jail by the m:fl:
trate; before reaching there she waa taken
away trom the officers by a body of men
and hung to a tree.
1 have ridden over the parish a great deal
and never beard ot any armed organization
ot colored men. The colored mple are in-
dustrious and quiet. 1 am a planter in that
parish. I have no ides what could have
d the disturb in that parish. A
large number ot colored people have lett
and are etill leaving, and if these troubles
continue all that can leave will do so. In
my opinion the action against the Repub-
lican officials is political in its character. It
is my opinion that the Democrats want the
offices, and even if thei had obtained this
eud, I do not believe the outrages commit-
ted upon the colored people would cease,
from the fact that I believe it would be con-
tinued to intimidate and terrorize them,
50 as {0 prevent themf rom voting at all unless
they voted the Democratic ticket.
1 am acquainted with Judge Davis four
or five years; he always s very high as
an official and has been looked upon in the
ocommunity as an intelligent mﬁdmnud
man. It has been reported in the ish
that & great number of hangings and beat-
ings of colored persons have occurred. Col-
ored people are prevented from hunting
game in the w , but the white people
are permitted to do so. As a general g
colored people there own one or two hogs.

one I caught a man stealing one
of my hogs, and he acknowleged that he
bad stolen many betore. I had him ar-
rested, and he was bonded out the same
day. On the trial he pleaded guilty, and
was sentenced to thirty days in the parish
jail. The Regulators, or the persons s0
styling themselves, have made no discrimi-
nation in their attacks upon Conservatives
and Republicans. In my opinivn persons
engaged in the later troubles are not the
persens who were engaged in the burning
of gine and stores. The Regulators are
mostly posed of irresponeible persons.
I do not thisk I was troubled on account of
politics; I think jealousy had more to do
with it than anything else. I do not know
of any particular occasion upon which
Judge Davis has done wrong, but I have
heard of many complaints.

Is any other deduction possible than that
politics is the impelling motive for all these
sad facts narrated above. The murders,
the whippings, the midnight visits, the
breaking up of homes and driving out as
wanderers their hard work’qag, honest oc-
cupante, have but onea’ g and purpose, and
no jost, fair-minded, pap will dare deny
that to be the &%rtled determination of the
comeder“t’..-l)emocracy to repossess them-
selves c the government, regardless of law
and the guaranteed rights of American
citizens. The Democratic mouthpieces will
doubtless shout a coarse and vehement de-
nial, and their parasites and weak imitators
may obediently follow, but the facts stand
forth damning and convicting by their con-
clusiveness.

The Assassination of Dr. Dinkgrave.

The Times has the usnal theory that Dr’
Dinkgrave, the Republican tax collector of
Ouachita, was not killed because he was a
Republican, but for private vengeance. To
oarry out this theory it produces a story told
by & gentleman who lived in Monroe unti}
several years ago. This, the Times thinks,
prevents his knowledge of the difficulty
from being doubted or questioned. Bat
there are other gentlemen more familiar
with the origin of the ‘‘difficulty” which is
assumed by the Times to have caused this
maurder, and they do question the acouracy
of the statement. The gentleman’s stand-
ing is probably well known, and his char-
acter for veracity can not be questioned,
but the information given the REPUBLICAN
varies greatly from that published in the
Times.

To begin with, Dr. Dinkgrave was
neither sheriff nor deputy at the time of the
affair with Wimberly. He was attending
Mrs. Lisle professionally. Wimberly came
there drunk, quarreled with Dr. Diok-
grave, and would have killed him if he
badn’t been shot himeelf. Dr. Dink-
grave waa exonerated as committing a jus-
tifiable homicide. Wimberly's brother did
not swear he would ‘‘avenge his brother’s
deatb.” On the contrary, he, with all the
rest of the family, justified the act, and he
and Dr. Dinkgrave have been fast
friends ever since. The Times' informant,
who was 1n Monroe until several yeara ago,
is satisfied, without eseeing him, that this
brother murdered Dinkgrave. If it was he,
H. G. Dobeon and J. Benoit, who were with
Dinkgrave, would have known him, for
Dobson knows every man, woman, child
and horse in the parish.

Thie story, not one prominent feature of
which agrees with the facts, is precisely of
tho character ot that that was told after
George King was murdered and Senator
Twitchell rendered helpless. It comes
earlier in the day, however, for that won-
derful tale required a month to comcoct.
The “Bean theory” of the green goggled
man was first to be exploded in that case.
Experience is a good teacher and judging
by the relative increase of facility of com-
position the account of the next private and
ancient circumetance of the life of a Repub-
lican official will be printed as causing his
maurder about a week before his death.

There is suflicient cause to believe Dr.
Dinkgrave was murdered because he was a
Republican then, and not because he killed
a man to eave his own life eight years be.
fore. Ali information has come from Demo-
oratio sources, but thisis known. For several
months he had been threaten:d; he was
the priceipal Republican organizer and
worker in the parish, as Twitchell was in
Red River. He was told that if he did not
cease orgenizing colored club, some night
he would “‘meet up with blue ruin,” which
is perhaps the Ouachita substitute for bull-
dozing. There ia other information to be
obtained, however, and it will no doubt still
further contradict the stories that have al-
ready been received.

Gettisg Ready te Curb the Bulidezers.

A Saratoga correspondent of the New
York Herald, writing of an interview of
Secretary Chandler with Secretary Cam.

It is believed, in well informed circles,
that the meeting of Secretaries Chandler

possessed such weight in its politics as now.
This fact goes far to illustrate a feature in
popular institations which many profound
political thinkers ov That feature
is reflected in the tendency of society under
a republic to protect iteelf from what is
low, base, ignorant and corrupt. For this
reason the ‘‘personal make up” of the great
national parties, 8o far at least as the North
is concerned, gives the Republican party
the advantage over the Democracy. The
best citizens and the best influences at the
North are enrolled under the Republican
banner. The faot that the party has in-
stituted a system of self-reformation is the
clearest proot of the truth of what I say,
as well as of the fact that the best elementa
of the party are in the ascendant.

But the principle we are idering does
not end here. It applies to the individnal
leaders of the two parties now eoliciting the
votes of the people. Governor Tilden was
nominated chiefly to impart respectability to
the Demoosratic cause. Governor Hayes
was nominated because his personal char-
acter would afford a guarantee of good
faith to the country in regard to the great
work of peace and reform which the times
demanded.

And as this
‘‘development” bhas taken place it has be-
come more evident that Tilden was graduo-
ally losing weight before the country while
Governor Hayes continued to gain in per-
sonal influence.

He has proven himself to
be weaker than Buchanan and would be
powerless to resist the presaure of the strong
and reckless men who would naturally sur-
round the White House under a Confed-
erate Democratic restoration. On the other
band the more the country learns of Ruther-
ford B. Hayes, the more confidence there is
in his personal charaoter and in his force of
character. There are no “old times” to be-
hidden outof sight in his case. His record
18 as open and clear as the day. Not a word
has been raised against him personally,
simply because there is nothing in his life
upon which even party slander can fasten
ita fangs. I called the other day upon a
gentleman whe is especially well in-
formed on this subject. To show that
my informant is not a partizan, it is
sufficient to say that he thinks Wade
Hampton’s nomination in South Carolina a
good one (which I do not), and that it elect-
ed Hampton will make a good Governor of
that State (which I doubt). In regard to
Governor Hayes, this gentleman stated that
the man who suppoeed that the Republican
leader was either & man of straw or of
putty, made a great mistake. I acked if he
could speak positively as to the “make up”
of Hayes. He said he could; that he was a
strong man mentally, intellectually and
morally; in good health, and that he wonld,
if elected, be the President of the whole
body of the people, of both sections. I was
also assured that the old line Whig, or
“original national” element in Southern
society, would be developed by Governor
Hayes as a political force for the paocifica-
tion of the South. My intormant authorized
me to give this assurance, which I now do,
to the Southern people. He also said that
in due time the South would be made fully
scquainted with Governor Hayes’' charac-
ter and purposes, o that there would no
longer be any doubt as to either.

Thus the canvass takes on daily more and
more the shape which gives us aseurance
not only of the defeat of the Confederate-
Democratio coalition, but the assurance
also of a reign of peace and good-will at
the South under the era of moral recon-
struction which Hayes' election will in-
augurate. There is but one drawback to
this pleasant prospeet. It is found in that
spirit of Southern sectionalism which the
Democratic leaders of the North and the
Cunfederate leaders of the South are joint.
ly interested in keeping alive (for a “anited
South” is the life of the Confederate-Demo.
cratic party). This sectionalism will be
broken under Hayes' administration, but
how much more gracious it would be if
Louisiana, holding within her border the
com mercial metropolis of the Southwest,
would enroll ber name at once and for good
as a firm supporter of the peace policy of
Governor Hayes.

McCranie’s Daily Repert of the Deme~
" cratic Conspiracy at Meonroe.
ONROE, September 1.—Geor, w.
McCranie, editor of the Ouachita Ib'lz:graph,
a White League paper, sends the following:
Fresh excitement sprang up last night in
consequence of reports that negroes wese-
arming in the northern part of this parish,
and coming here to burn the town. About
seventy-five negroes, mounted and on foet,
were found at Captain Phillips’ place. A
arley ensued, and the negroes refused to
sxurm. and said they would come
with 500 men. Capt Thebalds, with fif-
teen men, blockaded the road with rails.
The news spread rapidly, and the whites,

colored people in their righte,
advising all white citizens to desist from
lawless binations and praocti and
signifying the determination of the Presi-
dent to enforce the laws and protect all
citizens of a State whenever he may be
constiitutionally called upon to aid the
State anthorities. The disposition of United
States troope in the South will be so ar-
ranged as to give guarantee of the earnest-
ness of the government and of its ability to
carry out ita promise. Whenever a consti-
tutional call 18 made on the President, it
will be promptly responded to, as he has
now become convinced that the protection
of the United States army ls required in the
Southern States, and he will accept the
statements of the proper anthorities as to
the necesgity for interference without ques-
tioning.
