BHOTGUN OAMPAIGN.

The RepuBrLicaN was justified by the
new rule of shotgun suffrage in adopting
the expressive terms of description which
heads this article. It is more especially
significant of the present than of any
preceding campaign. The Democratic
organization adopts all the amendments.
It signifies the abandonment of sectional-
ism by nominating a New England at-
torney. It manifests its devotion to the
law by defeating the most prominent
White Liners in the South, and putting
up such blinds as Hampton and Nicholls,
1t invites the colored vote as the robber
with the musket solicited the traveler for
«alms in the name of God!” In this
State the disguise adopted by the Demo-
cratic party is as thin as that worn by the
Coushatta assassin.

We quoted the advice given according
to the Shreveport programme to *go for”
the white Republicans. This was accom-
panied by the news that Sheriff Dinkgrave
had been assassinated at Monroe with a
degree of ‘‘coolness and judgment” not
excelled by the dastardly unknown of
Coushatta. The New Orleans Times at-
tempts to certify that “politics had
nothing whatever to do with the affair,”
as fully substantiated by a voluntary
statement from ‘‘a gentleman who wasa
resident of Monroe from early childhood
until several years ago when he came to
this city.” The gentleman says that
eight years ago Dinkgrave in self-defense
shot & man'named Wimberley, and was ac-
quitted. The brother of Wimberley was
heard to swear he would kill Dinkgrave
sooner or later. He moved out of this
State and bas not been heard of since.
We really suppose that no one excepta
sensation reporter or a Democratic con-
gressional sub-committee could draw such
an extraordinary inference from such
premises.

A man living in New Orleans for many
years past assumes to say that a murder
committed by a man not known was per-
petrated by a particular man, as the re-
sult of a vendetta that had slept for eight
vears. Excluding all other wen and all
other possible causes, the Times assumes
that this anonymous and utterly irrele-
vant theory substantiates the assertion
that politics bad nothing to do with the
matter. It was thus the Democratic sub-
committee certified that the unknown
man who assassinated King and mutilated
Mr. Twitchell was not influenced by
political motives. We can not imagine
upon what canon of logic or evidemce
those who neither identify the murderer

nor his motive assume that the murder
was committed by a particular man, or
that a motive altogether unknown was

not political, when, being unknown. it
might as well have been instigated by a
political motive as by any other?

It is not unusual with the police, when
they see some near relatives of a murdered
person, especially ready with a theory of
the murder which either exculpates them-
selves or criminates some one else, to
watch the theorist with suspicion, and
sometimes this ingenious individual sud-
denly feels the handcuffs upon his own
wrist as principal or accessory in the mur-
der which he has just explained away.

The Times subjects itself to this suspicion
of an extra swift witness, and need not
be surprised if its extreme readiness to
furnish an alibi for the Democracy should
be construed into a connivance to protect
them from inquiry. We must again re-
mind the Democracy that neither the fact
nor the motive of these murderous deeds
can be concealed. The circulation of the
Republican press may be limited by ostra-
cism, the voices of an intimidated people
may be feeble, but these cowardly and
cruel deeds have as certainly cried out
to civilization and humanity as did ‘‘the
blood of righteous Abel.” All this cruel
and unmanly catalogue of political mur-
ders from Coushatta to Hamburg have
been chronicled. They have gone by the
powerful pulsations of the Republican
press throughout this broad Union and

into foreign lands. In the farmhouses
and workshops of the West, in the mines
of Pennsylvania and California, in the
railroad cars of the plains, the bread
ships of the lakes, the canal boats of the
Hudson, thess deedsareread. The work-

men and work women of New York, New
England and of bkumane Pennsylvania
read aloud to their fellows these testimo-
nisls of unregenerated sectionalism. The
Bulietin of yesterday publishes the vio-
lence of a Cincinnati Republican meeting.

Is it worse than the daily utterance of the
White Leagues? Our Democritic con-
temporaries do not appreciate this power
of the Republican press.

They seem to flatter themselves that
the Republican and veritable version of
these murders is not accepted and dis-
seminated by this press. It seems to be
imagined that the plea or pretensions of
the party which profits by these murders
and intimidation will accompany and
contradict the horrible and specific de-
tails of murder. Such palliations are

discarded, and the deeds themselves, in
their naked and unvarnished enormity,

are placarded in every hotel and railway

station, and it is only by ignoring or con-

demning these horrible deeds that the
doughface Democracy can face a humane

and law-abiding people.

This is a shotgun campaign, with buck-

shot for reasons. It is regarded at the

North as training for another war. It is

believed that the Mobile Register avows

the truth when it recommends the nullifi-

cation of negro suffrage. Democracy

may, like the ostrich, fancy itself secure

in concealing its capital purpose, but

those familiar with the habits of this in-

tractable party can not be deceived.

“golid men, ‘substantial business men,’
‘moderate men,” and ‘independent vo-
ters.’” These “stolid” creatures are ex-
erting a “‘baleful influence” by refusing to
subscribe ‘‘one farthing of their wealth”
“to the cause of justice,” which we dis-
cover a little farther on to mean ‘a
change of administration.” This is really
too bad, and these stolid solid men de-
serve the good scolding they have re-
ceived. There was a time when the
names of every one of them who dared
refuse to contribute inoney to buy “jus-
tice’” would have been paraded in a black
list and published as public enemies.
But this custom has fallen into disfavor,
especially where the black sheep has a
slight control of advertising patronage.
Patriotic Democratic organs are left to the
grand resource of taking it out in general
terms. All those who refuse to fur-
nish the ward clubs with the means to
buy justice enough to effect a change of
administration are ‘‘dangerous citizens,”
who look with stolid eyes upon the
struggle of the republic for existence.
The noble old republic bas had several
such struggles. One storm, in particular,
was very dangerous, and threatened to
engulf American liberty in one general
ruin. Most of the “‘dangerous citizens”
who now refuse to subscribe to Demo-
cratic ward clubs gave very freely to pro-
mote that storm, and assist oa the wrong
side of the conflict. They have bhardly
yet recovered from their improvidence.
Then, as now, they were implored by
the party organs to subscribe liberally to
the Confederate loan as a patriotic duty;
to commit their hard-earned wealth to
the care of the politicians, and find their
reward in the consciousness of having
“saved their country.” We are, ap-
parently, approaching some such crisis
again. “Tremendous issues are pend-
ing.” No man can say with absolute cer-
tainty whether Finnerty or Burke will be
Admirnistrator of Improvements; whether
Fitzpatrick, Handy, Fagan, Waggaman,
or any one of balf u dozen other aspir-
ants will secure the capital prize, the
office of civil sheriff; or, rising a little in
the scale, the struggle will determine
the momentous issue whether the chief
executive office of this State is to be con-
ferred upon a gentleman who has given
us repeated proofs of official capacity and
fidelity, or given to a worthy gentleman
entirely without experience, bat sur-
rounded by a swarm of advisers who have
had too mauch. The interest which is felt
in the change of administration by those
who solicit subscriptions to effect it arises
solely from the expectation to share in
the division of patronage. It seems the
dangerous citizens are unwilling to buy
political situations for young men who
are strangers to them, and whose highest
recommendation for place is that they are
not fit for anything else. It is not enoagh
to call the present incumbents of office
“Vandals, more destructive than worms
and insects.” The question is, are they
more destructive than Democratic Van-
dals would be, and if so, how much?
What effect would a change of administra-
tion have on the profits in pork and mo-
lasses. First show these sordid mer-
chants that they will gain something by
investing in the political scrambles aniong
the ward clubs, and then such an appeal
as the following may be accepted as an
excuse to ante up:

Better, far better, that all the crops
throughout the South—corn, cane, cotton
and tobacco—should utterly fail than that
this long mﬂeﬁnﬁ section should once more
be given over tothe hands of those political
Vaudals, more destructive than the devas-
tation of worms and insects, or than the
blight of summer drouths.

Here is wealth enough blotted out with
a drop of ink to pay the national debt,
and all because the merchants of New
Orleans have stopped the usual supplies.
We hold that it is better to look after
these crops, so magnanimously surren-
dered for principle, than to condemn this
fair land of sunshine, flowers and happy
millions to starvation and death as an
alternative for the success of a few
scramblers for place and power. And we
doubt whether this sort of declamation
will wring a singie dollar from tbe ‘‘dan-
gerous citizens.”

I8 MR. NICHOLL® RUN BY A WHITE
LEAGUE COMMITTEE ?

No sooner had the business interests of
the State succeeded in defeating the
White Line candidates than the latter put
up a representative as Lieutenant Gov-
ernor. Elected by acclamation, Mr.
Wiltz sprung on behind Mr. Nicholls,
and taking the reins in his own hands, he
bas led the cohorts of White Leaguery.
The Bulletin recently boasted of this bold
capture of the command:

It is easy to see that Mr. Wiltz is practi-
oally taking the lead in the work of the
campaign, and that as the planrer, organ-
izer and executor he has become the receg-
nized head of the party.

The cortege which guarded Mr. Nich-
olis to the Monroe barbecue was repre-
sented by the following speakers: General
Nicholls and Messrs. Wiltz, Ellis, Ogden,
McEnery, Jonas and Marr.

Review this list. They are the politi-
cians of whom the conservative element
stood in such dread that they defeated
them in the convention. Has either one
of these guardians renounced an opinion?
No one pretends such a thing. Their
doctrine of denying to the colored race
suffrage and office, was signally defeated,
yet here they are all at the front, in com-
mand, having their nominal leader in cus-
tody and under guard. When we add that
the Democratic journal most bitter in its
political and social hostilities, representing
to the last the sentiments of the White
Liners, has been installed in all the an-
thority of the organ of Mr. Nicholls and
the central committee, the capture of the
campaign control by the White Liners is
obvious. If Mr. Nicholls differs in
anything with those by whom he has
beent captured, he owes it to himself
to speak, and let the people know
whether he can be expected to car-
ry out the policy professed by him,
or is to go through the campaign with
Mr. Wiltz and his organ as his mouth-

piece, supported and followed by the men
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who have invited every deed of political
violence which has disturbed the State
for years past.

The public really anticipated from Mr.
Nicholls a new departure—a campaign of
moderation with a rule of justice. He
avowed his independence of parties. We
find him as completely managed by a
committee as any dramatic star or
other celebrity was ever directed by Max
Strakosch or Ben DeBar. Mr. Nicholls has
even submitted to the Central Committee
whether he shall meet the Republican
candidate in discussion before the people.
The organ of the committee says:

We think the acoeptance of Packard’s
invitstion by General Nicholls would be a
recognition of the honorable character and
candidacy of that individual, and we are
unalterably opposed to any such recognition.

It subsequently repeats that it ¢‘can
not accord the right and courtesies of
fair, honorable and friendly political op-
ponents” to Republican candidates. It
specifies certain precedent conditions of
discussion, such as involve a repeal of the
Democratic resolutions of Congress, and
the orders of the President, with a modi-
fication of the State law of registration
and election, and concludes that the ac-
ceptance of the Packard invitation—

Will simply %ive him a social and political
recognition which he and his party desire,

and which we can not afford to accord with-
out compensatory advantages.

This would read that although we would
not condescend to recognize or associate
with the Republican candidate, yet, were
it made to our interest to do so by ‘‘com-
pensatory advantages,” we would waive
our moral and social objections. As the
price of this admission upon the same
plank platform with ‘‘the gentlemen of
Louisiana” would be an impotent promise
to violate the laws of the Federal and
State governments, the conditions are
equivalent to a rejection of the invitation.

But Mr. Nicholls. Is hein the hands
of a committee? Are we to expect the
independent utterances to which his pre-
inaugural speech committed him, or are
we to expect the White League policy
and practices continued under his name
and auspices? The Republicans are
deeply interested in knowing what they
are to apprehend and prepare for. They
suspect that it is ‘‘the old dog in & new
doublet’'—the White Line and shotgun
party, represented by an unknown poli-
tician, disguised in the goggles of no dis-
cussion and riding the ‘‘peculiar colored”
pony of Conservatism. The business in-
terests are naturally anxious when they
see the man they put up to defeat the
White Liners now in the hands of a White
Line committee. All the capital and
labor interests are interested to kmow
wh®ther Mr. Nicholls means to represent
the Wheeler compromise, or intends com-
mitting himself to the direction of a
WtLite League committes. Mr. Nicholls
has the floor.

ONE BY ONE THEY ARE DISPOSED OF.

Three of the most earnest and influ-
ential white Republicans in North Louisi-
ana have been disposed of by assassi-
nation.

First—Hon. W. D. McDonald, formerly
a member of the Legisiature from Jack-
son parish, the very soul and embodiment
of honor and of the Republican party in
that parish, and who had great influence
in the adjoining parishes. In 1873, while
he was undressing to go to bed at his
botel in Vernon, the county seat of that
parish, he was shot through the window
and killed by some unkrown assassin,
His son was tax collector of that parish
at the time.

Second—King and Twitchell, the two
most influential white Republicans in
Red River parish, the latter at present
State Senator from that district, and the
most earnest and influential Republican
in the Red river parishes, and the former
tax collector of the parish of Red River
at the time he was assassinated, were both
attempted to be assassinated last spring
by some unknown man in the day time at
Coushatta,+and in the presence of several
white persons this assassin succeeded in
killing King and shot off both Twitchell's
arms and shot him in the thigh. Suppos-
ing him to be dead, the assassin then
rode quietly away, and was not arrested.

Third—Now comes the assassination of
Dr. B. H. Dinkgrave, at Monroe, Louisi-
ana, on the thirtieth of Augnst, 1876,
where he was born and raised, in the day-
time, by some unknown man, who rode
away and has not been arrested. Mr.
Dinkgrave was the very embodiment of
Republicanism, was tax collector when he
was assassinated, also candidate for sheriff
of Ouachita parish, and had recently been
actively engaged in canvassing and organ-
izing the Kepublican party in that parish.
Noman in the parish had greater influ-
ence with the Republican party than he
had. He was brave to a fault, and no
one would dare to insult him to his face.
He was nephew of Chief Justice Ludel-
ing.

These were regular assassinations, and
it is pretended the assassins are unknown.

It is a significant circumstance that all
those assassinated persons were leading
and active Republicans, all holding im-
portant offices, except McDonald, whose
son was tax collector.

There is no instance, in this section of
the State, of any Democrat, whether lead-
ing or not, having been assassinated dur-
ing this perlod, and it may be safely esti-
mated that there are twenty white Dem-
ocrats to one white Republican in this
section of the State.

Three of the most active and leading
Republicans were assassinated. The per-
tinent question is, for what were they as-
sagsinated? We will let an unprsjudiced
public answer the question.

ALIBI BETTER THAN CHARACTER.

When the elder Weller was giving bis
son Sam his views of the law and policy,
he delivered himself in this sage manner:

Vell, now, I suppose he’ll want to call
8ome witnesses to speak to his charaoter, or
v’haps to prove a allsybi. I've been a
turnin’ the bisnsss over in my mind, and he
may make hisself easy, Sammy. I'vegot
eome friends as'll do either for him; but
my advioce 'ud be this here: Never mind
the character, and stick to the alleybi.

Subsequently, when the trial had gone

against the object of the old man’s solici-
tude, he let his feelings have ventin this
voice:

I know’d what 'ud come o’ this here mode
o’ doing bisness. O! Sammy, Sammy, V¥
wornt there a alleybi ?

If Sammy Tilden could only prove an
«‘glleybi” in the matter of his income re-
turns for 1862, he might be in a better
position.  Perhaps he can find “‘soine
friends as'll do either for him"—that is,
swear he was out of the State or out of
his senses when he swore to his return.
