Alphonso Taft, Attorney General, de­
clares with the sanotion of the President, 
that the United States is a Nation—with a 
great big capital N. Do the Democracy 
realize what this. signifies! It means that 
forcibly deposing Judges Davis and Dula 
and other Repnblioan officials shall no 
longer be an immunity for crime. It means 
that the American citizen, when aggrieved, 
can appeal to the American government for 
redress. It means that we have an Ameri­
can government, God be praised !

In this connection comes np naturally the 
query, Have colored people rights in this 
community against the aggressions of Demo­
cratic canvassers. The privacy of homes 
is invaded—the sanctity of the domestic 
hearth violated by ruffians whose sole au­
thority is an appointment from some Demo­
cratic committeeman as a canvasser.

Be it understood that we desire no vio­
lator of the election laws to go unpunished- 
We know, too, that the Republicans will be 
grossly swindled by the Democrats in this 
election. That the Democratic wirework- 
ers can pile np immense and impossible 
numbers in given houses, is a fact which 
the record shows, and which the Repub­
licans have been far to lenient in punish­
ing. But we most solemnly declare that, 
as Republicans, we would rather the Dem­
ocratic frauds of the past should be dupli­
cated than that the custom should be even 
temporarily sanctioned of the right of these 
ruffian canvassers to force their way, upon 
any pretext whatever, into the home of any 
citizen.

New Y ork , the  F a ll E lections and the
F in a l P res id en tia l Vote In Novem ber.

New York, August 26,1876.
I recur to the nomination of Governor 

Morgan because of the widespread influence 
it is already exerting, not only in New York, 
but out of the State. It secures the loss of 
Tilden's own State to the Confederate-De­
mocracy. It certainly, for that reason, car­
ries Connecticnt and New Jersey with it. 
But the most important result will be the 
effect of Morgan's eleotion on the October 
elections, and through these on the general 
result. We are, therefore, sure of defeat­
ing Tilden in this State. We are sure of 
New Jersey, Pennsylvania and Connecticnt. 
We are sure of the fall elections, beginning 
with Maine. The only hope of the Confed­
erate-Democracy is in being able to carry 
some of the Western States and in develop­
ing a so-called “reform” party among the 
Germans. Unfortunately for the coalition 
the Independent Greenback movement, 
under Cooper and Cary, is absorbing all 
of the hoped-for recruits whom Hendricks 
expected to have secured at the West. 
Tilden’a “hard money” plank has killed his 
party in the West, and it has long been 
dead in the East. As to the so-called "re­
form” movement among the Germans, it is 
sufficient to say that it amounts to nothing 
serious. Tilden is giving this phase of the 
canvass his personal attention, bnt even 
this “riding at the head of his own cav­
alry” will not save the day. Governor 
Hayes sits quietly and in dignity at his 
home in Ohio, with the perfect assnrance 
that if he lives he will succeed General 
Grant as President of the United States.

For these reasons the political situation 
in this State is one of exceptional interest, 
because New York becomes not only the 
centre of national influence, but the “pivot” 
on whioh the presidential eleotion will turn. 
The interest of the situation ia increased by 
the fact that Governor Morgan looms np aa 
the coming man of 1880, thereby guarantee­
ing a still farther extension of the power 
of the party whioh elected Lincoln in 1860.

Having looked over the different papers 
for the best and most reliable reflection of 
public opinion on this subject, I find that 
the Eerald and the Tribune are most to be 
relied on. Yesterday I gave you the editorial 
summary of the Herald on the new impulse 
in the interest developed by Governor Mor­
gan’s nomination. To-day I select from the 
Tribune:

Saratoga, August 25.—There is always 
less to be eaid about a good ticket than a 
poor one. Its merits are obvions. In this 
respect the reception of the nominations of 
Morgan and Rogers has been much like that 
of Hayes and YV heeler at Cincinnati. The 
nam.es told the whole story. Governor Mor­
gan was satisfactory to many more party 
men probably than Mr. Evarts would have 
been. His record as a war Governor and 
war Senator, bis unwearied devotion to the 
party, his political skill and power of 
organization, made him a candidate 
acceptable to almost every element 
and repugnant to none, except where 
perhaps there was some fear of his future 
prominence in the organization. His nomi­
nation is universally accepted. In place of 
the usual grumblings and predictions of dis­
aster that, in the first rage of defeat, are 
heard from the friends of unsuccessful can­
didates, there seems to be absolute accord. 
The lriends of Mr. Cornell are glad to have 
defeated Mr. Evarts; the friends of the 
minor candidates were too few m number 
to count, and the nomination made was 
more of a victory than of a compromise for 
them. Even the supporters of Mr. Evarts 
did not seem to feel the ordinary chargrin 
of defeat. Many of them had been elected 
under recommendations to vote either for 
the candidate they lavored or for the one 
who was nominated, and the margin of dif­
ference in their liking was narrow enough 
in some instances.

This, mark you, Is from a “staff” corre­
spondent of the Tribune. This letter is 
not the production of mere “news-writer.” 
The author is a man of brains and wide ex­
perience and speaks by “authority.”

The effect of Morgan’s nomination in 
financial and business circles is clearly in­
dicated by the opinions of two leading 
capitalists of New York which I herewith 
give:

A PROMINENT BANKERS OPINION.
A gentleman who stands at the head of 

one of the solid financial institutions 
of Wall street said yesterday that if 
the Republicans had looked the whole 
State over they could not have found two 
worthier men to place at the head of the 
State ticket than Edwin D. Morgan and 
Sherman S. Rogers. He thought the peo 
pie of the State owed ex-Governor Morgan 
a debt of gratitude for being a candidate at 
this critical time, when his desire to aid the 
eleotion of Hayes and Wheeler could have 
been the only incentive. Ex-Governor 
Morgan had filled the position twice to 
the utmost satisfaction of the best people 
of the State, irrespective ef politics. The 
offioe could bring him no additional honor, 
and in face of the general abase of 
every candidate of high standing it was 
something of a sacrifice for him to enlist in 
the canvass. Mr. Evarts would have made 
an admirable Governor, and while he would 
have attracted many donbtfnl votes he 
would have been weak in organization. He 
coaid scarcely have led the canvass, and 
could not have delegated the leadership 
withont some danger to the reform prin­
ciple. Ex-Governor Morgan, more than 
Mr. Evarts or any other prominent Repub­
lican, would unite the different elements of 
Republican strength. His glorious record 
as war Governor would secure for him the 
support of all the veterans. He ougnt to 
reawaken a Republican feeling among the 
Germans, and unmistakably would get 
the support of very many men who have 
voted the Démocratie ticket for the past 
two years. The canvass would develop 
strength for ex-Governor Morgan day after 
day until the votes were cast. In his own 
life he embodied becoming dignity, high­
mindedness, the most practical kind of cul­
ture, and great business and political sa­
gacity. He was a man of few words, but 
those words always contained the gist of 
the wisdom ior the hoar. No man oould 
utter an honest word sgainst his oharaoter, 
and he had had the foresight and good 
sense to keep oat of the political complica­
tions and friendships which had been the 
disgrace of Grant’s administration. It 
would be a sorry day for bread and butter 
politicians when ex-Governor Morgan was 
elected. He wonld pnt reform into practi­
cal operation, because be was pledged to it 
and no lees, beoause a dishonest or incom­
petent man connected in any way with his 
administration wonld be more than his 
neaoe of mind could stand.

WILLIAM H. GUION'S VIEWS.

William H. Onion, of the Williams & 
Onion Steamship Company, eaid last even­
ing that he had been in favor of the nomi­
nation of William M. Evarts, not for per­
sonal reasons, for he felt as friendly toward 
e x  Governor Morgan as toward Mr. Evarts; 
bnt because Mr. Evarts bad not been asso­
ciated with politics, possessed the qualities 
of a dignified and wise official, and was 
likely to give the most satisfaction to the 
reform elements of both parties. He knew 
several Democrats who wonld have voted 
for Mr. Evarts in preference to any Demo­
crat who oonld have been nominated. He 
doubted if they oonld be indnoed to vote

for ex-Governor Morgan, who w as  enough 
of a politician to awaken the partisan 
spirit in Democrats who were almost 
thoroughly disgusted with the proceedings 
of their party. Ex-Governor Morgan, in 
some respects, was a stronger candi­
date than Mr. Evarts would have 
been. He was more acceptable to
the politicians who make the party 
organization, and was bold and skillful 
enough to lead a strong as well as an honor­
able canvass. He was a politician, bnt 
among the best of politicians, and the 
favor with which his name was received 
by the Liberal Republicans, and the fait 
that he was entirely acceptable to and the 
second choice of the Independents who de­
sired Mr. Evarts, spoke well for the im­
pression he had made as an honest and 
vigorous Governor. Besides, he thought 
that ex-Goveinor Morgan had desired the 
nomination es little as Mr. Evarts, who 
oonld not have accepted a favorable issne 
to him without great perse ial sacrifice. 
Ex-Governor Morgan no doubt would have 
been equally well pleased to remain in pri­
vate life. Ex-Governor Morgan possessed 
very sound judgment on matters of finanoe. 
He had given the subject deep study, as a 
man occupying his position in politics and 
among successful mercantile men would be 
led to do. This was a oritioal time in the 
political history of the country.

x'he Confederate-Democratic coalition 
formed in 1859 on the California question, 
mast, in the end, be defeated. Why, there­
fore, prolong a hopless and profitless con­
flict? This coalition, under Buchanan, 
crossed swords with the party of liberty on 
the plains of Kansas, and was beaten. It 
inaugurated war under Jefferson Davis and 
was beaten. It was beaten in 1864, under 
McClellan. It has been beaten at tha polls 
twice since, and now it will be beaten in 
1876 and in 1881 if it shows the same sec­
tional “Democratic” front. Louisiana owes 
it to herself to cat loose from this mischief­
brewing and war-making ooalition. Her 
place and her best interests are to be found 
on the eame side with such men as Hayes, 
Wheeler and Morgan. B.

I  Those between Vicksburg and Red 
river—Delta, Diamond Island Bend,|Point 
Pleasant, Hard Times, Hardscrabble* 
Bondurant, Mrs. Lees, Kemp, Waterproof, 
L'Argent, Marengo, Henderson’s Point, 
and from Green’s to Brabston’s levees— 
will be examined to see what work is 
necessary, and what can possibly be done.

After this the commission will proceed to 
examine and stake out levees between Red 
river and New Orleans, reaohing here 
about the twenty-third instant.

Later, the levees of Plaquemines will be 
examined. Mr. C. Uncos Lewis, parish 
surveyor, is at present collecting all the in* 
formation possible to aid the commission.

The State engineers will acoompany the 
commission nearly the whole trip, and the 
steamboat Billy Collins has been chartered 
for the occasion.

NOTES FROM  T H E  CAPITAL.

W ashington, September 1 ,1S76.
The patriotism and anion sympathy of 

one Mr. Talbot, present Democratic candi­
date for Governor of Maine, were daring 
the war of such obscure and an altogether 
equivocal character that to prove his loy­
alty he has been moved to parade before 
the pnblic the record of his horse made in 
the early months of the war, and has 
thereby loaded down his canvass with snoh 
a weight ef ridicule as to insure his party’s 
defeat beyond remedy. In 1861 he was in­
vited to contribute from his abundant 
means something to aid the quick dispatch 
of troops to the front. His reeponse was 
characteristically copperhead. “This is a 
black Republican war; they may foot the 
bills.” After a lapse of fifteen years, dur­
ing which no expression of gratification at 
the subjugation of treason has been known 
to esoape from his mouth, he proudly points 
to the alleged fact that he gave the servi­
ces of one horse to transport a detachment 
of troops to the place of rendezvous. The 
conclusiveness of this evidence is somewhat 
marred by the rejoinder of his neighbors 
that be only consented to the employment 
of his horse for this pnrpose because be bad 
no ase for it himself and this saved the ex­
pense of his keeping.

Evidences multiply showing that the Kn- 
Ktux of .the South have determined that 
the States of their section shall be carried 
as a nnit for Tilden. Most of the Demo­
cratic papers published south of the Poto­
mac come to this city, openly and defiantly 
boasting that the electoral vote of their re­
spective States will be secured for the 
Democratic nominees at every and all haz­
ards, regardless of law or the presence of 
United States soldiers. The more indiscreet 
of these pestilent sheets drop the mask be­
hind which they have hitherto sought to 
conceal their diabolical purpose; they are 
filled to overflowing with menaces toward 
white and black Republicans. Were no 
other evidence attainable of their purpose 
to override all law and to carry the No­
vember election by fraud, intimidation, vio­
lence and bloodshed to the extent necessary 
to complete the programme, the recent in­
structions of Secretary Cameron would be 
amply justified by their gratuitous warnings 
furnished by their party press. A failure 
to provide against such sanguinary threats 
would have been criminal and to the last 
degree cowardly.

Democratic effects far the purpose of in­
citing a feeling of hostility between the 
President and his probable enccessor, Gov­
ernor Hayes, have, apparently, had the 
contrary effeot, and strengthened the 
friendly sentiments that have always ex­
isted between them. The President's in. 
vitation to General Hayes to visit 
him at Long Branch is regarded 
with keen disappointment and many 
misgivings, and Democratic Investmente 
in Bluford Wilson is now held to 
have been a very asinine procedure: as by 
the whisky prosecution investigation which 
grew ont of it, the President's character 
was relieved of every shspicion that an an 
scrupulous partisanship had sought to cre­
ate and confirm.

The effective blows that Mr. Blaine is 
dealing the obstructive Democracy in 
Maine is another source of disquiet and 
unhappiness. Ever eince the Cincinnati 
Convention bis disaffection has been confi­
dently affirmed, and was counted as one of 
the most reliable indications of their suc­
cess. It is hardly known yet how the nom 
ination of the great décliner in New York 
is received by the resident managers ot the 
campaign left over from the debris of the 
ex-Confederate Congress; bat with most 
people it mast appear rather ominous for 
defeat to his party, even if every other in 
dication pointed in another direction.

No campaign, not even that of 1860, has 
ever been conducted with more enthusiasm 
on the part of the Republicans than the 
present one in those States where active 
work has been undertaken, and notwith­
standing the strict impartiality displayed 
by the rebel coDperhead Democracy in their 
cheers for the traitor Davis and the re 
former Tilden, the leaders despair of ex 
trieating their reform candidate from the 
trap ol his own sitting. The rank and file 
look hopelessly to the managers and the 
managers in tarn caBt beseeching glances 
toward their great captain, but with feet 
and hands bound, borne down with the 
weight of his war record, his Tammany as­
sociates, “usufruct,” Credit Mobilier, Michi­
gan shin-plasters, wrecked railroads, in­
come taxes and other exposures “too 
numerous to mention,’’ bis canvass threatens 
to break down before fairly underway.

President Grant’s confirmation of ex-At 
torney General Williams’ statement, con 
tradioting Bluford Wilsonls sensational tes. 
timony relative to Mrs. Williams’ agency in 
the matter of the anonymous letters writ­
ten to the President’s wife and the wives of 
some of the Cabinet ministers, aggravates 
the nnpleaeant light in which the ex-solicl- 
tor placed himself in his testimony before 
the committee of investigation relative to 
the whisky prosecutions.

There is nothing new of local interest, as 
everything is overshadowed by the absorb 
ing interest felt in the progress of the cam 
paign. A wail of distress comes np from 
the government departments, from the de- 
oapitated clerk or other employe. A large 
number of females, many of them with 
helplees families, have already been dis 
charged, and more are to follow.

D eath o f  G eneral M . J e ll  Thom pson.
The telegraph yesterday brought the dis­

tressing intelligence to the family of Gen­
eral M. Jeff Thompson, that he had died at 
St. Joseph, Missouri, at abont fonr o’clock 
in the afternoon. For several months be 
had been very unwell. In fact, for the past 
two or three years his physical conditipn 
has been such as should have prevented his 
doing any labor; yet, he was continually in 
active occupation, and over and over again 
has marched miles on the levees, all the 
while suffering intense pain. His position 
was snoh that he could over and over again 
have detailed other engineers, with equal 
benefit to the State, and no loss of reputa­
tion. But he preferred to do it himself, 
and an examination of his field books will 
show no work neglected, no labor shirked, 
nothing forgotten, nothing lost that he 
conld save.

When, after one oi his arduous trips he 
returned, his bright eye was as cheerfal and 
his laugh as hearty as when he left the city 
in health. To only a few friends, and only 
when they particularly asked, would he 
tell his sufferings or describe his labors. 
Then there was never a thought of com­
plaint, bat only a detail of what he had ac­
complished in spite of his ills. Always im­
pulsive, always expressing the uppermost 
thought, often denouncing evils, yet never 
did a grumble come from his lips about him­
self. If he told how sick he was it was 
merely stating an abstract fact that was a 
matter of regret as impairing his useful­
ness.

General Montgomery Thompson was born 
at Harper's Ferry, Virginia, January 22, 
1826, and was consequently but a few 
months over fifty years of age when he 
died. He adopted the name of Jeff because 
of an occurrence in early life, which gave 
him the name from his friends, told by his 
friend, Mark Twain, in “Ronghing It,” and 
he was called by it ever since. From the 
age of twenty he was a civil engineer till 
the breaking oat of the war. He laid ont 
and superintended the construction of the 
Hannibal and St. Joseph railroad, and held 
the position of chief engineer nntil elected 
mayor of St. Joseph. This position he held 
at the breaking ont of the rebellion. He 
started in on the Confederate side as 
brigadier of the Missouri State Gnards, 
and was probably as well known a com­
mander as any serving ander that flag. He 
never held a commission from the Cocfed 
erate government. He was wounded and 
taken prisoner daring the war.

When the war ended he entered com 
mercial pursuits and visited the Northern 
cities in an attempt to revive an almost for 
gotten trade. In 1863 he became chief 
State engineer of Louisiana, and has held 
that offioe ever since. Abont that time, 
like Longstreet, he was mach abased for 
his adoption of Republican principles, but 
his easy temper was very little ruffled by it 
He leaves four children, two having died.

Daring his term of office he has beeE a 
faithful, hard working, honest public ser­
vant. To his friends he was hearty, kindly 
and trank; to all he was open and above 
board; to his family he was loving and 
solicitons. Of himself he was utterly care 
less, ne  never had an unkind thought of 
any one.

M arsh a l P a c k a rd ’s Successor.

Hon. J. R. G. Pitkin has received inior 
ination that his commission as United 
States marshal had been forwarded from 
Washington yesterday.

Mr. Pitkin has always been known not 
only as a sincere Republican, but as an 
earnest, able and hard-working one. From 
the earliest days he has been found in its 
ranks and never far from the front. In 
every campaign he has been with the fore' 
most.

Mr. Pitkin is abont the same age as Mr 
Packard, and they have been companions 
in arms for manv years. Nature has given 
Mr. Pitkin health, a fine presence and a 
large brain. Natnrally a stndent, he has 
continuously pnrsned the étudiés he com 
menced at college. E ver modest, few wonld 
suspect the wide range his researches have 
taken or how thorough is his knowledge. A 
learned lawyer, be has not allowed his law 
books to lay idle, though for some years not 
in practice. An accomplished writer, he 
labors so incessantly that every succeeding 
article appears snperior to its predecessor. 
A graceful and fluent speaker, his sen 
tences fall from his lips as ronnded 
as if polishfd by many an after 
thought. When on noteworthy occa­
sions he addresses an audience his orations 
are as complete as a studied essay. In the 
positions he has already held, his ability 
calm and carefal judgment and unswerving 
integrity have increased his reputation and 
made him songht for by all for counsel and 
aid.

With these qualities and his great ex 
perienoe he enters his new position. He 
will prove a worthy enccessor to Mr. Pack' 
ard and demonstrate that no better choice 
conld have been made.

M ATTERS IN OUACHITA.

The M ard er o t D lnk*rave.

Some additional particulars of affairs in 
the parish of Ouachita have been received 
from a trustworthy source. The letter was 
written the day after the murder of Tax 
Collector B. H. Dinkgrave. It gives the 
facts of the immediate killing as previously 
published, with some additional particu­
lars. Monday evening, the twenty-eighth 
of August, Dinkgrave met a strange 
man near the residence of Mr. Breard, 
who eyed him closely. He appeared to 
mistake him for Breard. whom he re­
sembled, but mounted and followed when 
he passed that home. Some colored people 
told him to look out for this man, for he had 
been about his house all the evening. lie 
returned and got some one to go home 
with him. Nothing more was seen of 
the man that night, bnt the next he 
was watching in the same place. Dinkgrave 
did not go home that night, and daring the 
day was warned to look ont. Wednesday, 
thinking no one would trouble him in the 
day time, he started for dinner. He met 
the same man, with a gnn, and turned 
back. He met Mr. H. G. Dobson, told 
him of the man, asked him to go with 
him, and the two started together. They 
met the man on horseback, who halted 
Dobson. shot Dinkgrave, rode off, and has 
not been seen since.

This account effectually disposes of the 
story that Dinkgrave was killed by Wim­
berly’s brother, for it is plain he did not 
know who was hunting him.

Tuesday night the town of Monroe was 
excited by a report that some negroes had 
shot into white people's honsee down the 
river. The rifle clubs gathered together 
and collected horses and guns. It was ar­
ranged they should go down the river. 
Some Republicans asked Democrats to aid 
in preserving order, bnt only got for an an­
swer, “Yon Republicans have started this 
row and now yon want protection.”

Going down the river it was found that 
all the colored people had left their homes 
and taken to the fields, where some one 
heard the children crying. The rifle com­
pany was asked to aid in quieting the ex­
citement, bat they answered that they were 
home gnards and not constables. For two 
nights mounted men overrun the parish and 
prevented the colored people from going to 
their homes.

Thursday, the day of Dinkgrave's funeral 
the town was filled with armed men. One 
company stacked arms jost oat of town 
The sheriff was powerless to protect the 
people ii any riot had occured, and was 
himself threatened m the presence of sev 
oral people. It was openly said that all 
there was to do for the colored people to 
have peace was to join the Democratic party, 

This intelligence is np to Thursday after 
noon. More will be received soon.

It is believed that Borke 
had a secret interview with Bill Eagle, one 
of the hostile chiefs, and subsequently is 
sued 250 head of cattle, most of which, it 
is suspected, has gone to hostile camps. 
General Sheridan says:

“We do not want to do anything unpleas 
ant to the Secretary of the Interior or the 
Commissioner of Indian Affairs, but really 
think it would be best for all concerned 
that army officers should perform the 
duties at the agencies until the trouble is 
over.”

Colonel Carlin bos pnt Captain R. E 
Johnson in charge at the agency at Stand 
ing Rock nntil the new agent arrives.

General Sherman replies that the utmost 
harmony exists between the War and In­
terior Departments; that a new agent has 
been appointed, and that in the meantime 
Colonel Carlin mast control all issues from 
the agency.
