MASON AND DIXON’S LINE DRAWN AGAIN
The Scotch have a proverb: “ It is an 

ill bird that fouls it own nest,” which 
finds an apt application in the assault of 
ot the Picayune upon citizens of the 
United Slates who were bom “north of 
Mason and Dixon's line.

Notwithstanding the inflammable state 
of the political atmosphere, that journal 
departing from the conservative stand 
which has marked its earlier course, has 
fallen into the mode of personalities, and 
has even made the local nativity of its 
opponents a ground of ridicule and re> 
proach against them.

It is not merely an unwise course to 
cast obloquy upon a man for the accident 
of his birth place. It is an unreasonable 
act to teach that this accident will always 
be remembered against a man, and that 
while in the profits of business he may be 
treated with civility, when society comes 
to bestow its confidence, he wiil be de­
clared beyond its pale.

The chief reproach of these gentlemen 
is that they were born “away deown in 
Maine,” and consequently ought not to be 
trusted in Louisiana. We read the daily 
compliments to advertisers of Northern 
birth, or to concerns operating on North­
ern capital. Can it be possible that at 
the same moment the editorial sentiment 
toward those is that they have no rights 
social or political? This would be im­
puting a degree of mercenary hypocrisy, 
which we would hesitate to assign to the 
honorable profession of journalism any­
where. Yet it is fairly to be inferred from 
the commendation of a customer on one 
side of the paper, and the insult to his 
nativity on the other. Most American 
communities welcome men of enterprise, 
without inquiring of nativity. Louisiana, 
and especially New Orleans, needs capital, 
industry, and tenants for the vacant 
houses. Is this to be gained by telling 
immigrants we will borrow your money, 
and puff yonr business for twenty cents a 
line, but if you should ever ask any social 
or political recognition, yoa must not for­
get that though natives of a section which 
made the Union, and paid for Louisiana, 
you can not expect either the one or the 
other at our hands.

That this sole objection to Mr. Packard 
should come from the Picayune is really 
shameful. Who was the chief founder 
and editor of the Picayune? A man whose 
ability and personal excellence gave him 
hosts of friends; a man whose gallantry 
carried him into the cruel captivity of 
a Mexican fortress, and who, under the 
folds of the national flag, accompanied 
the American forces under Scott and Tay­
lor, and thus avenged the injustice that 
ho had undergone. In 183Ö he had come 
as a journeyman printer to New Orleans, 
and established the Picayune, “ the first 
cheap daily newspaper issued in New Or­
leans, which, under his direction, became a 
leading Southern journal’’ Now, let us ask 
the Picayune who was the man under 
whose direction the Picayune became a 
“leading Southern journal?" [Our italics.]

The Graphic sayf: “An unemployed tele­
graph operator yesterday stood near the 
office in this city and heard the stylus tick 
oft thî following as it passed through kit­
ing: ‘S-j-t-;-l-d-e-n a-r-w-e-a-f-o-o-t-o-r-h o-s s- 
b-a-c-k-t h h-e n-d-r-i c,'and blnshingat hav 
ing overheard so much, he closed his ears 
to the rest and came away.”

Kendall, George Wilkins, an American 
journalist1, born in Amherst, now Mount 
VernoD. N e w  H a m psh ir e  [our small cap*], 
about 1807; died at Oak Spring, near Bowie, 
Texas, October 21, 1807.

As an old blind Mexican was gropi ag his 
way past a saloon in San Antonio one morn 
ing, a practioal humorist punched him in 
the back with a  cane. The back-hand lick 
the old fellow suddenly let fiy with his 
stick struck ttree majors and two colonels, 
and if it had been three inches longer it 
would have crippled two professors aDd a 
dog.

Says Dickem: A mob is usually a crea­
ture of very mysterious existence, particu­
larly in a large city. Where it comes from 
or whither it goes few can tell. Assembling 
and dispersing with equal suddenm s?, it is 
as difficult to follow to its various sources 
as the sea itself ; nor does it stop here, for 
the ocean is not more fickle and uncertain, 
more terrible when roused, more unreason­
able or more cruel.

Genteral Raum, commissioner of internal 
revenue, is having an official statement of 
Mr. Tilden's income returns made, whioh 
will in all probability be sent to Attdtney 
General Taft for opinion as to what action 
should, or can be taken, by the United 
States to recover through the courts any 
sums which may not have been returned. 
Nearly ail the returns are estimated by the 
assessor, Mr. Tilden only on one occasion 
making a voluntary statement.

The politeness of a Californian was well 
demonstrated at a recent horse race. A 
maw who lacked the lucre to secure him ad­
mission at the gate, perched himself on a 
monument in Lone Mountain Cemetery, 
and composed himaelf to wateh the flyers, 
oben another fellow, reaching np, touched 
J im on the leg: “I want that neat, air.” 
»‘Oh! you be d—d.” “But it’a my family 
uxnbstone. My grandmother lie* buried 
bare.” “ Oh,” said the sport, and accom­
moda tin gly climbed down.

Now, if we take the map, we will find that 
this founder of “a leading Southern jour­
nal” was born north of Mason and Dixon’s 
line, and in one of the most Northern 
States1 in the Union.

We proceed a little further in the pub­
lished history of this Southern journal. 
The editorial management and property 
interest passed from the hands of its dis­
tinguished Yankee founder into those of 
another gentleman of similar nativity, 
This gentleman, because of his admira- 
ble business qualities, his great modera­
tion, and the dignity and courtesy which 
ruled in the columns of the journal, 
maintained its popularity and progress. 
The native of New Hampshire chiefly 
directed this “leading Southern journal 
up to the war. He was subsequently 
succeeded by his associate, to whom we 
have referred, who sustained the Southern 
journal during the war, and continued in 
its conduct, with a short and disastrous 
intermission, until his regretted death in 
1875. Now, who was this second director 
of “ the Southern journal?” He was a 
native of Vermont. His family are well 
known to and respected by Governor 
Kellogg, who himself migrated from 
the State of Vermont to the State of 
Louisiana, possibly encouraged by the 
success of his predecessor.

When we remember that the New Eng­
land Yankee from Vermont had, with 
years of honest industry, built up a prop­
erty which has worthily passed into other 
hands -when we reflect that many of the 
employes connected with the publication of 
the Picayune had held the most confiden­
tial relations with that New England 
patron, we can not understand how those 
who succeed to the direction of a 
Southern journal thus founded by 
one Yankee and conducted with suc­
cess by another, should raise the 
question of nativity against a citizen 
of the United States, born in New Eng­
land, or should raise the question of fit­
ness for trust against the New England 
compatriots and contemporaries of those 
“under whose direction” was founded 
the leading Southern journal now claim­
ing to be a home institution of forty years 
standing ?

W ith  t h i s  censure of Mr. Packard for 
having been b o r n  o n  t h e  same side o f  
Mason and Dixon’s l in e  w i th  th e  fo u n d e r s

of the Picayune, we come to contrast the 
high commendation of the candidate for 
President whose name graces the columns 
of that Southern journal. General Hayes 
is a native of the West, his mother ac 
cording to Mr. John Tyler, having been 
the descendant of Mayor Rutherford, of 
Richmond, Virginia, a name synonymous 
with integrity and excellence. The State 
of Ohio is in part south of Mason and 
Dixon's line, while its whole territory was 
given by Virginia to the Union. Why 
with this inferior honesty to people born 
north of that magic line, should the Pica 
yune go to New England for a native 
President? Yet this is precisely what 
these high blooded Southerners have done. 
Passed over a Western man whose inter- 

‘ests and commerce is with New Orleans 
and attached themselves to the skirts of 
New England Yankee attorney, whose 
railroad interests would lead him to block 
up the Mississippi outlet, that all Western 
trade should go over the Eastern railroad 
system to the port of New York.

We have seen, however, this effort to 
concentrate Southern prejudice against 
Northern and Western men. We have 
seen the ominous line of Mason and 
Dixon drawn anew. Is it surprising that 
the population cast out and prohibited on 
our side of that line should stay on their 
own? Is it astounding that this gage of 
sectional war thus thrown down by the 
South should be accepted by the North 
or that a war of sections adjourned from 
this field of battle should be renewed 
again in the halls and upon the hustings 
of the Union? The journals which seek 
to increase this local popularity, by reviv- 
ing the sectional prejudices from which 
we have suffered so much, should be 
taught that ihey are responsible accord­
ing to the measure of their ability for 
the obvious array of Northern and 
Western States on one side of 
Mason and Dixon’s line against the States 
on the other. Arkansas has voted and 
given an indorsement to the White Line 
Democracy. Vermont has replied by an 
enlarged vote in behalf of the Republican 
Union party and its policy. We may an­
ticipate that as the campaign goes on the 
Southern States, which by intolerance 
and intimidation organize their people on 
the south side of Mason and Dixon’s line 
will find themselves confronted with the 
Western and Northern States. A division 
of the electoral vote by that line will 
show that the political as well as the mili 
tary power of the nation lies north of the 
line, is greater than the contracting force, 
political or military, on the south side of 
that line. Mason and Dixon’s line is 
therefore redrawn and fortified en the 
Southern side. Everything shows that it 
is being made equally impregnable on the 
Northern side.

CAEPET-BAGGEES AND DEM0CEATS.
The R e pu b l ic a n  has frequently shown 

that a man in this State may at any time 
enter a plea of being a Democrat as an 
effectual bar to punishment for any of­
fense. On the other hand, a charge of 
carnet-baggery, like an imputation of 
heresy in some countries, makes a man 
an outlaw, whom it is a great merit to 
rob, insult, abuse or kill, according to 
the surrounding circumstances.

It has been the fashion among the 
rougher elements in the newspaper pro­
fession in this State to make the abuse of 
carpet-baggers a regular business, supple­
mented with an occasional glimpse at 
Basin street life, doings in the police 
courts and reports of showy parades and 
Sabbath breaking. A carpet-bagger may 
be described in general terms as a gen­
tleman born on the northern sida of Ma­
son and Dixon’s line. All so born are 
carpet-baggers except—

1. Democrats. ;
2. Men of capital, or presumed to have 

it, who are afraid “ to take any part in 
politics.”

Thus society is constructed upon a 
false, not to say ridiculous basis. Slang 
terms and catch words supply the place 
of evidence, and are made to supersede 
the reasoning faculties. If it can be said 
of aman, “H e isa  g od Democrat,” no 
other recommendation is necessary. He 

received into the political circles (not 
social or financial, mind you), of the very 
elect; but if it can be whispered: “He is 
a carpet-bagger,” all his rights fall 
away from him as readily as the 
scales left the eyes of Paul on a 
noted occasion. A residence of ten, 
twenty or even thirty years goes 
for nothing. If he be an American citi­
zen and a Republican, he is hopelessly 
outlawed, and it shall be lawful for any 
Democrat to slay him, any Demo­
cratic boy to rotten egg him, or 
any employe of a Democratic interest to 
cowhide him. And yet wo are reaching 
out our hands for commerce and national 
alms. The people who dwell in the native 
States of our Republican citizens hold 
the power and the purse of the nation 
They likewise own and control the lines 
of transportation, rule the money and 
produce markets; make public opinion by 
the means of widely circulated and ably 
conducted newspapers. When a North­
ern Republican, for instance, learns that 
his brother or neighbor, who always bore 
an excellent character at home, is subject to 
contumely and disability in the Southern 
State to which he has removed, and for no 
other reason than that he is a Republican 
he forms an unfavorable yet we can not 
say incorrect opinion of the manners and 
morals of the community that tolerates 
and permits such bald injustice.

The recent affray between Messrs. Souer, 
of Avoyelles, and Smith, recently of the 
Chicago Inter-Ocean, but lately employed 
as a reporter for the Times, illustrates 
very vividly this fell spirit of prejudice. 
General Souer has been a prominent man 
in this State for about fourteen years. He 
came here with ample means, with the in­
tention of engaging in mercantile busi­
ness. He is generous to a fault, good 
natured, and of a noble, confiding dispo­
sition. There is no man here or else­
where who can accuse him of a dishonest 
or dishonorable transaction. His word 
is good wherever he is known. His devo­
tion to his obligations is proverbial. In

case where it became recessary for him 
to suffer a loss to save the infliction of an 
injury upon another, or even the shade of 
an injury, he would shoulder the loss. This 
is really a matter of religion with him, and 
yet it is the easiest thing in the world 
in this city to raise the hue and cry of 
ignorant prejudice against this fine speci­
men of American character, this truly no­
ble nature, by merely pointing him out in 
the streets or publishing him in a Demo­
cratic newspaper as a “carpet-bagger.’’ 
Nothing else is required. Any drunken 
loafer can do the one; any hired reporter 
the other.

Let us review his life briefly, and see 
what sort of a man it is whom it has been 
fashionable because heretofore safe to hold 
up to ridicule by mendacious scribblers. 
As we remarked above, Souer came here 
with considerable means in ready cash, 
and as much credit on business orders in 
New York as he was likely to require. 
He had not been here long before he 
formed the acquaintance of some of “our 
best first citizens,” who succeeded in bor­
rowing the most of his money from him 
on no better collaterals than “ the word 
and honor of a gentleman.” If he had 
been a business man, instead of a warm­
hearted, trusting, noble boy—if, in a 
word, he had known the market price of 
the “ word and honor” of some of our 
self-styled “gentlemen,” he would have 
demanded better security, something 
more solid than he got. It would have 
been prudent, to say the least, to believe 
in the virtues of portable property quite 
as firmly as in the character of such 
“broad-minded, chivalrous gentlemen’ 
as yesterday surrounded him with re­
volvers in hand, and who were only pre­
vented from shooting at him by the error 
of supposing him dead already.

But the man to whom Souer loaned his 
money failed, as did another who has 
since become a shining light in Demo­
cratic councils, who got about $4000 out 
of the trusting young man. One of these 
bankrupts was in some manner interested 
in a lot of velocipedes which had been 
shipped here for sale. It was at a time 
when these toys were just coming into 
fashion. He offered to let young Souer 
have a few on account, and as it was that 
or nothing they were accepted. Subse­
quently Souer tried to utilize his strange 
purchase by teaching the use of the ve­
locipede. He became a proficient, but 
soon found there was no money in it, and 
gave up the whole debt as a dead loss, 
which it was. Certain witty reporters 
have 6ince endeavored to make plenty of 
fun out of this affair of the velocipedes, 
which, however, never did any harm, and 
therefore passed unnoticed.

Shortly after the adoption of the con­
stitution of 1868, Mr. Souer was sent to 
Avoyelles parish as supervisor of regis­
tration. He thereby acquired a legal 
residence, and having won the confidence 
of the Republican voters, was elected a 
member of the House of Representatives. 
He has been twice re-elected, and has 
been nominated for the same trust in the 
pending campaign. He has, therefore, 
been the chosen representative of an im­
portant parish for six consecutive years, 
and has gained the good will and personal 
esteem of many of the Democratic citi­
zens of the parish with whom he is on 
friendly terms.

4Yo file then, in behalf of a gentleman 
who has been stigmatized as a carpet­
bagger, the record of an honorable life; a 
residence of more than fourteen years, six 
of which have been spent in the public ser­
vice ; a character for unsullied honor and 
honesty : a scrupulous discharge of every 
obligation. His associates, both here and 
in his own parish, are gentlemen; he is a 
man descended from a good family, and 
has never disgraced his name. Against 
all this, his enemies can only reiterate the 
stale, unmeaning accusation of being a 
carpet-bagger. For this he is to be abut 
from the pale of society and the protec­
tion of the law. n e  may be shot at 
by highwaymen and ridiculed for the 
danger he incurred. Nay, more. Be­
fore he had given any statement ol 
the affair at all, further than to
allude to it in a modest way to 
some private friends, two of our journals 
made haste to contradict what they sup­
posed he would or ought to say, and to 
make light of a damning outrage, simply 
because it was directed against a man 
whom the reporters thought it would be 
witty, fashionable and safe to ridicule. 
And when his feelings were thus outraged 
the additional insult of an attempt to as­
sault him with a cowhide was offered, and 
he struck. The gentlemanly bystanders 
professe d surprise and indignation that he 
should have shown any feeling in the 
matter at all. The fact is, the young 
gladiator thinks he has been patient un­
der contumely about long enough, and 
has resolved to put a stop to the unmanly 
persecutions which his alleged character 
as a cajpet-bagger has seemingly invited.

THE AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION

[No. 96.
An act to amend the constitution of the 

State of Louisiana.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the State of Louisiana 
in General Assemblv convened, two-thirds 
of the members of each house agreeing 
thereto, That the following amendments be 
proposed and entered upon the respective 
journals of the Senate and House of Repre­
sentatives, with the yeas and nays taken 
thereon, and the Secretary of State shall 
cause the same to be published three 
months before the next general election for 
Representatives in the General Assembly, 
in at least one newspaper in every parish 
in the State in whioh a newspaper shall be 
published, and said proposed amendments 
shall be submitted to the people, at said 
election, in such manner and form that the 
people may vote for or against each amend­
ment separately, i. e : First proposed 
amendment, “For approval, or “Against 
approval,” and in like manner as to the 
others: and if a majority of the voters, at 
said election, shall approve and ratify such 
amendment or amendments, the same shall 
be appropriately numbered, and become 
a part of the constitution, and be pro­
claimed as such by the Governor and Sec­
retary of State.

1. The expenditures of each session of the 
General Assembly for per diem and mileage 
of members, for payment of officers and 
employes, and for contingent expenses, 
shall not exceed the sum ot one hundred 
and seventy-five thousand dollars; and 
members of the General Assembly shall 
receive five dollars a day daring their at­
tendance, and a mileage ot twenty cents a 
mile for aotual distance from the court­
house of their respective parishes to the 
State Capitol.

2. The last sentence in article sixty-six 
of the constitution, which reads as fol­
lows, to wit: “If any bill shall not be 
returned by the Governor within live days 
after it shall have been presented to him, 
it shall be a law in like manner as it he 
had Bigned it, unless the General Assem 
bly by adjournment prevent its return 
in which case the said bill shall be re 
turned on the first day of the meeting 
the General Assembly after the expiration 
of said five days, or be a law,” shall be 
amended so as to read as follows, to wit 
“If any bill shall not be returned by the 
Governor within five days, not including 
Sundays, after it shall have been presented 
to him, it shall be a law in like manner as 
if he had signed it, unless the General As­
sembly by adjournment prevent its return, 
in which case it shall not be a law unless 
signed and promulgated within twenty 
days after said adjournment.'

3. The judicial powers heretofore vested 
in parish courts are hereby abrogated and 
withdrawn. The district courts of the 
State, outside the parish of Orleans, shall 
have original jurisdiction in all civil cases 
when the amount in dispute exceeds one 
hundred dollars, exclusive of interest, and 
appellate jurisdiction over cases decided by 
justices oi the peace when the amount in dis 
pute exceeds fifty dollars, exclusive of in 
terest- In ;riminal cases their iurisdiotion 
shall be an mited, and they shall have fnll 
jurisdiction AVer matters ol probate and sne- 
cessien. Each of said district judges shall 
receive a salary of four thousand dollars 
annually, payable quarterly on his 
own warrant. Justices of the peace 
shall have jurisdiction in civil cases 
when, without reterenoe to interest, 
the amount in dispute does not exceed 
one hundred dollars, with power to pro­
nounce judgment for that amount, and such 
interest, not to exceed eight per cent per 
annum, as may be proved, and shall have, 
in addition to the criminal jurisdiction now 
vested in them, all such criminal jarisdic 
tion as is now vested in parish courts 
Clerks of the district courts shall have 
power to grant writs of arrest, attachment 
sequestration, provisional seizure and in 
junction; to receive and probate wills; to 
appoint administrators, executors, curators, 
tutors and under-tutors in cases in which 
no opposition shall be made; to homologate 
accounts, tableaus and schedules of debts 
when no opposition is made thereto, their 
jndgments being only prima facie evidence 
of correctness; to grant orders directing 
sale of property belonging to successions 
or minors, and to grant orders of seizure 
and sale by executory process, aEd shall re­
ceive such fees therefor as may be Drovided 
by the General Assembly.

4. The Governor shall receive a salary of 
six thousand dollars annually, payable 
quarterly, on his own warrant.

5. No fees or perquisites of office shall be 
allowed to or received by the Treasurer, 
Auditor, Attorney General, or by district 
attorneys.

Any amendment or amendments to 
this constitution may be proposed in the 
Senate or House uf Representatives, and 
if the same shall be agreed to by two 
thirds of the members elected to each 
house, such proposed amendment 
amendments shall be entered on their 
respective journals, with the yeas and nays 
taken thereon; and the Secretary oi State 
shall cause the same to be published, three 
months before the next general election tor 
Representatives to the General Assembly, 
in a; least one newspaper in every parish in 
the State in which a newspaper shall be 
published. And such proposed amend 
ment or amendments shall be submitted to 
the people at said election; and it a majori 
ty of the voters at said election shall ap­
prove and ratify such amendment oi 
amendments, the same shall become a part 
of this constitution. If more than one 
amendment shall be submitted at one time, 
they shall be submitted in such manner 
and form that the people may vote for or 
against each amendment separately.
