A correspondent writes to the New York
Times:

In a recent issue, your Paris correspon-
deat mentions the great intereat two great
American engineering projects were exocit-
ing in Europe—the one the “intersection of
the Iathmus of Darien (the concession for
which had just been obtained by Senor
Gorgoza from the government of Colombia),
the other, the canalization required through
the Peninsula of Florida to effeot the juno-
tion of the Mississippi and the Atlantio,

inting out at the same time the feasibil-

ty of the latter work, and, on account of
the jmagnitude of its importance, both to
our own .oonntr{ and Europe, the desira-
bility of its early inception. I take pleas-
ure in laying bef our read pi
extracts from the “intormations” prepared
for the International Geographi Con-
gress, which was held last year in Paris,
and which, as we have seen, i» already pro-
ducing such good results. The magnitude
and great cost of the works incidental to the
opening of a canal through the Isthmus of
arien (a3 well as the oom‘rlicsted political
interests involved), preclude the hope that
any euch acheme can be brought to a suc-
ceasful issue unless on a thoroughly inter-
nativnal basis. With the simple dredging
and ditching required to connect the St.
Mary's and wanee rivers, and improve-
ment of the already existing water waya
from thence to New Orleans, it is quite an-
other affair, and it is doubtfal whether our
unfortunate surplus labor at present could
‘e more profitably applied for the general
good ot the trade and commerce of our
country than by'openini this great national
highway. It is impoesible to read the clear
and interesting communication without con-
curring in the hope that this eminently
practical and singularly inexpensive work
(but fraught with such almost incalculable
subhc good) may not onolg be apeedily un-
ertaken, but accomplished. Following are
the extracts referred to:

*The Associated Chambers of Commerce
of the United Kingdom (affiliated now with
those of Germany and France), in their re-
ocent report, after showinq the enormous

capabilities of the Mississippi valley for
maintaining the most flourishing trade in
the worid, point ont among the obstructions
prominently calling for removal, the ditfi-
culties and expenses attending the trana-
portation of merchandise in bond to the in-
terior of the United States, and the ex-
oeasive taxes and charges in shipping at
New Orleans, which amount almost to a
prohibition of the use of that port for gen-
‘r:l commerce.

“By no other way can these be avoided,
or this great desideratum obtained than by
adopting this route. Speaking of it in his
message (1373-4), President Grant says:
‘Such a roate along our coast would be of
great valae at all times, but of inestimable
walue in case of foreign war. * * * Na-
ture has already provided the greater part
of the routs, and the obstacles to be over-
come are easily within the skill of the en-
moeer.’

“The routs is thus described: ‘From New
Orleans to St. Marks in Florids, a series of
lakee, lazoons and sand-locked water ways
extend along the coast, all navigable, and
separated st long intervals by low necks of
land, requiring little more than ekillful
dredging to open the route to the Suwanee
river in Fiorida. From the Suwanee river
to the Graat St. Mary's river is only thirty
milss, which from the point of juaction
pours izs stately flood nnimpeded by rock
or shoal into the Atlantic ocean, near
the southernmost point ot Cumberland
island. By this plan, and at & minimam
cost (the canal needs only & depth of trom
seven to eizht feet to float the largest steam-
ers or crafr frequenting these rivers), 20,000
miles of rivers and navigable waters, al-
ready swarmimf with eraft and eager for
commerce, will te opened up, and the
Southern planter or the Weatern graufer
from the ramotest distriots will be enabled
to ship their produce by the easiest and
oheapest mode ot transportation known to
commeres (and without breaking bulk),
to ocean-going steamers and shipping of
any tonaage lying in_the safe harbors and
anchorages on the Atlantic coast s |
thus avoiding all the dan%ers now incident
10 the navigation of the Bahamas, reefs of
Florida and Gulf of Mexico.”

When we consider the immensity of the
interesta at atake, and how we Europeans
are so vitaily interested in obtaining the
great staple of cotton, corn and sugar on
the cheapest terms—either as consumers or

rodacers—for our toiling millions, we can
Endiy over-estimate the importance and
desirability of opening this great hlghwa{.
And we suggzest that during the approach-
ing centenn:ai to commemorate the great-
pess to which it hbas attained and the ben-
evolenss of ita intentions, no more benefi-
cent publioc work could be adopted by tae
great republic of the West.

Who Will Succeed Tildea?
The New York Graphic says:
The Democrats may atfect to lanzh at the
propoeed substitution ot Peter Cooper for
Samuel J. Tilden at the head of their presi-
dential ticket, but why, if it were practi-
cabie, would not the change be desirable?
There is not & betting politician in the
country who is mnot willing to stake two to
one that Mr. Tilden cam not poesibly be
elected. He is acknowledged now to be a
very weak candidate. On the financea he
can gain mo votes from Mr. Hayes, who
occupies the better position. The reform
issue haa clearly broken down, for the
reason that Mr. Tilden was ocompeiled
to court the great army of ‘‘outs” by
practically promisinz that in the event
of his election the Republican office-
holders wonld be turned out and Dem-
ocrats put in their places. This is what
has alwaya been the curse of our pelitics.
The only chance for a Demoecratic can-
didate was in the uneasiness of the people
at the prevailing financial distress and toe
deeire for a change, but no change in the
financial eituation would result trom the
election of Mr. Tilden. The blunders of the
canvass 80 fur have been damaging to the
Democratic candidate; but supnose Mr.
Peter Cooper were sabstituted. His name
is honored and respected all over the world.
He will live in the memories of many gen-
erations long after some of our Presidents
sre forgotten. He is a man ot wealth,
spends his money liberally, represents
@ criticism upon our present finan-
cial system, and bis election would
really result in the change demanded.
There are no private scandals against him;
he has paid his income tax; he has never
been connected in any questionable way
with railroads: and, what ought to be satis-
factory to the party, he was in his best
days a consistent Democrat. There should
be an effort among the leading Democrats
to bring a pressure to bear upon Tilden to
resizn. Then let there be local indorse-
ments—oonventions in the several States to
second the nomination of Cooper and Hen-
dricks. It would give animmenss impstus
to the campaign and, we judge, woaid seri-
ously imperil the prosPecm of Hayea and
Wheeler. Let us hear from the press of the
country upon this suggestion.

Moreover, in
order to be a mediator one must be impar-
tial, and there is not one of the great pewers
that can oclaim to be absolutely disinter-
eated. gland has pr d openly in
favor of the Turks: Russia has shown that
her sympathies are wholly with the Ser-
vians; Aunetria now has hard work keeping
her Magyar populations from meking an
attack upon the Sclaves; and Germany is
too closely allied to England to per-
mit her court, whose sympathies are with
Russis, to take any sort of aotion in
the matter. Italy and France remain, but
there are potent reasens why neither should
wish to intertere, not between the Servians
and the Turks, but between the interested
P t whose passi have been so
strongly aroused by this struggle. Appa-
rently, therefore, the war must go on until
one party or the other, by force of arme,
shall have conguered the right te dictate
the terms of g)enoe Although things do
look bad for the Servians at this moment,
there is no reason for despair. They bave
taken up some admirabie positions in the
interior, and if they oan get up a little
patriotic fervor in favor of war they may
yet carry the war through more than one
campaign. Delay may be most valuable to
them, for there is no telling to what finan-
cial straits the Tarks may be brougutduring
the coming winter.—American Register.
