lass takes occasion to say:

When you stern'y arraigned Buchanan 
for bis broken promises, and did your best 
to keep out ot the dark and treacherous 
hands of the Blave power, tbe spècial object 
of that power was to strengthen itself 
by extension, and the particular measure 
had in view was to make Kansas a slave 
State; but now it is said there is no slavery 
to extend, and hence the whole subject of 
a dead issue.

A greater mistake than this, stnpidity it­
self could not well commit. To make it a 
man has to shut his eyes to all that is going 
on about him, as well as to all rational con­
ceptions of the nature ot human thoughts 
and feeling. It does not require that mur­
der and rapine shall rage at the South to 
convince thonghtful men that the spirit of 
slave-mastery is still abroad there. It need 
not come, as it does come to all Southern 
Republican meetings, on horseback, with 
arms in its bands and bullets in its pockets 
to awe the timid and shoot the brave. We 
know that, constituted as human na’ure is, 
time and events alone can bani-h tbe 
desire of tbe w hite master clars of the South 
to continue their mastery over their former 
slaves.

Now, as ever, the contest is, liberty and 
civilization on the one band, and slavery 
and barbarism on tbe other, and I rejoice 
that your able pen and historic journal are 
doing their share toward a righteous Hnd 
glorious result. A vote for Tilden and 
Hendricks will be a vote to hold np the 
bloody hands and promote the lawless sway 
ot disguisbed and uudisgnished mohocrats 
and murderers. A negro’s life was never 
sacred in the eyes of slave-masters. It was 
always a question of loss or gain whether 
be should oe shot down or permitted to 
five; and it is with this old elaveholdiDg 
idea that the government of this country 
has to contend. Every vote for Rutherford 
B Hayes is a vote in' favor of the sscred 
ness of human life and for the maintenance 
of law and order against the thinly dis­
guised barbarism of the South.
