UNIVERBAL SUFFRAGE.

The extension of the right of suffrage
to the emancipated was inevitable from
the status of citizenship. It was indis-
pensable to arm them with the ballot, and
it was eminently wise to prepare them at
once for the responsible duties which they
bad inherited. To suppose a people fit
to be represented and yet not permitted to
cast a vote in the choice of their repre-
sentatives would be unreasonable. To
bestow upon those who distrusted the ca-
pacity of the emancipated to vote, an ex-
clusive power to legislate over them,
might have been to surrender the control
of the emancipated to those from whose
control they had just been liberated. A
Carolina correspondent of the Nation at-
tributes *‘ the Southern trouble” to—

Dense ignorance ef constituency, and its
coustant concomitant in a republio, dense
corruption and demsgogueism are at the
head ot the State. This was brought about
by universal sufirage, and the bailot in the
bands of the negro seemed absolutely me-
ceseary in recomstruction to prevent him
from serfdom, 8 witness the “black laws”
of this State of 1865.

We do not know that partisan politi-
cians ever read anything except their own
or congenial effusions, but we have been
struck by the fact that this objection to
an ignorant constituency has been em-
ployed from the day when the ‘‘divine
right” of a king dawned upon the world.
It has been said in France that the rabble
were unfit to have a voice in their own
government. Thisrabble was compelled
to cut off the head of a king and a no-
bility, to confiscate the property and pre-
scribe the limits of an established and
paid clergy, and even now the capacity of
the people to vote upon questions of prop-
erty or public right is denied by a power-
ful party of Imperialists in that country.
In England we find exactly the same ob-
jections to extending the right of suffrage
to all white men that is here urged against
bestowing it upon the colored race. In
England the law of labor contracts
is just that which was enacted in Louis-
iana under Demccratic legislation. A
failure to contract, to labor, makes the
white laborer, if without other apparent
means of support, a vagabond, the failure
to comply with the contract is a mis-
demeanor, and in either case the white
laborer is subjected to be hired out or im-
prisoned. We have even seen in Lonis-
iana an iation—composed, it is true,
in good part of members born and in-
doctrinated in aristocratic Europe—who
denied the right of the white citizens to
vote taxation upon the property of
others if he held mno property of his
own. To exclude this vote from the
question of a tax for the comstruc-
tion of a railroad, the association
employed attorneys of great ability, and
these attorneys attempted to demonstrate
to the satisfaction of the public a lim-
itation upon suffrage, for which profound
opinions they do not hold themselves
responsible as citizens. The limitation
of suffrage was, it may be true, but a plea
or evasion of a tax, but it is the same old
royal and ecclesiastical argument against
universal and unlimited suffrage. Such
prejudices against free suffrage are per-
haps natural in a state of society in which
there is or has been a privileged order of
nobility, but in the United States, where
millions of people ignorant of the very
language of the country and illiterate to
the shameful extent shown by the census,
it is difficult to say why there should be
such a sudden distrust of allowing men
to say whether they should be sent to war
or pay taxes,

The argunient of justice is as strong as

the emancipated. In right of these peo-
ple the .Southern States enjoy a political
power of between thirty-five and forty
electoral and congressional votes. The
productive force of these people is repre-
sented in chief part by the specie crops
of cotton, sugar, tobacco and rice. They
render mechanical and menial services es-
sential to the economy and comiort of the
people. They are trusted with the pro-
ducts of the fleld and the contents of the
store, with the care of clildren and of the
sick. These people pay back the greater
part of these wages in the products of
manufactare or for the service of those
with whom and for whom they labor. Is
it, then, unreasonable, that they should
possess the power of self-protection
against any undue exercise of the powers
of government ? If this reasoning be cor-
rect, was it not better these people should
have been at once intrusted with the
heritage of free suffrage? Should the de-
livery of the estate have been postponed
until the guardian who enjoyd its control
should express the opinion that his ward
was prepared to make a proper use of it ?
Such is not the rule in the courts of jus-

tice.
The wisdop of educating these wards

and freemen is analagous to that of pre-
paring the heir for his inheritance; but
suffrage should have been granted at once,
and not withheld through timidity of
trust,. The emancipated may have been
deceived in their inexperience. They
may have chosen bad advisers or fidu-
ciaries. Have they not suffered for their
errors? Does mnot indirect taxation rest
upon them? Have theynotbeen scourged
and shot for the infidelity of their agents?
Are they not now threatened with the as-
cendency of a party which may here, as
elsewhere, nullify the right of suffrage
and condemn them to perpetual servitude?
May not, indeed, their represesentative
ratio be changed. All these are ques-
tions which, answered in the affirmative,
would show the emancipated the dangers
which beset him. That they have be-
come with added experience better quali-
fied to execute this high trust confided to
them is shown by the Democratic solicita-
tion of their votes. Suffrage, universal,
unqualified by any condition save the
commission of crime, is the only guar-
antee of liberty, The chief qualification
of this trust should be the universal in-
telligence of the voter. Universal educa-
tion should, then, accompany universal
suffrage. We are pleased to see the De-
mocracy acknowledging the public duty
of educating alike the whole people, with-

out regard to color or condition. With

that of interest in awarding suffrage to.

such concessions we are inclined to
hope that the resistance to universal
suffrage approaches its end, and that we
will soon see the day when no such ob-
jection will be urged from any quarter.
When we have seen the dignified Sena-
tors and Representatives of the Whifle
League persuasion rush eagerly into the
balls of legislation and seat themselves
alongside of colored representatives, it
seemed of good ang?:ry. ‘When, how-
ever, the Bourbons themselves openly so-
licit colored votes and address colored
assemblies, we know the question has at-
tained its solution. The result has been
attained, however, by the gift of universal
suffrage, since nothing, in our opinion,
except the conservative nature of the
emancipated, and the value of his vote,
has effected the conversion of his Demo-
cratic opponents.

ENFORCING THE LAW.

From the omission of the Last Ditch
press to answer a very plain question, we
may infer that the Democratic refasal to
discuss questions with the Republican
speakers has been extended to the Re-
publican press. Our question was, why
did not the Democratic majority in the
House of Representatives pass a bill re-
pealing the insurrection law passed dur-
ing the war?

We bave shown that the law under
which Mr. Lincoln conducted the war is
still in force. We might even go the
length of supposing that such section of
the law as would give the federal marshals
the power to permit the Red river plant-
ers to ship cotton, or receive goods from
New Orleans, may be more stringen! than
any exigency likely to exist will render
necessary. But why did not Messrs.
Ellis and Lamar and Hill—why did
not their doughface allies, Messrs.
Holman and Cox and Randall—repeal
these provisions and revise the whole
law? This question is a stumper for the
Bourbon who denounces the law and its
execution. One explanation of this ac-
quiescence in the law consists in the sup-
position that the Bourbons had never
read the law—never referred it to the at-
torneys for an opinion. Ignorance of the
law excuses no one, since all are presumed
to know what the law is, and so the Bour-
bons are estopped from excepting to an
act which they have never attempted to
repeal. We have seen a spasmodic effort
to procure a modification of the law
through a supposed construction by Gen-
eral Sherman. We have stated that the
military is subordinate to the civil author-
ity, that the President has declared his
obedience to the laws, and we may add
that the orders of the commander in-chief
of the army will control the construction
of any subordinate, even tke distinguished
General referred to.

We can not indeed see why any one
should except to the entorcement of the
Federal law. When the election shall
take place, what possible excuse would a
Federal officer have to interfere with the
vote of any citizen? If any citizen desired
to vote for either party, and complained
of duress from tke other party, what
friend of free suffrage could complain if
the officer representing the law should
say, ‘‘Make way for this man to vote,”
and so assure free suffrage. It may bo
that a Democratic voter is intimidated.
He will receive the same protection with a
Republican voter. If neither violsnce
nor intimidation appears at the polls we
can not see how any action of the military
will be necessary. In the universal ap-
prehension of disorder, we can not ses
how any citizen can object to the presence
of a military police. It may save the
South from the imprudent acts of a few
excitable partisans whose conduct may
injure those with whom he votes more
than those that he opposes. The law of
the Union is to be executed. We know
of no opposition possible, and we hope
the people of Louisiana, without respect
to party, will accept the insurrection law,
and avoid the very serious consequences
of resisting it.

A CURIOUS PHASE OF STATE RIGHTS.

The ground taken by the convicts in
the whisky frands that they are entitled
to stay in the jails of the State in which
they have been convicted, shows a deli-
cate appreciation of the rights of the
States. It may even get into the discus-
sions of party, and the robbers of public
revenues in Missouri and Louisiana may
meet with the sympathy of those who
advocate the same political creed. We
may well see how a change of venue may
be essential to an impartial trial, but
after an offender against the laws of the
Ubnited States has been convicted before
its tribunals, the shaving of the head or
the parti-colored garments becomea con-
sequence of the judgment, and would,
we should suppose, carry as great dis-
grace if imposed upon the criminal at
home as abroad. Notwithstanding the
clamor of Senator Bayard lest the small
duchy of Delaware should be regarded as
politically inferior to New York or Penn-
sylvania, we think the Federal
courts have a right to send their
convicts to such penal institutions as they
prefer, and that the State rights robber
of the public revenue can not interpose
the broad agis of his State at the jail
door of another State. It is patriotic to
love one’s own State. Itis natural that
an offender should prefer his punishment
administered at the maternal knee, rather
than the exposed flagellation of the pub-
lic beadle. But is there not a little too
much sentiment in this? The govern-
ment of the United States claims sov-
erignty in the name of the whole people.
Offenses within the national jurisdiction
are subject to the authority of the nation,
and the punishment of a convicted crimi-
nal may be inflicted anywhere within the
sovereign jurisdiction. It may be that
the case of these State rights felons
ought, with that of Tweed, be complicated
with our political campaign, but while
Tweed, as an offender against State laws,
should peck stone, or pick oakum at the
State Prison at Albany, the robbers of
the national treasury are offenders against
national law and should be clad in the
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regimentals of sny State prison in the | RALLY, REPUBLICANS, RALLY

Union deemed by the Federal courts
most appropriate. Unless Senator Bayard
should intervene and carry the State
rights of the whisky convicts into the
issues of Tilden and reform, we can see
no show for the home institution, since
the courts have declined to order a trans-
fer of the convicts.

THE TIMES AKD ITS CONUNDRUMS,

A reporter of the Times has flushed a
characteristic sensation, and is greatly
disturbed at the discovery. According to
its own statement, the Governor ordered
the delivery of a certain number of cart-
ridges to a gentleman who was charged
with taking them to Catahoula parish.
Upon this showing it is loudly asked,
“Who is Charles Hill?” and “by what au-
thority did Mr. Charles Hill issue an or-
der on the State for 2000 cartridges?”

We give it up, of course, and hope the
Times reporter will explain its own rid-
dle. What effect Mr. Hill may have had
on the order of the executive for cart-
ridges to be sent to a company organized
under the militia laws of the State, we
are unable to guess.

Here is the way the story should have
been told. A militia company in Cata-
houla bas a supply of guns but no cart-
ridges. As there is a small stock of am-
munition in the State armory, the com-
mander-in-chief has directed one thou-
sand cartridges (not two thousand) to be
sent to them. That is all. We can not
see what Mr. Hill or the Times has to do
with the matter one way or the other. We
take it Governor Antoine will make the
proper report of it when called upon by
the Legislature (if ever such a call be
made) to explain his official acts.

The journal that permitted several cases
of arms to be shipped to the chairman of
the Democratic Executive Committee of
Ouachita parish without remark might
surely be expected to preserve its com-
posure when the Governor ordersa few
cartridges to be sent to one of the State
militia companies.

The Bulltin is striving bard to recozcile
Democracy with decency. The chances
of success are not just now favorable, It
has advised the turbulent elements to
mzke an outward show of good behavior,
and appealed to the more respectable and
reasonable portion, of which itis an able
and reputable representative, to withhold
their countenance from acts which shock
the sense of civilization. And yet we see
little or no improvement in the conduct
of some of the objects of its solicitude.
Nearly every mail brings new matter for
deprecation, apology and explanation.
This will probably go on to the end.
Reformation is impossible, as it would
lead to the dissolution of the Democratic-
Conservative party, and none but the
most hopeful can possibly indulge in the
anticipation that the crowd of applicants
for political situations will neglect any
means, fair or foul, which promise to
Secure SUCCass.

The reported capture of Tweed has
thrown all the organs of the great Tam-
many leader into a flutter.
