3. The judicial powers heretofore vested
in parish courts are hereby abrogated and
withdrawn. The district courts of the
State, ontside the eriah of Orleans, shall
have original jurisdiction in all civil cases
when the amount in dispute exceeds one
hundred dollars, exclusive of interest, and
appellate jarisdiction over cases decided by
justices ot the peace when the amount in dis
pute exceeds fifty dollars, exciusive of in-
terest.

when no dpposition is mede thereto, their
judgments being only prima facie evidence
of correctness; to grant orders directing
sale of property belonging to successions
or minore, and to grant orders of seizare
and sale by executory process, and shall re-
ceive such fees therefor as may be provided
by the General Assembly.

4. The Governor shall receive a salary of
six thousand dollars annually, payable
quarterly, on his own warrant.

5. No fees or perquisites of office shall be
allowed to or received by the Treasurer,
Auditor, Attorney General, or by district
attorneys.

And such })rupoped +mend-
ment or amendments shall be submiitod to
the people at said election; and it a wajori-
ty of the voters at said election ehall ap-
prove and ratify such amendment or
amendments, the same shall become & part
of this constituuon. If more than one
smendment shall be submitted at one time,
they shall be submitted in such manner
and form that the people may vote for or
ageinst each amendment separately.
