visorr) are the sole judges, and aot the ap 
plicants.

Ws do not reject or “go behind" ths 
certificate of Bartholomew Maddox, but we 
require him to prove that he is tbe Bar­
tholomew Maddox to whom the certificate 
presented was issued, and to that end we 
question him a» to the faota certified, as 
one sf the means laid down by law, by 
which to arrive at his identity. One ot the 
facts certified in tbe case undtr considera­
tion, is that Maddox came to this country a 
minor, and the supervisor may require him 
to prove that fact if he desires.

It is a well established legal rule that a 
person “may not profit by his own fraud,” 
and I claim that if a supervisor satisfies 
himself in any way that an applicant is 
seeking to perpetrate a fraud in registra­
tion, by means of a fraud already perpe 
trated, to which such applicant has been i 
party, he may positively and absolutely re­
fuse to register him without attacking the 
validity of the record of the oourt; in other 
words, that the presentation of such record 
(other re«iuisites being complied with) does 
not positively establish the identity rad 
right of an applicant to register, if bis 
answers are not consistent with the 
facts certified. It is clearly set forth 
in the above quoted section twenty-fonr 
that ra  applicant can not demand registry 
upon his simple affidavit, bat mast furnish 
proof “to the satisfaction” of the super­
visor in all things, of his right to register. 
Any appiiorat unjustly refused registration 
has his remedy in the oourts; see second 
proviso in section thirty-jbc , registration 
act.

In my opinion the action t i  Aaaiatqnt Su­
pervisor Cresgh was oorreot. Maddox, 
having bean born in Ireland, is probably 
not “unfamiliar” with the English language.

power to grant write of otnst, attachment, 
sequestration, provisional « teere and in­
jonction; to receive and probate wills; te 
appoint odmtnia treten, executors, core tare, 
tutors rad under-tutors in oases in whloh 
no opposition shall to  made; ta homologate 
accounts, tables na rad «todatea of debts 
whan no sppoeition ia made thereto, their 
judgments being only prima fraie evidenoe 
of correctness; to grant ordere directing 
sale of property belonging to sueoeeelotis 
or minors, u d  to grant orders of mi* are 
u d  sole by executory process, rad ahall re­
ceive snch fa«  therefor aa may be provided 
by tbe General Assembly.

4. Tha Governor aboil receive a « lory  t i  
six thousand dollara annually, payable 
quarterly, on his own warrant.

5. No fees or perquisite# of offi« shall ba
allowed to or received by tha Treasurer, 
Auditor, Attorney General, or by diatriot 
attorneys. ___

The foregoing w u  received in the offi« 
of the Secretary of 8tato July 17, 1876. and 
is made public in oooordaaee with article 
147 t i  tha State constitution, which pro­
vides:

Any amendment or amendments to 
this constitution may ba proposed In tto  
Senate or Hon« of Representatives, rad 
if the same ahall be agreed to by two 
thirds of the members else ted to each 
hon«, such proposed amendment or 
amendments ahall be entered on their 
respective journals, with tbe yeas and nays 
taken thereon; and the Secretary ol State 
shall cans# tho same to bo published, three 
months before tbe next general election lor 
Repräsentativ« to the General AaMinbly, 
in a", least one nawapapar in ovary parish In 
the State in whieh a newspaper shall be 
published. And snob proposed amend­
ment or amendments shall bo submitted to 
the people at said election; and it a majori­
ty of the voters nt « id  election shall ap­
prove u d  ratify such amendment or 
amendments, tbe «m e shall beoome a part 
of this constitution. If more than one 
amendment ahall be snbmitted a t one time, 
they shall be snbmitted in snob manner 
u d  form that the people may vote for or 
against each amendment separately.
