These things, and many others, 
caused much backbiting and ill-natnred re­
marks, which culminated yesterday at the 
polls. The voting exposed men who had 
promised to work one way but did the con­
trary. Many of the games which had been 
well covered up, were laid bare at the bal­
lot boxes, and the natural result was the 
shedding of blood.
