NOMINATION OP MAJOB GENERAL BUT 
_ r ' LEE-

The anti-Bepublic&n press busies itself 
to rake up end reproduce the civil objec­
tions heretofore made to the nomination 
of Major General Butler. The anti-Be- 
publican press does not comprehend the 
situation at all. The objections to Mr. 
Butler were such as a constituency may 
make in time of peace, but he has been 
called to the front on an entirely different 
issue. The White Leaguers and their 
doughface allies at -the North are striving 
to get control of the .government for the 
purpose of permitting each sovereign 
.State to do what it chooses within the 
sacred limits of its own jurisdiction. The 
first exercise of this right wiil be 
medify all the laws of the Federal gov­
ernment so far as they may be counter­
acted by laws of the State.

In preparing for this recapture of the 
Federal government and the restoration 
ofj the Buchanan regime, the White 
Leaguers have spread a reign of proscrip 
tion, fraud, terror and death, which com 
pels all within the Democratic States to 
vote a strictly sectional ticket. This 
sectional consolidation offers to a few 
Northern donghfaces the government of 
the United States, and with its patronage 
as the price of joining this new conspi­
racy. It thus occurs that the States of 
the North and West, who had decided 
between the liepnblican and the Bepubli 
can reform ticket, on preparing to enter 
the lists against each other, find their 
fermer enemies arrayed in line of battle 
all along the line of Mason and Dixon 
Can it be surprising that they leave the 
plow of reform in the furrow and repair 
to the field of political combat as they 
have done to that of sectional conflict? 
If the South hoists the stars and bars 
will not the North rally around the Union 

If one side traces and entrenches 
the line of Mason and Dixon, will the 
other side be at all slow to throw up bas­
tions and redoubts, or organise its bat­
talions for assault? The Confederate 
earthworks of defense aronnd Rich­
mond or Vicksburg did not more 
certainly create corresponding lines of 
attack than will the Democratic sectional 
policy organize a corresponding sectional 
party at the North and West. These 
Union men have once fought for a con­
struction of the constitution; they do 
not wish to have the same work to do 
over again. These men are now laboring 
to pay off the costs of that war. They 
do not wish to be saddled with a class of 
claims w h ich  the Republican members of 
Congress have told them is impending, 
ready to be audited and allowed whenever 
the Democracy obtains the control of the 
government.

With this universal apprehension—with 
the return of the liberal and independent 
element to the flag of the Union, is it 
supposed the Republicans will not call to 
command the officers who have led them?
If there be fifty or sixty Confederate gen­
erals in commission, can it be suspected 
that there will be no corresponding call 
upon the distinguised officers who com- 
manded the Federal armies?

It is ia consequence of this sectional 
issue forced upoti Ulff country north of 
the line of Mason and Dixon that the 
people of Massachusetts have waived the 
civil objections to Major General Butler, 
and called him to represent them in this 
crisis of impending civil war. The mili­
tary career ot this officer has left some 
exasperated memories among those over 
whom he administered the Federal au­
thority. It is coupled with a good deal 
that will be remembered by the poor with 
gratitude. The issue of rations without 
respect to nationality or opinion ; the em­
ployment of the laboring poor; the sani­
tary protection Of the city, were all meas­
ures of General Butler’s administration. 
The assessment of disaffected rich men 
and institutions for the food and wages of 
the poor have not been forgotten. People 
may say outwardly what they please, but 
an administration which would feed the 
hungry by employing the idle, and rescue 
the streets from the mire and garbage to 
which they have been consigned, would 
be borne by the poor and hungry with 
more equanimity tbaD the White Leaguers 
imagine.

We deprecate military government.
We know that communities deprived cf the 
right of self government, and published 
as in a state of insurrection, can not ex­
pect to participate in the consignments of 
trade or the attraction cf capita1.. 
Nothing could grieve us more sincerely 
than to see a necessity for any such meas­
ure arise among us. The White Leaguers 
must, however, remember that if this 
evil shall come it is one which they have 
themselves invoked, and that however we 
or they may deprecate such a result, the 
power to construe the necessity or 
legality of public acts has passed into 
the hands of the American majority, and 
that power will do whatever it deems just 
in the matter.

With this challenge of the White 
Leaguers to fight again the war of construc­
tion, the people of Massachusetts hare 
again called to the front Major General 
Benjamin F. Butler. He was not their 
choice on finance or reform. His follow­
ing comprehended far too much of the 
‘ ‘short hair” to please the more exclusive 
of Boston city.

Some small 
boys, and half a dozen or more Irish 
women thereupon became very much ex­
cited. and made a combined attack upon 
the frightened little creature, whose ten­
der years and gentle sex were no protec­
tion against the insults and abuse of the 
samples of the superior race that harbor 
in the flatiron district of the second ward, 

The Times is also terribly agitated over 
this small and disgraceful affair, but its 
sympathies are, as usual, with the strong­
er and more blameworthy parties. The 
poor little colored girl, as she flees from 
danger and abuse, is nothing to our 
neighbor but an object of contempt and 
ridicule. Not a word of censure is be 
stowed upon her coarse pursuers.

A great many people 
feel very ranch ashamed that such a 
cowardly and disgraceful affair could 
occur in the heart of this city, whose 
people are so fond of vaunting their good 
qualities and setting np claims to some 
sort of superiority over distant towns, 
such as St. Louis, Chicago, Cincinnati, 
Louisville and others, not so highly fav­
ored as New Orleans.

It is a mistaken idea to sup­
pose that the records of government offices 
are preserved for the use of the idle and 
curious men who root in musty places for 
slanderous secrets. When incomes were 
taxed frequent complaints were made to 
the commissioner of internal revenue 
from ail parts of the country that the 
assessor's lists were liable to be exam­
ined by men who had no business with 
them. More complaints were sent from 
this city than elsçwhere, J le s seeking 
the shelter of thé bankrupt act, or 
who desired to be thought prosperous, 
were unwilling that the sworn statements, 
which pinned them down to facts, should 
be exhibited to outsiders. It was the in­
quisitorial nature of the income assess­
ment, and the liability to exposure of 
business secrets, which made that par­
ticular tax so unpopular in all sections of 
the country. Otherwise it was not bur­
densome, for it fell upon those who could 
afford to pay, and not upon the poor, as 
is the case with special taxes on business. 
The complaints referred to drew from the 
commissioner orders to assessors and col­
lectors to allow the public access to the 
lists only so far as individuals wished to 
verify the taxes set against themselves. 
In case of fraudulent returns, of course 
persons making them could not claim 
such protection when suspected, aud wit­
nesses were called in to expose them and 
aid in legal prosecution against offending 
parties.

Unless Mr. Tilden is to be punished for 
perjury, his back returns should not have 
been made public. The exposure has 
greatly damaged his character, and if 
done only for that, the publication of his 
false income returns is not generally ap­
proved.

In any case, the reporter of the Chicago 
Times has nothing to complain of. His 
imagination is equal to the occasion, and 
he can set forth the income returns of 
Governor Hayes in his own way, assisted, 
as he has been, by that illnstrions Andy 
Johnson Democrat, James B. Steadman.

DEFENDING HIS REFUTATION-
Mr. Alfred Bourges, who has been very 

rudely assailed by the press of this city 
for the report he made of Mr. McEnery's 
Monroe speech, has declared his inten­
tion to protect his reputation at all haz­
ards.
