*jkVED FRO.1t T H E  G U ILLO TINE.

It was seme time before the days of M. 
Tropmann, in 185i in fact, that the good 
people of Gnienne and Auvergne were hor­
rified by the brutal and nnacoonntable mur­
der of Mme. Lucie Mounin -by her husband, 
M. Amedee Mounin. In Figeac, more par­
ticularly, this terrible deed caused a great 
sensation and many painful feelings. Mile. 
Lucie Broussao was the daughter of the 
principal proprietaire of all that region, and 
not less because of her beanty and amiabil­
ity than because she was the daughter of 
Broussac of Cahors sur-Tarn, and mistress 
of a dot that was enviable in its size, Lucie 
had tor several years been the toast and the 
favorite of all that region. She was barely 
seventeen, and just home from the convent 
(her mother being dead, she was not edu­
cated at home), when M Mounin bought the 
chateau of Lee Buttes-Cevennes, a charm­
ing property, but rather a dismal house, ad­
joining the Cahors estate, from which it 
was separated by a rocky ravine thickly 
grown np with firs. Mounin was a native 
of Laon, who had enriched himself at the 
Bourse of Paris—a man forty years old, of 
distinguished presence and some reserve of 
manner, which he accounted for and ex 
cosed on the plea of delicate health, which 
made it necessary for him to give up busi­
ness and reside m the country. He became 
at once an ardent suitor for Mile. Brous- 
sac’s hand. She conceived an immediate 
interest in the handsome, intelligent and 
rather melancholy new-comer, and was mis­
tress of Les Buttes-CeveDnes before the 
year v. as out. Before her eighteenth birth­
day, and when she had not been married 
quite lour months, she was murdered.

A remarkable thing about this business 
was that M. Mounin, while scarcely deny­
ing the murder, and in no way trying to 
mitigate the atrocity of it or explain it at 
all, made no defense. The Procureur and 
the Avocat-General, in cot junction with 
M. Broussac, left no stone unturned to as­
sure Mounin’e conviction; but Mounin,
• hough perfectly rational on all other sub-

conjeotural description of the deed. “With­
out doubt,” said he, “this extraordinary 
wretch did this horrible deed as coolly and 
deliberately at a Hebrew priest in fitting 
his victim for the sacrificial altar. He 
presses the handkerohief saturated with 
chloroform to her nostrils. When she is in­
sensible, he swiftly draws her to the edge of 
the bed and bares the peaceful white bosom. 
So considerate is this model spouse that he 
even places a basin to catch the blood, save 
the carpets, and, perhaps, prevent his deed 
from being delected. Then, all ready, be 
draws the fatal knife, holding it firmly in 
his right band, his left he places upon the 
victim’s shoulder, then gives one quick, 
steady, firm thrust of the knife upwards, 
the blade going be* ween the ribs and sever­
ing the walls of the heart. Death must 
have been almost instantaneous.”

It so happened that five minutes after the 
murder, and while the victim was still 
bleeding, Mme. Mounin’s maid came into 
the room upon some errand. She saw her 
dying Distress, and Mounin kissing the 
lorebesd. already like marble. She stood 
one niGment aghast upon the threshold; the 
next, she tied, her shrieks ringing through 
the house. As soon as the alarm was given 
the two footmen, the coachman and hostlers, 
the ste ward and butler, with the cook and 
housemaid, proceeded in a body to the 
room. The door was locked, but they broke 
it down. For a moment Alounin resisted 
desperately, but ail flung them «elves npon 
him at once. Immediately upon his capture 
he became calm, and ;n the hands of the 
police he had from the first been courteous­
ly composed and inflexibly reticent.
~ The proseoution failed at one point. They 

could not show even a plausible motive for 
the crime. They did indeed attempt, by 
the testimony of M. Broussac, to set up a 
theory of brutal treatment by Mounin of 
his wife, and that he murdered her to con­
ceal it. This was nullified by the evident 
wharnement with which Bioussac pursued 
bis son-in-law, and negatived by the un­
varying testimony ol domestics and in 
timates. to the spDarent «flection of hus 
band for wife, and her confidence in and 
reliance npon him. The only fact adduced 
by Broussac was that Mounin had forbid 
den him to enter certain parts of the 
house, but it was shown that Brouseac was 
a rather inquisitive, perhaps meddlesome 
old gentleman, and that these prohibited 
rooms were tabooed to the servants also, 
and even to Madame herself, on the express 
ground that they contained delicate instru­
ments. and acids and chemicals of danger­
ous or explosive character. Maitre Botlex 
confined his cross-examination chiefly to 
the bringing out most clearly these defects 
in the case of the prosecution, never at­
tempting to deny that there was a crime, 
and that Monnin committed it, but always 
striving to emphasize the fact that the 
deed was inexplicable op any theory of it 
held by the prosecution. The avocat man­
aged his case most ingeniously in this re­
spect, widening continually the void which 
only his theory conld fill np.

Another fact he was careful to bring ont 
in strong relief, and this was that M. Ame­
dee Monnin waa punning with great 
aiduity some chemical studies, the nature of 
which waa not only a secret but a mystery; 
that he occupied one small wing of tne cha­
teau, and a good deal of its cellarage, with 
his laboratories and machinery, his fur­
naces, distiUing appliances, cabinets and 
library, and spent a large portion of his 
time here, locked np; that he often came ont 
heated and sweaty and soiled, and that 
Madame often remonstrated prettily with 
him for his devotion to those secret re­
searches and experiments.

When Maitre Botlex-Colmaohe rose to 
open the case for the defense there were 
very few persons in the courtroom or even 
in Figeac who had any idea that it was pos­
sible for Amedee Monnin to escape the con­
viction which they felt he should not es­
cape. But Maitre Botlex’s manner was se­
renely confident, while tinged with a little 
shade of that sort of sadness which comes

And he tore his 
wrist lrom Leuret's hand and sprang across 
the hall towards Parchappe with the feroci­
ty of a wild beast. But the great doctor, 
equal to the emergency, waved his forefin­
ger twice about his head, as if it were a 
magician’s wand, and pointed at the ma­
niac as he came rushing on. Monnin stag­
gered, reeled, lifted his haud to his head, 
shrieked wildly once and then fell in a 
heap at Parchappe’s feer, the foam gather­
ing at his lips and hi') body writhing in 
strong convulsions.

“He had better be removed, M. le Presi­
dent," eaid Parohappe; “this is only an 
epileptic seizure at the beginning of an at­
tack of violent mania.

Sir —The laws of the United States bav 
ing made it my duty to exercise general 
direction over marshals in the manner ol 
discharging their offices, I have _ _
for iheir use this circular letter of instruc­
tions as to the coming elf étions—intending 
the same also as a reply once for all to nu 
merous applications in like connection 
from private citizens in various States,

In the present condition of legislation 
the United States occupy a position towart. 
voters and voting which varies according 
as the election is for S’ate and other local 
officers only, or for members of C\ ngreis 
and Presidential eleotors.

In elections at which members of the 
House of Represrn atives are chosen 
which by law include also elections at 
which the electors for Prt aident and Vice 
President are appointed, the United States 
secure voters against whatever in general 
hinders or prevents them from a free exer 
cise of the elective franchise—extendi«» 
that care alike to the registration lists, th 
act of voting, and the personal freedom and 
security o f the coter at all times, as xcell 
against violence on account o f an y rote that 
he m ay intend to give, as against conspiracy 
beeavse o f any that he may already hare 
given.

The peaco of the United States, there 
fore, which you are to preserve, and whose 
violation you are to eupprees, precedes as 
well as follows such elections; and protects 
(among others) the rights specified in the 
last paragraph, so that any person who by 
force violates those rights breaks that 
peace and renders it your duty to arrest 
bim. and to suppress any riots incident, or 
that threaten the integrity of the registra­
tion or election, to the end tbat the will of 
the people in such election may be asoer 
tained and take cflVct, and tbat offenders 
may be brought before the courts for pun 
ishment.

Notorious events in several States, which 
recently and in an unusual manner have 
been publicly reprobated, render it a grave 
duty of all marshals who have cause to ap- 
nrehend a violation of the peaee of the 
United States connected as above with the 
elections to be held upon the Tuesday after 
the first Monday in November next, to be 
prepared to preserve and to restore such 
peace.

As the chief executive officer of .he United 
States in your district you will be held re­
sponsible for all breaches of the peace of 
the United States which diligence on your 
part might have prevented, and for the ar­
rest and securing of all persons who violate 
that peace in any of the points above enu 
me rated.

Diligence in these matters requires, of 
course, that yon b \  and continue, present, 
in person or by deputy, at all places of reg­
istration or election at which jou have rea­
son to suspect that the peace is threatened; 
and that whenever an embodiment of tbe 
posse romitatus is required to enforce the 
law, such embodiment be effected.

Yon will observe that the “special" depu­
ties mentioned in section 2021 of the Re­
vised Statues have peculiar duties assigned 
to them, du iss whicu otherwise do not be­
long to doputy marshals. Such “special”

But the duties assigned to marshals and 
their deputies by section 2022, or other like 
statutes, belong to all duly appointed 
deputies, whether they be general.

To incorporate the town of Amite City, in 
the parish of Tangipahoa, to define its 
limits, to provide for the election of 
mayor and conncilmen, to prescribe their 
duties and powers, and to provide for the 
government of the same.
Section 1. Be it enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly con­
vened, That the inhabitants of the town of 
Amite City, in the parish of Tangipahoa, be 
and they are hereby created and made a 
body corporate and politic in law, with 
perpetual succession, to have and to be 
known by the name and style of Corpora­
tion of Amite City, and by that name they 
and their successors shall be capable of 
suing and being sued in all courts of com­
petent jurisdiction, 6hall or may have an 
official seal and may alter the same at 
pleasure, shall have the right of acquiring 
property and of conveying property 
whether real or personal, tor the use anil 
benefit of said corporation and shall have 
the power of raising money by taxation, on

and to provide for and maintain a com 
patent police foroe for the same.
