Shealiag of Lake Peneche: trais.

The City Burveyor, Thomea 3 Hardee,
Eaq , has made his repers relstive tv Lake
Poutohartrain.

At the requeet of the eity the revenue
eutter Dix aided in the survey. There hav-
ing been no previous survey by the govern-
ment, no comparisons oould be made, and,
therefore, attention was direoted mainly to
discover if there w: re sedimentary deposits
from the Bomnet Carre orevasee. An in-
strument was used which made soundings
and borings at the same time. Preliminary
exsmunstions showed the deposita were
prinsipally made at the western end of the
laks. The diflerence between the highest
water at the head of the ocrevasse and the
lake is about eighteem feet, the discharge
being about ome teath of the volume of the
river. A map and description here follow.

The eapacity of Lake Poncbartrain, as »
reservoir, is about 10 000,000,000 cubio yards
of earth. Oa the depoeit, if the ocrevasee
remaine permanently opea, it is imposaible
t0 say bow many years must elapse before
it is filled up, bat the time must cover sov-
eral generations. The effect of the crevasse
hes raised the level of the lake comsider-
ably, which is due to the volame of water
that must find & new plane of discharge
inte the Galf. The construction of the Mo-
bile railroad embankments and bridges
bave net affected this, but are a benefit to
Noew Otleana as & prevention of overflow
and a8 & barrier to Galf waler. Bas shoald
casterty gaios canse sa ove:flow, these bar-
riete would retard the discharge sad pro-
long the insndation. This coald caly coour
by a seriss of gales hitherto usknown.

The records show a slight incresse in
level for the past three years; only & varie.
tion of a fow inches betweea 1874 and
1876. The question of danger %0 New Or-
leans depends solely upon the presemce of
80 large a qpeatity of crevasse water in the
lake, and the consequent dimusition of its
normal oapacity as a reservoir during
high water, thus limiting its ability to re-
oeive and bold the immense quantity of ad-
ditional water which might be blown iato it
from the Gulf during the prevalence of
easterly gales. Bat whea the two conditions
oomour it is evident that the danger becomes
intensified.

The best means practicable for averting
the daager are the closing of the crevasse
and completion of the back protection levee.
Two handred thousand dollars would be
required to establish the eecurity of the
levee frons, and $50,000 for repairing the
levees below. Bat this relief is only to be
expected from the general government.

What
dees Galveston do but get up and quaran-
tine Houston because Houston will not quar-
antine Now Orlesne aad shat eut the Morgas
steamers! Galveston goes farther against
Houston, sud says the Morgan boats shall
0ot go up the channel within sight of Gal-
veston on the new route to Houston.

Letters have been received by Senmator
Patterson, now in this city, stating that
from thirty to 100 colored men were killed
in the recent slaughter in South Carolios,
and as many more driven into the swampe.
It has been the policy of the Republican
party whenever these outrages have been
committed to counsel peace and forbear-
ance on the part of the uegroe:; bus there
is & point beyond which forbearance ceases
to be a virtne. A war of races at present
seems almost imevitable ia some parts of
the Bouth; and ocome when it will, and let
the result be what it may, the rebel Democ"
racy will be the aggressive party, and must
be held responmsible before the ocountry.
There are some pure men in the party, no
doubs, and it is an enigma beyond flading
out how they can fraternise with traitors,
thieves and murderers. There is not a repre-
sentative man in the party who has yet
spokea—no, Dot one—who has not excased
and palliated thess Southern outrages; and
it requires no prophetic vision to see that
