* ■ ....................  inperb rtlieurts and other bibliomaniacal pe­
culiarities. If proof were needed a volume
of nearly 500 pages, containing the 2251 lots 
in the “Catalogue of the Books, Msnu-
scripts and Engravings belonging to Wil 
liam Menzies, of New York, prepared by 
Joseph Babin,” aad joet issued, wonld be a 
sufficient warranty. It is not easy with a 
catalogue footing from $75,000 to f 100,000 
iudioiorely to give n description of the 
Menziee Library. A more epienrean col­
lector than the owner oonld hardly be 
conceived, and whose taste baa been al­
most as expensive aad diversified as litera­
ture itself. An example may be noted in hie 

of Dibdin’e bibliographical works, in
which he haa inserted npwnrde of 1000 ad­
ditional illustrations, and in order to com­
plete the series without spot or blemish 
three copies of the same work bad often to 
be taken to pieces to bring one to perfec­
tion.

Sither with autograph letters by Agnes 

cLeroee, “Clsadis,” Allan Cunningham 
and others. The volumes have also 100 ad­
ditional portraits, views, etc , inserted.

One or the epeoiolti« s of the library to ita 
richness in rare Americana and especially 
Washingtonians. By far the most import­
ant item in hooks relating to America to 
Eliot’s “Indian B ble," 1673. formerly be­
longing to Mr Bo*, who purchased it in »n 
imperfect condition for $1150. At the sole 
of his col lection J. W. Bouton, the Broad­
way bibliopole, purchased and sold it to 
the present possessor, who, from other 
oopiee, perfected and finally made it the 
most matchless oopy to existence of the 
genuine first edition, of which bat twenty 
oopiee were printed complete, and he also 
had it newly bound in London by Bed 
ford.

'emple of Wisdom,” by Daniel Leeds, and 

sold bv William Bradford in Philadelphia
to 1688, is probably aniqne, and no oiher 
oopy is known to exist. I t  will to  found in
the catalogne, os also the first volume 
printed in Boston, in 1676. Hubbard’s 
“Troubles with the Indians,” whioh con­
tains “A Map of New England, being tue 
first that ever was hero out.”

Among the more unoommon Americana 
are the nine volumes ot De Bry’e “Voy­
ages,” printed in 1590 1602. “Parohaa, hia 
Pilgnmee,” printed in 1825-26, is represented 
by the copy formerly in the 8obolewski col­
lection. The series of works by the Math
ere is very fine, especially a grand, large 
paper oopy of the “Magnolia.” Tha com­
piler describes it at “a truly mogaifioent 
oopy, and of the highest degree of rarity 
upon large paper.”
