Following close on the Caroob tragedy 
comes another of like proportions. It ap­
pears that Mrs. Lina Walsh is now the pro­
prietress cf the Green Tree place, and that 
she lived with D. A. C. Lee as her reputed 
husband. Lee was a policeman in the lirst

Solioe preoinct, and several days ago was 
et ailed to do dnty on St. Charles street, 

from Common to ^anfcl streets, as 1.6 was a 
« th er poVerful man, standing six feet six, 
HtoDgh father slenderly const rooted. After 
performing his day’s duty he would repair 
to his home, in Gallatin street at night, and 
look after his house. The frequenters of 
that plaoe do not wear kid gloves, nor do 
they move in excellent society ; in fact, the 
crib is one of tho worst in New Orleans.

Sunday night William Lyons and Wil­
liam Knuckley entered the aforesaid bar­
room, called for drinks of crazy whisky and 
refused to pay for the poison. L?e there­

While at or 
near the door Lee wa; stabbed in his left 
breast near the heart, which stab reused 
his death a few boars after ward.

He visited the house and 
found that Lee could not live long, as the 
wound was a ghastly one, portions of the 
liver passieg out of the orifice with a copi­
ous flow of blood.

Immediately after the rumpus both 
Knnokley and Lyons disappeared, bnt the 
police in every precinct were instrnoted to 
aearoh diligently for them. Captain Gray 
arrested Knnokley yesterday morning, and 
Lyons was captured about the same time. 
The pair were sent to the Parish Prison for 
safe Keeping.

Yesterday morning Ls6’s body was moved 
W the third polioe stationhonse, and was 
buried last evening, a large number of 
policemen attending. Deceased was a mem­
ber of the Crescent City brass band, taking 
the prominent position of dram major. His 
uncommon height end somewhat peculiar 
bearing in uniform on parades made him a 
marked person. When in police uniform on 
8L Charles street he was decidedly a re­
markable looking man, bnt his personal 
character might have been better.

Deceased iormerly belonged to the Thir­
teenth Regiment of United States Infantry, 
stationed here and was a member of tbe 
regimental band as dram major, bnt when 
his time expired he joined the Metropolitan 
Polioe, and also acted as drum major in a 
city band. Only the day he met his fate 
he was out with his band. He declared, 
with his last breath, that Knnckley cut him 
and there are three or four witnesses who 
have identified accused.

A  W ife  Murdered.—Late Sunday night 
Michael Landry and his wife, residing at 
No. 77 Annunciation street, quarreled, ae 
was not an nnueual circumstance with 
them, and there was a fight. Landry is the 
second husband of his wife, and as be is 
dissipated in his habits was discarded by 
Mrs. Landry two or more times, bnt when 
he sobered up and promised to do better 
she resumed her relations with him.

The police were not iniormed of 
the circumstances until several hoars after­
ward, and a strange circumstance is that 
the woman's grown son, by her first bus- 
band, knew o f tbe affair and made no com­
plaint to the authorities nntil yesterday 
morning, at which time Landry had secreted 
himself.

Officer John Bennett, of the second pre­
cinct, who was detailed to search for 
Landry, succeeded in attesting him yes­
terday evening at the corner of Mangny 
«Tiii Victory streets, and locked him up in 
the second precinct station. Great credit 
is due Officer Bennett in the matter.

A Terrible F all.—An elderly colored 
woman was yesterday employed to wash 
the windows of No. 183 Canal street. While 
endeavoring to clean the glaes on the out­
side she stepped too far, slipped and fell 
from the second story into a sewing machine 
Shop, tumbling thiongh a skylight, falling 
on a desk.
