C ourse  a f  th e  Epidem ic la  S avannah .
The total number of deaths daring the 

past week was 194. of which 137 were of 
yellow fever, and fifty seven of other dis­
eases. The following is a statement of the 
number of deaths in Savannah for thirty 
da vs of September. First week, 103; sec­
ond week, 145; third week, 221; fourth 
week, 207; last two daye. 39. Total, 715. 
Of this number, 191 died of varions dis­
eases other than yellow fever. If the forty 
deaths whioh occurred between the twenty- 
first of August, the period from whioh we 
date the commencement of the yellow fever, 
be added to these returns, it would give a 
total of 755 deaths from all diseases, or 
twsnty per diem for thirty-nine days.

The mortality among children was very 
great, showing 273 deaths oat of a  total of 
735—almost one-tbird. Another curions 
feature is the fact that, although the colored 
population is within a thousand or two of 
the white, bnt 154 of them have died sinoe 
the first of September, or a little over a 
fifth. Apart Irom yellow fever altogether, 
there have been no less than 196 deaths 
from varions diseases since the first of 
September. This of itself is sufficiently 
startling, independent of any yellow fever. 
In  a community where the death rate in 
enmmer seldom exoeeds seventeen per week, 
or sixty-eight for the month, opposite to the 
196 now shown. The twenty-fourth of Sep­
tember wss the most fatal day. there being 
forty four interments on that day.—Savan­
nah Revs.

t h e  i n d e p e n d e n t  m o v e m e n t .

C orrespondence B etw een G enera  Sew ell 
and  Jn d g e  Dibble.

A correspondence has recently passed be­
tween General Leonard Sewell, represent­
ing the ‘‘People's Ticket Independent 
Party," and Judge Dibble, chairman of the 
Republican Parish Executive Committee, 
in relation to the Independent movement, 
from which we select sufficient to give the 
reader an idea of the object of writing:

General Sewell wrote as follows:
Sir—Having appointed the Committee of 

Forty, and obtained the adhesion of re­
spectable and influential Conservative gen­
tlemen of our city in sufficient force to place 
before the said onniunttee, it becomes now 
my duty to call the committee together for 
prompt action.

I was permitted verbally to state that if 
them existed dissatisfaction with the nom­
inations of the late Democratic Parish Con­
vention, and if the Independent Conserva­
tives would put in the field a good ticket, 
that the Republican party would not nom­
inate a city ticket, bat would indorse the 
Independents.

I would now ask you to enable me to 
present to the Committee of Forty this 
decl ration of the Republican party in 
writing. While the question remains un­
answered the public mind remains un­
settled, hence the necessity of an immediate 
reply.

It being conceded that the city is Demo­
cratic and Conservative, you will under­
stand, betöre we proceed further, that the 
ticket will be strictly Conec-rvative and con­
fined to city affairs.

To which Judge Dibble replied:
Yonr letter was laid before oar commit­

tee. and received due and considered atten­
tion. I am directed by the committee to 
say that, in their opinion, you have not 
been misled in supposing that the Repub­
lican party in this parish will forego the 
privilege of nominating a parish and city 
licket, if thereby the cause of reform and 
good government ean be served in the mat­
ter of our local affairs.

The committee have no doubt, as individ­
uals and as the persons charged by this 
par' v with the management of the cam­
paign in this city, that this course has hon­
estly and sincerely been determined npoa 
by nearly all, if not all, of the leading R:- 
publioans in New Orleans.

Yon are aware, however, that some weeks 
ago primary elections were held in all the 
wards of the city for delegates to conven­
tions, whioh were held in the several Rep­
resentative districts in the city, and that 
these several conventions selected delegates 
to a parish and city convention. I may say 
here that this plan lor choosing delegates 
to the central convention was adopted with 
the express understanding that the conven­
tion would most probably agree not to pat 
a parish and city ticket in the field.

But this committee now directs me to say 
that they ean not officially and authorita­
tively bind the Republican party in New 
Orleans in this matter. That can be done 
alone by the parish and eity convention. 
This convention can be ealled together by 
the Pariah Exeontive Committee at any 
time.

I am farther directed by this committee 
to ssy that they do feel authorized, how­
ever, to state that they have no doubt that 
if the Independent ticket is nominated by 
yonr convention on forty or by any other 
independent party organization, which from 
the personnel of the nominees will be a 
guarantee of reform and good local govern­
ment, and if 6uoh ticket is likely to bs sup­
ported by any considerable number of 
Democratio and Conservative citizens, the 
Republican parish and city convention will 
not make nominations, and would indorse 
such Independent parish and eity tioket. 
This coarse, the committee feel assared, 
will secure for such Independent parish and 
city ticket tne fall vote of the Republican 
party in New Orleans, and the active sup­
port of the Republican party organizations, 
city and State.

B o ard  o f  H ealth .

The regular weekly meeting of the Board 
of Health was held yesterday.

Present—Dr. F. B. Gandet, president; Dr. 
Y. R. LeMonnisr, secretary; Dr. J. F. Fin­
ney, Dr. G. Devron, Alfred Shaw, Esq., and 
Rev. G. VV. Bryant

It was resolved that the quarantine sta­
tion at the Rigoletts should be discon­
tinued, and Dr. Herndon relieved when 
notified by the president.

Dr. Southworth states that the drafts 
from him were to the order ot the seoretary 
of the board ; that he has the right to col­
lect the fees and pay the expenses of tne 
station first under Revised Statutes, 3042; 
that the board long ago determined, in 
order to accommodate vessels, that the 
physician in his discretion might accept 
drafte; that as the resident physician is re­
quired to account for all fees, it follows 
that the drafts should be payable to his 
order; that at the time the complaints were 
made the board bad certified pay rolls; that 
it is no loss to the State for him to collect 
the drafts, and saves the board the trouble 
and expense.

The committee on the subject reported 
that two drafts were at Shultz A Co.’s to 
the order of H. T. Yennard.

On motion of Dr. Devron, the legal ques­
tion was referred to the attorney, and 
Dr. Southworth was requested to com­
ply with section 3042, Revised Statutes, 
and it was ordered that the pablio be noti­
fied that no more drafts would be paid ex­
cept on the order of the board.

A dispatch from Dr. W. F. Blunt stated 
that the quarantine of New Orleans at Gal­
veston would be raised on the sixteenth, 
and vessels carrying freight and passen­
gers would be allowed to pass on that date.

Dr. Devron said the city had never been 
so healthy, and that of the ninety-three 
deaths only nine had been from yellow 
fever the past week.

The board then ad jonrned.

U nited S ta te s  Suprem e C ourt.

A Washington dispatch of the National 
Associated Press, of Ootober 10, eays:

The United States Snpreme Court met 
yesterday and adjourned without transact­
ing any business, to call npon the Presi­
dent, as usnal. Justices Davis and Brad­
ley were absent to-day. The oall of the 
dooket wae commenced, whioh now stands 
770 eases, being an increase of about 100 
over the docket of last year.

Among the cases for decision standing 
over from the last term are the Granger 
cases from the West and the war policy 
cases from the South. The former deter­
mining the power of the States to regulate 
railroad tariffs, and the latter tne validity 
of insoranoe polioies issued prior to the 
war npon Southern risks by Northern com­
panies, the companies issuing whioh failed 
to keep agents for the receipt of premiums 
and the transaction of general business in 
the localities of the risks.

T he In te r-S ta le  R ide M atch .

Some months since the Crescent City 
Rifle Club conceived the idea of arranging 
an inter-State rifle match, to engage the 
elnbs of different States in a contest for 
superiority. It being impracticable for 
amateurs to leave their business and meet 
at one place, the entries were made to 
allow eaoh team selected to shoot at home 
on their own grounds. The circulars issued 
by Captain John Glynn, Jr., secretary of 
the Crescent City Riffle Ciub, were re­
sponded to by clubs in New York, Vermont, 
Massachusetts, Rhode Island, Wisconsin, 
Illinois and other Slates. Disinterested 
judges were seleoted for each team of eight 
men. and the contest took place yesterday 
afternoon. The shooting of onr team at 
the Crescent City ritis range resulted in 
the felio wing score, each man having fifteen 
shots at each of the long ranges of 300, 000 
and 1000 yards, under Creedmoor rulee:

This score was made ont of a possible 

1300, and is the best shooting yet heard 
from in the match. Mr. Selph scored 208 in 
a possible 225.

The Amateur Club, of New York city, re­
ported a score of 1423, General Alexander 
Shalor acting as umpire, and reporting the 
result by telegraph.

The Dearborn Rifle Club, of Chicago, re 
ported a score of 1420, George Wiliard 
making 199, S. E. B!iss 185, W. E. Strong 
175, J. W. Roberta 162, E S. Thompson 187, 
Walter Burnham ISO, H. J. Howe 170 and 
S. W. Burnham 162.

From Hartford, the score of the Connec’ 
tient Rifle Association was reported as 1571, 
Captain J. H. Butler, United States army, 
acting as jndge.

The Worcester Sportsmen's Clnb, Worces­
ter, Massachusetts, reported a score ef 1097, 
made against shifting and gusty winds.

Other elnbs are yet to hear from. In the 
New York team a number of experienced 
riflemen, those who have taken part in 
national contests, were engaged, and a 
better score was expected from that quar­
ter. The prospect is that the score of the 
Crescent City Rifle Club will not he 
beaten, and that the prizes offered here will 
remain at home.

A Complaint from  Sonthw est Pass.
It is rumored that the bar and river pilots 

have called the attention of some of our 
prominent business men to the obstroction 
of navigation at the head of Sonthwest 
Pass, caused by the works of the Sonth 
Pass Jetty Company. It wonld, no doubt, 
be a great misfortune to ns just at this 
season of the year to have our only navi­
gable ontlet to the sea blockaded, or even 
endangered, by these works, hut to protest 
against them wonld probably only force 
Mr. Eads into again shooting to his conn- 
trynun that his benevolent plans were be­
ing interfered with. Snch a thing might 
result in the abandonment of the Sonth 
Pass jetty contract, and furnish grounds for 
a claim on the government for reimburse­
ment of all money expended on the work, 
and in raising funds for its prosecution.

It may be that the works complained of 
are designed to give us, within a few 
months, a navigable entrance into South 
Pass from the river.

If so, and they are allowed to become 
successful, how much better it will be to 
sailer patiently for a short time rather than 
embarass or overthrow those brave asd 
trusty spirits experimenting at their own 
expense for the benefit of New Orleans and 
the “great Mississippi valley." When we 
consider that Mr. Eads did not come here 
to impede our oommerce, in the interest of 
the great transcontinental railroads, but to 
bnild it up, and when we also consider bis 
great engineering abilities, we mast think 
that perhaps onr pilots may not thoroughly 
understand his plans, else they wonld not 
fear the effects of these plans.

To quiet all apprehension, it may be well 
for us to ask Mr. Eads to fully explain to 
us what he is doing, what he proposes to 
do, and what he hopes to achieve. This 
will be better than intimidation or obstruc­
tion in the shape of protests against what 
may really be intended for onr good. We 
are not expected to understand ail the nice­
ties of a problem such aB that Mr. Eads is 
dealing with. We mast trust in the main 
to “ brains and money.”

A nother L a rg e  E ire  la  H ouston .
On the night of the seventh instant Hous­

ton met with another disaster by fire. The 
oonflagration began ia  the Van Alstyne 
warehouse, on Congress street, between 
Main and Fannin streets. The lower floor 
was oooupied by Mr. Breitling, a furniture 
dealer, and M. Cohen, a tailor. When the 
fire was discovered several gentlemen were 
in the hall of the Young Men’s Christian 
Association, on the second floor. Almost 
tho entire block of bnildifigs was destroyed. 
The sufferers are: Mills, dealer in clothing; 
A. Cramer, dry goods; F. Wolf, crockery; 
J. E. Foster, real estate agent; J . H. Dun­
can, M. Garnet and E. P. Turner, attorneys; 
A. Heydole, J . B. Friedheim and McKillop; 
W. M. Hamilton, printer; Cotton Sc 
Brothers, insoranoe agents; Professor Eas­
ton, commercial college; Isaao Elasaer, 
clothier; Knights of Pythias lodge room; 
F. Illig, furniture; Loew, jeweler; J . R. 
Morris, hardware; L. J . Latham, furniture; 
J. R. Franklin, dry goods; Goldman, hard­
ware; Henry S. Fox, Fox Sc Wettermark, 
bankers; Western Union Telegraph office; 
Charles Miller.

The loss will probably amount to nearly 
$1,000,002. One of the finest buildings of 
the city was burned. The Galveston fire 
department was ealled on and responded 
promptly, rendering great service. Such 
property as was saved was tumbled in 
muses, and the mayor called on the mili­
tary to protect it. Major Rutherford com­
plied, and assisted in saving valuable 
property and preserving the peace.

On Preston street Mr. Raoke, leather 
dealer; Tinsley Sc Massie, tobacco; J. L. 
Mitchell, jewelry, and J. J. Sweeny, pawn­
broker, were sufferers.

It is believed that nearly three-fonrths of 
the loss is insured.

R ep o rts  an  Q uarantine .

Immediately alter Galveston and Shreve­
port inooulated themselves with a yellow 
fever scare, they constructed a quarantine 
against New Orleans w ichont first learning 
if there existed a reason for euoh a course. 
Dre. Joseph Jones and J. T. Scott, and Mr. 
R. S. Riekey were authorized to visit those 
cities, and make an effort to disabuse the 
warded minds of onr neighbors. These 
gentlemen performed their task, and last 
night addressed a slim meeting at the 
room of the Chamber of Commerce, giving 
their experiences in detail. Dr. Hngh Ken­
nedy was called to the chair, and informed 
the audience the cause of the meeting- 
Ample notice had been published that the 
meeting would take place, yet, strange to 
say, not more than twenty-five gentlemen 
attended.

Several days ago, soon after Galveston 
and Shreveport placed a so-called quaran­
tine barrier between themselves and this 
city, in consequence of our neighbor's hav­
ing received terrible reporte of the existence 
of yellow fever in Louisiana, Dre. Joseuh 
Jones and J. T. Scott, and Mr. R. G. Rickey 
were duly appointed to vieit our neighbors 
for the purpose of making explanations and 
se*king knowledge concerning the matter. 
Those gentlemen first visited Memphis, and 
informed the people of the real situation 
here, thence proceeded to Shreveport and 
then pushed on to Houston and Galveston. 
Their arrival in the latter city was duly an­
nounced, and a meeting called to hear snch 
statements as they had to make.

Dr. Scott, an able physician, addressed 
the assembly, a small one, and stated that 
the few cases ot yellow fever in New Or­
leans really amounted to little, and not 
likely to spread from a named locality. The 
doctor stated that he had bun  informed by 
Galvestonians that if their city had not 
quarantined New Orleans Marshall wonld 
have quarantined Galveston, and also 
learned that terrible reports of the fever in 
our city bad bu n  extensively spread in 
Texas. The speaker alleged that Galveston 
h u  no good hospital, and lacks every ar­
rangement for quarantine arrangements. 
On Dr. Scott's statements the Galveston 
physicians expressed themselves quite satis­
fied, bat at the same time said that their 
people wonld not be. The authorities then 
agreed to raise the quarantine on the fifth 
instant, bnt have failed to k u p  their 
promise. The doctor discovored an under­
current existing which favored a blockade, 
bnt he was unable to find a solution. He 
also informed the meetiog that the present 
year is the healthiest one that New Orleans 
has experienced in a long time.

Dr. Jones said that before starting on his 
mission he had fortified himself with health 
statistics under the seal of the Board. of 
of Health, which he showed to the Mem­
phis authorities, and thinks that his figures 
prevented that eity from acting as foolishly 
as did our T exu neighbor. He pursued a 
like couru in Shreveport, meeting with like 
success. He alleges that Galveston h u  no 
board of health; that the quarantine station 
there is an insecure place, mentioning that 
Dr. Feet and a portion of his family were 
downed in that locality. A health officer 
furnished Dr. Jones with a written state­
ment of the cause of the quarantine. After 
the doctor had a fully u  possible explained 
the situation in this oi'y by using maps and 
statistics, the Galveston physicians re­
solved that there no longer existed any 
necessity tor a quarantine. Galves­
ton h u  no disinfeoting apparatus, 
and tabooed vessels most remain 
at anchor miles oat in the bay, in a dis 
agruable place, and stop there an unusual 
number of days. A single eue  of yellow 
fever reported as existing in New Orleans, 
it sufficient to frighten Texans to such a 
degru that they will flee to the prairies, 
and instances are known where families 
have actually left their dinner on the table 
to seek safety in flight. Some snch timid 
persons met with a terrible fate at the 
hands of those who shonld have been 
friendly; the latter, fall of fear for the 
dreadful disease, repelled the refngus with 
loaded shotguns. It is a well established 
faot that uveral refugees died from expo­
sure and want of the necessaries of life.

The doctor told the Galvestonians that 
their quarantine w u  a sham; the very fact 
that he and his confrere were there, having 
entered by the back door, was sufficient 
proof, and he asked why Galveston did not 
quarantine Houston as well as New Orleans-

Mr. Rickey, a merchant of this city, who 
h u  bnt recently returned from Galveston, 
stated that the Texu mind had been great­
ly excited over bad reports from the Georgia 
coast, and a mere mention of yellow fever 
made some residents of Texas tremble with 
tear. While he was in Shreveport he w u  
reliably informed that many private letters 
bad been received from New Orleans alleg­
ing that the lever here was u  virulent u  
in Brunswick. He was cordially received 
by business men generally, and conld cot 
learn that that c lus of people had favored 
the quarantine in either eity. He expressed 
a belief that railroads wonld effectually 
break np this petty quarantine business.

The meeting gave the committee a vote 
of thanks for the work performed.

Messrs. Bussey, Burwell and Sûndidge 
made short speeches pertinent to this eub- 
jeot, suggesting that our national Congress 
should be appealed to to enact some law 
which shall govern quarantine; at leut, do 
something to prevent every little corpora­
tion raising a barrier to travel and com­
merce. If something is not done railroad 
trains and river steamboats may be tied np 
at the pleunre of a few irresponsible per­
sona.

T he R etu rn s  Come la  S low ly—Conllictlnc 
S ta tem ents—Tho D em ocrats Possib ly  
Nave the  T ro w sers .

I ndianapolis, Ootober 12.—From all re­
turns received up to nine o’clook last night 
the indications are that the entire Demo­
cratic State ticket is elected bv a small 
majority, but it may require the official vote 
to determine the result for Governor. The 
Démocratie State Central Committee claims 
Williams’ majority will be 2000 to 3000.

Hunter, Rt-pnblioan for Congress, in the 
eighth district, is elected by 51*0 majority.

Returns from 492 townships and ward's, in 
eighty-one connues, give a  net Republican 
majority of 145. The same places, in 1872, 
gave a net Republican majority of 100.

The Democrats ga<n in V igo county 
S! over the vote of 1872.

Five hundred and sixty-three townships 
and wards ia e'g’ifv-two counties give a net 
Democratio majority of 258.

An understand­
ing has been established between Italy and 
Russia, and the relations between Italy and 
Austria are less friendly.

A Belgrade dispatch to tne Times states 
that Servia has not asked for a six weeks' 
armistice in the interests of peaoe, bat only 
to gain time.

Three parties have just concluded a 
contract with the Servian government 
for supplying 150,093 complete uniforms for 
the army.

The correspondent of the Times at Ber­
lin and the Daily News at Buu-rade tele­
graph that they have strong reasons to 
tear that the armistice will not be concluded.

A Reuter Vienna telegram states posi­
tively that Servia wilt reject the six months’ 
armistice, and that Russia will consider the 
armistice equivalent to a rejection bv the 
Porte of the peace proposals of the Euro­
pean powers

A dispatch to the Dai'y News, from Tre- 
binje, says Moukhtar Pasha’s communica­
tions are now uninterrupted and constant­
ly receiving large convoys of provisions 
from R igusa by way of Trebinje.

The Montenegrin commander reports that 
in the recent raid whioh resulted in the 
horning of Ljatalier and all surrounding 
villages, 1500 Turks were killed, inclusive 
of those who were burned in the houses. 
The bulk ot the Turkish soldiers were de­
coyed into ambuBh and the Montenegrins 
then fired the villages. The Montenegrins’ 
loss is 130 meD.

A Reuter telegram from Constantinople 
says the following are the conditions on 
which the Porte grants the armistice: 
“That Servia shall be prevented from oocu-
Ç\ ing the positions now in possession of the 

drkisharmv; that the introduction of arms 
and ammunition into Servia and Monte- 
gro be prohibited: that the passage of for­
eign volunteers into the Turkish provinces 
be efiectively pat a stop to; that Servia and 
Montenegro'be prohibited from giving any 
assistance to the insurgents in the adjacent 
provinces."

The Porte proposes that the armistice 
shall extend to the fifteenth of Maroh, 1377, 
and requests the great powers to appoint 
delegates for the settlement of the details. 
It has ordered the Turkish ministers to 
come to an understanding with these dele­
gates and with the Servians and Monte­
negro commanders. The line of demarca­
tion between the two hostile armies is to be 
regulated by the position they now hold 
Tnrkey, however, is ready to evacuate her 
positions m Servia, if Servia engages not to 
occupy them.

D I S A S T E R S .

A T errib le  Expleeien a t  P ittsbu rg—A M ill 
D estroyed and  L ives L ost.

P ittsburg, Pa., Ootober 12 —A terrible 
explosion occurred at Zug Sc Co.’s mills, 
corner of Thirteenth and Æ tna streets, at­
tended by great loss of life. The boilers in 
the nail mill exploded, and that building 
and more than naif the rolling mill were 
demolished. A large nnmber of employes 
were at work. It is impossible to tell how 
many were buried in the ruins. The great­
est excitement prevails. The building 
eanght fire, and the flames have not yet 
been extinguished. So far ten dead bodies 
have been taken from the ruins.

At the time of the explosion 150 men and 
boys were working in the bnilding, whioh 
was literally torn to pieces. The roof, fall­
ing back, rested on one of the nail maohines, 
enabling the men to crawl ont before the 
wreck was in fiâmes. The following is a
Sartial list of the killed: Thomas Morphy, 

reman; Andrew Sullivan, fireman; Frank 
Capps, Peter Kendriok, John and Joseph 
Anderson, feeders; two brothers named Mc- 
Cafferty, and an unknown man whose head 
was blown off and whose body has not been 
identified. A large number of persons were 
wounded.

The scenes on the outside in the vicinity 
of the works for a considerable distance 
were of the wildest and most heartrending 
character. The news of tbs explosion 
spread like wildfire through the city, and 
in a short time people began to gather from 
all parts. Men, women and children who 
had relatives and friends in the establish­
ment rashed frantically forward. A scene 
of the wildest confusion followed. The po­
lioe, with ropes extended aoross the street, 
kupt the surging crowd trom interfering 
with the successful work of the firemen 
and tin ir apparatus.

The chief of police, with a large body of 
patrolmen, were kept busy in keeping back 
the crowd and assisting in carrying ont the 
wounded and killed from under the debris. 
The offioe of the works, on the corner of 
Etna street, opposite the mill, where the 
explosion ooenrred, was considerably used 
np. The building was improvised into a 
temporary hospital, where the dead and 
wounded were carried. A large number of 
surgeons were promptly on the grounds.

The causes which led to the frightful ca 
lamity are yet enveloped in mystery. The 
boilers were in charge of a careful engi­
neer and had been duly inspected before 
the works resumed operations some five 
weeks ago.

3 P. M.—Frank Mangers, Andrew Man­
gers and Lonis Thrank have died from their 
injuries, and Pat Griffin. John Higgins, 
John Klein, Frank McCaflerty and Harris 
Loher will doubtless die.

A G R I C U L T U R A L .

G eorg ia  C rop R ep o rt.
Atlanta, Ootober 12 —The report of the 

Georgia State commissioner of agriculture 
for September shows the corn crop is thir­
ty-four per cent better than last year; cot­
ton fifteen peroent better; sngar eane thir­
ty-three percent: ground peas four per cent 
and sweet potatoes eleven per oent. The 
tut nip crop is almost a failure on account of 
the dronth, but not too late to sow yet in 
this climate. Cotton picking is mach far­
ther advanced than last year. It is esti­
mated that the bnik of the crop will be 
gathered by November 1. So far it is nearly 
all gathered in uciversaliy good condition. 
Hogs have been universally kept from 
cholera this year, and those for slaughter 
this fall are seven per cent greater in number 
and better in quality. The stock of hogs ia 
generally improving. All forage crops are 
saved in extraordinarily fine condition and 
nearly a full supply made. The seastn is 
remarkably favorable for gathering the 
matured crops, bnt very unfavorable for 
crops not matured and for sowing smalt
