JAIL DELIVERY AT COUSHATTA.

Release by a White Mob of the Wester
Awssassin.

The fuilowing is from the Cousbatta Citi-
zen of October 7:

Some of the
prisoners were uunder sentence ard
wers shackled and chained; the chaics
and shackles were filed locse, avd
afier being set free the whole crowd left
town in the direction of Springville, and
have not since been heard of, with the ex-
ception of one megro, who 18 uvp the river
patiently wai:ing for the sherift to come for
bim. The beliet ia general that the men
who entered the jail are the friends of the
man Strother, charged with 2n attempt
upon the life of Mr. T. Wester, distriot
clerk, but bow true the enpposition may be,
we are unabie to say. We have not heard
whether or not the sheriff will try to cap-
ture the prisoners and arrest the men who
liberated them, but presume not, as the at-
tempt would likely prove a waste of time.
No blame or suspicion ia attached to the of-
ticer in charge of the jail, Mr. Champion,
who knew nothing of what had transpired
the night previous until he went to feed
them on Thursday morning, and found
them gone. Four of the tl:eing birds are
pegroes, and the other a white man.
