W* bave said that large numbers of Con­
servatives will vote for Mr. Packard in the 
coming election. Every ot>serving man, 
who will canvass bia own list of acquaint­
ances—provided he be not so violent a par­
tisan as to deter any one from expressing 
moderate views in his hearing—can not 
long doubt the truth of our assertion. Day 
by day throughont the canvass the convic­
tion has been steadily growing and stead­
fastly taking root in the minds of thought­
ful men, that Oeneral Nicholls and his 
White League body guard are not the men 
to restore harmony and good will between 
all the people, and the general prosperity 
which they will bring. The elimination 
from the Republican ranke of so many who 
bave been prominent only in the evil works 
chargeable npon the party, and their 
avowed antagonism to onr sturdily honest 
and fearless champion, combined with his 
moderato and conservative addresses to the 
people, have produced the impression that 
Mr. Packard is the man to ba intrusted 
with this all important mission.

We bavé not alleged that these Con­
servative new supporters of our candidate 
for Governor will shout hurrahs and toss 
their hate in air. They are not that sort of 
men, nor are they yet freed from the moral 
terrorism which hss been the outgrowth of 
tierce denunciation of all opposition by the 
Bourbon Democracy. Yet will they “quietly 
vote for Mr. Packard,” aud no amoont of 
Eneers from the Democratic organs will 
alter this auspicious fact.

The Timet thinks that for the mere glory 
of claiming to have carried the State, the 
Indiana Democrats traded off their Con­
gressmen aud Legislature for votes for 
Bine Jeans Williams. This may be average 
Democratic shrewdness, bnt it is very 
stupid policy ail the same. The result will 
deceive no one as to which party has won 
the anbateatial fruits of victory. The body 
has been seized by; the Republicans, while 
the Democrats are left with the breeches 
only. Io next month’« aet-to they will get 
nothing at all.

The peop’e see that no honest oitiaen can 
be harmed by the “Southern Charm Sew­
ing Machine” Subterfuge—that only rogues 
fall into k trap. Therefore they write in 
ptslse of the shrewdness of the R ‘puWloan 
committee.

There will be submitted to the Legiela. 
tare, at its next session, a constitutional 
amendment limiting the sessions ot the 
General Assembly to once in two years, and 
no session to exceed seventy days. It the 
next Legislature should euooeed in rerising 
existing statutes, and repealing unneces­
sary and conflicting laws, foity days in 
every two years should subsequently be 
sufficient for all legislation which the inter­
ests ot the Stale can require.

The laws have failed to invest women 
with the right of suffrage, but their influence 
is potent in politics, when they choose to 
exercise it. Women of color are earnestly 
aiding the glorious canse of Republicanism 
in Louisiana, and it is now understood that 
for a colored man to sell him-elf, or be 
hired, to Democracy, will instantly entail 
upon him social ostracism, and bar him 
trom the favor and recognition of the softer 
sex of his race. Democratic appeals to the 
women of Louisiana to give ac ive aid and 
sympathy to political measures, have had a 
wider influence they they were intended to 
exert, and the consequence is seen in the 
creation of a new and effective working 
power in the Republican party. Curious 
people may ascertain the truth as to its po­
tency from any so-called colored Democrat.

We have indubitable proof that the at- 
tempt to injure Mr. Packard by using 
suborned and iniamous witnesses like 
Ward and Flowers hss proven a boomerang 
in the bands of the Democratic State Com­
mittee. The people of the Red River 
parishes, where these snapped-np off soour- 
ings of the tail end of onr party were sent 
ander convoy ot a White League com­
mander, are disgusted with the dodge and 
the artful dodgers; and seeing at the bot­
tom of it an earnest desire on the part of 
Republican chiefs to purge the party of its 
bad elements, express a manly determina­
tion to join in with them and fctlp on the 
work. It was unwise in the Democrats to 
take thc-ir recruits where they were only 
too well knowD.

Since the Democratic organ urged upon 
its party in Webster parish to kick over the 
pacific pian, and “fight the campaign on 
the color line,” matteis seem to have enliv­
ened somewhat. The Minden Democrat 
says this advice raised the “enthusiasm’’ oi 
the boys, and they will make the campaign 
henceforth very lively. We all know what 
“ enthusiasm” on the color line plan means 
We hope, in Webster, as few regroes will 
“outbreak” and get killed as will euffice to 
satisfy it.

Blackburn, the irrepressible, has been 
most cruelly treated at a Republican meet­
ing in Minden. Hear his wots as expressed 
in the Illiad:

The main rudeness and intolerance mani­
fested occurred at the close of the regular 
speaking, when the name of Mr. Blaekbuy» 
was called. The meeting was abruptly ad­
journed, sud the table and water hastily 
and tvtn rudely carried iff, and the bulk 
of the colored crowd spirited away.

Next time let the managers spirit the 
bulk of Jasper, end water the negroes 
away. It is the only proper reparation 
they can make.

General Nioholla declared under oath that 
he considered the dnty of the white man’s 
party “ required them to get oentrol of the 
State government.” Remember this, col­
ored men, when invited to join the Democ­
racy. Your votes for its candidates will be 
accepted, but no lot or part in the “control 
of the State government” will ever be con­
ceded to you. Manhood, self respect, self- 
interest, all appeal to yon to vote against 
the man who thus solemnly avows bis de­
termination to exclude your race from the 
privileges and rights of Amerioan oitizen- 
ship. With Nicholls yon will be ostracised 
and crashed down into a subset vient con. 
dition. With Packard you take whatever 
rank your honesty and ability can elevate 
you to. Choose wisely now, or be forever 
oppressed !

James. E. Anderson, supervisor of West 
Feliciana parish, haa sent in to Governor 
Kellogg a letter emphatically resigning his 
office. Bis letter, and the lengthy aooom

panying affidavit, coutaia a thrilling ac­
count of his waylaying, of volleys of mus­
ketry brad at him and through his 
garments, of harsh epithets applied by 
mysterious horsemen, which, whether true 
or not, have plainly done him no more se­
rious harm than the infliction of a terrible 
scare. We are sorry that Anderson’s feel­
ings have been so torn and mutilated; and 
to spare him additional grievonee of this 
sort decline publishing his own narrative 
of his misfortunes. To take so mnoh trou­
ble to accomplish so little damage, too, is 
calculated to weaken respect for the 
prowess of the SVest Feliciana bulldozers, 
and we have no reasons for believing that 
they waste time in that manner.

The serious phase of the matter is the 
deprivation of the parish of the election 
supervisor, which the Governor should 
remedy promptly.

A couple of days ago the Picayune stated 
that the graud Cuban rally in support of 
tbe Republican ticket had weakened sot-hat 
the club disbanded. The very reverse is 
the truth. The Cubans have not wasted 
their energies in torch and turpentine pa­
rades, but bare steadily pursued the more 
practical and effective work of daily adding 
members to their club rolls.

CONKUNG’A ePKECU.

We present onr readers this morning with 
the able speech of Hon. Roscoe Conki ng, 
at Utica, New Yoik, on the third instant, 
believing the space it ooonpies in onr 
columns could cot be better filled. It is a 
speech eloquent with facts and reason, giv- 
ing an epitome of the issues of tbe day in 
courteous langnage, without a superfluous 
sentence. Mr. Conkling is master of tbe 
subjects he discusses, and the words of tbs 
learned Senator fiom the great State of 
New York are entitled to the careful con­
sideration and attention of all who wish for 
onr country’s prosperity.

Hon. George W illiam son  on the S itu a ­
tion .

We have been favored with an inspection 
of a series of letters written by Mr. Wil­
liamson, frem his post in Guatemala, to 
Hon. Juhn Sherman, Senator from Ohio, 
within the past summer, and directed to 
prove why a Southern man should have 
voted the Republican ticket ever since the 
act of general amnesty.

In the prefaratory remarks, Mr. William­
son recuis to his decision to oast his first 
vote for the Republican Grant, rather than 
for the Republican Greeley. Ia  this he 
seems bat to have exercised the common 
freedom of choioe left to disbanded Confed­
erates, and had certainly the same right to 
signify his adhesion to one Republican as 
bis lato comrades had to subscribe to the 
support of another Repnblioan. He may, 
no doubt, have had some remnant of South­
ern prejudice against Mr. Greeley, as the 
most effective friend of abolition. Perhaps 
he was not of •  nature so pliant as thoss 
who swallowed the abolition and high 
tariff Republican, bnt preferred to support 
a Repnblioan who had not been prominent 
in either oharacter. Mr. Williamson, there­
fore, remarks that—

If these letters should oontain expressions 
and sentiments, or an odor of sectionalism, 
with whioh Mr. Sherman can not folly sym­
pathise, I ahall rely npon your intelligence 
aad generosity to make allowance ior an 
appreciable difference between a Confeder­
ate Repnblioan and an old line Union Re­
publican like yourself.

That Mr. Williamion nas proven himself a 
far bettor Southern man, by accepting Re­
publican principles in good faith, than those 
who have violated their political principles 
and prolonged the troubles of the S >mh, 
has been thns far well proven by present 
and prospective results. He declares the 
main object of his letters will be to show 
the grounds for bis conviction that the com­
plete triumph of the Republican ticket will 
ber the final consummation of peace to the 
sections; not a peaoe re salting trom victo 
riep in the field, but front “the permanent 
pacification of the Stuthern section of the 
Union” and “the complete protcct'on of all 
its citizens in the free et'jny ment of all their 
rights.” In no other way baa he been able 
to see how the South can be pacified con­
sistently on her part with Christian char­
ity, with honor, and with patriotism. Any 
other way that ne conceives of implies sec­
tionalism, race ha’red, oppression and faise 
pretensions of loyalty.

He avows the opinion that the danger is 
not so much from centralization or personal 
corruption as it is from the possibility of 
those politician looming again into power 
who neither approve the means by which 
the Union was saved nor the policy whioh 
was deemed at the time essential to its per­
manent reconstruct ion. He says:

Quite naturally I would trust the earn­
estness and honesty of the former more 
than the latter. But supposing both of 
these classes ot Union savers to be equally 
honest, it appears to me toeir sudden eleva­
tion to the chief engiueership of the gov­
ernmental machinery which so lately 
crushed their hopes would be likely to be 
attended with mismanagement that might 
shock the nation and be most damaging 
and dangerous to my section in its ►fleets. 
The preservers of the American UnioD, I 
take it, intended to preserve and extend 
American liberty. That object would ap­
pear to be defeated if the U uion-savers of 
St. Louis suppress or suspend the full en­
joyment of that liberty ia any part of the 
United States. To save the Union and 
deny the full exercise of the rights of lib­
erty in the South would appear to me to in­
volve a greater inconsistency than that 
which is now presented bv anti-war Dem­
ocrats and Confederate Democrats putting 
themselves forward as the special champi­
ons of the Union.

The reasons why an ex-Confederate 
should be a Republican follow logically 
trom the premiset :

It is easy to understand how Confederate 
soldiers can become and have become 
Republicans, and conscientiously support 
the constitutional amendments and the 
laws, both upon national and sectional 
grounds.

There has grown up there among an amia­

ble and brave people, an intolerance which 
is to the weak, the timid, or the interested, 
a practioal denial of the cardinal princi­
ples of liberty, freedom of speech and free­
dom of political aotion. Just and even 
sharp criticism is necessary in free govern­
ments. That differs widely from that false 
and galling denunciation of “traitor,” 
“radioal,” hurled against those whose in­
terests and hearts are Smthern, who are 
not treacherous deserters, but who on re­
ligions, moral and political grounds espouse 
the Repnblioan party, because they believe 
it of light entitled to control the govern­
ment of tbe Union it saved, and because 
they believe the ascendency of Republican 
principles in the nation and in their section 
will most speedily stop the battle of the 
ballot (and sometimes of a more deadly 
weapon) in the South, and allow the cor­
rupt part of the earpet-bag element to 
aiongh off, and tbe negroes to reach or settle 
into their normal legitimate oondition in 
the nation. Their denouncers now. forsooth, 
profess to think the Union to be in danger 
and pretend to be par excellence Union

savers. They supported Mr. Greeley, an 
extreme Repnblioan, in Louisiana; they 
tueed with and bargained to be “counted 
in” by Governor Warmotb, whom they bad 
denounced as tbe wont of csrpet-baggere, 
and now present themselves in the novel 
role of Union savers. If there was and is 
sincerity in all this, why not be Republi­
cans If they are insino^re, why rei-ort to 
all these demoralizing expedients and abuse 
these who were oppos-d to using either Mr. 
Greeley or Goveraor Warmoth as tools and 
the support of them as masks, and who 
honestly think the Union is quite sate in 
Repnblioan hands.

He considers Republican success as in­
dispensable to the prosperity of the South, 
and deplores as a soldier the reported aots 
of armed violence whioh have reached not 
merely the wilds of Guatemala, but have 
become accepted facte throughout the 
world -

I believe the sueoesä of the Republican 
party this year by the election of Hayes 
aud Wheeler ought to restore peace aud 
good will to tho country ; ought to reepen 
the long-closed path of progress to the 
South; will promote the general welfare, 
and by driving to despair the mischievous 
small try politicians of my seotion will re­
sult in relieving from tbe tyranny of a mor­
bid and reactionary public sentiment ia 
that quarter the inalienable rights of lib­
erty or speech and liberty of political ao­
tion. By deferring indefinitely the last 
hope of national honors through the so- 
called Democratic party, it should tend to 
allay the natural irritation between the two 
race's in tbe S uth, to plant confidence 
where there is now distrust if not hatred, 
and to pour oil upon that friction ot the 
races in the exercise of political rights, 
which hits outcropped ia barbarous homi­
cides, disgraceful to the South a id  un­
worthy of men who have bravely battit d in 
the field against men of their own race and 
country who had the odds in numbers and 
1 he advantage in everything, except cour­
age, to make war successful. I do not stop 
to inquire what may be the oause; whether, 
as alleged on the one side, it be “the insti­
gation of carpet-baggers,” or, on the other, 
“the determination of tbe whites to terror­
ize over tbe blacks.” I am dealing with 
the fact, which is horrible. Whatever may 
be the cause of these terrible killings of 
negroes, and whatever may be the oocaeioa 
ot them, the onifoim disparity in the killed 
aud wounded paints to masaaore, not to 
fair fighting.

On the duty of ths Southern people to 
the emancipated masses Mr. Willianaon is 
equally explicit:

The negroes are not responsible for tbe 
transportation of their ancestors to this con­
tinent; they bad no share ia the work of 
their emancipation, and their embodiment 
as free citiz-ns into this great nation was 
the generous gift of the Republican party 
to which tbey had never rendered aid or 
given encouragement. They belong to a 
docile race; tbey behaved with wonderlul 
fidelity while slaves duriog the war; they 
have ia many instances since emancipation 
shown unexpected thrift in the accumula- 
tioa of property; they are anxious for edu 
cation.

Waiving all qaestions as to the physical 
origin or comparative capacity of tbe two 
races, Mr. Williamson continues:

Tbe emancipated colored man is an 
American citiz n, endowed by toe law and 
the constitution with all tbe civil and poli­
tical rights to which any o: us are entitled. 
Tbe world is looking upon him with inter­
est now, some with doubt, others with hope, 
some with positive confidence, and others 
again with equally positive distrust, 
whether in his most favorable oondition in 
America he can be “differt-ntiated” into a 
worthy American citizen. He is not having 
a fair trial.

The colored race is in the South in a 
numerical minority, aud far inferior in the 
possession and use of arms. Mr. William­
son says:

These facts should constitute powerful 
appeals to magnanimity when they do mis­
behave (as tbey doubtless sometimes do) 
but the uniform disparity in the killed an* 
wounded can not be accounted for by ao 
difference in arms, in physical oourape *n 
experience in warfare, and, lam  grie-*" 10 
say, appears like slaughter. Ougb there 
to be any difference between Norr**® an" 
Southern meD—between Repub)jans and 
Democrats—in their efforts to ®f®P these 
horrible events?

reprC8 tba!; have reached Guatemala, just 
as Cey have spread throughout the world, 
mey have been received just where po­

litical question i are settled by juet such 
armed violence as is attributed to tbe South­
ern people. Wre may well imagine, there­
fore, the sorrow with which an Amerioan 
minister and a Southern patriot may led at 
seeing such atrocious conduct attributed to 
those allied to him in reputation and in 
destiny.

In tbe comparison of the two platforms 
of St. Louis and Cincinnati Mr. Williamson 
contrasts with excellent logic the equivocal 
pledges of the Democracy witb the direct as­
surances oi the Republicans to maintain tbe 
constitutional guarantee of the nniversal 
right of suffrage. He charges a studied 
omission of any charge against the lawless 
violence employed against tbe emancipated, 
and says that—

It may have a peculiar significance when 
it is noted how ambiguously the amend­
ments to tbe constitution are referred to. 
Ia the second paragraph, after a profession 
of devotion, they are mentioned as “amend­
ments universally accepted as a final settle­
ment of tbe controversies that engendered 
the war.” Logically this includes slavery 
aud the right of secession, but it exoludes 
negro eniranchisement.

We regret we have no more space for ex­
tracts ot the same tenor. More early in 
the campaign there could bave been no 
better document for Southern circulation 
than this argument to show why a South­
ern citizen should vote the Republican 
ticket, and use his best efforts to protect, 
instruct and render more moral and more 
useful this great element of political, social 
and industriell foroe, that the views of a gen­
tleman so well known and so entirely trust­
ed, who, separated from his own country by 
distance and surroundtd by strangers, reads 
such horrible narratives of in jastioe inflicted 
by his own fellow citizens. If it be granted 
that these allegations are exaggerated, 
still it will be seen that they have been 
circalatod abroad and are believed, just as 
the alleged atrocities of the Bashi Bazonks 
in Christian Servia. We re j dee that Colonel 
Williamson is again at home to impress, by 
personal remonstrance, the importance of 
guarding alike against injustice and mis­
representation.

OUTPOURING OF THE PEOPLE

ENTH U SIA SM  IN THE SECOND D ISTRICT

C O N G O  SQ U A R E  C R O W D E D

Tbe second of the lest aeries of Repub­
lican mass meetings was held lset night in 
Congo square, and was even more largely 
attended end enthnsiastio than the first. 
The platform was dressed with Amerioan 
flags, and contained a band of mnsic, which 
played before and between the epeecbes, 
aud at the side rockets were discharged 
whenever the chief of the red hot depart­
ment got an opportunity. As at tbe pre­
vious meeting a large audience was as­
sembled, composed of all olsases and poli­
ties, before the clnbs began to arrive. The 
meeting was exceptionally orderly and at­
tentive for so large a one, and almost every 
word was distinctly beard.

A little before eight o’clock the elnbs of 
tbe fuuitb, fifth aud sixth wards began to 
arrive in separate prooessions, each with a 
band, and formed arennd the platform. Oi 
tbe fourth ward were the Central, Robert 
Malcolm, president; Packard Gnards, F. 
Gottsohalk, president; and Hayes Guards, 
E. L ies' re, president. Of tha fifth ward, 
were the Central, Jules Lanabere, prasident, 
M. Boutte, marshal; the Barwsll Guards, 
William Vigors, president, A. Alix, marshal, 
and Brown Cadets, A Mathieu, president, 
and L. Bognilie, marshal. Of the sixth 
wa d were tbe Central, J. E. Stacs, presi" 
dent; PookardRangers, L. Lamaniere, presi' 
dent, and commanded by William R odolpbe 
In all there were about 1000 men in line, 
accompanied by enough people to swell the 
andieaee to about 4000 or 5000 people.

At eight o’eloek Mr. William Vigors 
called tbe meeting to order and nominated 
Hon. C. W. Ringgold as president, and tbe 
nomination waa unanimously ratified.

Mr. Ringgold said:
Friends and Fellow-Citizens—My sincere 

thanks are due to yon for the honor in 
choosing me to preside over this important 
meeting ol onr friends. 1 notioe many in 
dications that tell me yon are thoroughly 
aroused in the oanse, and intend to do your 
utmost for the good of our party. A’most 
every line of news that reaches ns from ths 
country parishes, and from the country at 
Urge, points to glorious victories tor Repub­
licans next November. D j not halt in the 
geod work, but act earnestly and honestly 
for the candidates who ard your first and 
only choice. Your votes in the parish of 
Orleans may not seem to some of you to be 
ot any value, but let me inform yon 
that every ballot deposited for Mr. Packard 
and his ticket wiU prove valuable; that is 
the way to secure success. It is only by 
di’igent voting that we can keep our feet on 
freedom’s soil and wave freedom’s banner 
over a free people.

President Ringgold then introduced the 
first speaker, Hon. Wiliiam M. Burwell, Re­
publican candidate for Congress from the 
first district.

Mr. Burwell said he availed himself of 
the opportunity to express bis thanks to the 
Repuolicau party for the disinterested man­
ner it bad treated him io calling on him as 
one worthy to sustain it in Congress. Tbe 
president hid referred to the prestige of 
victory that the reoent elections gave, 
but how could it be otherwise? On every 
hand the line of the war was again drawn, 
proscription revived, and the people ar­
rayed against each other. The issue was 
forced upun them by those who had forced 
it belore. It was like two armies. Both 
bad iought; the battle was over, tbe issue 
detei mined and ee ' slept peacefully, the 
camp firee unlighti ana dreaming of no 
harm. If one again sounds tbe alarm, mus­
ters its forces, prepares for an attack 
and threatens battle, what wonder if the 
other seizes its weapons and endeavors to 
defend itself by striking first? So it is with 
tbe Southern Democracy. Not satisfied 
with the resnlt of the war, by it« suppres­
sion by the exercise of the power that it 
invoked and invited, it now is aotaated by 
a spirit again to renew tbe war and to try 
tbe issue over again It is a spirit to be 
deplored by all. It is a spirit against 
the honor which causes a man to 
abide the "onolueion of an issue on 
whioh he has depended. Every honest 
and patriot o man should abide by the de­
termination of a question that he has agreed 
to rely on, and not avail himself of a sub­
sequent advantage to set aside the verdict. 
Wuat opinion docs anyone have ct that 
man who flinches from tbe decision he has 
submitted to?

Tbe Democratic party haa renounced and 
abdicated every principle it had, and now 
stands on nothing except the basis ot race 
or seotion. Why are the men of the South 
kept apart? Why is not my competitor 
hero to discuss with me, or why am I not 
permitted to go to his platform, as was the
old way? He is a gentleman in every way 
qualified to represent your interests, and 
tried to secure benefits for you. He only 
failed because he was a Deinoorat. It is 
because the party prevents it, a 
party that is stagnant, that at 
tempts to drag everything down to its 
standard; that is more responsible for our 
present sufferings than any other single 
oanse, and because it is opposed to educa­
tion and always has been. There s more 
power in ednoaiion than there is In the 
dynamite that the other day moved three 
acres of rook from under the sea. It can

take an ignorant man or ohild and make of 
him a General, or greater and better, a 
mechanic and inventor. I  defy yon to show 
me anywhere ia historv a free people who 
were not eddeated, and the rea­
son i9 that without it they per­
ished and without it there can be 
no progress. No people ean keep np with­
out it. Yon may ride on it as on a locomo­
tive, or He down before it and be run over 
by it. It will make very little difference to 
tbe locomotive. The Democracy are like 
ien iranct; they are always snbjeot to some 
body.

To day the policy of the Republican party 
in educating all, may oanse some ohild in 
arms in this audience to become a savior 
of bis country. I objeet to the Dem 
ooratio party because it is the foo 
of all ednoation. Go among the 
pines ol Georgia, the slashes of Carolina, 
or the swamps and canebrakes of Louisi­
ana, among the bnlldozers, and you will 
fiud all in the bondage of ignorance. See 
onr Door, unfortunate city, her dilapidated 
public buildings, wharves failing, broken 
bridges, her cisterns dry, and women and 
children around water-pings seeking for a 
bucket full, streets without a keg of paint 
on them from one end to the other, tenante 
unable to pay their rent, and land­
lords dependent on them, and you 
ean not aay this is ali caused 
by Repnblioan mi-government. Chicago 
was burned to the ground, but to-day she 
is prouder and riober than ever, claiming a 
half million of people. She ia under the 
same government, as under the same 
heaven. Why is ehe not as New Orleans?
I t is tbe same as of two plantations. The 
owner who stays at home and attenrs 
to hie business, while the other runs 
around and talks politics, will soon be 
likely to own both. It is useless to charge 
Governor Ktllopg with this. He has not the | 
powei; no man, not even Alexander, ever 
had. If it were ao, why ia not all the Suto 
alike? Why ia it that one side of the rivor ia 
prospérons and the other not? that the othe -• 
aide last year produced 30,000 more hogs­
heads than this?

Colonel Burwell closed by referring to 
the importance of the colored people to the 
gou'h, the neoeesitv of ail educated and 
statesmanlike people mingling r i th  and 
ioetrneting them and their power for good. 
Ho assured his andienoe tfiat the RepubU- 
can party which had spent $8,C00,000 in the 
South, had given the oontvact to open the 
river, wns able to give still greater aid, but 
from tbe Dem ooratio p^rty nothing wns to 
be hoped.

Mr. J. M. Vance wns the next 
speaker, and made an eloquent speech, 
comparing the Republican and Democratic 
parties and their promises and deeds to the 
eoiored people. The Repnblioan party bad 
saved tbe Union, was the party of equal 
rights and jastioe and nniversal ednoation, 
had given suffrage to them, and improved 
tbe national credit. The eoiored people 
were bound by justioe and gratitude to sup­
port it. He then referred to the Demo­
cratic party in its past and present career, 
and claimed that none coaid aid it now or 
raise a hand to save it from inevitable ruin.

J. C. Walker, Esq , followed. He con­
sidered this a momentous occasion, and was 
glad that all were assembled to consider it 
calmly, as sober-minded citizens. He 
styled their opponents the so-called Demo­
cratic party, made np of a few stragglers 
and the scattered vestiges of all opponents 
ot the Republican party, now howling re­
form, but could tell them they were much 
mistaken if they supposed they could carry 
Louisiana. Her true sons would come to 
the front and show their aliegianoe to the 
American Union, that had given them all 
they bad. Trne Louisianians would not com 
mit treason, nor foment nor foster rebel­
lion. They accepted tbe eitnatkn. They 
recognized that the immunities and privi­
leges they enj >yed they owed to the gov­
ernment and the magnanimity of the Re­
publican party. The principles of that 
party were the principles of the govern­
ment, and we could as well do without 
them as without the Uaion. It meant equal 
rights to all, equal suffrage to all, and De­
mocracy is clothed iu hypocrisy when it 
t>Ls you it means the same things. If it 
should succeed here it would profit by tbe 
example of Georgia, Mississippi and Texas. 
Don’t you trust it. It will use your votes 
to ride into power, but as soon as it is in 
power it will reduce you as your people are 
reduced in those States. Else why is this 
arraying of olass against class here; why 
do they mean to win by hook or by crook, 
by fair means or foul, by intimidation or 
fraud? But they are not smart enough to 
carry out their frauds. It is the duty of the 
United States to protect all of its citizens, 
and be assured it a ery goes up for help 
from outrage there will be such a response 
as will make every Democrat tremble down 
to his boots. He advised them, as clients, 
to remain solid, to see that every name 
voted for was a Republican one, to 
look to the members ot the Legislature, 
stand by the aotion of their delegates, for 
in electing them the power of objecting to 
their choice had in a measure passed from 
them, and remember that if the Democrats 
once got into power the work of reconstruc­
tion would have to be done over again. Tne 
work of the R publican party is not yet 
done. It finished the war, restored 
the Union, destroyed human bondage, 
gave the right of suffrage, extend­
ed education, but it intends now 
to see that those it has benefited 
are protected in their rights aud it will pro­
tect them. The different Democratic par 
iies—East, North, West and South—are all 
blowing witb different trumpets. Ia Ohio 
it is pork, in Louisiana sugar, in tbe Erst 
bard mouey. The Republican party is the 
party of principle, but the Democratic 
party has no principle. Pat the two plat- 
luruis together and no Democrat can show 
you the difference between them. But 
e’.cct him to the Legislature and he’ll 
soon show you the which and what. 
If your black hands they despise 
cast the ballots that elect them, 
then farewell to the Republican party ; fare­
well to all that is good and générons and 
great iu American politics. Never in all 
history has there been so grand a party, 
whose principles were so pure in theory, 
that meant so well, so fall of kindness and 
protection and bounty to all that deserve it. 
And the reason why the Democratic party 
vituperate and shun every man that be­
longs to it is simply because it wants to 
crush it.

With a few more comparisons and ex 
pressing tbe belief that the time was not 
lar distant when other native L »uieUnians 
would stand where he stood and tearh ssly 
express the same sentiments, Mr. Walker 
closed amid great applause.

Hon. W. L. Evans was the last speaker. 
He briefly compared Tilden and Hayes, 
with references to the former’s inoom > and 
railroad feats, and then proceeded to give 
the reeord of Hendricks. In 1864, in Con­
gress, in the dark days preceding the end 
of the war, after doing ali he could to hin­
der its successful termination, be voted 
against making the proclamation of Abra­
ham Lincoln an accomplished foot. Now 
he deolares himself a friend of those he 
would have kept iu bondage and declared 
they ought not to be free. Two years 
later, in 1866, when tbe fourteenth 
amendment proposed to make you citizens 
fie opposed it aud declared it impossible. 
Now he and his friends would have you be­
lieve they will do more for you than tbe 
party that raised yon up. Five years later, 
in 1869, when it was found that the blaok 
citizen must have the ballot to protect him, 
and the fitteenth amendment was proposed, 
he declared it infamous. To-day he asks 
vou for that ballot he would have denied 
yi-ur right to deposit. Can anything be 
more inconsistent, more barefaced, or more 
transparently infamous than this first de- 
nying yon a right and then begging yon 
to exercise that right for hia benefit? You 
can not give it to him.

Judge Evans would have spoken longer, 
but the hour was late, and he had but just 
returned from making fatiguing speeches in 
other places. He was heartily applauded, 
and his audienoe desired him to continue, 
but a motion to adjourn was made.

Tbe meeting was ths most successful thns 
far, and gave assurance of a largo Repub­
lican vote in November.
