Disease of the 
heart sent him to the other shore. He was 
on h is  way to the atom of one of his friends 
to settle a bill, holding an aooonnt book in 
h is  left hand.

Deceased waa by birth an Austrian, but 
by circumstances waa identified with Ital 
ians. whose language be spoke fluently; in 
deed, he waa a leading member of the Tiro 
al Bersaglio, and only last Sunday took an 
active part with that association in honor 
ing the memory of Christopher Columbus. 
Cimarelli was a kind boar ted. benevolent 
gentleman, free from guile, always ready 
to assist the needy, even to the extant of 
aelf-saorifice. Ha came to this country in 
his youthful days, unaccompanied by kith 
or kin, and by his gentle manners ■  
gained the friendship of a  ekoaen tew. Al­
though he oame from a good family, he sel­
dom spoke of his ralativas, not that them 
existed any mystery, but because he har­
bored some bit of romance that eroeoed bis 
boyish days. Soffiea it to aay that our city 
has lost a good citizen in the demise of 
Joseph Cimarelli. His fanerai will take 
piaoe to-day from the Masonic lodge room 
corner of Rampart and Kerloreo streets.

A M id n ig h t  D e e d  o f  B l o o d .—Late 
Wednesday night Benjamin Wadsworth 
was in front of the house No. 464 Bienville 
street, occupied by Mrs. Pringle and her 
adopted daughter. Mr. Wadsworth and 
Mrs. Pringle, dose neighbors, have been on 
bad terms for several months, and threats 
were made on each side. Soon after dark 
H. G. Keene, being informed that trouble 
was lik e ly  to easae before long, at the re 
quest of Mr. Wadsworth’s eon repaired to 
their house, No. 462 Bienville street. Dur­
ing the night young Wadsworth entered 
Keene's room, quite excited because his 
father had gone to the banquette. Both 
dressed and went out, and as they did so 
heard two or three pistol shots, but they 
c o u ld  not see who was shooting. At the 
third report they heard Wadsworth cry out 
that he was shot and saw him fall on his 
k n ee s, George Keller standing near the 
w o u n d e d  man. Wadsworth was carried 
in to  his house, and then declared that he 
was dy ing .

The son states that last Monday night 
Mrs. Pringle shot at hia father, ahe stand­
ing in her yard, adjoining that of Mr. 
Wadsworth, alter which Mrs. Pringle told 
him that she would fix his father. Last 
Wednesday night, he asserts, two men, 
friendly with Mrs. Pringle, acoosted his 
father, asking him if he had insulted them. 
Wadsworth told them that he did not know 
them and that he had never made any re­
marks abont them. One of the men there­
upon abused him, and they began fighting 
■with their fists, but were soon separated. 
The man who waa fighting Wads worth, 
whose name is Wester Logan or something 
like that, then drew a revolver, firing three 
times, two of the bullets taking effect in 
Wadsworth’s breast, causing death an hour 
after the shooting.

Mrs. Pringle states that on the night in 
question Logan, Keller, herself and adopted 
daughter were in her house, playing cards. 
After the game waa over Logan left, she 
says, and as soon as he stepped on tho ban­
quette the shooting was heard. She says 
that Wadsworth struck Logan with a stick 
of wood. She also states that when she 
fired a shot from her yard she was cleaning 
his revolver and discharged it accidentally 

Mrs. Pringle and her adopted daughter 
were arrested, but were for some reason re -  

leased yesterday morning. Logan o r  
caped.
