It
is mostly taken out with rockers and
ground sluices. Thirty thousand dollars ot
this is now exhibited at the Uentennial in
Pniladelphia by an American named Cam-
eron, who mined it with his own hand.
Very few payable quartz leads have yet
been discovered. There are what they call
stringers, that ie, small diverging veins of
gold supposed to lead back to some large
deposit. The most valoable gold is pow
found in the ravines and goha. although
some rich deposits have n found on the
surface all the way from six inches to a foot
deep. Only the coarse gold is tuken out.

Lead and silver are found in abundance;
no pure silver mines have been found, but
the lead is very rich in silver, averaging
sixty ounces to the ton. The lead is also
worked at great profit, being put into pigs
to nuppky the whole South African coast.
Iron and coal are mined in sufficient quar-
tities 01 the eastern borders of the Ntate
toward the coast. Plumbago mines have
also been discovered. In fact, in mineral
wealth it is one of the richest countriee in
the world.

The country, Mr. Babe said, was settled
by the Dutch eome thirty years age, who
emigrated from Cape Colony and Natal,
which were held by the English, whom
they hated. They bought the ground from
the natives, purchasing individoal farms
and giving arme, ammupition, blankets,
calico, ete., in exchange.
