The hotel eard was looked upon as an omen 
of sueoeae, but when the dreadful sugges­
tions of the lawyers’ card limbed on the 
mind of the eandidnte he started after the 
letter carrier to say that he has moved 
away from where he lives now, and thus 
take the desperate chances of being ar­
rested for false registration, and be de­
fended by volunteer lawyers, rather than 
ran the gaantlet of a contest. I t  is not 
everybody that can make money in such a 
business as George Sheridan did.

T he P r iv a te  H a rk e t  C ontroversy.

Among onr loeals of yesterday appeared 
the foltowiag:

THS PRIVATE MARKET WAR.
Judge Lyaeh yeeterday aeateooed Ber­

nard Marthe, the keeper of the private mar­
ket corner of Magasine and Robin streets, 
to ten days in the Perish Prison for eon 
tempt of court, and nice ordered the sheriff 
to keep that market closed.

The defendant’s counsel applied imme­
diately to Judge Meunier lor a  writ of 
habeas oorpu*. ont the lodge, guided by 
the decision of Jndge Morgan, of the 8u 
preme Court, that Judge Lynch was josti 
fled and folly authorised by law, in snob 
eases, and also evidently annoyed bv dam­
age suite for $30,000, in ooneequenee ot 
former decisions in similar habeas eorooa 
cases, refused to meddle with the sentenoe 
of the judge of the Superior Diatriot Court. 
Berthe went to jail.

We have sinoe been assured by compe­
tent authority that this article contains sev 
eral errors, and thus, inadvertently, may 
have done injustice to Judge Meunier as 
well as to the private market men, in this 
ease represented by Mr. Berthe.

We are informed that no official appliea 
tion for a writ of habeaa corpus in behalf 
of Mr. Bartho was made to Judge Meunier; 
that he never refused to issue euch writ; 
that he has never expressed himself os like­
ly to be gnidad or influenced b y  the bo 

called decision of Mr. Justice Morgan, nor 
does he consider the ruling of Judge Mor­
gan as in anywise binding or oontrofiing 
him; that the case before Judge Morgan 
was wo» prosecuted by any one having any 
knowledge of the ease, and the decision is 
not a decision of the Supreme Court; the 
relater was not, rad never was, a keeper of 
a private market; and, finally, that Judge 
Meunier is not, rad has not been, annoyed 
by the silly suits for damage* that have 
been institnted against him.

The following instructions have been 

issued by State Registrar Hahn:
Stats o r  Lotuiaxa, ) 

Oflics State Begîàti a r of Voten, > 
Sew Orleans, October *7, 1*76. ) 

To all Soperrison of Registration in the State of 
bouiWAiia:

Whereas, considerable doubt rad on 
certainty exists in the publie mind relative 
to the number of polling places to which 
tbe country parishes are severally entitled 
under the fnw;

Whereas, there appear* to be a oertain 
degree of uncertainty and contradiction to 
the several statutes appertaining to this 
»object matter; rad

Whereas, in cases where enoh uncertain 
tv exista it is desirable that the law be 
pven a liberal eonetrnctlon in the direction 
of the public convenience;

I t is, therefore, stated ae the ruling rad 
instruction of this effioe, that it is the doty 
of tbe supervisor of registration in each 
parish (Orleans excepted) to establish at 
(east one polling plane for each jostle© of 
the pesos ward in said parish. . . . . .

This ruling is based upon and instructs 
etnot compliance with the language of sec­
tion one, of sot No. 7. approved 1575.

In the location of polling places super 
visors of registration will be governed by a 
due regard to economy (as tbe parishes are 
required by law to defray euoh expenses) 
and to the accommodation and convenience 
of the greatest number of registered voters

The G as Company •
A correspondent writes to the Timet, 

stating that he is a tenant; that the Gas 
Company has been mending ite pipes lead­
ing from the meter of tbe honae which he 
occupies to the main in the middle of the 
street; that the company haa sent him a 
bill of $5 for mending its own pipe, rad 
that upon his refusal to pay the bill he was 
assured that it would be deducted from his 
deposit. The correspondent thinks Mint if 
he has to pay for the pipe it must belong to 
him, u d  be proposes to dig it up rad sell it 
for old junk.

Oar attention has been called to this 
same matter by different parties who bave 
been served in like manner with the indig. 
nrat correspondent of the Times. There 
era be no donbt that the Gas Company haa 
no claim against the tenant, rad it is 
simply an outrage to hold hie deposit re­
sponsible for eomething which he does not 
ewe. If the company ora hold tenants re­
sponsible for ray portion of ite pipe, where 
would the responsibility ceeaef It does not 
requite rayF try  great asanuwt i f  m e  
to demonstrate that the customers of the 
Gas Company are not a t all interested in 
the esoape of gas before it reaches their 
meter*, rad if they ora be made to keep 
any portion of tbe company’s pipe in repair, 
they might as well be compelled to do it all. 
In foot, the proposition is so nnreaso^^le 
that no justice of the peace would peril his 
reputation lor common sense by giving a 
decision in favor of tbe company if a case 
were brought before him, rad perhaps 
aggrieved parties would be put to lees 
trouble rad obtain more satisfaction by pur­
suing this course.

The Gas Company charges an outrageons 
price for gas as compared with its ooat and 
the rates in vogue elsewhere. In Chioego 
the consumera recently formed a combina­
tion rad snbfetitnted oil for gas, u d  com­
pelled the companies there to reduce their 
rates from $2 50 to $1 50 per 1000. In New 
Orleans we are compelled to pey $4 per 
1000, or $3 50 if the hill is paid within three 
days. We may have more to say npon this 
subject hereaiter.

We reproduce the letter of the Time«’ 
correspondent referred to above;

New Orléans, Ootober 26,1876.
To the Editor of the Times:

Sia—I am a tenant. I have no farther 
interest in tbe hones in which I live then 
that I pay a certain amount each month for 
the privilege of occupying it. Recently the 
Gas Company haa been replacing its pipes 
in front of my house. The workmen said 
that the old pipes leaked, and the Gas Com­
pany was losing about as much gas as was 
consumed. I thought the company very 
sensible to thus take care of its own prop­
erty, and bore tbe temporary inconven­
ience of having my front yard and the 
sidewalk dog into pirholes with exem­
plary patienoe. sou may jndge of 
my enrprise, when I waa presented 
a day-or two sinoe by tbe Gas Company, 
with a bill of $5 for performing this work, 
and thereby saving its gas. You will re­
member that tbe pipe that was replaced 
is the one leading from mv meter to tbe 
street. I took this bill to the “palatial” 
office of the oempany—it is nut surprising 
that it can afford fine bnildings—and in­
formed the representative of the corpora­
tion that there was some mistake about it. I 
did not order tbe work done; I was not the 
owner of tbe house, and was supremely in­
different as to whether the company lost its 
gas by bad pipes or not; the old pipes suited 
me well enough, and 1 got more gas than I 
felt able to pay for, as it was; that if anyone 
else than tbe company should settle the 
bill—and 1 did not think they should—it 
must be tbe landlord. He replied that 
“the company looks to the t* naut. If yon 
can get it out > f the Undlord it is all right.”
I said that tbe Gas Company did not pay 
me anything for collecting ite bills, u d  
that 1 was not in tbe collecting business, 
anyhow: and I would not pay tbe bill, nor 
would I present it to tbe landlord. He 
then stated .hat it would be charged tam e 
and be deducted from my deposit. I left 
the bill there.

Now, Mr. Editor, the oompeny ean col­
lect its fraudaient bill in this way, nnlen 
the outraged tenant goes to law about it, 
which coats too muoh. There are buudreds 
of tenants who have been served in the 
same way. It is little short of highway 
robbery. But my object in writing yon is 
to get a  decision on a point of law. Those 
in my neighborhood who have had this 
trick served npon them—there are no 
lawyers among them—have come to the 
conclusion that if they are obliged to 
pay lor the pipe in anestion. it must neoes- 
earily belong to them. We propose to dig 
up onr gaa pipe that we have paid for rad 
sell jt tor old jonk, and get baok some of 
our $5 and bnrn oil. Tbe company charges 
$3 50 per 1000, twiee as much as it is 
worth, and it would be a good thing if the 
people would rtop using gas until tne com­
pany reduced it to a reasonable price. The 
point of law which we wish you to deoide is 
whether we would be jusnfied in selling 
our pipe for old junk. If it would not, 
please suggest another remedy. • * •

ANOTHER COBW EB BRUSHED AWAY.

J o l i e  P a rd e e  E xplains th e  Lockw ood
Check.

Borne time ago, one of the enhnrban p a  
pern published » letter from John Lock- 
wood, formerly of this city, bnt now living 
in Dallas, Texas, whieh contained some on* 
pleasant inferences, though no direct proofs, 
against Jndge Pardee. The matter waa 
paaeed over in silenoe by the jndge until 
the case was brought to publie attention by 
the Bulletin. Thereupon, he addressed the 
following letter to that paper, whieh ap­
peared in its columns yesterday morning: 

Carrollton. La , October 27, 1876.
To the Editor of the B. lit tin:

Sir—A reputable paper like the Bulletin 
having published a oertain charge agaiuet 
me by one John Lockwood, I hasten to say, 
for the satietaeiion of many personal friends, 
that the oharge, in substance and inference, 
is totally false. I n»ver reoeived tbe eheok 
referred to, nor any sum whatever, for 
drawing or lobbying far ray ordinance, gas 
or otherwise.

I never received tbe check referred from 
Join  Lock wood or any gaa company a t all, 
nor for r a j  service whatever.

The cheek referred to is dated-seme d i  
month* niter the gas erdinaaee in Carroll­
ton was adopted, rad long after tbe gas 
works were in full operation in that city.

So for ae I know, or have information as 
to its consideration, it bad do connection 
witb the gas ordinance or gas mattere

As a stockholder of the Jefferson City 
Gas Company, rad a property holder and 
taxpayer in Carrollton, I favored tbe gaa 
ordinanoe. I never lobbied for it at all. 
There was no opposition to it from ray 
source that 1 knew of. *

Tbe obeck referred to was received from 
»friend, rad the only interest I ev*r bad in 
it or ite proceeds was to credit the amount 
in part payment and settlement ot half n 
year’s salary daring my absence from tbe 
State, rad in set1 lament of terry rad levee 
interests long outstanding.

To my personal friends I believe I ean 
give tbe fallest and moot satisfactory allow­
ing of tbia and many other matters witb 
wbieh I am charged.

1 do no: expect to satisfy my enemies in 
regard to ray matters proved to myself.

To men and newspapers who live by 
blackmailing I  have no answer bnt con­
tempt.

Politically, I have to say only, that for 
eight years last past I hove been judge of 
the Second Judioial Diatriot. My record as 
judge is well known to the people of my 
diatriot. It is left to them now to decide 
whether I have been capable, impartial rad 
non-partisan, rad still possess their oonfi 
dense.

If  I have been capable, honest rad im 
partial as a judge, I have faith that the 
lying falsification of blackmailers rad polit 
ioal enemies will not be extensively listened 
to.

I am obliged for this mach eonrtesy and 
space, and lor your fair editorial this morn, 
ing.
