Editor W ashington Chronicle:
Since my letter of the first instant in 

your journal varions Democratic journals 
m the North and South have thought 
proper to pav their compliments to me— 
those at the North, with a show of reason 
and no little logic, attempting to 
break the force of the positions I asmmed 
and the grave charges made by me against 
the Democratic party; but those at tbe 
South satisfying both reason and logic, as 
usual, with vulgar epithets. As for the 
latter, 1 leave blackguardism to black 
gnards. In respect to the former, I propose 
now to add a few nore i em« from the polit­
ical history of the country for them to di
geSt

They would claim for the Democratic 
party the glories ot the Jeffersonian Repub 
fioan party under whioh to conceal tbe 
vices and deformities of the Democracy, 
after the manner of the ass in the “Fable of 
Æsop,” clothing itself with the lion’s skin. 
Yet the merest tyro in onr political history 
knows well that the Democratic party eo 
nomine, never had existence until 1824. un­
der the banner of Andrew Jackson. Prior 
to that date the first and only parries 
known under the constitution were Fed­
eralists and Repablioana. At the close of 
the administration of President Washing­
ton these two parties began to assume 
organic form, the first ander the banner of 
Thomas Jefferson.

In 1800 the first general straggle between 
the two occurred, and Mr. Jefferson was 
elected as President, defeating Mr. Adams 
In 1804 tbe contest betweeo these two par­
ties was renewed, and Mr. Jefferson was 
re-elected, flo again in 1808 and 1812 tbe 
struggle oontinued between them, the Re­
publican party triumphing in both instances 
through the eleotion and re-eleotion of Mr. 
Madison as President. In 1816 the last is­
sue between these parties was formed, 
again terminating in tbe triumph of tbe 
R-pnblionn party through tbe election of 
Mr. Monroe ns President. In 1820 the Fe«l- 
ernl party laid down their arms and dis­
banded, and Mr. Monroe waa re-elected 
President without opposition. And now, 
between 1820 nnd 1824, tbe Republican 
party having, in the course of twenty four 
years of rule in the councils of the nation, 
established its interpretations of the eon 
stitutioo, nnd ite measure# of administra­
tive policy in the government, ended its 
mission and disintegrated.

Two new party formations now took 
plaee, and these were the' “Deinorrario 
party,” under the banner of Andrew Jack­
son, and the “National Renablioan party,” 
ander the bonnerol'John Quincy Adame, in 
view of tbe Preeidenov. Ii is true that the 
larger portion of tbe Democratic party was 
composed of the constituent elements of the 
old Jeffersonian Republican party, and that 
'he larger portion of the Natioual Repub­
lican party was composed of the con»t<tn 
ent element« of the old John Adqais Fed­
eral party. But the two new parties, ar­
rayed under th- banners ot Andrew Jack- 
sou and John Quincy Adams, were as dis­
tinctive in cha.aoter ae they were in name 
from the two old parties, Bnd no historian 
of the future will ever «offer the tame ol 
the Jeffersonian Republican party to be tar­
nished by contaminating it with tbe Dem- 
ooratio party. So much, then, for this as­
sumption on the part uf those Democratic 
journals which bave thought proper to pay 
their respect« to my letter in ihe Chronicle.

The apparatus for weighing the beam of 
light oonsisted of an exhausted glass cham­
ber in the form of a horizontal cross, with 
arma of circnler cross section.

Torsion is then ap­
plied to the glass fibre until the beam is 
fitted, snd the dot of light returns to its 
former position. This may be called the 
z-ro ot the machine. This exact amount of 
torsion having been determined, and its 
• quittaient in we ght ascertained, the tor- 
eiou is removed, and the ray ot lignt is then 
made to fall on the «lise, which causes a de­
pression of the glass beam, as if it was 
weighted by a tangible substance. The 
calimlation of the absolute pressure of the 
sun’s radiation on a square foot of the 
curih, wtu n carried out to the square mile, 
give* a ioree of fifty seven tons.

The Lexington, Virginia, Gazette prints a 
commnnication from Mr. J. D Davidson, of 
that place, winch begins thus:

In the spring of 1858, T. J. Jaokson, then 
a profe«»«ir in the Virginia Military Insti­
tute ar Lexiugton, Virginia—now our Stone­
wall Jack-on—was organizing a negro flan- 
day school in the town ot Lexington. At 
that time snob a school was regarded by 
our laws as an “unlawful assembly.” On 
8  iturday evening of May 1, 1858, I left my 
office, and on my way home met Major 
J.tokson on tbe pavement in front oi the 
eourtbonae in company with Colonel 8  
McD Reid, then olerk of onr oonrts, and 
William McLaughlin, E-q, now judge ot 
our Circuit, Court. They were conversing 
oo the sut jrtot of his Sunday school. Colonel 
Reid said to him: “ Major, I have examined 
tde statute and conferred with the com­
monwealth’s attorney. Your Sunday school 
is an ‘ unlawful assembly.’ This seemed 
to iiet him much. Mr. McL lUghlin then 
said io him that, he bad also examined the 
qiostiou, und that his school was against 
the letter ot the law. This freitad him still 
more. I then said to him: • Muj >r, while I 
lament that we have such a statute in our

Peeoe we must hev ef we bev to kill every 
carpit-bsgger and nigger in tbe county to 
get it.

We warned the niggers that while we de­
sired to live in harmony with em, harmony 
wnz only attainable by ther observin tbe 
conditions necessary. They most know 
now that Tilden’a elecksbnn wnz certain, 
that they cood no longer look to tbe Fedril 
government tor protecksbun, and that we 
hold ther fates ia onr Lands.

bill, and the after measures of that party

Now 
culminated, dnring the administration ot 
Mr. \  an Buren, all the evils of the Democ­
