PACKARD’S ELOQUENT APPEAL

VipaLia, November 2, 1876.

Two thousand people here assembled to
greet the next Governor. The weather
was unfavorable—rainy and cold. The
speakers were Judge Hugh J. Campbell,
Hon. 8. B. Packard, Colonel James Lewis,
G al Jack Wharton and J. P. Harris,
Eeq.

Judge Campbell made the points that
this State having 20,000 more colored voters
than white, and besides baving, in addition
to the ex-Northern eoldiers aud settlers and
the old Union and Whig native whites, the
ex-Confed Rep , headed by
Williameon, Beatty, Longstreet, Turner,
Fontelien, Yost, Leonard and Boreman,
numbering altogether 8000 white Repub-
licans, making; in all a solid, laxful and
just majority of 28,000, the Deamocrata’
sole hope of carrying the State was either
to convert p bly and ly
20,000 colored men from Republicans to
Decmocerats or to bulldoze them.
