INSTRUCTIONS TO UNITED STATES
MARSHALS.

DPARTMENT OF JUSTICR,
Washington, Sep tember 4, 1876, }
To the Uuited Sta‘es Ma:shal for the District of

Louisiana:

Sie—The laws of the United States hav-
ing made it my daiy to exercise general
airection over mar<hals in the manner of
dischirging their officas, 1 bave prepared
for their use this circalar letter of instruc-
tiona as to the coming electiona—intencing
the rame 2lso a8 a reply ones for all to nu-
mervus applications in like connection,
from private citizens in varioua Statea.

In the present coodition of legislation,
the United States occopy a position toward
voters and voting which varies according
as the elaction is for Srate aud other local
officera only, or for members of Cengrees
and Presidential electors,

In electiona at wbich members of the
Houre of Represen'atives sre chosen,
which by law mclude aleo electiona at
which the electors for President and Vice
Preeident are appointed, the United States
secure voters sguinst whatever in general
hinders or prevents them from a free exer-
cire of the elective franchire—extending
that care alike to the registration lists, the
act of voting, and the personal freedon and
security of the voter at all times, as well
against violence on account of any vote that
he m ayintend o give, as against conspiracy
because of any that he may already have
given,

The peace of the United Srates, there-
fore, which you are to preserve, and whose
violation you are to eupprees, precedea as
well as follows such eleetione; and protects
(among others) the rights specitied in the
iaet paragraph, £o that any person who by
ferea  violates those rights breaks that
wace and renders it your duty to arrest

im, and to suppress any riots incident, or
that threaten the integrity of the registra-
tion or election, to the end that the wiil of
the people in such election may be ascer-
tained and take «ffect, and that offenders
may be brought betore the courts for pun-
ishment.

Notorious events in several States, which
recently and in an unusual wanner have
been publicly reprobated, render it a grave
duty of all marehals who have cause to ap-
vrekend a violauon of tbe peace cf the
Uuited States connected as above with the
electios to be held upon the Tuesday after
the first Monday in November next, to be
prepared to preeserve and to restore such

ence.
3 As the chief executive officer of the United
States in your diatrict you will be held re-
sponsible for all breaches of the peace of
the Urited States which diligence on your
part might have prevented, and for the ar-
rest and securing of all persons who violate
that peace in any of the points abuve enu-
merated.

Diligence in these matters requires, of
course, that you b2, and coutinue, present,
in pereon or by deputy, at all places of reg-
istration or election at which you have rea-
son to suspect that the peace is threatened;
and that whenever an embodiment of the
posse comilatus is required to enforce the
1aw, such embodiment be effeoted.

You will observe that the ‘‘special” depu-
ties mentioned in section 2021 of the Re-
vised Statutes have peculiar duties assigned
to them, duiies which otherwise do not be-
long to doputy marshals. Such “special”
deputies can be appointed only in cities of
20,000 inhabitants or up warda.

But the duties aseigned to marshals and
their deputies by section 2022, or other like
statutes, belong to all duly appointed
deputies, whether they be general,
or be ‘special” within the i

is
tric's. It is not necessary to sy that it
upon soch eoonmm.ndnrmmd lho:

It is proper 1o »dvise you that in prepar-
ing this cireular 1 have considered recent
important judgments given by the Supreme
Court vt the United States upon the scts of
Congress which regulate this genersl topie.
