E ffects o f  the C zar’s  Speech .
The Standard's dispatch from Berlin says 

the Czar’s speech has produced a most 
alarming impression iu political ci roles 
there. It has a depressing effect on the 
Stock Exchange.

The Pall Mall Gazette this afternoon in 
its leading ariids says: Once more dark­
ness has falleh over the prospects of peace; 
that it will lift again we may hope, but the 
nows that come« both from St. Petereburg 
and Constantinople gives us warning that 
what is called feeling may yet conqaer 
wisdom, and that a certain degree of insa­
tiability already threatens to creep into the 
judgments of chose npon whom depends 
the tremendous issue of peace or war. The 
speeoh of the Czar is not the moat alarming 
incident of the time, but it is far from pleas 
ant reading.

Wbafi are the guarantees whioh the Czar 
has in mind? Are they such conditions as 
the Porte will grant? There liea the whole 
question; and if we are to rely upon this 
morning’s news from Constantinople, the 
question is not likely to be auswered to the 
mind ot the Czar. Turkey hesitates, we are 
told, to accept a conference, and the Grand 
Vizier bas telegraphed hie objection to 
the English government, moreover, in an­
other report professing to come from Con­
stantinople.

The Pall Mall Gazette here refers to 
special dispatch in to-day’s Telegraph. We 
get what would seem to be the substance ot 
the objections thus referred to the Turkish 
government, who are said to be deeply 
stirred by tbe injustice done to their na­
tion and by tbe ill return their enemies 
make for all their proofs of moderation, 
are stated to have telegraph*d instructions 
to their representatives a »road to the fol­
lowing effect: ‘*We desire peace with or 
without a conference, but we must 
have guarantees for the integrity of 
our territory before we can admit 
reoommeudaiions or requests. We Cf usider 
it an evil, il not a fatal precedent to accept 
a conference uoon the internal afiairsof the 
empire. It Europe has propositions to 
make to us, lot the signatory powers of the 
treaty of Paris make them collectively, and 
we will reply y«s or no.” Such is the ac­
count given of*the attitude of the Turkish 
government, and if it be correct it is need­
less to dwell upon the seriousness of the 
news. No comment could enhance the 
gravity of so critical a situation us it re­
veals. If the temper too plainly indicated 
in this haughty message is really dumiaant 
at Constantinople, the prospect is a gloomy 
one, indeed.

A dispatch to Reuter’s from St. Peters­
burg says the Czar’s speech has found a 
general and enthusiastic echo through the 
Russian empire. Town councils, diets, 
trades, merchants guilds, the clergy, and, 
in fact, all classes unanimously declare 
without qualification their joyful readiness 
to contribute To and fulfill to tbe utmost 
all demands wh’ch the Czar and empire 
might make (pr tbe protection of the inter 
•sts of Russia. They place their fortunes 
and ail their resources at the disposal of 
the government to provide the necessary

A special dispatch to the Paris Temps, 
from Bil grade, states that tbe Servian gov­
ernment has received instructions to send 
back to Russia immediately all Russian offi­
cers who have not resigned their commis­
sions in the Russian army.

If this be refused the 
prefect will forcibly enter the Vatican, ac­
companied by the qneetor, and also by 
physicians, notaries and witnesses, ^bo, 
after viewing the body, will send a cer­
tificate of the inquest to the Cardinal 
Deaeon.
