The Statement of Supervisor Grant

The Picayune having contained an article
with the above Leading, based ona sup-
posed aflidavit of F. M. Grant, supervisor
of registration, he denies thut he intended
to swear to such a statement, and sent to
that paper the following card:

New ORLEANS, November 17, 1376,
Rditor Picayune:

I have seen in your iseue of to-day what
gurpom to be a copy of an affidavit signed

y myself, whiob, upon reading iu print,
seems to convey an impression and bear a
conatruction not intended by me when I
signed it.

The facts are briefly these: Some of the
prominent Democrats of Morehouse parish
called on myself nnd others to sign some
prepared statements which they alleged
were merely to show that the statement of
Governor Kellogz which had beenm pub-
lished was erroveous so far as it alleged
that the White Leaguers from Arkansas
and Mississippi had patroled Morebouse
parish, and also 80 far as it stated that the
colored pcoﬂle were prevented from regis-
tering. I had no oljection to making a
statement of that kind, and I signed what
upon a hasty perusal scemed to be a
statement covering those points only.

1 find, upon a careful examination of wha!
purports to be a copy of my aflidavit, that
it may be interpreted to convey the im-
pression that the parish of Morehouse wus
nol patroled at all. This is not true, nor did
I intend to convey such an impression.
What I did intend to say waa thie: That
no White Leaguers fromn adjoining Stales
p:trolod Morehouse parish to my knowl-
edge.

1 furtber state that I intended to convey
the impression, so far as registration was
conoerned, that I was treatea courteously,
and that I know of no ictimidation used to
prevent the colored people from registering.

Ia regard to the condition ot affairs pre-
vailing in the parish prior to the election, I
will .imlply say that that is a matter npon
which I have been cail:d upon by law to
report officially, and do not think proper to
speak of it here, further than to say I have
in making my report obeyed the law aad
pe{fomed my ;h;ty.

I take this as presumptive
evidence that Mr. Paris has continued dar-
ing his second term as a member of the
Board of Assessors to discharge his duties
honestly and efficiently, which a fair and
full investigation of the alleged charges
will abundantly establish.

POLITICAL NOTES.

If the Matt Carpenters, Edmunds and
Northern doughfaces generally had, in 1872
and 1874, investigated the laws of Louisiana
and the outrageous persecution of Repub-
licans in the same spirit of fairness and
earnest desire to develop the truth as is
shown by the deiegations now here, all the
present tronble might have been avoided.
A mean desire to conciliate their late way-
ward brethren of the South led to a sacri-
fice of the just olaims of Republicans and
encouraged more determined aggressions
upon their legal rights.

Mr. Redfield’s statement to the Cincin-
nati Commercial that the Northern people
will be slow te believe that 5000 white
voters in the bulldozed parishes could im-
timidate 12,000 colored voters is a slurring
over of the facts in a similar spirit. Ilad
he explained that the J000 whites were
mainly veteran Confederate soldiers, united
by a bitter hostility to reconstruction, con-
trolling the wealth of the section in which
they operated, and well armed; while the
colored people were virtually unarmed,
without military leaders or training, or
even organization, the statement wotld be
cleared of any apparent improbability.

It is most earnestly to be desired that the
present “national jury” will show to the
nation, in the most conclusive manner, the
exact truth oi our condition. Had this
great duty not been put off so lorgz, Missis-
sippi, Alabama and other Southern States
would have been ‘eaved to the Republican
party.

There is muoeh boastieg over the popular
rasjority which the Democratio journals
figure out for Tilden. Such a majority
should not be difficult to obtain with the
Republican voters in half a dozen States
disfranchised. Georgia, Texas, Alabama,
Mississippi and one or two other States find
no difficulty in furnishing popular msjori-
ties. Oar distinguished Democratic visitor,
Generel Chalmers, who has just been
counted in as a Congressmen elect with
5000 majority, in a district which bas here-
tofore given 18,000 Republican majority,
ought to be able to tell all abont Damo-
cratio popular majorities.

When the ‘““time comes again,” as it surely
will, she {Natohitoohes parish) will be in no
condition to be npbraided for acts of mer-
¢y, which justice demands, should have
been otherwise. $

It is stated that no Demoocrat
wonld accept a position unless another va-
cancy was made, and a colleague of his po-
litical bias selected to fill it. Asnone oi
the members bave manifested any intention
of resigning, this determination may of
neceesity cause the selection of a Repub-
lican or the keeping open of the vacancy.

ANOTHER LETTER

A RESPONSE FROM THE DEMOCRATS

Courteous Regrets and an Implied
Threat.

The following document was served last
evening upon the Northern Republicans in
response to their letter which appeared ye:-
terday morning:

New ORLEANS, November 17, 1576,

GENTLEMEN—Wae are in receipt of your
answer to our letter of the fourteenth in-
stant, in which you inform us of your de-
termination not to confer with us for the
purpose of exerting such influence as we
may possess 1n behalf of such a canvass of
the votes actually cast at the recent elec-
tion in Louisiana, a8 by its fairness and im-
partiglity shall command the acquiescence
and reepect of all parties. We sincerely re-
gret this failure of our attempt to secure
the co-operation of all the citizens from
other States in furtherance of the purﬁone
which, as we eupposed, had broughr them
bither at this juncture. We regret it all
the more becauae your refusal to confer and
oco-operate with us ap 8 to ba based
upon a serious misapprehensien of the lan-
guage no less than the spirit of our com-
munication.

It can bardly have escaped your notice
that our statement of the resulc to be at-
tained by the co-operative action which we
sought to bring about was a simple repro-
duction of the language of President Grant
(at whose request, we understand, you are
bere) in his recent order to (ieneral Sher-
man. That language was deliberately used,
no doubt, in view of the fact, about which,
as we conceive, there can be no dispute,
that the first and most essential prerequisite
to an honest and just declaration of the re-
sults of the lection in Louisi is
a fair and impartial canvass of the votes
actually cast. And it seems to us that you
do the President great injustioe in suppos-
ing that in epeaking of *‘votes aotually
cast,” he meant to include votes illegally
cast, as you certainly do us injustice by the
imputation of a desire to insist upon eo
narrow and vicious an interpretation. In
our judgment, the expression ‘‘votes aotu-
ally cast”.of necessity designates votes le-
gally oast,and as a consequence of such
votes only did we desire tosecure a fairand
impartial canvass.

Ve beg leave to say, therefore, that you
are mistaken in the belief that we sought
unduly to narrow the basis on which we in-
vited your co-operative action. And you
are no less in error in attributing to us a
purpose to interfere with the legally consti-
tuted authorities of this State in the dis-
charge of their duties—to claim rights and
to arrogate to ourselves powers which we
do not poseess. In writing our letter we
were fully aware that both the organization
and the action, whether judicial or minis-
terial, of the Returning Board of Louisiana
were beyond any authoritative control from
witheut, and that it would be the height of
arrogance and folly to attempt to alter the
laws of a State of which we are not citi-
zens, or to obtrude our interpretation of
these laws upon those whoee daty it is to ad-
minister them. But we had supposed, never-
theless, that there was an influence which
might be rightfully exerted even by citi-
zens of this republic who are strangers in
this State; and we had taken it for granted
that your pr here in to the
suggestion of the President was a recogni-
tion of this fact. .

We had suppoeed that it was not improper
for us to remind the authorities of this
State, by our mere presence at least, that
there ars certain rules of fairness and jus-
tice which underlie all constitutions and
laws, and upon whose observance must de-
pend the acqui of the people of all
parties in the declared result of the Louis-
1ana election—rules such as these: That
no one ought to be a judge in his own case;
that the decision of any contest onght not to
depend upon the merearbitrament of one of
the parties thersto; that before such a deci-
sion 18 made both parties ought to be fully
and fairly heard; that all questions of
law ought to be decided in conformity
with its established general principles, and
all questions of faot upon evidence duly
presented and weighed under the rules
which are of universal recoguition in all the
States of this Union; that the trial of all
causes involvingz publio intercsts at least
ought to be public, and that all the pro-
ceedings resorted to for the purpose of de-
termining the issues in the present electoral
contest ought, by their manifest impartial-
ity, to disarm the suspicion that the forms
of law have been perverted intoinstruments
for the violation of its spirit.

In this connection, we may be permitted
to observe that, while undoubtedly, as you
say, a sedulous inculcation and cultivation
of the habites of obedience to the forms of
law is vital to the preservation of constita-
tional liberty, it is no less important that a
refusal to yield such obedience be not pro-
voked by using these forms as means for
eubverting the very ends for which they
were designed.

Withont undertaking to question the sin-
cerity of the belief which you are at pains
to express, that you know of no reason to
doubt that the Louwsiana Returcing Board
will make a perfectly honest and just dec-
laration of the resuits of the recent elec-
tion in Louisiana, we deem it not improper
to remind you that the very presence in
this city of so many citizena from all parts
of the Union at this moment secms to be
evidence of a widely prevalent distrust of
the action of this board, and that such dis-
trust has this foundation at least, that the
constitution of the board has not been
changed since 1ts returns were set aside by
a congressional committee of which the Re-
publican candidate for the Vice Presidency
was a member.

And this dictrust is not unnatural in view
of the fact that, as we understand, one of
the members of the Returning Board is a
candidate voted for at the recent election;
another, the holder of an office of profit and
trust by appointment of the present execu-
tive of tie national government, while all
the membera of the board are believed to
be in afiiliation with but one of the parties
to the present political contest.

In view of all this it is hardly necessary
to add that the terms of our letter were not
designed to prejudge the question whether
the functions of the Returning Board were
judicial or ministerial, or both, but simply
to invite yon to see, with us, that, whatever
may be the character of these functions,
they are openly, fairly and honestly die-
charged. And while we thus refrained from

served by the whole nation, will discharge
its delicate duties with such circumspection,
fairness and impartiality as will give satis-
faoticn to the American people. To this
end we shall continue to labor. Should a
different result follow the action of the
board, we shsl have the satisfaction of
knowing that, while you have taken the re-
sponsibility of declining to act with us, we
have done all in our power to avert the
consequences which may fol:ow.

Lequitur Lamar.

When last heard from, Luocius Qaintins
Curtins Lamar was mournfully murctering,
“The order to the army to concentrate in
New Orleans i3 a etep towards the over-
throw of constitutional liberty and the es-
tablishment ot military deapotism.” Mr.
Lamar’s past record is such that no one can
doubt the genuineness of his regret over
the overthrow cf thatcoustitutional liberty
which he has labored so hard to establiab,
but it seems to us that his remark is not
exactly erizinal. Very much the same
thing was said when troopa were called out
in April, 1861; something of the same kind
was remarked in regard to the emancipa-
tion proclamation, the sound was familiar
at the time of the adoption of the amend-
ments, at the passage of the civil rights
bill, the enactinent of the election lawe,
and in fact not more than two weeks ago
we were told that the sending of troops into
districts whera there was likely to be
tronble was a step towards the overthrow
of constitutional liberty.

After go many steps have been taken, one
would think that constitutional liberty must
be pretty nearly on its last legs, but it
would be hard to find a mac who has been
deprived of s constitutional liberty, ora
privilege of citizenship which has been
abridged or infringed. If we are to trust
the accounts of election day, we have here
and there prevented an enthusiastic citizen
from chasing his fellow away from
the polls, but we do not believe that the
right to chase acolored voter from the polls,
because he intends to vote the Republican
tioket, is strictly guaranteed by the con-
stitution. The right to chase a negro out of
a hotel, to bonnce him from a railroad train,
or stone him while he walks in prdcession,
has also been strongly insisted on, and prac-
tically illustrated by eminent constitution-
alists in the State which Mr. Lamar repre-
sents, but the abrogation of these rights,
even if facilitated by the presence of troops,
ia not a subversion of our liberties of which
Mr. Lamar ought to complain.

But we are glad that Mr. Lamar bas ut-
tered his complaint, as it may serve to call
attention to circumatances which Mr. Lamar
may have forgotten. When Mr. Lamar sets
himselt up as a defender of constitutional
liberty against the usurpations of the Cab-
inet at Washington, it is impossible not to
remember that in the hands of Mr. Lamar,
and in the hands of the party to which Mr.
Lamar belonge, the constitution was as pli-
able as & whip lash. It not only gave to
the negro no rights which the white man
was bound to respect, but it recognized no
rights ot the free citizens which the slave-
holders were bound to reepect. Under Mr.
Lamar's constitution a citizen was not pro-
tected in his opini in his correspond “
in his speech or in his property. A narrow
and brutal State sovereignty step in and
overrode the constitution. But when it was
a question of the slaveholder's righte, the
constitution worked the other way—the
sovereignty of the State disappeared, and
the divine right of slavery came in to make
the fugitive elave law supreme in free com-
monwealths.

A country which has survived the com-
stitutional encroachments of ths Demo-
cratio party, and which has survived the
attempt of the Democratic party to enforce
its constitutional views, need mnot be
alarmed at a movement which has been fre-
quently tried, and which has never pro-
duced any other result than the enforce-
ment of lawand order. It must be a deli-
cate constitution, indeed, which would

if that is the worst Mr. Lamar has to dread,
he may sleep in peace. After his practical
exposition of constitutional liberty, one
would think that, for decency’s sake, he
would keep silent for the rcet of his life,
and allow the defense of the constitution to
fall into the hands which were not reddened
with the guilt of its attempted overthrow.
His reapp as the defender of the
constitution is 8o groteeque that, even if
there were cause for alarm, no one would
be willing to believe it on his szlntengent,

and, if heis h t in his app
the best he can do for his cause is notto
let his allegiance openly appear. Patriotic

citizens who see Mr. Lamar on one eide of
a constitutional question may easil 5 be ex-
cused for taking the other side, and for re-
fusing to rally to the defemse of liberties
which ara defended by him.—S!. Louis
Globe Democrat.

Tilden on Florida.

In September last, says the Jacksonville
L wion, Mr. George F. Drew, and Dr. Payne,
of this city, met in New York and sought a
financial interview with Governor Tilden.
The New York Zribune ot the tenth instant
furnishes the following amusing acconnt of
the reeult:

It is well known that about a month and
a half ago the Democratic State Committee
of Florida sent an agent ta this city to
represent to Mr. Tilden the importavce
and the poesibilisy of carryinz Florida
for the Democratic ticket. ‘I'he dele-
gate was unacquainted with Governor
Tilden or any of his immediate repre.
gentatives in the national or State commit-
tee, and requested a Democratic lawyer
of prominence who has aroom in the eame
building in which Mr. Tilden’s headquar-
ters are placed—at No. 5! Liberty street—
to introduce him to the Democratic man-
agers there. The lawyer endeavored to do
se during an entire day. but received
answer {rom the headquarters that it was
impossibla to spare the time to eee the gen-
tleman from Florida. The latter felt re-
bufted, but calleé the next day and finally
had an interview with some person con-
nected with the Democratic headquarters
at No. 59 Liberti street. He explained to
the [gentleman the importance of sending
certain important documents and a large
amount of funds to Florida, claiming that
the S:ate conuld be carried by an energetic
effort for Mr. Tilden. It is understood that

In some aspects
which I will develop as to the fature; I
would not regret such a result as loeing
New York. It brings before the country
two great facts—intimidation at the Soutb,
and frauds unexampled at the North. Then
you will see that an amendment to the oon-
stitution proposed b%: my father is the only
effective dy.” The d t, we be-
lieve, was to have the presidential vote
cast by singls distriots instead of by States.
Mr. Hamiiton proceeds: “If we lose the
electoral vote it must and will be remem-
bered that we ehall have lost Mississippi by
mere intimidation. The last census proves
this. And should Tilden be elected becanse
of the loss, the precedent of the Democrats
in 1830 as to the vote in New Jersey for
members of Congress will be a telling one.”
Mr. Hamilton then makes somse reflections
upon the supreme value of the national
idea to the republic, and concludes with
the noblse words: *I feel that I would die
asJohn Brown did rather than surrender
our government to Southern or any other
rebels.”

How an Elector Once Went Back on His
Party.

Should Governor Tildem or Governor
Hayes bo elected by a majority of one, or
even of three or four in the electoral col-
lege, there will be no little anxiety regard-
ing the Lives and health of the individual
electors, who, by their votes, are to decide
who is to be President of this great and
glorious country. In conneoction with this
thought a historical fact of considerable
intercst at present is brought to mind,
which shows that in the year 1821 a presi-
dential elector chosen by the Dsmocratic
party in New I1lampshire changed his vote,
went back on his party, and voted against
the party didate in the electoral college.
The presidential elector referred to was ex-
Governor William Plommer. The candi-
date of his party was James Monroe, then
President of the United States, who was
running for a second term. In November,
1820, the party was successful, and the
Democratic electors were chosen to & man in
every State in the Union, among them Mr.
Plummer, from the Granite State. The eiec-
toral college met on February 14, 1821, and
the vote was unanimous for President Mon-
10e, with one exception. To the surprise of
everybody, ex-Governor Plummer voted for
John Quincy Adams. The latter, in his
+Memotirs,” says he was surprised and morti-
fied that Governor Plummer should have
oast his vote forhim. He had thoughtthat,
of sll the eiectors, none were more certain
to vote for Mcnroe than Governor Plummer.
Another writer has averred that Plummer’s
motive for voting against the candidate of
hia party, was that he did not wish to have
the vote unanimous for any President after
Washington.

The Late Hurricane.

WasHINGTON, November 17. — Edward
Conway, United States consul at San Juan,
Porto Rico, reports to the S:ate Dapart-
ment, under date of the second instant, the
following information regarding the hur-
ricane in that island, previously referred to.
Its effects, the conmsul writes, have been
most disastrous, the vortex having passed
over the center of theisland from east to
west. This terrible storm has destroyed
all that it has found on its way, tearing up
trees, blowing off roofts, and causing great
damage to the cattle.

The greater part of the coffee crop is
lost, as well as that of rice and other small

roducta. All the sugar cane plantations

ve sutfered more or lees, eapecially those
whose canes were full grown. The new
canes, although bent to the ground, may
return to their former ition, and it is
considered that a large deficit will not ba
apparent in the next crop.
