The United BStates Supreme
Coart has held that the President must de-
cide whieh of two candidatea for a gover-
norship has been eleoted, where the result
s in controversy. Bat there is mo such
power hinted at in the eonstitution, and
the Supreme Court had no right to go far-
ther than merely admit that it bad no jar-
isdiction over a political queation.
