The board was called to order at 10:55 
A. M , President Welle in tke chair, and 
all the members present.

The minutes of the previone meeting 
were read and approved.

The H»n. Senator Sherman, the Hon. 
Eugene Hale a n t Hon. J .  B. Stevenson 
were in attendance on behalf of the Repub­
lican delegation. On the part of the Dem­
ocratic delegation, Judge Trumbull, Gen­
eral Smith, Governor Palmer, Governor 
Sigler and Mr. 1 ulian Were present.

Mr. McGloin- -I presume the time has ar­
rived for offering testimony. We have the 
necessary receipts.

President Wells—Will you give ue a list 
of the evidence t

Mr. MeGloit—Yes, sir. We have receipts 
from the clert for the number of witnesses 
in each case. In the matter of West Feliciana, 
wo have the testimony of thirty-three wit­
nesses. In the matte- of the parish of Rich­
land I offer the testimony of tour witnesses. 

• In  the matter ot the parish of East Felici­
ana, I offer the testimony of sixteen wit­
nesses. In the matter of the parish of Grant, 
I  offer the testimony of three witnesses. In 
the matter of the third ward of the parieh 
of Orleans, I offer the testimony of eleven 
witnesses. In the matter of the fourth 
ward of the parish ol Orleans, I offer 
the testimony ot five witnesses. 
In  the'mat ter of the second ward of the 
parish s i Orleans. 1 offer the testimony of 
five witnesses. In the matter of the parish 
of Morehouse, 1 offer the testimony of 
fourteen witnesses, in  the matter of 
the parish of Oaachita, I* offer the 
testimony of seventeen witnesses. I 
offer the testimony of the witnesses in 
relation to this matter -of Mrs. Pinkston, 
and if you will be kind enoogh to permit it 
in this matter, I would like especially for 
the Northern gentlemen on the- Republican 
side who are present here, to take the 
trouble to examine the testimony whioh 
we bave. It is clear and overwhelming.

Governor Palmer—How many witnesses 
did yon have in that matteri

Mr. MoGloin—Seventeen.
General Anderson—Have the interroga­

tories all been crossed in accordance with 
the rale!

Mr.McGloin—Yes, sir; all eross-interrog- 
atories have been served upon ns; -some of 
the interrogatories tke Republicans did not 
oroes. and we did not cross some of theirs, 
bat they were regularly tendered; -all that 
we Offer have been regularly tendered. 
In the matter of the parish ot East Baton 
Ronge I offer the testimony- of forty wit­
nesses; in the matter of the eleventh ward, 
parish of Orleans. I offer the testimony of 
nineteen witnesses; in the matter of parish of 
Franklin 1 offer the testimony of three wit 
nesses; in the matter of the parish of Natchi­
toches I  offer the testimony of seren wit 
nesses; in the matter of the parieh of Web­
ster I offer the testimony of one witness; 
in the matter of the parish of DcSoto 1 
öfter the testimony of four witnesses; in 
the matter of the parish of Lincoln I offer 
the testimony of one witness. Mr. Chair­
man, here is the argument and the accom­
panying affidavit of Mr. Clegg, of the par­
ish of Lafayette, made previous to his leav­
ing here, asking to have it tendered to the 
board in connection with his parish.

President- Welle—Who is that!
Mr. McGloin—James Clegg, a lawyer 

from the parish of Lafayette.
President Wells—What is the point of 

dispute which calls for that argument! .
Mr. MoOlom—If is in relation to the cen­

sus, and all particular facts connected with 
bis parish, going to show that the eharges 
brought by the supervisor are not tenable, 
and also his affidavit, going to show that 
the supervisor had prepared a- statement 
in his presence and sworn to it before the 
eourt. and-that there was no protest upon it 
a t the time that he executed it.

President Wells—Were the documents 
served upon the other party!

Mr. McGloin—Mr. Abell, -will yon be 
Umi enough to tell me when the papers 
were filrd in the parieh of Lafayette!

Mr. Abell- On the twenty-ainth.
Mr. McGloin—The returns were only 

filed on the twenty-ninth, and it was im­
possible to connect it with the -parish for 
fw - fi»y, and by some fortunate circum­
stance he wet here to make the affidavit. 
1 will state in connection with this, while 
we filed thé testimony, wish it to be dis 
tinetly understood that the testimony filed 
ia large abundance is the testimony only e£ 
OTe»i parishes as were accessible to us. and 
we understood -the character of the protest.

President Welle—Allow me. Were not 
all the parishes eooessible to you* .Did nor­
ths board rale that they had a  right to ell 
the papers that accompanied the report ot 
the supervisor!

Mr. MeGloin—if  yon will remember, onr 
. committee requested thet yon open all the 

parishes so we might see all the pro tacts at 
as early e stage of-the proceedings aa possi­
ble. It yan remember, that application was 
repeated several times, and refused, and 
♦I,.* the papers were only opened not rery 
many days ago; and I call attention to the 
fact that a  large number «1 parishes 
a n  under .general protest, and those 
are the least accessible, and we have bean 
utterly unable to get the testimony from 

of them. As to.come of the parishes, 
we hod to take the testimony ot persons 
coining here not knowing that they were 
to  beivitnesses. and ocr committee destrec 
to protect against the manuer in which 
these natters are determined as to tee tes­
timony, and also the manner in which oar 
committee bas Leen treated in relat on to 
the meats of getting testimony. We have 
done the best we could ander the ciraum-

^GeoerslAndersan—I dee;re it understood 
that when the parieh of La-ayette is before 
the board, I do not participate in the pro-

President W ells-* understand that.
Judge Dibble—I wish to say, on behalf of 

onr side, that we object to any departure 
from the rule which, the beard has laid 
down under wfcioh ex pwtft aSdavits 
jaot be reeeived We have offered none and 
do not intend to offer any, acd we have 
never seen these . .,

Colonel Zacbarie—As I understand it, 
«he affidavit sets forth thst Clegg comes 
from the parish after having filed with the 
supervisor the retarn and alter remaining 
here a week, and the returns having been 
accepted in the originals in which they 
were, without a protest, he endeavored to 
prevail upon the supervisor to file them. 
The supervisor returned the next dey and 
told him there was bo protest in th6 case 
whatever, and that he could go home; that 
there was no trouble about Lafayette. 
Clerc, wbo represents the parish, went 
horn? When these papers wereopenedon 
the twenty-ninth we discovered for the first 
time that there was a protest, and that the 
supervisor deceived Clegg. Clegg was tele- 
graphed for and only arrived here last 
sight, so that this is not in writing in re­
gard to the protest, but it contains a state­
ment showing—

President Wells—Let the statement go 
in: we will take it for what it is worth.

Mr. McGloin—This shows, and gives force 
to our claim, that the Democratic commit­
tee has been, in this matter, at a disadvan­
tage that/ no one on earth could entirely 
overthrow, and that it has hindered them 
and prevented them from doing justice to the 
matter confided to them. In the matterot 
8t Chari*"*, oue of the commissioners, 
Charles Wisp, made bis affidavit that he 
arrived a t the p Hing plaoe at six o’clock, 
and waited for one hour, but the Repub 
lioans not e ming, be swore in additional 
oofDinisêiooer*, und that after the election 
bad prooeed'-d for some time, the Repub­
licans obj.-eted. and went into another por 
tioa of the ward and opened » pojluif! 
plaoe, and he se l l  you to disregard the re-

Judge Dibble—That is also ex parte tea- 
timeay, to the reception of which I object.

President Wells—In order to facilitate 
onr b usinera we will take this in now and 
have as little discussion as possible. We 
will take them for what they are worth. 
We will examine the papers, and if found 
to be wholly ex parte, returned to tke par­
ties.!

Mr. Gantbreanx—In the matter -of affi­
davits, I wonld like to state that the chair­
man bos authorised ns to file these ex parte 
affidavits, and that the board would take 
them into considération; bat as the chair­
man remarked t e  wonld consider them for 
what they were worth, we claim the privi­
lege. We don't claim yon shall do one 
thing or another, but that they shall be 
filed.

Hr. MeGlein—That statement is made 
without onr authority. We deo’t consent 
to get in any ex parte affidavits of tha: 
sert in the eature of protests from citisens. 
The Republicans have had a large number 
cf affidavits that were filed in that regard, 
and 1 for one do not consent to have them 
,30 in unlese they give ns at least one hour 
or so to cover ourselves.

President Wells—We can not change the 
order.

Judge Dibble— We have several thou­
sands, if you will receive them.

Mr. McGloin—So have we.
President Wells—You must peroeive the 

great quantity of matter that is to be read. 
We have had te employ a dozen persons to 
read the documents. It is impossible for 
us.

Mr. McGloin—Give us five or six minutes 
for consultation.

President Wells—Certainly, sir.
Mr. McGloin—In the parieh of Claiborne 

I offer the testimony of two witnesses, J. S. 
Young and R. R. Morgan.

Colonel Zacharie—I desire to offer a brief 
on behalf of the Democratic counsel upon 
the general law points and the particular 
points in relation to the city of New Orleans, 
raised the day before yesterday. I also de­
sire to call the attention of the board 
specially at this time to a letter, which is 
on file before the board, accompanying the 
protest in the Oaachita case. The protest, 
papers and returns in the Onaebita case are 
entered as having been reeeived on the 
twenty-fourth. This letter, which we find 
in the record accompanying the protest, is 
to this effect:

Dear Sir—Inclosed please find affidavit 
ot Elisa Pinkston, whioh was received too 
late to file with my returns. Please say 
that it was brought in with the returns 
mentioned.

I desire to call the attention of the board 

to the taet that all theee papers purport to 
have been reoeived on the twenty fourth; 
that here is the letter showiag that they 
have been reoeived previous to the twenty- 
second, and that some of the testimony filed 
after that time was put in.

President Welle—Where was that letter 
written!

Answer—In New Orleans. That was the 
Republican side; your side, Governor.

President Wells—Yon need not make 
any correction—I am a Republican.

Colonel Zacharie- I thought you were a 
judge.

President Wells—I am, bat I am also a 
Republican.

Colonel Zacharie—When we come to in­
spect the paper we find that the returns 
have been filed, and another paper has 
been put into the record.

President Wells—We will make a note 
of it.

Judge Spofford—On behalf of Allen 
Burksdale, of Lincoln, I file a brief of two 
pages with reference to that parish. My ar- 
.gun ent made here day before yesterday has 
been printed in the morning paper. I leave 
a copy for each member of tbe board, and 

.one tor Jndge Walker. As tbe rules of the 
board might perhaps require it, I would 
ask leave to tile in writing an objection to 
the consideration by the board ot any 
memorials, protests and papers filed by any 
other parties than the supervisors, and to 
all statements or protests ot the supervisors 
themselves, that did conform to the act 
No. 98. I reserve the right to file it, and 
also desire to state that tbe missing box of 
Tangipahoa is here, and I ask that ;t be 
opened, to get ont those returns.

President Wells—Tbe box will be opened. 
Mr. McGloin—We desire the privilege of 

filing protests as part of our objections to 
the manner of taking testimony and the 
manner of opening the returns, communi­
cating them to ns, and forcing ns, as we 
thiak, to trial without having offered us 
previous facilities for trial.

President Wells—We can «ot extend the 
time longer than to-day. Try and get.it to­
day. Are the gentlemen through on this 
side!

Mr. MeGloin—Yes, sir.
Judge Dibble—On behalf of the Repub­

licanparty, I offer the following testimony:
1. The evidence taken in answer to the 

interrogatories of E. Heath, C. F. Ladd 
and JL P. Henderson at poll No. 3, third 
ward, parish of Orleans.

2. Testimony of ten witnesses residing 
in the parieh of Lafayette, taken in an­

in answer to interrogatories.

Governor Wickliffe-.I call theattention 
of the beard to the fact that Postalthwaite 
has net answered cross-interrogate nes pro­
pounded. I crossed those interrogatories

“ jmigs Dibble—Were theseserved within 
the time!

Governor Wickliffe—Yea, sir. I *»• ex" 
tremely anxious to get his answers «down 
upon certain points, knowing very well 
what he had said as to the tairness of the 
election, and knowing that he himself was 
satisfied with it, he having made the declara­
tion here and at home, and I was anx ious 
to know what inducements caused himr. so 
make this affidavit. . .  „ ..

Judge Dibble—I know nothing of the 
matter. _

Governor Wickliffe—Of course we are in 
time. I object to the reception of that un­
less answered yesterday.

Judge Dibble—I don’t know whether the 
cross interrogatories were served upon him

Governor Wiekliffe—They were; for I at­
tended to it myself.

Judge Dibble—Upon whom 1 
Governor Wicklifie-The committee sent 

them immediately down to the Custom-

h°Mr McGloin—In any of these matters 
where there ere contests onr committee has 
receipts from eome of the offioers.

Judge Dibble—I move that the subject be 
laid over for farther consideration.

Mr. MoGloin—I served statement* of

those crossed and those not crossed, and 
hone the board will consider it.

'President Wells—The board will not de­
viate in its ratings.

Judge Dibble—I offer the testimony of 
witnesses touching the oondnet of the elec­
tions in Esst Baton Ronge contained in the 
answer to cross-interrogatories under the 
rales of the board. The witnesses are L. E. 
Loshae -—

President Welle—Are the cross-interroga­
tories answered!

Jndge Dibble—I can not state. These 
gentlemen did not even vonehsafe to give 
ns a list of their witnesses, and they did 
not even call on us for the list of witnesses 
whose testimony they offered.

President Wells—The board will examine 
the matter.

Major Herron—I wonld snggeet that there 
may be interrogatories propounded where 
no cross-interrogatories have been served. 
Of coarse we could not object to taking 
such testimony when they did-cot object to 
oars, provided service was had.

Judge Dibble—Certainly not. But the 
gentlemen don’t give the names of their 
witnesses.

Colonel Zacharie—We wonld have done 
so if you had deBired it.

Mr.’ McGloin—We did not know yon were 
going to adopt that course.

President Wells—Will von go on ?
Jndge Dibble (to Mr. McGloin)—I don’t 

wish my papers touched until I get through. 
We offer in East B »ton Ronge the testi­
mony ot L. E. Loshae, Jackson Turkey, 
Peter Gains, Andrew Harrison, Wil­
son Spears, Samuel B. Wilson, W. G. 
Line, William Wade, F. A. Clover, 
General John R Brooke, United States 
army, Alex 8 . Gilbert, Alex Hnntz. 1 now 
offer the testimony of witnesses taken in 
reference to the election in tbe parieh of 
Natchitoches, in answer to interrogatories, 
as follows: A. H. Besto. Ed. Ezennoe, 
Florida Hibby, J. Erneet Bredoe, Raford 
Blunt, Shadnock Brown and John Hander- 
son.

Mr. McGloin—Can I lock at the Natohi- 
toohes papers!

President Wells—Lat him get through 
with this first.

Mr. McGloin—I crossed those myself; 
that is the reason I want them.

Judge Dibble—1 now offer, Mr. President, 
the testimony of A. B. Levisee, taken in 
reference to the election in Caddo. I now 
offer the testimony of witnesses teaching 
tbe election in Caddo, Sabine and De Soto; 
that inelndes Caddo as well as those 
named—Washington Fraser for Bienville, 
Claiborne, De Soto and Caddo; John F. 

> Morrow, J. J. Johnston, J. M. Carter, 
C. L. Ferguson and Samuel Gardner; 
touching the election in Sabine, John 
Jones; touching the - eleotion in Grant, 
C. H. Hit and N. P. Goins; in the 
parish of Morehouse, George Peterkins, An­
drew Ross. Dora Hundly, E. J. Sherman, 
Henry C. Wright, William Archer. W. L. 
Riohmond. J. J. Soberdt, Thomas H. John­
son and Randolph Randall; touching the 
eleotion in Caldwell, Philip Robinson; in 
Franklin, Ilenry White, Gabriel Hill and 
Orange Gardner; in Richland, T. B. Gard­
ner, J. N. Caldo, J. H. Nettles, David Frai- 
zer, J. M. Jackson, -Jeff Perkins, Archie 
Benson, William Morris, J. S. Kelly and S. 
C. Moore; in Franklin, the testimony of 
Henry Wnite, Gabriel White, and the sep­
arate testimony ot Orange Gardner.

Mr. Morey—We also offer, in behalf of 
the Republican party, testimony in regard 
to tbe election in the parish of Oaachita, 
consisting of the testimony of Wil­
liam L. Hunt, L. Devigno, George 
B. Hamlet, E. B. Gorham, Captain Clay 
ton Hale, United States army, Lieu­
tenant Henry M. McCauley, United States 
army, and of forty-eight other witnesses, 
the testimony of several of the witnesses 
bearing particularly upon and corroborat­
ing the evidence given before the board 
lately by Eliza Pinkston.

That concludes onr case.
Mr. McGloin—Tnere are two packages 

from the parish of Livingston whioh escaped 
onr attention. They are William Duncan, 
A. W. Kinchon, Lsvt Spiller and one or two 
others. I will give the names more partic­
ularly later in the day.

Mr. Morey—I will ask whether before 
that testimony was received it was filed 
with the clerk!

Mr. McGloin— Fes. sir.
Mr. Morey—I wish to know whether it 

was filed in time.
General Anderson (referring to a paper 

in Mr. McGloin’s hands)—That is some of 
onr testimony. It is package No. 9. You 
asked to look at it for a little while, and 
yon have not returned it.

Mr. MoGloin—I will ask if the gentleman 
has filed any testimony with the clerk.

Mr. Morey—I will answer that when I 
get an answer to my question.

President Welle (emphatically )—Answer 
the question. Let ns get through with the 
matter.

Mr. McGloin—I will answer sir,that in this 
respect. 1 don’t know that, anything has 
been filed with the clerk. I have a receipt 
from tbe olerk fot some packages. I want 
to know if tbe gentleman has got a receipt 
for any papers.

Governor Wickliffe—Jnet say that none 
of R is marked filed by the olerk.

Mr. Morey—My question is, was it filed 
with tbe elerkl

Mr. MoGloin—Let me ask what he means 
by filing with the clerk!

Mr. Morey—Was it presented within the 
time prescribed by the board for the pre 
sentaiion of evidence?

Mr. McGloin—If you mean by ten o’clock 
to-day, 1 must say that it was not. Was 
yours. Mr. Morey!

Mr. Morey—If the gentleman will ask as 
to any specific portion of the testimony, 1 
will answer.

President Wells—I will B9ttle all this, 
The board adjonrned to meet at ten o’clock, 
and anything offered up te that time will 
be reoeived.

Judge Dibble—I object to hi3 offering it.
General Anderson (to Mr. McGloin)— 

Give me that paper I handed you.
Mr. McGloin—I can not do two things at 

once. I am offering additional testimony 
in the parishes of East Feliciana and Liv­
ingston. Now, General Anderson, I will 
gratify you in the matter of the parish of 
Natchitoches. As to these Interrogatories, I 
will call your attention to the fact that the 
cross interrogatories are not one-fifth an 
swered, and what are answered are an­
swered in a very insolent and insulting 
manner. I call yonr attention to this fact 
as detracting from the credibility of the 
witnesses. Now you have got it (handing 
paper over).

President Wells—Let ns have the box 
from Tangipahoa opened.

Major Herron—*•! desire to state that it ap­
pears from the report ot the supervisor, 
Mr. Clover, that there were five boxes that 
were brought before the board, though not 
opened, and that althengh his report men­
tions this.box as illegally and insufficiently 
returned, tbe consolidated report not being 
signed in any one of these five boxes, al­
though in hie protest lie says he has done 
so, I ask that the board receive the consoli­
dated return as made to onr State Central 
Committee by our Democratic supervisor 
and Democratic commission from these dif­
ferent wards where the box is received.

President Wells—We tave no authority 
to receive anything from yon.

Colonel Zacbarie—I ask that the board 
give particular directions that the five polls 
be taken eat and counted.

President Wells—Yon ought to have 
made that at an earlier period. We had the 
box here, and it the gentlemen had oailed 
ear attention to that at the time, they might 
have had them opened.

Major Herron—I desire io atate that yes 
terday it was understood tbirt Mr. Clover 
would be here and would perh.t*« produce 
the missing papers.

President Wells—Let the box be .brought 
in.

Major Herron—Are the votes to  be 
counted!

President Wells—No, sir. We have no 
authority to count the votes.

Mr. McGloin introduced the additional 
testimony referred to by him above, stating 
that he had no reoeipt for tbe same and ask­
ing for one.

Tbe bog fp>VH tbe parish of Tangipahoa

was then brought in by C. E. Horten, depu­
ty olerk of the parish. The box wss opened 
by General Anderson by meansof abatohet, 
no key having been brought with it. Gen­
eral Anderson removed from the box the 
statement of votes polled in the parish of 
Tangipahoa, list of voters, eto. He an­
nounced the total vote in poll No. 10, eighth 
ward, as being 59. The statement of votes 
was signed b.v the commissioners, Daniel 
E. Cooper, R. R. Denison and E. C. Base, 
sworn toby J. B. Ell well, clerk of eleotion. 
For Tilden, 43, for Hayes 13. Kellogg had 
16, Buroh 13. Of the others some hud 13, 
and others 16 votes on the Republican 
ticket.

General Anderson—It appears that J. B. 
Ell well was a candidate himself as well a9 
supervisor.

President Wells—What the gentlemen 
want is that we shall take this copy of the 
statement of votes and all tbe necessary 
papers accompany iug the eount of that 
poll.

Mr. McGloin—I believe all the testimony 
is in if von will notice.

President Wells—Yes, sir.
Mr. MoGloin—Will yon allow me to ask 

if there is anything conneoted with the 
various polls concerning, whioh the board 
claims the right to take official cognizance 
of or notice without prool?

President Well6—We shall oonfine our­
selves as nearly as possible to tbe reports 
of the supervisors. Whenever it is sup­
plied with bis testimony supporting his re­
ports we shall act upon it. Where there is 
a contest and each of the parties has intro­
duced evidence, we shall be governed by 
the weight of the testimony.

Mr. McGloin — I should like to ask 
whether you intend to decide it by putting 
the testimony in two scales and determine 
tbe case in lavor of the side which pulls 
the beam down!

President Welle—We will take the oaee 
under consideration.

Mr. McGloin—Yon gave me the point to 
make the remark. What I should like to 
know is, are there any facts in contest that 
you will take, ex-officio, notice of!

President Wells—I think not, sir.
Mr. McGloin—That is the ruling,that yon 

will abide by the testimony before the 
board!

President Welle—That is what we «hall 
try to do.

Mr. MeGloin—And not go beyond any­
thing that is now before the board!

President Wells -No, sir.
Mr. Gauthreanx—Will yon take into-con­

sideration section two of the act No. 98, 
whioh provides that the board shall 00m- 
pile the statements of votes made by tbe 
-commissioners?

President Wells—Of course we will con­
sider tbe statement of votes.

Mr. Gauthreanx—But the chair has just 
stated that it would be guided by the re­
ports of the supervisors as nearly as pos­
sible. I woulu now like to know if the 
board intends to examine the statement of 
votes made by the commissioners at the 
timeef the eleotion!

President Wells—That is necessary for 
us to do. It is part of our duty.

Mr. McGloin—There is no proof before 
the board in any manner as to the naturali­
zation question, whether there were any 
votes oast or any naturalizations or any­
thing of that kind.

President Wells—The board will now ad­
journ and take the whole subject mat­
ter under deliberation, and make ap their 
findings in regard to it.

General Smith—When does tbe eonrt 
meet again?

President Wells—Not before Tnesday, 
sir. I don’t think it will be possible for us 
to do so sooner.

General Anderson—I think we had bet­
ter meet on Monday.

President Wells—Well, Monday or Tues­
day.

Mr. Gauthreanx—I wonld like to ask 
whether the finding of the board will be 
read m a meeting here before its publica­
tion!

President Wells—That will depend upon 
the agreement of the board. 1 can not 
answer. The question is to come up before 
us for deliberation.

The board then adjourned over, subject 
to the call of the president.

The Old Hundredth.
This unique psalm tune first appeared in 

John Calvin’s “Freboh Psalter,” published 
at Geneva in 1543, as the “proper tune” to 
the 134th psalm. Gniileaume Franc was 
musical editor of this work. He was a mas 
ter ia music, yet all that will be found in 
ordinary musical history regarding him is 
that he was an “obscure musician of Stras­
bourg In the sixteenth century.” The 
church owes him not a few of her finest 
melodies. A melody in Lather’s great 
psalter, published from 1524 to 1560, seems 
to have auggested the idea of this 
inimitable chorale. One of Lather’s 
of eight unequal lines, which was 
set to a melody of the Moravian or Wal- 
densin earlv church contains the elements 
of the Did Hundredth. But these were re­
set and. remodeled by Franc, who left Stras­
bourg and became “centeur,” or percenter 
to Theodore Beza, at Lausanne. He subse­
quently settled and died at Geneva, leaving 
as his imperishable monument the musio of 
the “French Psalter.” The musio was 
afterward adapted to the hundredth Psalm, 
the first “English Psalter” ever published, 
edited by John Calvin, and printed for the 
use of tne congregation of English speak­
ing refugees at Geneva in 1556, of whioh at 
that time John Knox was minister. 
The mnsical editor of this psalter was 
Claude Goudimel, of Rome, who suffered 
martyrdom at Lyons at the time of the 
massacre of St. Bartholomew because he 
had set the English psalms to musio. This 
Genevan-Euglish psalter was reprinted in 
18C3-Î by “John Day, over the pump in 
Aldgate,” and Andrew Hart, in Edinburg, 
and laid the foundation ot the psalmody of 
the Protestant church of the world. The 
words of this psalter contained first thirty- 
seven psalms written by Sternhold and 
Hopkins, the remainder being written by 
ten ot the refugees at Geneva. William 
Keith, from Aberdeen, wrote the hun­
dredth psalm. This psalter, words and 
music, was for some time universally used 
by tbe Protestant churches ot Eugland and 
Scotland.

When Oliver Cromwell got the West­
minster general assembly of divines to pre­
pare a new version of the Psalms in com­
mon metre, for the use of the churches, the 
Parliament sanctioned it, the English 
Church at once adopted it, but the Scottish 
neople rebelled on the ground that they 
had already a better psalter of their own. 
Cromwell had oome to a compromise with 
the hardy Soots. (The only other compro­
mise he ever made in his life was with 
Cameron of Loohiel, when he and bis army 
got bewildered in the wilds of Lochadar). 
This compromise was that in Sootland a 
number of their favorite psalms from the 
old psalter might be pubiiebed as a 
second edition. This was done, and the 
music is thus oailed “Old”—the Old First, 
Old Forty fourth, Old Hundredth, Oid 
Hundred and Thirty-fourth, Old Hundred 
and Thirty-seventh, etc. These psalms are 
still sang in Scottish churches, and tbe mu­
sic of them (which, with the exception of 
the Old Hundredth, had long fallen into 
disuse) has been recently revised. Dr. 
Mainzer, who characterized it as the finest 
psalmody of any age or any country, was 
one of the first who called attention to it, 
and cow it is fast becoming the most ap­
preciated and popular among the people. 
Many of the tnnes will be found in the re­
vised edition of the “Scottish Psalmody,” 
all of them with the “old” words in Day’s 
or Knox’e old psalt.-rs.

The Engineer’s Report on the Jetties,
A Washington special, November 29, to 

the New York Graphie, says:
Some time ago the Secretary of War ap­

pointed a committee of aimy engineers to 
examine the work of Captain Eads, who 
has a contract with tbe government to im­
prove the navigation of the month of the 
Mississippi river by the celebrated jetty 
system. The committee consisted ot Gen­
erals Alexander, Barnard and Wright, and 
for some weeks p u t  they have been ex­
amining the work as far äs Captain Eads 
had completed it. They have returned to 
Washington and will oomplete their report 
at once. The oharaoter ot the report is not 
known, but it is unofficially stated that it 
will not be very enthnsiastio over the work 
of Captain Eads. It is said that the board 
did not find it to be of a permanent char­
acter, and that the depth of water in the 
channel has not been increased to an 
extent warranting the ontlar of money that 
has been spent. The conditions of the con­
tract prevent the Secretary of War from 
paying Captain Eads for his work unless it 
is approved by a board of experts; but tbe 
friends of the soheme claim that another 
board will be demanded in oase the present 
report is unfavorable.

LOUISIANA JOCK BY CLUB,

Fall Meeting—First Day.
The spirit and perseveranoe ot the mem­

bers of the Louisiana Jockey Clnb is oom- 
mendable. Many adverse ciroumstances 
combined to discourage the fall meeting. 
There was the burning of the grand stand, 
bat a few weeks sinoe; that drawback has 
been overcome by building a new members 
and visitors’ stand, whioh answers every 
purpose u  to viewing the track and pro­
moting comfort. Then came the politioal 
troubles which engage the attention of all 
and detract interest from horse-racing. The 
day set for the first races, yesterday, 
proved cold and nneomfortable. That 
worked against a large attendance, and 
there were comparatively but few people 
present when the bell rang for the first 
bout.

The first contest was a bardie race, which 
brought ont Colonel Nelligsn, Red Clond, 
Redding. Port Leonard and one of Lloyd’s 
colts. In the pooling Colonel Nelligan Bold 
for f40; Redding $34; the field $10. The 
hotees were sent on their journey at the 
first attempt. Red Clond was the first to 
take the timber, attended by Nelligan, with 
Port Leonard and Redding together. Round­
ing the tnrn Redding went to the fore and 
led two lengths over the second hurdle; 
Red Cloud scoring one length ahead of 
Nelligan. Up the back stretch Redding 
opened a gap ot five lengths, and led over 
the third hnrdle in safety, with Nelligan 
second, four lengths clear of Port Leon­
ard. As they ran around the club bouse 
turn, Redding maintained his lead, taking 
the fourth hnrdle in fine style. Passing the 
stand, Redding had six lengths the best of 
it, Nelligan second, Port third. Entering 
the second mile, Redding seemed to have it 
all his own way. The jnmps were all taken 
without accident. There wae no change 
until the last hnrdle was taken, then Nel­
ligan pat on steam, and looked all over a 
winner as he commenced closing on the 
leader. An exciting straggle under whip 
and spar took place to finish, Redding land­
ing a winner by a short head, Colonel Nel­
ligan second, Port Leonard third, ten 
lengths away, Red Clond fourth, with the 
Phaeton colt beaten by one qnarter of a 
mile. Time—3:56Vfc.

The second race, for a mile dash, brought 
to the score Hattie P., Madge Dnke, Eva 
Shirley and Cora Lin. After a little ma­
neuvering in front of the stand they got 
away neatly together, Madge leading, Shir­
ley second, Cora L;n third and Hattie 
fourth. Ou the first turn Shirley took the 
first position and struggled gallantly. At 
the third quarter Madge, Shirley and Cora 
Lin were bunched so that a big blanket 
might have covered tbe lot. These three 
came down the home quarter under whip, 
Madge Duke getting under the string by 
half a length, and winning the dash. 
Hattie P. had dropped ont of the race, and 
it was found that she had ont her leg at 
the fetlock quite badly, which accident 
will probably keep her in stables for 
awhile.

The last race on the programme was the 
favorite mile heats. It engaged Bob Wool- 
ley, Donangh, Whipsaw, Woodland, Fair 
Play and Lloyd’s Sundown oolt. Woolley 
was the favorite by odds. At the start on 
tbe first heat he got off third, Donangh and 
Fair Play, nearly together, leading. The 
Sundown spurted ont and took the lead at 
the first quarter, and at the half-mile stake 
was running neck and neck with Donangh. 
Then Woolley commenoed bis best paoes 
and galloped to the fore. He showed him. 
self the best horse as he eame down the 
last quarter, and he proved his olaim by a 
neek, winning the heat in 1:48. The cooling 
for the second heat was qniokly done. Few 
doubted with money that Woolley wonld 
win the heat and end the race. The cold 
people wished it so, and they were not dis­
appointed. At the start the Sundown eolt 
took the lead and kept it for half a mile, 
closely pressed by Donangh. Then the 
Woolley horJfe pressed to the fore and ran 
to win, jnst saving himself, thongh it was 
evident he eonld have done better. The 
time of the second and last heat was 1:47. 
Thns ended the first day’s sport of the fall 
meeting.

How the South Carolina Question Is Re­
garded at the Capital.

W ashington, Deoember 2.—The Demo­
crats this morning consider the situation 
more encouraging. It seems certain that 
South Carolina will be allowed to solve her 
domestio problem without farther interfer­
ence from the military than may be neoea- 
sary to preserve the peaoe. This state of 
affairs has been brought abont by the ac­
tion of Mr. Fish and other more moderate 
leaders. ,  „

The following letter from Hampton to tbe 
President, dated November 3J, was pub­
lished this morning:

“The Demacratio members of the lower 
house, sixty-five in number, met qnietly ia 
the hall to day, with their Speaker in the 
ehair. The Republicans, fifty-nine in num­
ber, also assembled there and placed their 
Speaker on the desk.

“General Ruger proposes to take oat of 
tbe Honse eight members, duly elected, 
holding certificates from tbe Supreme 
Court.

“Tbe House is tbe sole judge of tbe quali­
fications of its members- We propose to 
leave the qnestion to the Honse. Theee 
members will remain until expelled by 
force, bnt we earnestly desire a peaceful 
solution.

“Tbe Legislature will not interfere with 
tbe presidential electoral vote. We ask 
only- a constitutional Législature, peace­
ably assembled for tbe good of the State.”

Mr. Lamar reoeived tbe following to-day 
from Generals Gordon and Hampton:

“Have the President, Seoretary of War 
and the Cabinet waited on immediately by 
onr friends. Let them state that absolute 
peaoe prevails here and in tbe House, 
where both bodies are in session. If Gen­
eral Roger interferes it will be without the 
shadow of any excuse. Republicans are 
expressing on the floor of the Honse their 
disgust with the revolutionary proceedings 
ot their party and joining ns. Press theee 
points and let the country know the real 
situation.”

Upon reoeipt of the dispatch Mr. Lamar 
showed it to Seoretary Fish, who informed 
him thet orders to that effect had already 
been sent.

In publishing the above dispatches the 
Republican says, in doable leads: “The 
President, in conversation yesterday eve­
ning with a representative ot the Repub­
lican, referring to tbe statement ms ' 
Senator Gordon and Wade Han 
wherein the eherge that General 
had made pledgee to them in regard i 
non-interference of the military with l 
meeting of the Sonth Carolina Legislature, 
whioh he had failed to keep, said he wae 
satisfied General Roger baa done no sneh 
thing. He knew the General well. He 
was a gallant soldier, a high toned, hon­
orable man, and wonld scorn to do a mean 
aet under any circnmstanoes. In regard 
to tbe oft-repeated charge that the admin­
istration had used the military to interfere 
in the affairs of the Southern States to aa 
extent nn warranted by law, the President 
said the charge was not sustained by the 
facts.

“ lue commanding officers at all military 
posts at the Sonth were at times instructed 
simply to sustain the legally oonstitnted 
authorities and preserve tbe peace. Where 
they had gone farther, it had been clearly 
shown to be a misconception of orders, and 
tbe act had been promptly disavowed by 
superior authority.

“In regard to interference in elections, 
there is not a single instance on record where 
the presence of tbe military had intimidated 
a single voter. On the contrary, it had 
been clearly shown that in South Carolina 
and Louisiana the presence of the military 
enabled all the colored people who wished 
to do so to vote the Démocratie ticket. The 
President has no doubt but that all the 
questions growing oat of tbe presidential 
contest will be peacefully adjusted, and that 
the oonnsel ot good and patriotic men in 
both parties will prevail.”

The Times' Washington dispatch saye, 
speaking of the Cabinet meeting yesterday:

“It is known sufficiently well that some of 
the Cabinet are in favor of the ejection of 
the Democratio mass meeting from the leg­
islative ball in Columbia by the use of mili­
tary power.

“The views of Secretary Fish bee ne pub­
lio two years ago, when the military inter­
fered in tbe organization of the Lonisian» 
Legislature. He has not changed his mind 
sinoe then, and necessarily opposes active 
interference. Seoretary Fish is not alone 
in the Cabinet in the position whioh he oc­
cupies. It wae agreed on all hands that 
General Ruger should do nothing but see 
that no violence is nsed, and permit no riot­
ing. There ie a feeling among both Demo­
crats and Republicans that the aolntien of 
the difficulty will be found among the im­
mediate parties to the dispute.”

Latest from Colombia.
Columbia, Deoember 2.—The situation ie 

perceptibly unchanged. Tbe Demooratio 
and Republican Legislatures have occupied 
the Honse of Representatives sinoe Novem­
ber 30. Both are working to secure the ad­
vantage. Tbe Democrats are cheerful, bnt 
it is easy to d iseover their anxiety. Repub­
licans are all colored except four, and nearly 
all are strangers and appreciate the honor. 
Thev will likely hold out several days.

4:30 P. M.—Two of the most prominent 
Republican members (colored), Myers and 
Hamilton, of Beaofort, have just deserted 
Mackey’s sideof the House and been sworn 
in by tbe Démocratie Speaker. Wallaoe 
and others are expected this evening. Both 
Houses are still in session. The Repub­
licans are straining every nerve to save 
themselves. The Democrats are more 
oheerful. No interrogatories yet.

A motion was made to-dav in the Supreme 
Court in behalf of Mr. Wallace, Speaker of 
the Democratic Honse, for a mandamus on 
Mr. Mackey, {Speaker of the Rapnblioan 
Honse, to compel him to deliver the returns 
for Governor in his (Mackey’s) possession 
to Wallace as legal Speaker of the legal- 
House. Also, a motion for a quo warranto 
on the Hayes electors. Both eases are to 
be heard Monday.

Mr. Maekey in the Honse this evening, 
told Mr. Wallaoe that he intended to re­
move the EJgtield men with State con­
stables. Mr. Wallace said the Honse only 
was the conservator of its own order and 
eonld not legally be interfered with by 
constables or any onteide forces. He weald 
resist them with the power at his command 
and not yield except to United States 
troops under command of General Rugae, 
Mattere are approaching a crisis. If Gen, 
eral Ruger sustains Mr. Mackey, the Dem­
ocrats will be expelled. If he declines to 
do so, they will remain.
