Upon calling him­
self to order, several citizens entered as 
spectators. Louisiana Wilts, Robert Wick- 
sey, Mr. Gotthrougb. Alcibiade« Cobb, 
De Blanc Poche, Cross Seay and several 
others, who, had the crowd been larger, 
might have been representatives of the 
press, but weren’t.

On motion of H’ncy McJohn, he pro­
ceeded to ballot for President of the United 
States.

Having called his own name, he cast his 
vote in his hat and then extracting it 
t'nenoe, he found and announced that P ter 
Cooper, of New York, had wen. The spec­
tators respectfully called bis attention to 
the orthograpbv of the word “ »on” as en­
tered by Mr. H. McJohn on the minutes. 
Whereupon Henry McJohn, as chairman, 
directed himself a« secretary to amend the 
minutes by correcting the bad spell to 
“one.” The ohair then remarked he hoped 
it might not be interrupted again by the 
bystanders.

On motion of Secretary H. McJohn, elec­
tor llenrv McJohn then went into an elec­
tion for Vice President. Sam C*ry, of Ohio, 
received the entire vote, whereupon Cbaii- 
man McJohn so announced.

On motion Secretary H. McJohn called 
the attention of the ohair to the need of a 
messenger to Washington. The chair at 
once proposed the name of Henry McJohn, 
who was elected by acclamation. The 
chair then congratulated himself upon be­
ing a unanimous body, and on motion tbe 
Cooper College adjourned sine die.

Governor Kellogg was notified that the 
elector in question bad assembled in tbe 
State House without seeking executive 
sanction to use any room of the capitol, but 
he simply smiled and said, “A sham college 
that constitutes itself a Returning Board of 
an election called by me, and indorses my 
fonr years ol tenure by sitting under my 
offioial roof, recognizes me as Governor 
muoh more than it recognizes Cooper. 
Don’t let it feel pat oat—let it stay.”

The impressive turkey-cock manner in 
which Hon. Henry McJohn departed, with 
his bands under hta coat taiis, was most 
gratifying to all patriotic American citi­
zens. It was evident from bis ereot head 
and piercing eye that no usurper could de­
fraud the noble bat infirm Cooper of his in­
alienable right to plant his proverbial air- 
enshion on the presidential ehair next 
March.

B o a rd  ot H e a lth .

Tbe regular monthly meeting of the 
Board of Health was held yesterday at the 
State Honse.

Present—F. B. Gandet, M. D., president; 
Y. R. LeMonnier, M. D., secretary; G. Dev- 
ron, M. D., C. B. White, M. D.. Allred 
Shaw, Esq ; and Rev. George W. Bryant.

The several matters relative to tbe dis­
putes between tbe board and Dr. M. A. 
Sonthwortb, quarantine physician, were re­
ferred to Charles S. Rioe, Esq., the attor­
ney of the hoard, together with his offer of 
settlement.

The board concluded to dispense with 
the nurse at that station.

Tbe reports of the sanitary inspectors 
were read.

Dr. W. H. Hire, of the First District, re­
ports small-pox on the increase, but at 
present almost entirely confined to the dis­
trict between Julia, Cana), Miro and Clai­
borne streets. Eighty-six cases—39 white 
and 47 colored—occurred in November; 9 
whites died, 18 recovered and 12 are under 
treatment. Of the colored, 17 died, 18 re­
covered and 12 are still sick; inspections, 
602.

Dr. B. F. Tayior, of the Second District, 
states there is no epidemic. Of 7 cases of 
small-pox 2 died and 3 recovered. Twenty- 
five certificates of vaccination were issued. 
Inspections 852, disinfections 2, fumiga­
tions 5.

Dr. Giorge K. Pratt, of the Third Dis­
trict, says it is absolutely necessary that 
the Claiborne street drainage canal should 
be excavated, and that the work should be 
done in the winter Inspections 317, eases 
of small pox 1, vaccinations 1, certificats 
issued 28.

Dr. Joseph Holt, of the Fourth District, 
reports excellent health. There is no 
nuisance wharf or boat in the district. 
Cases of small-pox 2, inspections 1869, spe­
cial 65, fumigations 1. Dr. Holt al«o sub­
mits a valuable pamphlet containing tie 
record of yellow lever in the Fourth Dis­
trict during the year, giving a history of 
each case. It was published in the New 
Orleans Medical and Surgical Journal of 
November last. The number of cases was: 
White 71, colored C; total 71. Natives of 
New Orleans 17, natives of Louisiana 4, 
number o' deaths 35. Nine hundred and 
twelve gulloeiof pure and 1800 of crude 
carbol e u. were used to disinfect twenty- 
four sq ;re.«. The numberof premises in the 
thirty-nine squares infected were 1143; per­
sons, white 58C9, colored 538, born in New 
Orleans 3713, in Louisiana211; arrived since 
1867, 407; horn since then, 1769; already had 
yellow fever, white 1160, colored 31.

Dr. E. Dubucler, of the Fifth Distrio*. 
also reports the health excellent and com­
plains of the want of a nuisance wharf or 
boat. He suggests that the Sanitary Exca­
vating Company should be compelled to 
cross the river. Inspections 45, fumigations 
1, vaccinations 45, certificates 28.

Dr. R. A. Bayley, of the Sixth District, 
states that the only sickness is small-pox, 
th-re having occurred four cases. Re-disin 
fection is carefnliy attended to. Inspec­
tions 7, dinnfeeiions 3, fumigations 3, vac­
cinations 4

Dr. M. liyan, of the Seventh District, re­
ports cases small pox 1, fumigations 1, dis 
infections 1.

A number of unimportant cemmacica- 
tions were received.

It was resolved to replace Sanitary Offi­
cer L. Backers on the rolls, his commission 
not having been revoked while performing 
other duty.

Dr. LeMonnier earnestly called the atten­
tion of the hoard to the subject of vaccina­
tion. The city was liable at any time to be 
visited by an epidemic of small pox. The 
board and ail other publie bodies, the city 
and school boaid should take the matter 
vigorously in hand.

Other members made similar remarks.
The board then adjourned.

T h e  C o ro n e rs .

This morning’s official announcement of 
the Returning Board contains the vote for 
ooroners, and declares Messrs. John G. 
Roche and II. Ranca elected!

Mr. Roche is entitled to congratulations 
not merely on his victory, but for the inde­
pendent canvass he made in the face 
of great obstacles. His defeat in the honse 
of his friends, when he failed to secure the 
acknowledgment of his nomination is, by 
the handsome majority he gained, virtually 
acknowledged to have been unfair.

This is Mr. Roche’s second term, he hav­
ing filled the same office from 1868 to 1870. 
Daring that period be was noted for his

zeal, knowledge of bis dnties, untiring 
faithfulness to them, and was popular with 
all. He lost the succession when the Re­
publicans carried the city. The experience 
he gained then will serve him in good stead 
now, and be goes into offioe nntrammeled 
by any party pledge.

Mr. Ranee, in the lower district, ran on a 
party ticket. The large vote he obtained is 
a guarantee of tbe good opinion he has won 
among his constituents, and his opponen t 
Dr. Davron, was not an easy one to defear. 
He is spoken of as excellently fitted lor tbe 
poeition.

LOUISIANA JOCK.BY CLUB HAULS.
Fall Meeting—Third Day.

Yesterday, third day ef the fall meeting 
races, opened warm and fair enoogh, but 
the attendance at the track was not mach 
larger than on previous days. The sport is 
good enough of its kind, but the people do 
not come ont as they do at spring meetings.

Tbe first race on the programme was a 
handicap but die raceot two miles, engaging 
Port Leonard, Redding, Woodland and Red 
Cloud. Redding was the favorite by long 
odds in the pool selling, bat tbe sequel 
proved how inseoure is the favorite in a 
hurdle race. Old Leonard has done much of 
hnrdle racing; at start he took the lead and 
kept it to the end, being crowded only 
onee, and then by Red Cloud as the two 
leaped tbe second hnrdle together. At the 
end of the first mile Redding took second 
place, which was then disputed by Wood­
land. At the last hnrdle of tbe second 
mile Woodland tripped, fell and threw his 
rider. No bones were broken. Port Leon­
ard came in ahead at the finish with a 
length to spare, Redding was next, and Red 
Cloud a bad third. Time—3:49.

The second race was a mile and three- 
quarters dash. Redman, showing signs of 
lameness, had been withdrawn by A. Keene 
Richards, and then were left Clemmie G, 
War Jig, Falmouth, Donaugh and Quinine. 
War Jig got the lead at start, but Clemmie 
G passed him on the first quarter, kept the 
lead and took the race eaey enough, 
winning by at least ten lengths. It was a 
beantiinl race of the kind. In coming 
home the horses were strong ont like a 
party of advance skirmishers, each one ob­
serving proper distance. Falmouth bad the 
rear position, and was nearly an eighth of 
a mile behind the leader. Time—3:09Mi. 
Clemmie G had the oall in the pool selling, 
and it was a foregone conclusion that she 
would win.

The third race was for all ages, mile 
heats, best three in five. It bronght ont 
Lloyd’s Sundown colt, with Heniy Owens, 
Fair Play and tbe two good ones, Bob 
Woolley and Coronilla. Woolley was the 
favorite, bnt he bad bard work to save his 
backers against the game mare. For the 
first beat Fair Play got the start, hat be­
came so uninteresting before the close that 
the distance flag disgraced him. The heat 
was between Woolley and Coronilla. The 
two were neck and neck at the third quar­
ter, and Wotliey only saved himself by a 
half length. The time of the heat—1:45— 
was very good.

Before the eecoDd heat W as railed a 
drizzling ram had commenced falling. At 
the start Owens took the lead. Coronilla 
spnrted and came neck and neck with him; 
Woolley was second, under a pull. At the 
half mile Coronilla fell beck considerably. 
Woolley then took the first place, and won 
the heat by about two lengths. Time— 
l:46Vfc. •

The third heat was Cofoniila'e all the 
way through, though Woolley did fciabeet 
to end the race. Under the 6tring at the 
finish he was half a neck later than the 
lively little mare. This heat was made in 
the remarkably quick time of 3:4414, which 
was probahlf the fastest third heat ever 
run in a Southern face of mile heats. 
Owens and Lloyd’s celt were introduced to 
the distance tiag at the end of the third 
heat, and retired. It was all the same, 
they would have bien ruled out any way 
for lying late in other heats.

When the fourth heat was called-for the 
rain was falling quite freely, and it looked 
dark across the field. The start between 
tbe two horses, Coronilla and Woolley, was 
very even. Woolley led at the first qnar 
ter, and then tbe two had it neck and neck 
for half a mile. On the heme stretoh came 
the tng of war; both animals were under 
whip a n d  spur; both bad' been dosed with 
wîiL by. Woolley proved the better horse 
ani took the heut by a neck, w inning a 
long and most exciting nco. Time ef 
fourth and last heat, 1:17.

The iollowing are the resolutions submit­
ted to the Senate on Monday by Mr. Ed­
munds, of Vermont, and which were con­
sidered yesterday:

W h e r e a s , It is  provided by tbe second 
section of the fourteenth article of amend­
ments of the constitution of the United 
States that Representatives shall be appor­
tioned among the several States according 
to their respective numbers, connting the 
whole number of persons in each State, ex­
cluding Indians nut taxed, but when the 
right to vote at any election lor choioe of 
electors for President and Vice President of 
tbe United Statee, Representatives in Con­
gress, the executive and jndioial officers of a 
State, or members of a Legislature thereof 
is denied to any ot the male inhabitants of

It is alleged that in severs! of 
the Statee, ant. particularly in the States of 
South Carolioa, Georgia, Florida. Alabama, 
Louisiana and Mississippi, the right of the 
male inhabitants of said States respectively, 
being twenty one years of age and citizens 
of the United States, to vote at the late 
elections of electors lor President and Vice 
President sf the United States, and for 
Representatives in Congress, and for execu­
tive and judicial officers of such States, 
and for members ot the Legislature thereof, 
has been denied or greatly abridged; there­
fore,

Resolced, That the Committee on Privi­
leges ani Elections, when appointed, be 
and it is hereby instructed to inquire and 
report, a s  soon as may be—

First—Whether ia auy of the »lections 
named in said an'cndmeut in said States in 
the years 1875 or 187C the right of any poi- 
tiou of snch inhabitants to vote as afoieea.d 
has been in any way decied or abridged.

■Second—To what extent such denial or 
abridgment has been carried.

Third—By what means snob denial cr 
abridgment has been accomplished.

Fourth—By whom such denial or abridg­
ment has hetn effected.

Fifth—With what motives and for what 
pmpcises has such denial or abridgement 
been carried on.

Sixth—By what authority or pretended 
authority h'ss suoh denial or abridgement 
been exercised.

Resolced, further, That the said commit­
tee have power to employ such number of 
stenographers as shall he needful, and to 
send lor persons and papers, and have 
leave to sit during the sessions of the Sen­
ate, and to appoint sub-committees with 
foil power to make the inquiries aforesaid, 
and report the same to the committee.

of any State as elector, and whether the 
appointment of electors or those claiming 
to be such in any of the States have been 
made either by force or other means other­
wise than in conformity with the constitu­
tion and the laws of the Uuited .States, and 
whether any such appointment of any such 
elector has been in anyw.se unconstitution­
ally or nnlawlnlly interfered with, and to 
inquire and report whether Congress has 
any consti-utiom! power, and, if so, what 
is ihe extent thereof, in rtBpi ct fo th o ap - 
j ointment or action of electors of President 
a'id Vice President of the United States, or 
over the returns or certificates of votes of 
such electors, and that said committee have 
power to send tor persons and papers and 
to employ a stenographer, and have leave 
to sit rliii ing the session of the Senate.
