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Local Intelligence.
T h *  P in k st o n  M u r d e r e r s  — Examina­

tion of O tor gt  Phillip» and Thom a* Lyon».— 
Several days ago Mrs. Eliza Pinkston made 
affidavits against these two persons, charg­
ing them with having been in the party 
that killed her husband and baby and 
cruelly ill-treated her in Oaaohita on the 
fourth day of November, and the aoonsed 
were yesterday before the First Municipal 
Polioe Court for preliminary examination.

Elisa Pinkston was the first witness, hav­
ing signed the affidavits charging George 
Phillips and Thomas Lyons with having 
been present and concerned in the killing 
of her hnaband and baby and maltreating 
her. Ih substanoe her testimony yesterday 
was similar to that given before the Re­
turning Board, but was more direot as to 
the accused at bar.

Elisa Pinkston—I live in Ouachita par­
ish, cn Hugh Young’s plaoe; my husband 
was killed at night at our home, before day­
light; Dr. Young was the first to attack my 
door; they all rode along, thirty or forty ot 
them; they asked me if my husband was 
home, saying that a friend ol his had come 
to show him the way to Monroe; Early 
broke the door; Captain Craig said, “Gag 
him; he votes no Radical ticket here; he 
may vote in hell; he has voted thus far and 
he may vote no further,” they then gagged 
him and cut him; I asked them qot to kill 
my husband; one of them struck me with a 
pistol; Dr. Youngknooked me down; Frank 
Derma and Captain Tbebault were there; I 

. know the latter personally; the men tied 
my husband’s legs, dragged him out of the 
door and shot him seven times; they had a 
handkerchief over his mouth; my hnaband 
told them that he had tooled them, but he 
would do no no more, and would join the 
Democratic olub; whan they had him The- 
bault said, “Give him hell—he will vote no 
snore Radical tickets here; be will vote in 
hell;” Dr. Young shot me onoe; some of the 
men ravished me, and somebody shot me 
onoe more; they told me to put my 
baby down, but 1 refused and begged them 
not to kill me; they out my bub » ’s throat;
I  had to drop my baby; I got under the bed 
•nd  they pulled me out and out me with an 
ax; one man aaid, “If you are going to kill 
her, stop bothering;” they threw my baby 
into the lake; the body was found eleven 
days afterward; many of the colored people 
were so frightened at the bulldozers that 
they hid away; the men shoved a knife 
through my husband’s body; Captain The- 
bault told somebody to pull bis arms out;
I  was ravished before they shot me; when 
they killed my ehild I  fought them as well 
as i  could; Logan stamped my breast; they 
knooked out afl my few teeth; I did notsay 
the morning after that a colored man killed 
my husband; there were two oolored men 
in the party, and one of them was Thomas 
Lyons; I recognise George Phillips as one 
who wae present; there they alt now.

The witneaa mentioned the names of other 
persons who were in the gang, but that was 
passed by as not pertintent to this examina­
tion.

On cross-examination she kept well to her 
étalement, and was only contused as to a 
epaoe of time that elapsed after the killing.

Cora Williams testified—I left my home 
in Ouachita about three weeks ago; was at 
home on die night of the fourth of Novem­
ber; I know nothing of the killing, as I was 
four or five miles from the plaoe; heard 
guns fired that night; I know both of the 
prisoners; that night a gang of mounted 
wad armed men visited my house; Phillips 
and Lyons had pistols; when they left my 
house they went toward my brother’s house 
and whipped him; the moon wae shining
Ï iite bright; I am sure that Phillips and 

yons were in the party; I spoke to 
Mr, Phillips and he stepped one side, 
baying that Phillips was not in the 
parish; the men were not disguised; 
George Phillips is the one who helped to 
whip me; they blindfolded me; they 
whipped me because I would not tell them 
where my husband was; saw the gang three 
different time that night; on their last visit 
Walter Logan ravished me; some of the 
men were then outside, but do not know 
who; did not make any complaint to a 
magistrate; told some persons about it; on 
arriving höre I made an affidavit m the 
Customhouse; have k nown Eliza Pinkston 
three years; 1 always found her a good girl 
and truthful.

Mr. Flanagan, attorney for the State, an­
nounced that he would rest hie aaee on this.

The defense, Mr. John McEnery, attor- 
nev, then called „

David Todd—I reeide in Morehouse par­
ish; have known George Phillipe eight 
years, and know his father; I wae in 
Ouachita on the night Pinkston was killed; 
slept in Mr. Phillipe’ house on the n igbtof 
the fourth of November; George Phillips 
was then at home, and I saw him as late aa 
eleven o’clock, when we retired; did not 
sleep in the room witk George: think I did 
not sec him in the morning; he wae going 
to t-«b« breakfast with Dr. Young, about 
five miles away; I would not believe Eliza 
Pinkston on oath; her general reputation is 
very  bad.

Cross-examination—Did not know Eliza
Pinkston before the killing; only heard her 
talked about; heard her called an old 
hellion; ehe is a notorious old liar; have 
heard colored people say bo; pereona who 
know her would not believe her on oath.

F. H. Denoyer—Have lived with Captain 
Phillips two years; George was home on 
the night of the fourth of November; X saw 
him alter eleven o’clock that night; I saw 
him at daylight; his horse wae not taken 
out tbaff night; I have charge of the stock
and the stable was locked.

John McEnery—I hnve known George 
Phillipe since his boyhood; he and Lyons 
came here to testify before the Returning 
Board; they came at the request ol the 
Democrats in Ouachita: they were not ar­
rested until after they had testified before 
the Returning Board.

Joe Turner—I have lived in Ouachita 
ainoe 18X6; know Lyons; he wae at my house 
on the night of the fourth of November, as 
late ae eleven or twelve o’clock; saw him 
next morning at early breakfast; know 
nothing of Eliza Pinkston’s reputation; 
know nothing of the killing of Pinkston.

Oliver Dann—l know Lyons; saw him 
on the night of the fourth of November, as 
late aa one o’clock; saw him early next 
morning at his house; know nothing ol 
Kliza Pinkston. ,  ,  ,

Counsel for defense here proposed to put 
Lvons on the witness stand to testify for 
Phillipe and to put PhillipB on the witness 
stand to testify for Lyons, on the claim 
that the chargee were separate—that these 
were two affidavits. „ „„ „  j

The proseention objected on the ground 
that both aoonsed were called to the bar at 
the same time, and that the charge against 
each was identical.

The judge sustained the objection.
The defense introduced a certificate from 

Judge Ray certifying that there had been 
no criminal proceedings had in the parish 
against the aoonsed relative to this case, on 
which document it was argued that neither 
Phillips nor Lyons fled from this parish. 
This position was taken by the defense to 
ehow that this court had no junadiotion in 
the case. Counsel held that this court has 
no right to take cognizance of a crime com­
mitted in another parieh unless the perpe­
trators flee lrom their parish.

The prosecution stated that it could not

BROOKLYN THEATRE CALA1ITT

The Harrowing Details of the 
strnetioD of th r  Brooklyn 

Theatre by Hire«

The following aoeonnt of the catastrophe 
at the Brooklyn Theatre last Tuesday eve­
ning is furnished to the Chicago- Tribune 
by its New York correspondent:

The Brooklyn Theatre, which was horned 
Tuesday evening, was a total less, rad, con­
trary to the hopes entertained at an- early 
hoar this morning, the lose of life wee ter­
rible. Three hundred people perished mis­
erably in the smoke and flamea At large 
majority of them were men and boys. 
Only a few women and children were toot 
ae far as known. Most of those lost were 
occupante of the gallery or third tier of 
the theatre. In descending the stsirway 
they were met on the second landing or 
second floor oi the theatre by a blinding 
and enfiooatiog volume of smoke, and fell- 
in heaps on the stairway. This gave way 
under their accumulated weight, and they 
were precipitated upon the lobby on- the 
first floor of the building. This also gave 
way, and the entire body ot men tbns-en- 
trapped fell victims to the flames. Of those 
who occupied the dress eircle (ground floor), 
and family circle (second tier) only a few 
appear to have been lost. Two actors were 
burned alive. Three scene shi ftera and 
other assistants were seriously if not fatal­
ly injured, rad it is possible that several 
supernumeraries on duty behind the eoenes 
also perished.

The greatest confusion and consternation - 
prevailed in Brooklyn, and fall and as- 
curate details were not poesibly obtainable. 
The list of missing persons, it is hoped and 
believed, contains many errors inspired by 
the fears and anxieties ol the friends of 
those supposed to be lost, whioh later de- 
velopments may correct, but the evidence 
ie indisputable that fully 300 persons have 
perished.

The Morgue was early overtaxed in af­
fording shelter for the burned, rad one of 
the unoccupied market places was con­
verted into a temporary morgue. The 
scenes at both these places were heartrend­
ing. At the eeene of the disaster itself the 
excitament was intense from early morn- 
'ng to midnight. The details of the awful 
alamity which has fallen on Brooklyn it 

is almost impossible to write to-night. Con­
fusion is worse confounded. The whole oity 
ie not merely in a etate of fear and anxiety, 
but in a state of alarm. Every street ap- 
proaohing the seeae oi the disaster is filled 
with orowds a t once anxious, excited and 
almost violent. About the Morgue, where 
hundreds of bodies are deposited utterly 
unrecognizable, are erowdB oi excited 
people, ntterly uncontrollable. About the 
market-house, whioh has been temporarily 
formed into a morgue, are thousands ana 
thousands of people whom it ie impossible 
for the police to restrain, and utterly im­
possible for them to satisfy.

Out of all this confusion it is impossible 
to tell a connected story which would be 
intelligible to the readers of the Tribune. 
Only the salient feature» of the most horri­
ble of calamities that has be fall am this com­
munity ora be told in this brief dispatch. 
Meet of yon in Ghioago, and almost all in 
New York, have witnessed the last scene 
iu the “Two Orphans”—that of the boat­
house scene, that closes in on all sides—a 
low root manufactured of canvas, heavily 
painted, with great doors in the rear, 
through whioh gendarmes a t the oritical 
moment break to rescue the two sisters. 
Doubtless this briet description will call np 
the eeene as it wae set last night at eleven 
o'alock on the stage of the Brooklyn Thea­
tre. It wae the same scene whieh has trav­
eled all over the country in what is known 
as the Union Square company.

The curtain had just risen oa the eeene. 
Fbnr or five actors, including Miss Kate 
Ciaxton, who played the past of Louite, 
the blind orphan, J. B. Stud ley. who ployed 
the part of fbouehard, Mrs. Farren, aud 
one or two others, alone occupied the stage. 
The wind was blowing strongly from the 
west, to which the rear or stage entrance to 
the theatre faced, and persons entering at 
the stage door enabled tbs wind to blow 
one of the “flies” against a  gas jet, which 
ignited it. The scene-shifter stationed 
about the stage in what is technically 
called the “files,” immediately cat away 
the burning scene, as instructed to do on 
each occasions, and permitted it to fall, as 
they thought, on the stage floor. The 
actors bad been alarmed by the burn­
ing fly, and were gaming upward, 
giving the andience something of a 
warning of what wae coming, but 
as they saw the bnrning fly cut away, they 
quieted the audience with a'gesture, and 
tney also became qniet. Contrary to the 
expectations, however, of everybody, the 
part of the bnrning fiy out away fell, not 
upon the stage, bat npon the painted can­
vass which represented the roof of the 
ship house, and instantly it was in a blaze, 
as though it had followed a eileut explo­
sion, mad in a minute more the whole upper 
part of the theatre was in flames. Com­
posed, as it was, of combustible material, 
it spread with the utmost rapidity and 
broke through the roof, alarming not only 
all Brooklyn, bat all the lower part of New 
York, the newspaper offices instantly emp­
tying themselves of reportera. The actors 
on the etage immediately tied, after eeeing 
the extent of the disaster, and most of them 
escaped-

Miss Kate Ciaxton, knowing of a secret 
ot underground entranoe, connected with 
tbe box offioe, fled ander the stage and 
thence under the auditorium to the box 
offioe, dragging with her Miss Ward Harri 
son, Mrs. Farren. and two or three other 
actors. The majority, however, escaped by 
the back entrances of the theatre, ot which 
there were two or three.

All succeeded in esoaping except H. S. 
Murdoch and Claude Burroughs, who were 
lost in their rooms, where they were dress­
ing, remote from the entranoe, and prob­
ably unwarned. Where their bodies lie 
now, a great gas jet five feet high is burn­
ing, where a metre was, and probably 
hardly any of their bodies will ever be dis 
covered. The actors escaping through the 
back entrance threw wide open the doors, 
and the weBt wind rushed iu with fury, 
driving the smoke and flames toward the 
auditorium In the lower or dress circle, as 
it is called. There were only 250 persons 
in this quarter, besides the ushers and po­
lioe. Almost all of those escaped. One 
or two handsomely dressed women 
have been discovered among the ruins. 
In the second tier, or family circl 
there were 300 persons, and of these proba 
bly fifty perished In the upper tier, or gal 
lery, there were 408 persons, two-thirds of 
whom fell victims to the flames. The dress 
circle and parquette opened on the level of 
the street. Persons on this lower floor early 
discovered the “flies" to be on tire. They 
could see what those in the gallery were ut­
terly unable to perceive, and were conse­
quently warned in advance. Those in tbe 
second gallery, also, were warned early, 
Miss Ciaxton rushing to the front of tbe 
stage and informing them that the theatre 
was on fire. They had only one broad stair­
case to descend. This opened into a wide 
lobby, thirty feet wide, and from thence 
their escape to the street was easy. But 
the stairway from the top gallery, which 
wae crowded on this occasion, was narrow 
and circuitous. From the third floor to the 
second it was wide enough to enable five 
men to walk abreast. On the level 
of the second floor there were twenty 
feet of level walk along tbe front 
of the lobby and first story. Thence 
there was a narrow stairway where, proba 
bly, three men could walk abreast, leading 
to the etreet. When the great mass oi peo­
ple, mainly young men aod boys, in the 
gallery rushed down the npper stairway 
from the third to the second floor they en­
countered a volume of smoke driven in 
from the rear doors of the theatre, whioh 
had in the meantime been opeced as I have 
described, and on this landing numbers of 
them fell down, and others toppled over 
them, until their accumulated weight broke 
down the stairway, and they were precipi­
tated over the balustrade into the lobby of 
the second floor, a distance of probably fif­
teen feet. This mass of human beings was 
thrown at onoe, with a violent shock, upon 
the floor of the lobby, broke it through and 
the mass was preoipitated, 200 of them, one 
npon another, into the cellar of the bnild­
ing. The stairway fell in npon them, and
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will ta  desultory incidents, bear trending 
scenes and interviews with excited actors I 
in thie terrible tragedy, whieh yon must 
throw into this exoited story ss best yon 
san.

Patrick Heady, i r e  marshal of the oity of 
Brooklyn; took the deposition of tbe owners 
rad lessees, managers, actors, actresses and 
employee of the Brooklyn Theatre, and 
others.

The story of “Jaeaoes* Freaohard:”— 
About the beginning orthe last eet I looked 
upea rad saw the roof over the inolored 
scene on fire. The carpenter was trying to 
get the fire out- Just as I  polled Miss Ciax­
ton o f  the bed, she said, “Ie it a fire !”  I 
said, “I1 am afraid so-.” Both she rad  Mr. 
Stadift rad, I  think, Mr. Thorpe, earn« to 
the footlights sad begged the audios ee to 
be quiet, but the auditnee paid no atten­
tion. Some gextlemen, whom I do not 
know, took me ont of the theatre. The 
andience wae in greet ooniasion when f  left 
the stage,

J. W. Ihorpe, the stage manager, testi­
fied—I woe-on the stage, and first saw the 
fire in the lower part of the drop on tbe 
scene th at bangs from the rigging loft near 
the rentre-of the stage.

The sight reused many strong men to 
tom away from the spot with tearful eyes. 
Miss Kate Ciaxton said that, a t the time 
tbe ire  broke oat, she was resUaiag on a 
mattrese on (hostage at fits opening of tho 
that reene of tbe last net of tbe “Two Or­
phan».” She was lying without a  pillow, 
tare upwards, with hex «yes closed, bnt 
hearing the confusion, she partially opened 
her eyes, and could see, through the canvas 
rover of the house represented oa the stage, 
the Ihme» above. The seeae proceeded with 
the knowledge on the part of the actors 
that there was a fire on the stage, bat all 
were hoping that it wonld be extinguished. 
The asters oa the stags at tbe beginning of 
the act were Miss Ciaxton aad Mr. Mur­
doch. Mbs. Farren and Mr. Stndley also 
took their parts soon after, aDd the seene 
was abont half played when the scenery 
Was 06«? to be in flames. The people in the 
parquette alee beoame alarmed a t 'th e  
contusion on the etage rad the fin, which 
was now plainly seen. The fear actors 
ranged themselves in' »  line aerose tbe 
stage close to tbe foot lights, and as far a* 
possible from the flames in the rear. Mr, 
Stndley begged’ the audionre to be qniet, 
saying that there was no cause for alarm.

was very careful about fire.
Tbe members of the Solomon family, 

who lived at No. 103 Doer am etreet, are all 
missing, and their friends can learn nothing: 
abont tham, although they have pursued' 
their inquiries for theo> in every direction. 
The family waa oom posed of Morris Solo­
mon, .age forty seven , , hie -eon Philip, age 
twenty-four; Philip’s wife, Lena, age 
twenty-two; and his Bieters, Mary and 
Deborah, respectively twenty-two and 
twenty yean or age. £1 was hoped at first 
that all persons in the Solomon family 
would he  found to be safe, as they had or- 
ohestr» seats, and as it was-supposed that 
all whahad seats down stairs were saved; 
but they are certainly not staying.with any 
cf their friends, and it is feared that they 
also are among the lost, rad that not a sin- - 
gle one is left to return to the deserted
honsor

The scene at the Morgue at Willoughby 
aad Canton streets, jesterday, was awfnl— 
almost beyond description. The dead- 
wagons kept driving np and depositing 
their loads until over seventy-five charred 
bodies had been received, and it was an­
nounced that the plaoe was tall rad could 
contain no more. Then-the waiting crowd, 
that had swelled until tie  entire etreet was 
blocked np, wae allowed to pass through- 
the rooms and view the corpses upon the 
floor for the purpose of identification. All 
through the day the crowd would thron» 
the building in an endless stream. Never­
theless, ample time wae given to enable 
friends to make a thorough examination of 
clothing and ornaments found upon tbe re­
mains. so that a large number were identi­
fied. Many persons brought pieces ot the 
garments of their missing relatives by 
which to identify their bodies.

The authorities wonld allow no bodies to 
. j  touched, even by; relatives. Nothing 
was taken from the pocket of the dead. 
Nothing was to be seen on the floor bot 
black and distorted corpses, resembling fig­
ures out from coal more'than the bodies of 
what were once human beings. Most of the 
dead were men, there being only five or six 
women. Many women who bad daughters 
who did not return heme, as wae expected, 
on Tuesday night, visited the Morgue in ex­
pectation that they might have gone to the 
3rooklvn Theatre and been made victims 
of tbe'disaster. Every female body was 
examined, but none answered the descrip­
tion,, and one after another hurried away to 
the improvised morgue on Adame street.

Matilda Ward and her husband, a young 
couple, each twenty-two or twenty-three 
years of age, were- both destroyed in the 
theatre. They had occupied seats in the 
family circle, and endeavored to escape 
with the crowd when the alarm of fire was 
given. In attempting to save the life of his 
wife the husband lost hie own life. The 
wife’s body was taken to the morgue, and 
late yesterday afternoon was identified by 
her relatives by some peculiar ornaments 
found upon her person. Her face was 
charred and burned, beyond semblance of a 
human being, and oue hand wae reduced to 
charcoal.

A medioal gentleman stated that the po­
sition of nearly all the bodies indicated 
that a mighty straggle was going on when 
death overtook them. Arms were flexed 
and hands clenched in the act of pushing. 
Knees were bent and legs drawn np as 
tbough fighting off some advancing, over 
powering foe. Whether this was caused 
>y the pressure of the crowd, or falling 
debris, or even the heat of the flames, could 
not be told. It was the general opinion, 
nevertheless, that some portion of the 
building gave way, preeipitating the crowd 
in the flames below. The rapid fall of the 
roof that followed buried those whe es­
caped the other catastrophe.

A young man named Dietz wae identified 
by his sister and a friend, who, on discov­
ering that it was the body they were in 
searoh of, were so overcome that it was all 
the authorities could do to keep them from 
falling on and embracing tbe corpse. The 
sister stood near it crying, and giving vent 
to such exolamations as, “Poor Abe! Ob, if 
mother can only stand this blow!"

The body of one young man was discov 
ered by his sister, who, casting one glance 
at what wae left of his coat, gave a cry of 

My Tom!" and fell fainting in the arms of 
her father, and was carried insensible to 
tho street. It was afterward found that 
this young man was the only support of his 
mother and sister, his father being a drunk­
ard, who had not contributed toward the 
support of his family for two or three years.

A dense crowd filled the streets in the 
vicinity of the disaster. The crowd wae so 
great that if was almost an impossibility 
tor those who were permitted to enter the 
line to make their way through it. All 
classes of people composed the assemblage— 
women and children as well as men—all 
drawn to the spot by the exoitement.

Most of the buildings opposite to the 
theatre run through from street to etreet, 
and the windows of all of them were crowd­
ed with spectators, principally women, 
temporary wooden inclined plane wae built 
from the horrible pit in whioh most of the 
bodies were found. Along this they were car­
ried in boxes covered with blankets. They 
were then placed in the undertakers’ 
wagons, which were in wating to carry 
them to the Morgue. The wagons of all the 
undertakers in Brooklyn were in use, and 
were drawn up in line along the edge of the 
sidewalk. One after another of them was 
backed np to the theatre door to receive 
the boxes containing tbe dead. At inter- 
valBot a few minutes several men wonld 
emerge from the door oarrying a coffin- 
shaped, leaden-lined box, oovered with a 
blanket to conceal the ghastly spectacle 
presented by the charred rad  blackened 
corpses. The blanket outlined the de­
formed and shapeless mass. A hand or 
loot pretended t im e  the hex, and in some

ed, “Will the people keep their seat»? We 
are between yon and tbe flames, and we 
will be burned first. Will the people in tbe 
front seats eit down!” Mire Claxtoi» is of 
the opinion that bad not the actors re­
mained firm in »lino across the front of the 
stage, the people would bava leaped upon 
the stage and attempted to escape by the 

I rear, where the fbuses were raging. I n a  
moment or two, however, the alarm seized 
upon the people in the balcony and gallery,
•nd a rush wae thea• made for the doors.
A- panic ensued. Mbs. Farren was the tiret 
to leave the stage, rad soon alter Mias Clan­
ton retired upon one- side of the stage and 
Messrs. Stndley and Murdoch upon the 
other.

The tatter’s dressing-room, as weil as that 
off Mr. Burroughs, waa on the second floor, 
and before Mr. Murdoch, who went to hia 
room, could retnrn, ibis supposed that the 
stairway waa in fiâmes and his retreat out 
oS Mr. Burroughs’ sad fate is supposed to 
have oeex brought abont in the same way, 
while Mr. Stndley, whore dressing room 
waa underneath the stage, was so fortunate 
as to-eseapa. Mira Clanton called for Miss 
Maude Htatrisoa, who waa in the green 
room,-and, with Mrs. Farren, ran along a 
private passage to the stairway leading to 
the box7 offioe. The flames could be dis­
tinct v seen under the etage at this time; 
rad t&e smoke along the passage way wae 
almrr.t-stilting.

Foetunateïÿ the door at; the heed of the 
stairway had been left unfastened, and tbe 
ladies time made their a â t  into the main 
passage, where tbe eager crowd were 
atrngxling aad jostling one another in their 
pffibrts-to esoape. Miss Ciaxton graphically 
described her passage through the throag;
She wae revend times thrown npon her 
knees and braised, bat, by-ekillful efforts, 
she sDsoeeded in making her way ont in 
safety. Ae aha emerged from the door ohe 
oast a single glaaee back into the theatre. 
The fire had burst through-it in a sheet af 
flame, rad  it seemed like a  grand trans­
forma tien seen*. Mies Ciaxton spoke ta 

thigh terms of the presence of mind dis­
played by the ladies in the audience. I t was 
the fires-' time, she said, that she had evss 
witnessed suck a scene, and her coolness 
surprised' her afterward. Thinking of the 

.danger, she felt herself &• coward, and 
trembled. Mass Ciaxton came to Brooklyn 
on Monday forenoon to fill a  three weeks' 
engagement, alter which she was to go ta 
Washington. All her trunks except one 
were taken to tbe theatre, and her property 
was- all destroyed. She was reluctant ta 
speak of the aneant of her 1res, b a th e r 
friends estimated it at about $SO00.

It was for a long time supposed that tha 
occupante of tbe upper gallary were tb» 
only victims, and that all in tbe second gal­
lery or dress circle were saved. There is 
no evidenoe of this beyond the fact that tbe 
exit from, the seoona gallery was wider, 
and that escape thence was easier. Among, 
the missing are many who would not have 
been likely to take seats in the npper gal­
lery. Richly jeweled opera glasses, kid 
gloves, eto., found on many oi the bodies, 
are indicatioae that they wer» in a more ex­
pensive part oi the house. It the people in 
there two galleries shared a common fate, 
their number can not be estimated, even 
approximately. It will be known only 
when, one by one, the poor mutilated bodies 
have been taken from their pyre and the 
horrible aggregate computed with cer­
tainty. Tue entire pile of bodies oovered 
an area of fifteen by thirty-five feet. Evi­
dently the flooring of the Teatibnle at the 
end nearest the stairway had given way 
when all were standing upon it. or, after it 
fell, those in the rear were pushed or pressed 
forward in the abyss.

Dispatches of the Western Associated 
Press eay:

Two lives were lost—two yonng men in 
the flower of their professional iite—Harry 

Murdoch and Claude Burroughs. These 
two young men were playing respectively 
Pierre, the cripple, and Picard, valet to 
the Chevalier. At the moment when tbe 
fire was discovered Murdoch wae before 
the curtain playing with Mies Kate Clax 
ton. As soon as the paaio occurred, and 
the general rneh was made to escape, Mur­
doch and Burroughs ran to their dressing- 
rooms Xo get clothes to wear in the street, 
their gai mente being very scanty in the 
play. Their dressing-rooms were on the 
same side of the stage—the right wing, as 
viewed from the auditorium—and conse­
quently farthest from the stage door, even 
had that means of exit not been locked by 

panic-stricken janitor. The dressing- 
rooms were arranged in tiers, approached 
by a narrow stairway which led np to tha 
painter’s bridge whioh epannedf the stage.

Murdoch’s room was on the second tier 
and Burroughs’ on the third. Before they 
emerged, the stsiroase waa one sheet of 
flame, so eagerly and so rapidly did the fire 
do its work. All chance of retreat ent off, 
the nnfortnnate men were driven back by 
the roaring flames etep by step, till, sup­
posing in the agony of their peril that, by 
some chance a means of descent from the 
other side of the bridge might offer, they 
a oended to the trembling structure. Here 
they were last seen by J. H. Studley, a 
member of the oompany, who had left hie 
dressing-room a few seconds before them, 
and fought his way through the flames to a 
place ot safety, from which he was enabled 
to make his esoape. Onoe on the bridge, 
their position was hopeless. They eould 
not descend by the way they oame np. 
There was no other means of esoape but to 
leap.

At half-past ten o’clock this evening the 
bodies of the two men were digged from 
tbe ruins, and both were identified by rem­
nants of dresses worn on the stage. Only 
tbe trunk of Murdoch remained.

Tnere were 1200 people in the theatre— 
500 in the galleries.

This evening, notwithstanding the popu­
larity of “Miss Mnlton,” the latest play at 
the Union Square Theatre, the proprietors 
ordered that the theatre be closed, and a 
placard draped in mourning was plaoed at 
tbe entrance stating that, in oonsequenre of 
the terrible disaster in Brooklyn, there 
would be no performance this evening.

When the panic occurred on the main 
floor of the theatre, Thomas Rocktord, chief 
usher of the establishment, was in the 
lobby. The performance wae almost over, 
and he was abont making arrangements 
for the departure of the audience. At the 
cries of “Fire!" he rushed into the audi­
torium and, taking in the terrible situation, 
endeavored to quiet the people who were 
abont him. Seeing they were too tbor- 
oughly alarmed, he ran to the doors leading 
into Flood’s alley, whioh connects Johnson 
street and Myrtle avenue, and opened them 
so that the people might esoape that way. 
This diverted many from seeking esoape 
through the main entrance.

All who were on the. right hand side of 
the parquette and balcony escaped through 
these doors. The opening of the doors cre­
ated a tremendous draught, which so in­
creased the flames that the players were 
compelled to abandon the stage and esoape 
ae beet they might. They had remained 
then to the laat. but, seeing that it waa now 
a question of life and death, they retreated 
The flames shot ont on u l  sides ot 
tbe stage, and enveloped the proscenium 
and the smoke began pouring in volumes 
into tbe parquette.

Stndley and Murdoch were the last to 
leave. Probably not more than five min 
atss eb p srt betvwa th* beginning of t t e

The greatest loss of Ufb most have been 
among those in the family eirole or top-gal­
lery. Those who happened to be seated 
near doors saeeeeded in staffing the stair­
ways and lower part of tae hteuse, bnt t to »  
were many who got no  thither than tue 
second floor, where they died. The flames 
mode such rapid headway that the floors 
fell in before assistance coaid reach them. 
The shrieks of women aad' shouting aad 
impreeationa of men and pitiful one» of 
ohildren were heard below. There wae no 
human relief for them. I t  waa a heart­
rending sit nation. To hare-human beings 
perish almost within sight of their fellows 
is something terrible beyond ctesorijEion.

The Brooklyn Xergde furnishes the follow­
ing- in advance ot ita publication: “The
work oi identifying the dead will bo diffi 
cult, for most of them are banted beyond 
recognition. The only mode of identifying 
them will be by the personal property 
found totaetted to the bodies. Thy* fair it is 
only evident that the Harass made common 
havoc with men, women rad ohildren.

“Shortly before nine o’clock the B i t . 
Father Henley visited the theatre, rad 
among, the bot iea reoogaized a brother of 
the Rev. Father Kylie. Father Kylie was 
resent, an ft identified the body of bis 

_rother. A body was taken from the ruina 
charred and blacken ad bey rad recognition. 
In the breast-pocket were- a number ol 
card», bearing the name of Abraham1 Bar­
nett, in German text.

3 on way, rad> when they 
died it passed intothe possession af the two 
daughtersi They ran it awhile,, but were 
unable to pay the back rent due, and tbe 
property iMl into the banda- of Shook f t  
PMmer. la  waa oce of the finest rad bene 
constructed places of' amassment in tb# 
country, aad waa generally deemed per­
fectly safe; bnt the fearful disaster ha» 
proven the aontrary.”

Of Murdoch, the aetor, the- Tribmeot «aye:
Ih the death of Harry Murdock the 

Brooklyn holocaust is brought heme to 
many of our ottizene, who had' learned to 
knew him during his professional saysge­
mente here; rad  in him they took »lively 
personal interest. Harry Murdoch, e r  more 
jroperly Harry Hitoheook, waa beta in 
PhilàïelÿhiaÛB' 1843 or in 18441 Hia tether 
was a respected physician of that oity, ana 
his mother, who is now living, is » sieter of 
the renowned actor, James E. Murdoch. In 
bis beyhoed He attended the «tout Bten i t  
School, rad among hie playmate» was 
Charles S> Rogers, lately- one of the man­
agers ot Wood’s Museum. In 18641 Many 
made bis first appearance on the stage at 
the Arch StreebTheatre, where tie remained 
for that reason. Subsequently he became 
a member of Fhvd’s company ii> Baltimore, 
and in 1866’or 1869- supported hi» uncle. 
James K  Murdoch, in am engagement» of 
several weeks at the Gtoeby Opera Bonce, 
under the management of Here da Grower. 
He afterward went to Boston, where 
he accepted tbe position of leading 
“juvenile,” and playei> several eeosons, 
alternating between tbe Mnseatn< aad the 
Glebe 'theatre. Daring the anmmeroé J374 
he made a professional tour through the 
maritime provinces, making S t Johns, New 
Brunswick, bis headquarters. When &. M. 
Hooley organized hia oompany tor tha sea­
son of 1374̂ 5 M?.. Mur dreh was engaged lor 
leading “juvenile" an iF “second” Tb usinera, 
aud in the several role» to whioh he waa aa 
signed achieved a reputation whieh beoame 
a.booe ot contention, and subse menîïycom­
pelled him to sever hiaconnection with the 
ennipan 7, which' took plaoe ia December, 
1874 He afterward accepted a.similar posi­
tion with the Academy of Musis, then under 
the managemeat of Charles B. Gnedinar, 
with whom he remained until the close of 
the season, in the May following. Buring 
his Asademy engagement he played Ar­
mand Dural to tbe <£amille cf Miss Clara 
Morris, and with her divided the honora of 
the performance. He enbaequeatly re­
turned to Boston, where he remained a 
short time with the Boston Museum. He 
next went to Yhiladalphia, where he played 
a brief engagement, and last fall he ac­
cepted.» position.in the Brooklyn Theatre, 
where he met,his death.

Harry Murdoch was an actor of great 
promise. He waa a close otndent aad a 
carefal observer. Hie forte was more of 
the imitativ» than the creative, and his im­
itations of the popular actors of the day, 
including Salvhu, Jefferson, Cbsafrau, 
Fechter, and others equally aa weliiknown, 
were so perfect as to deceive old theatre­
goers. He was the poesaesor of a sweet 
tenor voire, whieh he hod caret if.y culti­
vated, and wes an excellant amateur piano- 
piayor. Nad he not beoa devoted to tha- 
stage he would have made an excellent 
portrait painter. His crayod heada of sev­
eral of his professional friends, some of 
whioh now adorn the walls oh Beverly'S 
Theatre« indicate the poeeeesion of a genius 
for the dentation of fora and eoibr. In hie 
death tha'atage loses one of its most prem­
ising members, and tiie social circles in 
whicb he moved will mourn the lose sf a 
genial oompanion, whe waa always anxtaos 
to contribute to the pleasures of those-by 
whom, he was surrounded.

New that the Docoorats are waxing, eo 

jolly over the ineligibility oS »'Republican 
elector in Oregon, whose disability bad 
been healed for weeks before the meeting 
of the Electoral College, but wlaosecaoe 
tempted the reform Democracy of that 
State to attempirto steal aa electoral vote, 
the following dispatch of the» Western 
Associated Pro-a may be produced as 
affording a much better oaee tfota that of 
the derelict Oregonian:

Sr. Louis, December 7.—The final report 
of the proceedings of the presidential elec­
tors of thie State, at their meeting a t Jeffer­
son City yesterday ehowa that Charles G. 
Stifel, the Republican elector for the third 
distriot, applied by letter to Governor 
Hardin for a certifiante of election on the 
gronnd that General D. M. Frost, the Dem­
ocratic elaetor, was. ineligible; and that he 
(Stitel) rereived the highest vote saet for an 
eligible elector in that distriot.

This sppiioatica was refused by Governor 
Hardin, he stating that the certificate had 
already, been isaaed to General Frost.

During the session of tbe college, Mr. 
Stift-1 presented a communication setting 
forth General Frost’s ineligibility, and 
claiming the right to act as elector from 
the third distriot. This the eoilege declined 
to have read. „  .

Subsequently General George H. Shields, 
chairman ot the Republican State Commit­
tee, presented a protest to the Electoral 
College against the appointment of any 
verson to act in plaoe at General Freet ae 
being illegal under the law# of the State, 
also against General Frost’s substitute be­
ing allowed to vote or act as elector aa be­
ing ineligible, and not legally entitled to 
act, and against the refusal of the college 
to permit Mr. Stifel to act as eieotor. The 
protest also sets forth in detail the grnnnds 
on which General Frost ie ineligible. Thie 
prottat was laid on tbe table by a vote of 
the college, and the vote of eleotore for 
President and Vice President was then 
taken aa previously reported.
