' TANGIPAHOA.

From the Amite City Independént, De-
cember 23:

Yesterday morning our attention was at-
tracted by an exocited looking crowd at the
depot in this place. Oa going to see what
was the matter, we found a Jot of large
jare, whbioch contained some 16 000 little
fishes, intended for the Tangipahca river.
They were Celifornia salmon, brought (rom
the fieh gardeps of Northville, Michizan.
They were about an .inch long, and only a
iew days old. They started from Michicgn
last Tueeday afternoon, and landed hers
early Friday morning.

The agent who came with them, Mr.
Orrin P. Maxson, informs us that they were
sent principa ly through the inflasnce of
Mr. W. Alexsnder Gordon, of No. 30 Caron-
delet street, New Orleans, who took much
in erest in the matter and wrote and labored
to procure them. To him, as well a8 to Mr.
Maxson, the government, and all concerned
in this good enterprise, our citizans will no
d.ubt teel very thavkful when these little
fishes get big enough to eat. It is our in-
tention to eat some of them if we live long
ennugh.

Of the orop planted in Tangipaloa, two
vears 8go, we have heard notbing, but Mr.
Maxeon informs us that they do not grow
to much size uotil the third year. Perhaps,
then, a year from now we may begin to put
in our hooks.

WEST BATON ROUGE

From the Sugar Planter, December 23:

The grindirg season in this parish is rap-
idlydrawingtuaclesé. The smaller planters
have olosed their labors with far betier re-
sults than was anticipated when the'season
commencad. The firet of the new year will
find but few still grindinz. Without going
into detaile, we will atate what is now well
known that very few indeed, if any, have
oaute to regret their year’s1«bor. Inevery
instance, so far as our inqu'ries have ex-
tended, the yield has been unprecedented,
the average yield being fully two hogsheads
to the acre, and if that yield does not pay
for the imvestment, then we are at a loss to
know what will pay in Lounisiana. Suogar,
slthough dofog better than some wecks sgo,
in the opinion of many planters, will do
better in the early apring, and should there
bs » war in Europe, coupled wi'h the fact
of the sfmost total failure of the beet sugar
cropin Germany, France and Bolqinm, Lou-
isiana eugars will d bi prices
than ever known in the country before. If
planters can hold on their crops entire, or
oven part of them, they myst be heavy
geiners in the end. Would that we counld
say sa muoh for those who invested in cot-
ton. True, cotton has gome up and better
prices are obtained than at the opening of
the seasor, but by far the 1arger proportion
of the crop has passed from the producer’s
hande and the speculator will reaiize all the
benefita of the advanced price.

CADDO.

From the Shreveport Zelegram, Decem-
ber 21:

We had a eall this morning from Dr. H.
J. Harris, of DeSoto parish, who was one
of the paseengers on the illfated steamer
Homer, which sunk, as our readers are
aware, at Pavne's landing, three miles be-
low Grand Ecore, on the tourteenth in-
stant. The disas’er ocourred at three
o’clock in the afternoon, and the par-
ticulars as detailed to us by Dr. Harris
are full of horror. The Doctor’s own
experience was fearful, and his cscape
remarkabie. There were some twenty-five
paesengers. Tae day was vervoold. Atter
the boat struck the deck passengers were
brought up on the boiler deck, and a good
dsal of the heavy freight was rolled off
into the water. Dr. Harris was standing
holding to one of the stanchions when
the boat careemed to one side, inclining
tie deck 80 as to precipitate several into
the water, which was ice c¢)ld, among
them the dootor. Tae river is quite wide
and deep at this point and the banks
steep. Immediately upon falling into the
water Dr. Harris was seized by une ot the
colored deckhands, who was unable to
swim, and it was with the greatest difficul-
ty that he succeeded, after a considerable
struggle, during which both of them sack,
in breaking loose from the colored man,
who afterward eank to rise no more.
Ia the mcantime the colored deck-
bands gotv into the life boat, landed
themselves and did not bring it back to the
assistance of those in the water and remain-
ing on the steamer. The doctor found it
was to be a life and death struggle with
bim, and started to swim down stream. An
Eoglishman and his son, a boy of about ten
years, both sank within a foew yards of him.
Floating down the stream he came up to a
chest, full of tools. Not being locked, the
doot pened it, t d the contents in‘o
the river, and it bottom up, and with his
hand grarped the iron handle in the end.
In this way he floated down, benumbed with
caold until he became unconscicus, in a
kind of d y stupor. Some colored men
brought a flat and lifted bim into it and
bore him to shore and to the fire,
when he soom recovered and was far-
nished with dry oclothing. The boat and
oargo were a total lsss, and the passen-
gers lost nearly all their effects. The aoc-
tor acknowle his deep indebtedness
for life preserved and for favors and atten-
tions shown him by the officers of the
Homer, Lotus No. 3 and Colonel Konns,
aod by friends, white and colored, and
prays that he may never have to pass
through such another time of horror. He
says the anguish of the wife of the Eoglish-
man at the loss of her husband and chiid

Tilden-Hendricks

The Washington correepondent of the
Chicago /nter-Ocean saye:

Many lettern bave
been written Hendricks ioforming him as
to the movement, and the outgrowth is dif-
ficult to predict. The Western men say
that if Tilden is eleoted Hendricks ia
elected, and that neither would bave 134
voten had not Indiana been carried by
Hendricks’ personal inflaercs. This bad
feeling is liable to result in a gemeral de-
moralization.
