disaffected population of a  Btate to  pro­
claim itself in  “revolution,” and go, as 
it were, into secret session, when the 
power of the Federal government to enter 
the State would be paralyzed, and “the 
dagger would drop from its paracidal 
hands."

Thin metaphysical distinction is mad# 
obvious by these words:

We here distinctly announoe the doe- 
trine that when resistance to any State law 
reaches the proportione of a  revolution 
without oonfliot with Federal institutions 
or interests, the general government has no 
right to interfere.

Thus, a revolution which resists and 
nullifies the laws of a State, and which 
may incidentally imperil the rights and 
lives of citizens of the United States, is 
sacred from that law of the United States. 
We have never wen each a remedial dis­
covery as this since the historical notice 
of that made by the late Me. McDuffie, of 
South Carolina. It was that “we have 
only to make oar bayonets gix inches 
longer than theirs, and slay them before 
they can possibly reaah us.” Before, how­
ever, accepting the new discovery that to 
call an insurrection a revolution will 
take the violation of law entirely ont 
of the power of the Federal government, 
itisperhaps jndioious to hear what Um 
United States has to say upon the sub­
jec t Dating the divil. war Congress 
pawed an extended and decisive code of 
legislation in execution of MB doctrines 
established by the constitutional amend­
ments: Among thaas a n  those two ander 
sections headed: civil rights—citizen­
ship—the elective franchise-; the freed- 
men—insurrection. We assure the, Pica­
yune that they declare powers inherent ia  
the Federal government, arid impose duties 
upon it which were unknown before that 
period. I t  will be remembered that tfae 
reform Democracy in the House of Bapre- 
sentativas has not proposed the repeal of 
one of them laws, nor any provision under 
anyone of these sections. Wo call the 
attention of those who think the Federal 
government has no right to know that a 
private revolution is going on within n 
State unless invited officially to bo pres­
ent to seotion 5299, Bevioed Statutes 
of the United States, title “Insurrection.”

Whenever insnrreetion, domestic vio­
lence, unlawful combinations, or conspira­
cies in any State eo obstruct* or hinders the 
laws thereof, and o f  the United States, as to 
deprive any portion or class of the people 
of each 8tate o f the rights, privileges or 
immunities or protection, named in the con­
stitution and secured by the laws for the 
protection ot sack rights, privileges or im ­
munities. and the constituted authorities of 
snob State are unable to protect, or from 
any oanse fail in or refuse protection of tho 
people in each rights, such facto shall be 
deemed or denied by anoh State o f tho 
equal protection of the laws to which 
they are entitled under the constitution 
ot the United States, and in all soch eases, 
or wherever any snoh insurrection, vio­
lence, unlawful oombinstion or oonaniraoy 
opposes or obetrneta the laws at the United 
States, or the execution thereof, or impedes

der the same, it shall be lawful for tho 
President, and it shall be bia duty to take 
such meaeuree by the employment of the 
militia, or his land and naval forces of the 
United States, or of either, or by other 
measures, as ha may deem neosamty tor 
the suppression of such insurrection, do 
mastic violence or combinations.

The fancy that the State government is 
a castle, within which the authority is 
supreme, and that when it proclaims a 
state of domestic revolution, the Federal 
government has no right to intercede, is 
shown by the section quoted above to be 
utterly fallacious. We tell the Picayune 
that it has stated the position, when, in 
another column, it says: “They [the Re­
publicans] have long ago determined that 
Federal authority is supreme;” and when 
it is asked—

Of what use, then, is the sovereignty of 
the States!

Echo respectfully reverberates the in­
quiry. Tfae law to which we have sum­
marily referred effectually disposes of 
these discrowned sovereigns.

The Picayune confounds disobedience 
to the laws with the sacred right of revo­
lution. The Republican values that right 
ns highly as any who live. It may mod­
erately claim as American citizens as direct 
connection with the grandest revolution 
in human history as any others, be 
they who they may, bat we would not 
degrade that immortal right to which we 
recall. We would obey all the laws of the 
republic, and of the States or none of the 
one or the other. We would not so de­
grade the inalienable right of revolution, as 
to obey every law which might hurt our 
interest or our ambition, and evade, 
nullify or resist those which compound the 
one or the other.

Such heated and inconsiderate theories 
as those adduced by the Picayune.tend to 
expose the consequences of Democratic 
success. This doctrine has been concealed 
from the American people. I t  is contra­
dicted by the Democratic platform, and it 
would have keen snaked into the presi­
dential chair had the success of the De­
mocracy been secured. The people of the 
United States, advised of this treacherous 
and covert purpose to nullify the sover­
eignty of the nation and set up in its 
stead paramount sovereignty of each State 
within its own geographical boundaries, 
will take additional and effectual meas­
ures to make the sovereignty of the nation 
the law of the land.

may be good or bad.

Snoh is the Bepnblican devotion to 
law, that if the officers of the law should 
do any act which was “notoriously” con­
trary to what we deemed right, we shonld 
submit to that act because it was in ac­
cordance with law. The only remedy 
would be to reform that act according to 
law. We would not, as Mr. Nicholls has 
done, pat our own construction upon the 
acts of the law, and base our assertion of 
individual rights upon the dictates of in­
dividual opinion.

We find the same claim to prescribe the 
mode in which a law shall be construed 
and administered avowed in the follow­
ing:

The general government majr Upon proper 
requisition interfere to suppress an insurrec­
tion.

Then there must be a requisition for 
Federal intervention, “and that requisi­
tion must be proper," we suppose, in the 
opinion of those upon whom this inter­
vention is to operate. Just here, we may 
remark in passing, is an admission of the 
Republican charge that the national De­
mocracy denies the substantive right of 
the Federal government to enforce 
its own laws within the State, ex­
cept upon the requisition of the State 
authorities. As the law enacted during 
the civil war gives to the Federal govern­
ment the power to execute its own laws 
only at its own discretion, it will be seen
