o f 1865-6-7, composed exolueively of oppo 
n en ts  of the Republican p arty , appropri­

D uring the past sum m er our new eon- 
aols were adm itted  upon th e  blew York 
Stock Exchange and  are now quoted 
am ong o ther unquestioned bonds in  the 
m ark ets  of th is country  and  of E n  
rope. As the nnture of these bonds und the 
g naran tees by whioh they are surrounded 
become m ore widely known they  can not 
fa il to  appreciate in value. The in terest on 
a ll  bonds funded np  to  date has been 
prom ptly  m et a t  m aturity . Paym ent e f  the 
in te re s t  tailing  dne January  2,1877, Is an 
nouuced. Political difficulties have ren ­
d e re d  th e  collection of taxes som ewhat 
■lo w , and i t  has not been thought desirable 
to  hasten the  funding of th e  bonds which 
a ti l l  rem ain to  be converted. The in terest 
fo n d  is inbaotnnd can no t be d iv erted  fox 
an y  pnrposc. I t  is believed the delinquent 

. ta x e s  to e o n s  in will be enfficient to  pay 
th e  in terest on every outstanding bond and 
a l to  on those th a t  y e t rem ain to  be landed

I t  is m atter of history th a t  th e  m sssnres 
b y  which the deb t of the S ta te  has been re­
duced  end  taxa tion  and expenditures have 
been  lowered and limited were carried into 
effect by the Republican p arty  w ith  the aid 
Of m any Conservative business men of the 
com m unity, against the united efforts of 
th e  political party  opposed to  the present 
S ta te  adm inistration. The justice sod  ne­
cessity  of lilt se provisions are now, I  believe, 
ad m itted  by all, and th e ir validity  is un­
questioned. 1 reg re t to  note th a t  a t the re  
went election o ther constitutional am end­
m en ts reducing the salaries of officials, lim­
itin g  the expenses ot the G eneral Assembly 
a n  abolishing superfluous offices have been 
defeated by votes cast apparently  by both 
political parties. The inference remains 
th a t  no p arty  organization, as such, oan be 
en tire ly  tru sted  to  oarry out measures in 
th e  public in terest which tend  to rednoe 
th e  rew ards and  emoluments of political 
anccess, and  th a t  fu rther m easures of relief 
]n  this direction, if  attained  a t  all, m ast pro­
ceed, as heretofore, from  the co-operation of 
m oderate and  conservative men with th a t 
organization which manifests m ost d e a rly  
a  desire to  advance the general welfare.

The assumption that Southern States oan 
not prosper under governments elected in 
ntriot accordance with the requirements of 
the thirteenth, fourteenth and fifteenth 
amendments to the eonstitntion of the 
United States, is disproved by the unan­
swerable logio of hots. The assess 
a m t  re>U ef the different parishes 
c f  the Slate for the year 1875, filed in 
the office of the State Auditor, give in- 
otrwouve statistics of the agricultural pro 
duodena of that year.' From several of the 
parishes complete returns w en  not mode 
I t  is fair to assume, as they toe tax returns, 
that none of them err on the side of over- 
dating results. In fitty-three out of fifty- 
•even parishes, with a cultivated area ef 
ca e  million nine hundred and thirty-four 
thousand nine hundred end seven seres, 
and an nncnltivated area of ton million 
aine hundred nsd thirty-fear thousand nine 
hand red end seven acres, the prod nets of 
the year are shown to have been three hun­
dred thousand bales of eotton, one hundred 
thousand hogsheads of sngnr, two hundred 
and thirty iivethoassnd barrels ot molasses, 
one hundred and seventy-five thousand 
barrels of riae end over six million bashels 
Cf corn Returns for the year jnat closed 
have thus far been received from only 
forty-eight out of flfty-seven parishes, but 
careful computatlaaa place the probable 
yield at four hundred and fifty thousand 
bales of eotton, one hundred end eighty-six 
thousand hogsheads of eager, three hundred 
and tlxty-fbur thousand barrels of molasses 
and two hundred sad seventy thousand bar- 
Mls of rise, with more than sufficient corn to 
aupply nil home demands. These statistics do 
not inolnds cypress lumber, mow and ether 
natural products, nor do they inolnds many 
ether items whioh go largely to make np 
the agricultural wealth of tha State, w  for 
iastaoeo, oranges and other fruits, tobacco, 
cue variety of whleb is enitivatad to a eon- 
aidareble extent in sever* perishes, oats 
aad other cereal* which ia tha hill districts 
are ■oeesssfully raised, sad meat-cattle 
aad vegetables iu the roarings of which the 
•tote is almost self supporting. All thaw 
considered, It to safe to w y that the value 
c f  the products of the State daring tbs 
present yaw will range from fifty-five to 
atxty ailltoaa of dollar*. By whom hove 
these results been prod need I Not to 
any appreciable extent by white labor 1.

-State in the Uoion-with similar advantage* 
of salubrious climate, offers equal indnoo- 
ments to Immigration. The rich su -.ar 
lnnde on the Teehe aad elsewhere yield 
one hundred and fifty to two hundred dol­
lars an sore and are tweed upon low so­

ts, not more than five to tea 
dollars an acre, while-lands in Western 
States, assessed a hundred per cent 
higher, are not one-fowrth as produo 
tive. <Blre State is deficient only in a 
healthy  publio sentiment that will aid iu 
CDlorclne the laws and pretesting all citi­
zens ■ in their rights.

W ith  peace firmly established an d  a  gen ­
eral acceptance of the reenita of the war, 
sneh as -prevails in souse sections of the 
S ta te , exeunt when disturbed by organized 
revolutionary m ovem ents s e tn n  foot by the 
controlling Jew  who terrorize over the 
Conservative sen tim ent of the community, 
Louisiana would offer an  onequaled field 
for the unem ployed capita! an d  ill-paid 
labor of o th e r commnnitiea. ,‘In  no other 
-State of the-Union is the  oapitalist so fully 
insured against excessive taxa tion  as in 
tins S ta te under th e  recently  adopted  con­
stitu tional am endments. In  no o ther S tate 
oax equal re tu rns  be obtained for an  equal 
am ount of capita l invested in agricu ltural 
pursuits.

I t  w ould be gratifying to  me if, in review ­
ing the events of my four years' term  of offioe, 
I could poin t to  railroads built, steam ship 
lines established, telegraphic communication 
ex tended , fertile lands redeemed from over­
flow, natu ra l resources developed, and, 
above all, harm ony and  good feeling e s ta b ­
lished on a  firm basis between the two 
races by an  honest acquiescence in the  con ­
sequences of em ancipation and  enfranchise­
ment. I  do n o t th ink  these resu lts see fa r 
d istan t, b u t it  would be encouraging to  note 
m ere rapid progress in each direction. In  
some parishes of the S tate, no tab ly  these 
whioh are m ost prosperous and  peeoeful 
and  strongly Republican, kindly relatione 
ex ist betw een whites an d  blanks. The eo£- 
ored people have become, to a  large ex ten t, 
e ither the owners of the lands they culti­
vate or jo in tly  in tere ste d  with the ir white 
em ployers in the products o f  their 
labor. This of itself establishes n com 
inan ity  of in terest an d  of sentim ent: 
between the two olaases. I t  w as one of 
the recom m endations strennonsly urged in 
the  first message I  bad the honor to  ad­
dress to  a  L egislature of Louisiana, th a t  
the  lsborera should be given ev ery  opportu­
n ity  to  acquire capita l by fa ir means, th a t 
they  should be guarded  from  imposition, 
and  encouraged to  invent th e ir earnings in 
some perm anent form, thus becoming capi­
talists in  in terest and, by oonsequeooe, cap­
italists in sentim ent, and, above a ll, tha t 
they shonld be protected in  the exercise of 
the ballot, th e  gu ran tee and safeguard of 
the ir rights. ]u  this way, i t  teem ed to  me, 
an tagonism  betw een labor and  capital 
would be avoided and harm ony would be 
estab lished  between the races. W herever 
to is policy haB been carried oat, peace 
and good governm ent prevail, the parish 
debts are light, the parish taxes are small, 
and the  products of the soil yield a  bounti­
ful re tu rn  for the oapital and labor in ­
vested. In  these parishes, also, it  is iound 
th a t the  oolored people, justly  trea ted  and 
protected, willingly accept the political 
leadership of those npon whom, in  former 
year*, they were accustom ed to  rely. A t 
the la s t eleotion in this S a te  a  num ber of 
prom inent native-born w hite citixens of 
Louisiana, identified in every respect 
with the past history of the ir section, 
bu t who had  frank ly  aooepted the 
changed condition of affaire brought 
about by tb s  war, were elected to 
responsible official positions by colored 
voters on Republican or independent tickets. 
The hangings, whippings, m altreatm ent and 
m urders resorted to  in o ther portions of the 
8 te te  to  influence political resu lts are dem- 
onstra ted  to  be no t only crimes against 
eivilization and  hum anity, b a t  political 
blunders, bring ing  w ith them  their own oor- 
reotivea through the eleotion lows of the 
S ta te, whioh were called into existence to 
preven t o r rem edy just snob seta. Ten 
years or m ore of emancipated slave labor in 
the  Southern States have shown th a t  the 
oolored people, as a race, when justly treated  
aad  protected in their righto, a rc valuable 
members of the community, indostrions, 
peaceful and doeila to  a fault. The only au­
thentic  instances in  history wherein they 
hove manifested opposite tendencies have 
been where, ones freed, the attempt has 
bean m ade to  rem and them  to slavery.

In the oommnnicotions I have hod the 
honor to lay before the General Assembly 
heretofore, I hove scarcely alluded 
to poll tied queationu. Thera has bean 
Si nob la oar politiod history daring 
this time to ed l for comment, but I 
have preferred to oonfiae my recom­
mendations chiefly to measures cdcnlstsd 
to ndvenoe the material interests of the 
State, trusting that time and retorting 
prosperity would soften asperities and har 
moniously adjust the changed relations of 
onpitd and labor, and the political status of 
the two races.

Recent event#, however, teem to require 
teat I should now refer at soma length to 
matters of Stats and national peliey. Grave 
nationd iasnea depend npon the solution of 
politiod problems closely affecting the 
peso# and prosperity of Louisiana. It has 
become a question ior the nation to deeida, 
whether tha violent and iltegd means 
whioh have been systematically pat forth 
In this and other Southern States to pre­
vent, if possible, a fair expreaaton of tha 
will of tha whole people at the ballot 
box shall be allewe*, to prevail.

I tJeJe g ib ly  
w ritten  » l over the history of th e -S ta te  
since th e  term in a tio n  o f  d i e  war. The 
L egislature of 1865-6 convened under the 
reconstruction policy of PM rifient-Johnson, 
and  composed exclusively of-white oitizeas, 
m any of them  still p rom inen t asp iran ts for 
political offioe, tabled thefourteentham end- 
uient by a unanim ous vote in  both  houses, 
and  passed law s consigning to e  freedmen 
to v irtu a l peonage. One of too firs t public 
efforts to  give practica l effeot to  the  new 
am endm ent when finally adapted  by the 
country, w as.m et by the  te rrib 'e  m assacre 
of Ju ly , 1866. N o word of condem nation 
o f th a t  crim e has y e t  been heard from  the 
opponents of Republican principles in this 
S tate. I t  is justified and  approved. The 
judge of the crim inal court, who refused to 
charge the g rand  ju ry  in re lation  to  the 
m urders then  committed, has ever since 
been  biennially  rc sleeted to  the sam e of­
fice by  th e  m ajo rity  of the voters o f  the 
oity  o f New O rleans.

A tow 
m onths la te r in th a t  aam e year the candi­
d a te  of th e  national Demooratie p a r ty  for 
the vioe p residency  of the United fitates de­
clared the constitutional am endments void 
an d  the reconstruction  ac ts a  nullity, and 
called upon the P resident to  use the arm y 
of the United S ta tes to  suppress the  naarp- 
ing Southern govsrnm snta established 
under those enactm ents. As a  n a tu ra l con­
sequence ot th is declaration and  of the 
scenes of violence whioh followed, searoely 
more th»n five thousand out o f the iorty- 
eight thousand colored men in  Louisiana 
who had  voted in the spring for a  R epub­
lican G overnor w ere perm itted to oaet the ir 
votes in  the fall for a  Republican P resident. 
These are m atters  o f notoriety. I t  is 
no t necessary to  trace  in deta il the 
subsequent h istory  of oolored suf­
frage in  th is S tate, th rough the 
Fusion trends of 1872, the m assacres of 
Colfax and C onsbatta, tha W hite League 
rio ts of Septem ber, 1874, and  the la te r out­
rages atten d in g  the  la s t eleotion, whioh 
have shocked the moral sense of the whole 
country. View ed separate ly  or together, 
these crimes disclose one motive; th e ir ao- 
oompliahment has tended  to  preonre one 
end. T heir perpetra tor*  are shielded by 
public sentim ent; th e ir defenders a re  re ­
w arded by eleotion to  pnblio offioe in  com­
m unities w here hostility  to  Republican 
principles predom inate*,

It ia a painful foot in th* history e f the 
State that when n number of white eitixena 
were arrested, tried and convicted before e 
Jury in the United State* Cirerit Court *i 
the murder of more then e hundred surren­
dered, defenseless oolored men at Colfax 
courthouse, the moat influential residents of 
New Orleans formed associations for their 
relief. The entertainments given for the 
brneflt of the so-oslled “Great parish suf­
ferers” were the most popular of the season. 
No terms of opprobrium were found too 
strong for the United States Circuit judge 
who, noting nnder a strict sens* of duty, 
held that the proceedings taken under the 
rcoonstruotkn acts of Congress against 
these accused persons were legal aad valid,, 
rill no praise too extravagant to be be­
stowed upon the Associate Justice of the 
Supreme Court of the United States, who, 
noting. It is to be presumed', under an 
equally strict sense ot duty, declared those 
prooeedinga unconstitutional and void. 
The Grant parish massacre is still regarded 
as a justifiable assertion of whitesupremaey.

It is argued with apparent plausibility 
that the disorders admitted to prevail In 
•dine of thh Southern States are the result 
of the inefficiency of the Rspnblioan State 
authorities and their inability to enforo* 
tha laws and bring tha guilty partiaa to 
justice. Ia Aomori last the executive of 
this State officially directed the atoentioa of 
the State Central Committee ot the 6p- 
peatog party to the organised vlolanoa 
exarufoad ia certain parishes of th* 
State toward prominent Republicans,
