B. F Jonas was the first witness exam 

ined—Is a  resident of New Orleans; is a 
lawyer; took an aotive part in the political 
oanvast; wai one oT the speakers a t  Mon­
roe on the seoond ot September; four of our 
speeches were peaoeable, and appeals were 
made to the negroes to vote the Dt m >• 
©ratio ticket; eat on the platform near 
John MoEaery when he spoke; his speech 
was a warm, aggressive politics 1 speech, 
but conciliatory, and argued that violenoe 
could only result in harm to the Demo­
cratic party, and instead of oonnseling as­
sassination as testified to by Mr. B.mrges, 
he advised submission to anythiog rather 
than collision; the general character ot the 
Democratic canvass was of a most moder­
ate and conciliatory character, and almost 
exclusively consisted of appeals to the ne­
groes; never before did the colored people 
eviuo* such interest as at Baton Rouge; 
over '2000 were present and enthusiastic, 
and were without intimidation; white Re­
publicans used opposite arguments.

The witness was orou-examined at con­
siderable length in reference to the perse­
cution of colored Democrats by their own 
race. The principal point elioited was the 
opinion of Mr. J onus, that while there was 
no intimidation by Democrats to foroe ne­
groes to vote with them, they were intimi­
dated by colored Republicans through 
social ostracism, churches, etc-, and had it 
been as sate to vote the Democratic ticket 
he believed two thirds of them would have 
voted the Democratic ticket.

R. H. Marr—Reside in New Orleans; 
a lawyer; was one of the vice presidents of 
the Baton Rouge convention which Domi­
nated Nichollt; its platform or line of 
policy was a d ip e d  without dissent; would 
furnish c ffioial copy and make it part of 
evidence; took aotive part in the canvass. 
Bis general testimony was to the same 
effect as that of J  nas. He also said that 
while a large majority of D moorats be 
lieved that for years they had been ltv iD g  
under a governm nt ot usurpation whioh 
did not honestly administer government or 
punish criminals, and put in place incom 
petent men, yet if the people had a proper 
government be believed they were as law 
abiding as any in the world.

During a lorg 010^-examination witness 
said, white he, and doubtless many others, 
thought that the elective franchise should 
have been given Degrees gradually with 
some qualifications, but now all thought 
that the f-ct of their suffrage was irrevo­
cable, though they had bet n taught that 
their emancipation was owing to the Re 
publican party, and that the success of the 
Democrats would lead to loss of suffrage 
and enslavement; did not think the people 
of the Sooth would deprive negroes of 
the right to vote, as he had learned that the 
negro*-* were beginning to listen to r.bem, 
and would become an important political 
1 meet.
R chord B irringtm , oolored—L;ve near 

Monroe, in third ward; voted at Monrce in 
late election, and Demo.'ratio ticket; had 
hitherto voted mixed ticket; took an aotive 
part in the canvass; made four or five 
sperohes in different parishes to mixed 
crowds, mostly offered; both white and 
black men rp <kf; had advised them to vote 
the Democratic ticket, and give it a trial, 
in order that they might have schools and 
better their oondi.iou; never saw any in- 
timidatior; had heard reports that a largo 
number of colored people desired a change, 
and did vote and woik with the Democrats; 
relations between races much more friendly 
than heretofore. [Witness was interro­
gated by Senator Ho Are at great length in 
regard to the school system.] His son ran 
‘or Representative on the Republican 
ticker, but voted against hiir, because he 
fold him he would not accept the nomina­
tion, as the Republicans would cot have 
given him the nomination if he could have 
been elected; had heard of Eaton L gwood, 
Ben James, George Shelton, Andrew Mc­
Leod and others, being shot; it produced 
some excitement among the oolored people, 
but living isolated be knew little ot what 
was going ol; had barn nominated twice 
for the Legislature; once by each party; 
but decliued. [He narrated, at considerable 
length, bin pant political lif-*, how he had 
voted, e tc ] Richmond Dunn and other 
proanndnt colored men, who were land 
owners, worked tor and voted the Deino- 
oraiio ticket; thought the kilting of Pink- 
aton and others operated against the Dem­
ocrats.

Charles Tidwell— Reside in ward No. 1 
poll No. 1, Ouachita parish; took little part 
in politics; witness was foimer owner of 
Eliza Finch, aliiS Pinkston, and repeated 
hit testimony in regard to her char cter as 
already pubii-hed; E lizi said the morning 
Henry was killed, whin she came to his 
house th a t it was Rtdiual negroes from 
Baker aud Pace’s pFaots; afterward said she 
thought it was Ouachita Brooks and his 
gang; said she did not know any of them; 
said her child was k lied, and that she livi 
left it in the cradh ; went to the h usa 
a number of negroes aud couldn’t find it; 
lound Henry’s body, and the ohild’s after­
ward; the child was found in a lit le pond 
of water; saw no marks of violenoe on it; 
had Henry’* body buried; three or four 
bullet holes in it, and no other marks of 
violence.

To Senator Oglesby—Eliza was on my 
plaoe; she bad a bad character among ne­
groes, many of whom were afraid of 
her; she has a child at my house 
uow about eight years old; wouldn’t 
believe Eliza on oath; didn’t believe 
her when she said Henry was killed; 
think Eliza killed her child after her has- 
band was killed; don’t think she wounded 
herself; reported facts as given to coroner 
on Monday or Wednesday following, at 
McEnery’s office in Monroe; coroner said 
nothing about inquest; all the negroes on 
his plaoo were Democrats; Pinkston and 
wife had been hired to pick cotton; didn't 
raise a crop; his son belonged to Captain 
Theobald’s company; witness wanted to 
join but they wouldn’t let him; only wanted 
young men; never saw the company to­

They bad 
given hiui as a reason iliftt tbelr neighbors 
of th« parishes of Lincoln, Jackson and 
Claiborne had been arrested and put in 
irons by United 8tat<s Marshal Seel- 
ye and Uulted Spates troops, aud 
they feared that the same treatment 
would be given them These parties, he 
■  sid. ^lete charged with offenses, but were 
all democrats There were one in L ;noolu 
one in Jackson, naming them, and tour or 
five in Claiborne, a 1 leading Democrats. 
He did not see the warrants but did see 
the parties who were brought to Monroe, 
and anew they had never been tried for the 
• ffeosescharged, bnt were discharged xfter 
eleettoa. These f«ete made the D-mocra s 
of Ouaohita alarmed about [oiuiog clubs 
and uotively oanvassing, though non* of 
them had been arrested, tearing they would 
be arretted if they did. He w« t not posi­

Senators Wadleigb, McMillan and Mc­

Donald resumed their invest'gat one yes­
terday morning of affairs in the parish of 
East Baton Ronge.

Frances Johnson, oolored, sworn—Live 
in East Bafon Ronge; my husband was 
Paul Johnson, he is not living; about four 
months ago he was taken out of his bed at 
night, tied and carried off'; he was a-ked to 
sign a paper by white men; he relumed; the 
night they came they bailed him and sur­
rounded the house; they broke open the 
window and oame in and leveled their re­
volvers at him, saying, “ Don’t budge, G—d 
d—n you; don’t, budge;” he made no resist­
ance; they tied a rope around his neck; they 
sconsed him of arming a company; 
he made no reply; they rode oft 
with nim; tracked him five miles; he was 
in his atooking feer; there had been a 
heavy rain, and the tmoks were plain ia 
the road; his steps were very long, as 
though he was ruoniug and jumping; the 
men wh^ oame wore false faoes, exoept twe; 
they were all white mem, could see their 
hands; know them; am afraid to tlel their 
namep; am afraid they would serve me in 
the same way; have been threatened al­
ready; word was sent through my sister-in- 
law; they told my husband he had stepped 
in G&ir’s shoes; my little boy, thirteen 
years old, and I picked the cotton; it 
amounted to six bales; didn’t get any of it; 
it took all of it  to pay for provisions; 
heard the buzzards found my hus­
band’s body; never saw it dare 
not tell the Dames of the men who 
took tny husband away; they live near me.

Senator Wadleigh ineijted that the wit­
ness should gives the names, and assured 
her that no one would harm her for doing 
what she was compelled to, but she said 
that she dared not give the names unless 
she was given protecti. n 

To Senator McDonald—Knew about six 
of them; they lived in the neighborhood; if 
I told who were running the plantations I 
would be telling the names.

Senator McMillan—le is very evident that 
the witness i* really afraid to give these 
names, and until the committee has dec ded 
that all these witnesses who have refused 
to divulge names shall be compelled to do 
ao. I thiuk we had better excuse this wit­
ness. It is an inoonvenidLCj to occ side as 
well a i to thb <,tber.

Senator Wadleigh—Smator McDonald, I 
suppose neither you nor I have any doubt 
that this outrage w is committed.

Senator McDonald—I have no doubt that 
the man was lynched by tome body.

Senator Wadleigh—Weil, it oi8k»s 111 tie 
difference who committed ;he deed, sor far 
as the safety i f  the witoess is concerned. 
The parties who would commit such a crime 
would not hesitate to kill her like a fiy if 
she should name them.

George A. Kleinpeter, sworn—To Senator 

McDona'd—Have resided in E tat Buon 
Ronge all my life, thirty-five years; live ten 
miles southeast of Baton Roug ; plant 
about 159 or 175 acres of cotton, corn and 
potatoes; aoi a Democrat; took some partin  
the canvas?; wa* commissioner at the 
twelfth ward pff'; attended a Republican 
meeting ia the twellth ward; G iorge Bird 
and Scaffold addressed the meeting; saw no 
disturbance; a party asked pei mission to 

k Bird a question; it was refused; there 
was a little excitement amonv the women 
who seemed to tear a fuar; Bird made 
statement, whioh he subs^queuily corrected; 
there was a small col jrod majority in the 
twelfth ward; there was a oolored Demo­
cratic club organized with 102 member*; the 
oolored people said they wore tired of liv­
ing without a government; the club was t 
first entirely oolored; afterward some white 
men joined; I was a member; no intimida­
tion was employed to compel oolored men 
to join the Democratic dubs; have heard 
that Republican oolored men intimidated 
others from joining Democratio dobs, but 
never saw anything of the kind; heard of 
some oolored men being killed for stealiug; 
two were whipped for stealing a chicken; 
they were caught in the act; one had been 
in the Penitentiary; thsy were given the 
choice of a whipping or gffng to j ail, and 
they oho»e the formei; tuey were first to 
have 100 lash* s, but it was finally reduo d 
to thirty-nine api<0 '; a oolored man was 
shot in the leg, and Joe Manser was charged 
with It and arrested; know of no such or­
ganization as bulldozers or Regulators; it 
is the habit of both oolored aud white to 
ride at night; at the sixth ward meeting 
was near the speaker’s stand with Stafford 
Republican candidate for distriot attorn y. 
au old friend; I may have said in an under­
tone that a statement ot the speiker was 
untrue; the speaker m .y have overheard i.; 
thiuk when I asked Stafford if a oertain 
statement was true he said, “No, it is 
a d—d lie;” the speaker may have 
thought it was I; have lost thirty-five 
head of stock; reoeived a notice through 
the postoflioe that if I did not oease buving 
seed cotton I would be dealt with as others 
bad been, signed “Coal Oil;” ceased buy 
iug seed cotton; the oolored men were more 
incensed against the ootton thieves than 
the whites; the parish officials are Repub­
licans; complaint is made against the ad 
ministration of parochial aud school af­
fairs.

To Senator Wadleigh—There is no bus 
pioion that whPe psople sometimes steal 
have heard that some white people received 
a notice that they must quit stealing stock; 
nothing was done to them; heard of a 
party being shot and burned with ooal oil; 
never heard of the shooting and hanging 
of several parties named by Senator Wad­
leigh; heard Harrison Washington advise 
oolored Repnblioans to go to Baton Rouge 
to vote; never heard of bodies ot men 
ridine at nir*h‘: have heard horses feet;

To Senator McDonald—Can not read or 
write; my constable wrote my warrants 
for me, and signed them; decided three or 
four cases; there were do appeals to the 
parish oonrt; went home after the election, 
and have not been molested.

Harriet Bertain, colored, sworn—To Sen­
ator Wadleigh—In February, 1876, my hus­
band reoeived a letter, which said: “Riohard 
Barden, you get out cf this house as soon 
as Gjd  will let you, or we will h a D g  you by 
the neck;” afterward they set the house on 
fire, pouring oil on it; it was wet and rainy, 
and the oil soon horned off; they said, 
1 Knock him up, and I will shoot the d— n 
son of a ----- when he runs out: my hus­
band fired and they fired athim; afterward, 
when we were sitting in the room, they 
fired in where my husband and 1 were sit­
ting; oame near hitting me; my husband is 
a Republican.

ber of other clerks under him who copied 
from the returns sent to him by the board.
