Fifteenth Day.
.Senator Howe’s committee met at half­

past ten o’olock yesterday morning, and 
continued the investigation of Oaohita 
parish.

John T. Ludeling, sworn—Am Chief Jus­
tice of Louisiana; reside in Ouachita parish; 
am a native of the State; was in the parish 
daring a portion of the canvass, from the 
middle of October till the eleotion; (Judge 
Ludeling submitted a written statement); 
Dr. Dinkgrave was my nephew and liveu 
with me; conversed with him without re­
serve; he had been threatened by Demo­
crats if he attempted to organise Republi­
can clubs; he had been warned by a friend 
of his boyhood, who was a member of a rifle 
oiub, that he would be killed if he at 
tempted to organize a club at Log- 
towu; denied Governor McEuery’s state­
ment that Judge Ray and other 
prominent Republicans had believed 
that Wimberly had anytthing io do with 
killing Dinugrave; both witnesses or they 
thought that his death was because of his 
politics, and that the Wimberly story was 
as deliberately conoooted ae was his assas­
sination; witness's general statement was 
in contradiction of numerous statements 
made by Governor McEnery, and also of a 
letter written by McEnery to the civil en­
gineer in regard to witness bulldozing Su­
pervisor Grady; was amazed at statements 
that rifle clubs had no connection with 
polilios, and said it was difficult to tell how 
badly intimidated colored Republicans 
were when he returned home in October.

To Senator Howe—Judge Crawford was 
assassinated; also District Attorney Harris, 
while going to Franklin to hold oourt; 
Sheriff Wisener was also assassinated.

To Senator Saulsbury—Don’t know who 
killed Wisener; it was a mob to get the key 
to the jail to release a prisoner who had 
killed negroes; Judge Crawford was a Re-
£ublioan; Harris had acted with the 

>emocrate; the Republicans believed 
they were killed for political rea­
sons; the Democrats thought different; 
Crawford told him he was afrAid to hold 
oourt in Franklin; Crawford was respected 
by all; knew of no facts as to their assassi­
nation being political; had been told by 
oolored men that they had been prevented 
from coming to town to vote by armed men; 
don’t know who killed Dinkgrave; he was 
respeoted by the Democrats and all until 
this election; he had a difficulty with Mr. 
Cobb; Faulk is a violent partisan; his sons 
have been arraigned, and some of them are 
fngitives from iustioe; prefer not being 
asked in relation to neighbors; never have 
taken an active part in politics while I was 
Chief Justioe; was a party in the suit of 
Jackson vs. Ludeling et al., and made a 
lengthy statement defending himself from 
strictures of the United States Supreme 
Court.

Colonel Clayton Hale,United States army, 
recalled—A few days after the eleotion saw 
Richmond Dunn in Hardy’s offioe, in Mon­
roe; think Dunn stated in reply to Hardy, 
who asked why he did not vote the Repub 
lioan ticket, that he oould not and live.

M. J. Grady, sworn—Was supervisor of
