For the la6t few days Commodore Van­
derbilt’s physicians have been hourly ex­
pecting bis death, l ie  died almost withont 
a  struggle. The change for the worst took 
place in his condition about four o’olook 
this morning, and he expressed a desire to 
see Rev. Dr. Deems, his spiritual adviser. 
The latter was soon present, arid the Com­
modore said to him: “ I think I am nearly 
gone, doctor.” Dr. Deems prayed, and 
members of the family, who were present, 
•ang a hymn. His physicians were a t the 
dying man’s bedside, and did all that med­
ical aid could suggest to make his last mo 
ment’s peaceful.

A New Coral Bonanza.
A rich find is thAt of tbe Uailed S’ates 

steamer Gettysburg, of a coral reef off tbe 
coast of Spaiu. The existence of the reef 
had hiiberto been entirely unsuspeoted, 
but this is not strange when it is oon-idered 
that soundings at a point twenty miles to 
the westward are only found at the great 
depth ol 10,500 feet, and at 12,000 feet 
between the eastern border of tbe reef and 
Cape Vmcent off the southern coast of Por­
tugal. The coral heds of the Mediterranean 
have given employment and lucrative prof­
its to the IraliaDs for ce* tunes, and are 
carefully protected by the government, 
being divided into ten patches, only one ot 
which is permitted to be worked each 
decade, so as to give tne remainder tbe 
nec* s*ary length of years to regain their
growth. Coral is worth more than its 
weight in gold. The coral of commerce re 
semhles a leafless shrub, with s tin t 
branches, or an exaggerated lichen, snd is 
n‘nal)y sought at depths of from sixtv to 
150 feet. Uff the coast of Hardinia flue 
specimens are found, of a yellow or saffron 
color, while the coral of tbe African or Bar­
bary coast is almost invariably of a deep 
red or crimson shade. The white and rose- 
pink »ints are most valued in Europe and 
America, while in the Orient ihe deeper 
shades are preferred. The coral imported 
info 'he United States exceeds in value 
$500,000 per annum, but as it is almost in­
variably brought here in a finished shape,variaoiy orougnt nere in a nnisneu shape, 
it ai pears in the list of imports as jewelry 
or precious stones The chief seats of man- 
u fact are are Naples, Marseilles and Paris. 
A few years since an enterprising American 
discovered a process by which coral oould 
be wloseiy imitated, and at a cost far 
below the real article. The imitation con­
sists in combining collodion and cam­
phor gum nnder certain conditions of 
beat aud pressure, and the resulting com 
pound, properly tinged with tbe requisite 
coin, forms an artificial coral known to the 
trade as oilluloid, which has become quite 
popular in the form of jewelry, beads, trim­
mings, eto. The real coral*, however, is not 
afiVcted in price and must continue to com­
mand a ready sale. As an evidence of 
American enterprise it is given oat that a 
company is already organizing to work tbe 
reef discovered by the Gettysburg, and an 
ingenious Yankee has already perfected 
machinery snd apparatus to lift thesub- 
marine wealth to the surface. An approxi­
mate idea of the prospective proti e may be 
formed when it is known that a single ton 
of pure pink coral of the finest grad« ar it* 
pn sent value would be worth $1,000,000. 
From the reports reoeived it is not unlikely 
that the wonderful r**et will yield many 
tons ot pure ooral —Boston Transcript.

‘'Indulging In a  Taate.
Some people persuade themselves that to 

indulge discreetly in “a taste” is really a 
prudent thing to do. One of the authori 
ties brfore us bas many interesting tales of 
collections which not only amused and oc­
cupied the person who made them, but were 
at last Bold at an euurmoas profit. Four 
tracts of W> oliffe were bought for four 
shillings and sold (or $2000 Aoother man 
purchased a book for lour shillings and six ­
pence and others for little more, und when 
he was sated with »he treasure disposed of 
it for $1115 With this kind of anecdote 
Snoffy Davy aud Moukbarnt, in the “An­
tiquary,” made themselves merry. But 
there is another side to the ques 
tion of the prudenoe of collect­
ing. It the amateur of old door keys, 
medieval bellows and the warming pans of 
the fourteenth century chances to be one 
of those beings who are enlightened by the 
early rays of a rising fashion, the time will 
come when his rubbish is worth its weight

The S taple Issae.
Practically, South Carolina, Floridn end 

Oregon are oat of the way. In South 
Carolina, it appears, even the Honse Com­
mittee unanimously admits that there was 
a  majority for all tne Haves electors on the 
faoe of the retnrns. In Florida the Board 
of Canvassers has made two counts, one 
with exercise of jndioial power, and the 
other a t the command of the Supreme 
Court, aooording to the faoe of the returns, 
and both result in a majority for Repub­
lican electors. In Oregon the Demooratio 
case is so weak and flimsy that the Demo­
crats who have respectability and good 
sense admit that they can not expect tbe 
Cronin certificate to be accepted ss having 
any validity whatever. Even if i t  should 
be, ti e Senate will be prepared to show 
that at least three of the votes oast for Mr. 
Tilden in other States were oast by persons 
constitutionally ineligible. Thus the presi­
dential contest narrows itself to a very 
simple issuf: Does the Republican certifi­
cate from Louisiana represent the legal 
vote of that State!

The evidence is exceedingly conflicting. 
But the Deuoorats are no longer able to 
deny that there had been many horrible 
murders committed prior to tbe election, 
aud oandid men will form their own 
opinion as to the purpose and effect of 
these crimes. They will remember that in 
the state of things existing then, every 
man who gives important evidence against 
th* Democrats does so at the peril of his 
life, while the numbers of that party are 
ab e to guarantee full protection to those 
wh*» testify in their favor. The d tterence 
which this fact ought to make, and does 
make in the credibility attached by candid 
men u* the evidence gathered by either 
party, is incalculable. It gives the best 
possible reason for believirg that every 
fact calculated to help the Democrats can 
easily be proved, and that aoundant testi­
mony can fcl-o oe manufactured oa that 
side with great ease, tending to support 
statements which are not facts. On the 
othei hand, it is not easy to believe that any 
motive can have been brought to bear upon 
the thousands of witnesses on the lionun- 
lican side strong enough to induce them 
to swear to a lie, and thereby to 
incur the vengeance of white Dem­
ocrats and invite speedy death. Beyond 
dispute, it must be exceedingly difficult to 
get witnesses on that side who will estab­
lish all the laotB.

I* it strange if wiinesses hide in swamps 
until the inquiry is over rather than leave 
home and family at the sammons of the 
oommittee to t* 11 the truth, with the con­
viction that they may never be able to re­
turn at all or alivt! Yet tbe evidence is 
overwhelming to prove that such a state of 
terror duos exist. Who oan believe, in (be 
face of such proof, gathered., nnder such 
difficulties, that there was a free and lair 
election!

This is tbe Louisiana case, as it appeers 
thus far.
