T he Senate .
The Senators are, jnany of them, eo in­

different of the public service that it waB 
half-past twelve o’clock before a quorum 
was obtained.

Rev. Dr. Alexander offered prayer.
The reading of the journal was dispensed 

with.
The President, on Senator Demos’ resolu­

tion inquiring whether Governor Kellogg 
had kept anybody from coming into the 
State House who had a right to enter, ap­
pointed Messrs. Demos, Wheeler and Wake­
field.

Mr. Demas called up his resolution pro­
viding that a special committee of five be 
appointed by the President of the Senate, 
to act with a similar oommittee of the 
House of Representatives, to proceed at 
once and examine the Bonnet Carre levee, 
and report as soon as practicable by bill or 
otherwise.

Mr. Blunt, when the resolution was first 
presented, had moved to amend, so that the 
investigation by the committee should be 
without expense to the State.

Mr. Demas was now willing to accept of 
such on amendment if the Senator would 
propose it.

Mr. Blunt made the amendment, and it 
was accepted.

Mr. Young moved to refer the resolution 
to the appropriate oommittee when ap­
pointed-

Demas wanted immediate action. 
The people of his eection had been suffer­
ing a long time by the neglect of this mat­
ter. There had been an average loss of 
five or six hundred hogsheads of sugar and 
as mnoh rice and grain on account of the 
broken levee, and the State loses five or six 
thousand dollars per year in taxes.

Mr. Allain understood the ruling ot the 
Chair yesterday to be that the standing 
committees were still operating, so there 
oonld bs no wrong done in referring this 
resolution to the standing Committee on 
Lands and Levees.

The Clerk of the Honse entered and in­
formed the Senase that that body had 
naesed a stationery bill, and had also con­
curred in the Senate bill authorizing the 
Governor to atsurne charge of the State 
Honse.

Mr. Demas' resolution was withdrawn.
Mr. Cage sailed up his resolution direct­

ing the Sergeant-at-Arms of the Senate to 
proonre for each member of the Senate a 
copy of the late edition of the Revised 
Statutes of the State of Louisiana, whioh 
shall be paid for out of the oontiugent lund 
of the Sanate.

Mr. Buroh moved to amend tbe resolution 
i as to procure copies only for thoee who 

did not already possess them.
Mr. Cage stated that since the former 

work had been published the Legislature 
had kept ou amending and revising, and he 
thought everybody ought to have the 
statutes just as they were now.

Mr. Blunt, wanted to know what they 
woald cost a pieoe.

Nobody seemed capable of answering the 
question, but the resolution passed.

House joint resolution against the closing 
and locking of Bayou Lafourche came np 
and passed.

Mr. Bryant offered a resolution that a 
committee of three be appointed to inspect 
the Hard Times, Backridgeand Point Pleas­
ant levees, and to report by bill or other­
wise. Referred to the Committee on Lands 
and Levees when appointed.

Mr. Twitcbell called lor executive ses­
sion.

When the doors were again Jopened, 
message was received from the House that 
that body had cononrred in Senate bill No*
1, with amendments.

Mr. Demas gave notice of a bill to re­
build the Bonnet Carre levee, in the pariah 
of St. John the Baptise; Mr. Hamlet, of a 
bill tor improving tbo navigation of Young’s 
bayou, in Ouachita; also, of a bill to amend 
the city charter of Monroe.

Mr. Burch called np Senate bill No. 
it came amended from the House, and the 
amendments were ooncurred in.

A stationery bill came np, and passed its 
first readings, and was made the special 
order for to-day.

After another executive session, the an 
nnal report of the Attorney General was 
received and laid over subject to oall, and 
the Senate adjourned until ten o’clock to 
day.

Mr. Suaer occupied the chair until after 
roll oall, when the Speaker resumed it. 

Prayer was offered by Rev. Mr. Daly.
Mr. Detiego desiied a correction of the 

journal, showing that he had voted lor 
House bill No. 9.

Mr. Kennedy, chairman of the Committee 
on Rales, reported the work performed, and 
the committee was discharged.

After some attempts at amendment in 
striking out reference to Cushing’s and 
Jefferson’s Manual, the rules were adopted 
and 500 copies ordered.

8everal notices of bills were given 
Mr. Keeting introduced a bill to amend 

Revised Statute 1229.
Mr. Keeting explained t he bill by saying 

that the United States had originally pro 
vided that one-sixteenth of eaoh township 
should be used for eduoable purposes. Af­
terward the States were authorized 
•ell these lands, and before the war most 
availed themselves of the privilege and in 
Louisiana the money was invested in State 
bonds. The interest accumulated, and 
after the war proved of great assistance to 
the sohools. This went on till about 1872( 
when by some means the bonds were 
“spirited away,” and the sohools were un 
able to obtain any assistance from them. 
The two mill tax, if every eduoable child 
.availed himself of it, would be entirely in 
sufficient. In addition to this the children 
were deprived of 150,000, whioh wss taken 
from the sohool fund to pay the interest on 
these bonds. The matter had been brongbt 
up in osurt, and it was found that tbe peo. 
pie of these townships had no protection. 
This bill allowed the Superintendent of Ed- 
uoation to go into court and protect them 
from the less they had suffered for two 
years.

[Mr. Leonard in the ohair J 
Mr. Como’s bill authorising three ad 

ditional police jurors for St- James was 
sent to the Committee on Paroohial Affairs 

Mr. Souer called up the appropriation 
bill of $158,000 for mileage and per diem of 
members.

The rules were suspended, and the bill

went to the committee of ^he whole, with 
Mr. Brewster in tbe chair, and was there 
approved and recommended back to the 
House for passage.

[Speaker Hahn in the chair |
Mr. McMillan desired to know if the 

bill had been referred to any committee, 
and was informed it had not. He said be 
had no objeotion to the bill, except that 
he wanted to know that only the proper 
amount had been appropriated. lie did 
not wish to vote for more than was neces­
sary.

Mr. Souer stated the amount had been 
calonlated from authentic data, and moved 
the suspension of the rules to consider the 
bill engrossed.

Mr. McMillan oalled for the yeas and 
nays, which resulted in a suspension of the 
rule? by 55 to 11, and tbe bill was passed 
by 51 to 10.

Mr. Drury called up Senate bill No. 1 
authorizing the Attorney General and 
other prosecuting officers to administer 
oaths and amending certain sections of the 
Revised Statutes, etc.

General amendments were adopted and 
the bill passed.

Mr. Keeting called up Senate bill No. 2 
authorizing the State to challenge lor cause 
in cases where the juror called is a member 
of the same band, rirte clnb, vigilance com­
mittee, bulldozers, etc., as the prisoner at 
bar.

This was postponed half an hour and 
Senate bill No. 3 was called up.

This direots the disbanding of all mili 
tary organizations other than the militia of 
tbe State and the bill passed.

Mr. Souer called for the special order of 
the day the House bill relative to cqualiza 
tion of assessments.

Mr. Kern desired to offer an amendment.
Mr. Souer stated no amendment coaid be 

offered at this stage. The bill would have 
to be amended in the Senate. He wished 
it to go there and when it came back 
amended he woald agree to any reasonable 
amendment Mr. Kern would propose. The 
only thing to do now was to pass tho bill 
or kill it.

Mr. Kern said this was satistactory, but 
Mr. Jones, of Pointe Con peo, declared his 
intention was never to let the bill go to the 
Sanate.

Mr. Soner told him to kill it if he wanted 
to, and Mr. Jones said that was just what 
he was going to do.

On a call of tbe yeas and nays the bill 
had 30 votes, and Mr. Jones 29; no quorum 
voting.

The Speaker appointed Messrs. Dejoie, 
Gardere, Holt, Graoien and Davidson on tbe 
committee to investigate the affairs of the 
Metropolitan Polioe Board, and the House 
then adjourned to 11:30 A. M. to-day.

T H E  W A D LB IG II COM M ITTEE.

E igh th  Dny.
Senator Wadleigh’s committee met yes­

terday morning at about half past ten 
o’clock with all the members present. The 
investigation of Last Baton Rouge was con­
tinued.

William Gerlaoh, sworn—To Senator 
McDonald—Am second lieutenant, Third 
Infantry, United States army; was 
born in Germany; enlisted the arm*
1850; was promoted from tbe ranks; have 
been stationed at Baton Ronge barracks 
siboe July 4, 1876; attended Republican and 
Democratic meetings; the most effective 
arguments used by Democratic speakers 
were promises of schools; there was nothing 
in the speeches in the nature of intimida 
tion; was astonished at tho condescension 
of the Democratic speakers; the Republican 
speeches were more appeals to the colored 
men to stand by the Republican party; 
to remember their former state, and 
that the Republican party emanci­
pated them; and to keep the mem­
ory of Lincoln ©vtr green; that the 
suooess of the Democratic party meant the 
remanding of the colored people to a con­
dition as bad as slavery; investigated the 
report ot diBturbanoe at the third ward 
poll made by a man named Shields, United 
States deputy marshal; the report made to 
me at that poll was that Shields had not 
avowed his official oapacity until alter he 
was put out; Shields had stated that a man 
named Duncan was armed and had offered 
to shoot off bis badge; I saw no arms; the 
only arms I saw was the pistol whioh Mr. 
Le Sage, the Republican who accompanied 
me, looked at- before we got there to see 
whether it was ia good condition; did not 
see any disturbance on eleotion day; 
MoAlpine, a United States marshal, com 
plained that the city police interfered 
with him; went with him and suc­
ceeded in having the polioe withdrawn 
from the room; MoAlpine arrested Cbeatam, 
United States oommisaioner; took him be­
fore Clover, another United States commis­
sioner; on the way to the commissioner’s 
office, Cheatam objecting to being taken 
before Clover, MoAlpine offered to go out 
on the green with him and fight it out.

To Senator Wadleigh—The tone of the 
Demooratio speeches was extremely con­
descending; was astonished to hear the 
Demooratio speakers promise that tho 
colored people should be dealt justly by; 
the enthusiastic colored Democrats were in 
a position to be overlooked by the whites; 
at one poll which I visited there were 
probably two or three colored to one white 
voter; the Demooratio polioe had adopted a 
rule that one colored man and one white 
voted at tho same time; under that rule all 
the whites would bave completed their 
voting before a half or a third of tbe 
colored; think it an unjost rats.

To Senator McMillan—The voting at 
Morphy’s Sohoolbonse was stopped soon 
after the voting oommenoed; the Demo 
cratio commissioner alleged that the com­
missions of the Republican commissioners 
were informal; the two Republicans were 
excluded and two Democrats sworn in in 
their place; when I say the election was 
perfectly fair I inolnde the poll where the 
polioe had made the arrangement men­
tioned and where, at Marpby’s School 
honse, the voting bad closod; thought that 
MoAlpine was wrong in offering to fight 
Cheatam; was very angry when MoAlpine 
called my veracity in question; General 
Brooke interfered; have a bad opinion of 
United States marshals.

Senator McDonald questioned witness as 
to his definition of the word “oondeoen- 
sion” as he had applied it, who defined it in 
its literal sense.

Leon Jasbremski, sworn—To Senator Mc­
Donald—Am mayor of Baton Rouge; a na­
tive of France; am a Demoorat, strictly; 
took a part iirthe political oanvass; attended 
meetings in the fifth, sixth, seventh and 
ninth wards; was accompanied bv Dr. Da 
pre, Mr. Booth and George U Jackson, a 
colored Democratic orator; the oolored 
Democrats were earnest and enthusiastic. 
[Witness corroborated the statement 
of Dr. Dapre in relation to these 
several meetings, and to the general 
peaceful character of the canvass and the

Suietness and fairness of tbe election ] 
lere was an absenoe of everything like in­
timidation; two years ago the policy of in­
timidation was pursued, when the White 

League was organized, and the Democrats 
lost the pariah by over 1000 majority. 
[Witness testified t# the expulsion of Par 
ish Judge George P. Davis [ The Repub­
lican supervisor of registration congratu­
lated witness npon having carried tbe eleo­
tion for the Demooratio party by a hand­
some majority.

To Senator Wadleigh—Was a member of 
the Knights of the White Camelia, and am

member of the order of 298; I was present 
at the spring eleotion this year; was formed 
this year: it ia organized in conclaves; 
have not had a meeting since the election; 
there are organizations in New Orleans; do 
not know what the name sigofies; you would 
have to beoome a member to learn; that is 
one of the mysteries; am not at liberty to 
state the objeots and principles of the so­
ciety; presume I could get the authoriza­
tion of officers and inform you; think the 
master here in the city oould authorize me; 
the faot that the 298 was present at the re­
ception of the Federal prisoners did cot 
attach itself to my memory; did not think 
it inappropriate; remember the circum­
stance of the attempt to assassinate Mr. W. 
G. Lane; retired early the night before; Mr. 
Lane told me the circumstance in the mor­
ning; Mr. Lane seemed very reticeot; it he 
thought I knew more abont it than he he 
did me great injustice; have heard that the 
lights were put out about tbo narney 
House, where the attempt was made; made 
inquiries about the matter; oould not 
learn aoytbiog about it; heard of the 
fact that the young man Brown was 
wounded and died; am intimate with Dr. 
Dupre; he told me of the tact ot the young 
man being wounded, I believe; it was com­
mon street talk; did not hear Dr. Dapre’s 
testimony last night, that he had never 
mentioned the case until he testified—that 
he considered it a matter of professional 
confidence; did not consider; think Gov­
ernor Kellogg responsible for the lawless­
ness in that parish, that it was the purpose 
of the Republican party to incite saoh out­
rages in order to overthrow the result of 
the election in this State; do not know 
whether it waa a keen sense of Governor 
Kellogg's neglect that caused the attempt 
to assassinate Lane or no4; can not say 
what the motives were, as I do not know 
the parties; do not know anything about 
tbe alleged attempt by Mrs. Judge Davis to 
commit suicide exoept from hearsay.

To Senator McMillan—Heard of the 
wounding of the young man Brown I believe 
the next morning or evening alter the at­
tempt to assassinate Lane; did not consider 
it my duty to pursue investigations outside 
of my own jurisdiction into crimes com­
mitted within my jurisdiction; do not koow 
positively that Judge Davis was not a 
lawyer; bave heard that be was a graduate 
of Yale Cellegf; ho had served one fall term 
of two years and was re-elected in 1874; his 
term expired in 187ti; the reason he was 
driven away a few months before his term 
expired, was became he was deemed so in­
competent; the people oould not submit to 
it any longer; no objection has been made 
to Judge Schorten; [witness read an article 
in the Baton Ronge Advocate at the request 
of Senator McMillan, alter appealing to 
the chairman to be excused, setting 
forth that the members of the bar 
should consider Judge Schorten a usurper 
in case he attempted to exercise his 
duties under his new commission;] in case 
Judge Schorten should be commissioned in 
accordance with law he would be regarded 
as a usurper.

Major G. M. Bascom, sworn—To Senator 
McDonald—Am captain in the Thirteenth 
Infantry, and brevet major in the United 
States army; from January 1 to March 1 
was stationed in Baton Rouge barracks; 
from that time till November 11 was sta­
tioned at Bayon Sara; sioce that time have 
been in this oity; investigated the Mount 
Pleasant affair and made a report; [report 
filed;] know General Marrow: do not know 
his political views.

Senator McDonald asked witness as to 
the character of General Marrow.

Senator Woodleigh stated that there 
were obvious reasons why one array offi- 
oer should not be called upon to testify in 
regard to the character of a brother offioer, 
and npon his objection the question was 
withdrawn.

To Senator Wadleigh—Have not tbe 
original of the book referred to in my re­
port [the Union Rights Step book]; tried to 
get it two months ago, but learned it was 
in the hands of the civil authorities; there 
was an oath in the book, with names at­
tached; the oath was not that reeolation

211; the oath simply bound them to secrecy 
and to obey orders; it was but three or four 
lines; the resolution was on a separate 
pieoe of paper, without date or signature; 
there was a list of abont 100 names, with 
marks opposite them as thongh they had 
been tallied; there was a reference in the 
proceedings in the book to the oases of Ellis 
and Carter—that they would be taken np 
on the night the attaok was male on them 
and one of them was killed; my informa­
tion as to affairs whioh ocourred previous 
to my arrival is derived mainly from state 
inents by white people.

Amedee De Lambre, Isworn—To Senator 
McDonald—Reside in East Feliciana, two 
miles from the East Baton Rouge parish 
line; know a colored man named Henry 
Rivers; he lives on my plaoe; previous to 
the last election he was a Republican; he 
joined the Demooratio party a lew days 
after General Nicholls spoke in Clinton 
Henry Rivers could not be intimidated 
forged Mr. McVey’s name to a letter to 
Rivers inviting him to go and seo McVey, 
aod wrote to MoVey that be was coming.

Senator Wadleigh questioned the witness 
as to whether he thought a dozen bulldozers 
oould, by presenting guns to Henry Rivels’ 
head, and by threatening to blow his brains 
oat, intimidate him into voting a ticket he 
did not approve.

The witness replied in a most voluble 
manner in broken English without answer­
ing the question, and Senator Wadleigh re 
peated tbe question three or four times. At 
last the Senator demanded in a peremptory 
manner that tbe witness should reply to 
the question. The witness became very ex­
cited, asking the Senator if he wanted to 
light, and jumping up and deolaring that he 
was frightened. Senator McDonald and the 
Demooratio counsel quieted the witness so 
that be again sat down, and Senator Wad 
leigh assured him he need not be frightenedIff!_______

The witness stated that tbe bulldozers 
and Regulators were tbe same thing and 
they were organized to atop stealing 
Colonel Frank Powers oould give the gen 
tleman more information than be, as he was 
tbe leader of the bulldozers; he bad paid 
$15 on one oooasion, and $50 on another to 
assist the Regulators; Colonel Powers bad 
returned the $50; there is great eomplaint 
for want of fohoolj; witness’ nearest white 
neighbor lived one and one half or two 
miles from him. He referred once to “your 
gang,” “stealing the vote,” and to “your 
seal I a wags”—the last time begging the San 
ator’s pardon.

To Senator McMillan, be stated he 
believed most of tbe parish was un 
der Colmel Powers’ command; nearly 
everybody suberibed to the land 
at the same time he did; it was 
for the purpose of buying arms for the 
young men who were unable to buy for 
themselves; oonsider Colonel Powers a 
most excellent man for the pmrpose; he 
waa at the Mount Pleasant affair; heard 
that there were Mississippi men at that 
plaoe, but oonld not say; he defined the dif­
ference between a “carpet bagger” and a 
•seal la wag;” thought a man who had done 
so much for his country as a brave Confed­
erate soldier and leader of tbe Regulators 
as Colonel Powers had, oonld not be oalled 
either, although he was appointed tax col­
lector by Governor Kellogg.

The committee adjourned until half past 
seven o’olook.

EVENING SESSION.
J. M. Williams sworn—To Ssnator Mc­

Donald—Am a doctor, resident of East 
Baton Rouge pariah, eighth ward; testified 
to the peaoetul character of the election 
and the larce numbers of colored people 
joining the Demooratio party, without in­
timidation.

To Senator McMillan—Hoard of the kill­
ing of Jerry and Sam Meyers; heard ot tbe 
shooting and burning with ooal of George 
Washington; heard of many auoh outrages

killing of the parties mentioned to the ef­
fort to stop thievery, and not to politios.

To Senator McMilUn—Heard of the at­
tempt to assassinate Captain Lane, Repub­
lican candidate for the Legislature,

E. W. Crichton sworn—To Senator Mc­
Donald—Reside in the twelfth ward of 
East Baton Rouge; testified to tbe fact of a 
Democratic oolored club being organized 

bis ward, and to the peaceful character 
the canvass and election.

THE HOWE COMLniTTEE.

Sixteenth  Day.
Senator Howe called Messrs. Oglesby and 

Sanlebury to order promptly at 11:20 A. M., 
yesterday.

No wituesses being present from Ouachi- 
parish, the case of Morehouse was taken 

up, by the examination of wituesses for the 
Democratic side, as follow*:

Frederick McNeil, colored—Have lived in 
Morehouse parish since 1873; voted the 
Demooratio tioket and attended political 
meetings of both parties; the Democratic 
meetings were largely attended by negroes; 
relations between the two races were very 
kind, and knew of no intimidation; a ma­
jority of tbe oolored people of the parish 
acted with the Democrats; they oould vote 
anv ticket they wished.

To Senator Oglesby—Was a slave in Ala­
bama; loft there with some laborers; voted 
the Republican ticket there; never did 
here; Republican party never benefited 
me, and concluded to change; never heard 
oolored Republicans complain of intimida­
tion.

Robert Eoholls, colored—Live in More­
house parish, sixth waid; testified to the 
same as McNeil.

To Senator Oglesby—Had generally voted 
the Republican ticket; sometimes a mixed 
ticket; thought I would try the Demooratio 
ticket this time, as I knew some of the men 
on the ticket; they had been good friends to 
me.

Garrett Richards, colored—Reside in 
Morehouse parish; did not vote at the last 
election; before that voted the R?publioan 
ticket; went to one meeting in tbe sixth 
ward; there were a good many oolored Dem­
ocrats in that ward; everything was quiet 
and peaceable so far as witness knew; the 
oolored people were told to vote as they 
pleased.

There being no more witnesses from 
Morehouse, the oommittee deoided to take 
np East Feliciana, and examine witnesses 
for the Republican side.

Mr. McGloin desired two or three wit­
nesses summoned on behalf of the Demo 
cratio side.

Senator Howe etated that he would sum 
mon wituesses altogether as soon as they 
were required, but he oould not summon 
counsel for either side.

With the understanding that it should be 
without additional expense to the govern­
ment as to per diem, it was agreed to sum-

ized io prevent intimidatioQ of colored 
Democrats; know of no armed organiza­
tions in the parish; knew of no intimida­
tion to cause oolored men to join the Dem- 
oorata or vote that ticket; never heard any 
complaints of that oharaoter from tho Re­
publicans during the canvass, but did after 
the election; witness narrated the assassin­
ation of C. M. Evans, a white Democrat, by 
a negro named McLendan, who is in jail at 
Monroe awaiting trial; also of Mr. Law, 
who was eleoted sheriff in 1872, when re­
turning home lrom a Demooratio meeting 
at Bastrop; never knew who killed him; 
Law had before that killed Mayor Phelps, 
for whioh he was acquitted; hewasadss- 
•erado; the murder of Phelps was oold- 
dooded and dastardly; Law was a Repub 

hear; Phelps was an Independent, who had 
held the office of sheriff under Warmoth; 
Charles Morgan, colored, was beaten for 
joining a Demooratio clnb, last June, while 
attending a Demooratio meeting at Bastrop, 
and when he applied to Esquire Stivers, the 
latter told him it had served him right; it 
was reported that oolored members had 
been dismissed from Oak Ridge Churoh for 
joining Demooratio clube; denied state­
ments of MoEnery’s Bastrop speech being 
violent and threatening, as sworn to by 
George Jenkins before the Returning Board.

Senator Saulsbury submitted affidavit of 
William Theobalds denying statements ot 
Eliza Pinkston that he was one of the mur­
derers of her husband, and that he was a 
fugitive from justioe. Affiant also states 
that he was afraid to obey the summons of 
the committee for fear of being arrested on 
false charges, as was done with other citi­
zens; that he never knew Henry or Eliza 
PinkstoD, Cora Williams or her husband, 
and oan prove that he spent the night that 
said acts of violence were committed eight 
miles distant, as can easily be subatan 
tiated.

A similar affidavit was read from James 
G. Logan, both asking guarantee of pro­
tection against such arrest be given beioro 
obeying subpenas.

Senator Saulsbury asked whether the 
committee oould give such guarantee, aud 
if oot he would ’ask that their depositions 
be taken.

Senator Oglesby said he could not con 
ceive that parties eubpenaed by the Uoited 
States Senators and brought here in that 
way, could be arrested on the charge of 
being fugitives from justioe.

Senator Saulsbur* referred to the arrest 
of other parties charged by Eliza Pinkston, 
when summnued before the Returning 
Board.

Radical offioer; a oommittee waited on me 
and told me 1 couldn’t live there; Dr. Saun­
ders delivered the message; Mr. Nash stood 
off a little way; I was standing on the street 
in Clinton when they came up; this was 
after I returned and in August; hadn’t been 
in town fifteen minutes; said 1 had no arms; 
Breee Brown had assaulted me in my office 
before that for writing an affidavit for a 
man whom he had assaluted; often saw 
armed men there; saw about twenty after 
a oolored man one night for saying that 
outrages on oolored men ought to be stop­
ped; Republicans have always bad a ma­
jority there since reoonstruction. Witness 
exhibited a letter dated Clinton, August 30, 
1875, from Colonel D. C. Hardee, telling 
him among other things that white people 
will hate yon as long as you hold 
offloe, and that Grant’s bayonets alone 
keeps Kellogg and bis crowd there, 
and also that the whites believed he was 
connected with the taking np of arms

attempt to attack him was made by four 

arsons; only rfcognized three—Calhoun 
"laker, J. A. Norwood and J. VV. Saun­

ders; the sheriff interfered and Ray left 
that night; Ilopgood went to the place 
where it. was said tbe colored men were as­
sembled. and reported that there were no 
oolored men to be found there or anywhere 
else.

To Senator Howe—Have heard that the 
alleged confession of Catherine Matthews 
was made when in the handsof some young 
white^nen, who had a rope about her neck; 
she waB afterwards hung; she was about 
eighteen years old.

James I)eGray—Reside in Clinton, East 
Feliciana parish; have resided there since 
May, 1866; went there as a United States 
offioei; was deputy collector, assistant as-, 
sessor, and have held other office*; have a 
small plantation there; there have been so 
many disturbances in the parish that I 
scarcely know where to begin; the trouble 
first commenced in the district court in 
1875, on account of some ruling of the dis­
trict judge, E. F. Dewing; in the October 
term the court, was completely broken ap. 
and the judge had to leave the parish; in 
one portion of the parish the oolored peo 
pie had armed, in consequence of the 
threats to take one of their leading men out 
and whip him; the grand jury found a trne 
bill againBt the parties, and although they 
were not punished, the white people 
were displeased with the action of 
the judge; subsequent to that some 
oolored men were whipped in Clin­
ton; the name of one was Alexander; 
afterward the leading colored men of the 
parish, John Gair, T. M. J. Clark, R. R. 
Ray and others were driven from the par­
ish; Gair was killed; Babe Matthews was 
killed; I thought thev would hang me at 
one time; I was charged with haviDg 
knowledge of an alleged uprising of the 
colored people; satisfied them that I knew 
nothiog of it; know nothing* of it now; 
know of an uprising of the whites; they 
had a meeting after Gair was killed and 
adopted resolutions setting forth that they 
held Henry Smith responsible for wliat 
had occurred, and in the future they would 
hold me responsible for what might occur; 
a oommittee waited on me and submitted 
three names from whioh I was to select a 
candidate lor sheriff; I selected one of 
the names, that of a member of the com­
mittee, T. L East; I was afterward waited 
on by a committee and told to have nothing 
more to do with politics; I oomplied; this 
all took place in 1875; in February, 1876,1 
resigned my office of tax collector; Frank 
Powers was appointed; remained in the 
ottioe of collector ; there has nothing of im­
portance happened since, except killings, 
and whippings and other outrages; have 
never seen any one killed, but am satisfied 
there were a good many; have Been colored 
men who showed their marks where they 
had been whipped; there was one Repub­
lican vote cast in the parish, I believe; 
there are about six white Republican; did 
not vote the Republican ticket because I 
did not dare to; it was not safe for any one 
to do it.

To Senator Oglesby—There were 400 or 
500 armed men in Clinton the night after 
Gair was murdered; they comprised nearly 
all the white men in the parish and some 
from Mississippi; they say Doctor Sannders 
was poisoned; saw him the next day, and 
he told me how he was poisoned and what 
effect it had on him; it was impossible to 
organize oolored dabs on account of the 
white people whipping them; various causes 
were assigned for whipping.

The committee adjsurned till 10 A. M., 
to-day. _

A C ongressional B u lld o zer.

The spirit of bnlidczer Democracy was 
exhibited yesterday by a question pro­
pounded by the Hon. Mr. Jenks, of the 
Honse oommittee, to Mr. J. P. Harris.

Mr. Harris had testified to having served 
in the Confederate army. Mr. Jenks asked: 
‘•Were you discharged or did yon desert!”

Before Mr. Harris would reply he asked 
Mr. Morrison, the chairman, how far the 
privileges of the oommittee protected a 
member in offering an insult to a witness, 
and refused to answer until ordered to do so 
by Mr. Morrison. Mr. Harris then, with a 
great deal of feelipg, answered: “I was car­
ried off the field of Shiloh on a litter, was 
confined to my bed for nine months, walked 
tn  cratches for years, I was discharged, am 
to-day a cripple and my wounds have never 
healed.”

Mr. Jenks blushed deeply, and the com’ 
mittee proceeded with its business.

S o u th ern  Pacific.
Washington, January 5.—The sub-com 

mittee of the House Committee on Pacific 
Railroads baa concluded its bill, exoept as 
to the exact point where the San Diego 
branch shall reach tbe main line, and the 
point of junction of the Southern Pacific 
of California and the Texas Pacific. The 
junction will be somewhere in the coal 
fields of New Mexico, not, however, nearer 
El Paso than 100 miles west of that plaoe. 
The details of the bill, with regard to sub­
sidy, etc., are those of the Atkins bill.

Neither of the roads receive aDj subsidy 
for the portions already built, but reoeive 
the same from their present termini to the 
points of juncture built or under construc­
tion.

Tbe present termini of the roads are- 
That of the Texas Pacific, Foit Worth; that 
of the Southern Pacific, Fort Yuma.

The full Railroad Committte agreed to re­
port a bill extending time for completion of 
the Northern Pacifio road eight years. It 
meets to-morrow to consider the Texas Pa­
cific upon the report of the snb-oommittee.
