W a s h i n g t o n , January 3, 1877.
Your correspondent sends New Year's 

greetings to your readers from a snow­
drift the like of whioh has not been seen 
here at the national oapital before for many, 
very many years. The morning of the first 
opened cold, cheerless and utterly gloomy.
The blaeish-gray atmosphere was soon 
filled with the snow flakes, driven almost 
horizontally along by a piercing east wind, 
stinging the unprotected faoes opposed to 
its fury like the wounds inflioted by a vac 
oinatmg instrument. However, the oity 
was early afoot. The usual reoeptions were 
held by the President and his Cabinet min­
isters and at the residences of many pri­
vate families, although the preparations for 
the oonventional observance of the day 
were not on the magnificent soale whioh 
has heretofore obtained for some years, 
and the same eoonomioal restrictions, 
it is evident, are to govern “socie­
ty” in the gayeties and dissipations 
mapped out for this season’s oampaign. 
About the usual number of inebriated 
swells were seen on the streets struggling 
in their obfnsoated condition with the snow­
drifts, which by 6 P, M. had beoome quite 
embarrassing to pedestrians; and many of 
them are undoubtedly indebted to the 
vigilance of the polioe force for exemption 
from frost bites.

The severe cold of the past three weeks 
has laid an embargo on the navigation of 
the Potomac; and the almost unprecedented 
severity of the storm praotioaily isolated us 
from the balance of mankind from early in 
the evening of the first instant until a late 
hoar on the second, when the belated trains 
began to make their appearance.

Yesterday morning presented a scene 
rarely witnessed in the national oapital. 
Everything having a surface was loaded 
with snow, the streets being covered to a 
depth of more than a foot. Our entire 
population, acting with a singular unanim­
ity of purpose, have united for a systematic 
enjoyment of this rare New Year’s gift—the 
juvenile portion with hand-sleds, and the 
adults by sleigh-rides and other appropri­
ate out-door winter sports and pastimes.

The asinine (aooording to the ultra re­
form estimate) deoision of the House com 
mittee sent to South Carolina, in favor of 
the Hayes electors, and the refusal of the 
Florida Supreme Court to interfere in Til- 
den’s behalf, have depressed the Demo­
cratic heart here as nothing else has done 
since the election, and correspondingly 
elevated Repnblioan hope and expectation 
If Lomsiana fails them, there is nothing 
left bat submission to constitutional re 
quirements, or the inauguration of Tilden 
by means that would subject every active 
participant to arrest and punishment for re­
bellion against the lawB and constitution; 
and the response of the leading men of 
the South has not been ot snob a 
oharaoter as to encourage a resort tc 
such a desperate expedient. No one be 
lieves that there is any legal power to com­
pel the Returning Board of the last named 
gtate to undo the work it has done, As to 
the Grover-Cfbalfi Conspiracy to defraud 
the voters of Oregon of their presidential 
choice, it has already so tainted the great 
oanse of “honesty and reform” and impart 
ed suoh a rank odor, not only in Republi­
can nostrils, but in those of a large faction 
ofTiiden’s supporters at the late election 
as well, that it has beoome an actual and 
positive element of weakness. It was the 
ill-advised expedient of a coterie of despo 
rata gamblers who had exhausted every 
other possibility, end hastily devised it, 
hoping to gain something by the addition 
ot another complication.

The latest utterances of President Grant 
relative to the November election have 
still farther embittered the Bourbons of the 
opposition, because they are so utterly un­
answerable. Relative to South Carolina 
ne said that Democrats even now concede 
the State to Hayes ; that in Edgefield-county 
non-residents oarried the oounty by the 
most ontrageous proceedings, returning 
twice as many votes as there were legal 
voters in the oounty; that Tilden ooald only 
be said to have oarried Florida by oonnting 
the votes of a county in which there was 
no registration, and in which there was the 
most utter disregard of law, and that the 
Board of Canvassers, if it had any respeot 
for its oath of office, oould not do otherwise 
than reject its vote. Referring to Lodis- 
iana, he believed that there was 
no legal process by which the de­
oision of the Board of Canvassers oould 
be reversed. He is reported to have said 
that, exoept in Delaware, perhaps, he did 
not think there had been a fair, free elec­
tion in any portion of the South; that in 
Mississippi, Alabama and Arkansas there is 
a legitimate Repnblioan majority; that the 
Democratic contestants for offices in South 
Carolina and Louisiana wonld likely hold 
out till the presidential ooutest is deoided— 
quietly withdrawing if in favor of Hayes, 
and overturning the present governments 
in less than twenty four hours if Tilden is 
declared the winner. He is represented to 
have expressed doubts whether the ques­
tion will have been settled by the fourth ot 
Maroh, but that the President of the Sen­
ate, as acting President, would encounter 
no serious embarrassments in oarrying on 
the government.

We are likely to very soon know, now 
that Congress has reassembled, what pro­
gramme Mr. Tilden has deoided upon 
through his numerous managers in Con­
gress, who have visited him daring the re- 
oess for instructions.

With Mr. Hewitt’s failure to impeach the 
management ot the New York Postoffioe, 
he appears to have ooonpied a book seat, 
doing penanoe, probably, for his stupid 
mistakes and his bnngling management of 

i the indictment of Postmaster James.
Mr. Barnes, the New Orleans agent of the 

Western Union Telegraph Company, 
here, nnder the enrveillanoe of the oflioer 
who brought him, waiting the pleasure ot 
the House. It is not known what his answer 
will be.

The distressing intslligenoe reaches ns 
that Grover is snow-bonnd some where be­
tween New York and Son Franoieco. It is 
rumored that he is to have a publio reoep- 
tion tendered him by his "political friends 
here.

So soon as oar presidential business shall 
have been determined, the matter of the 
iatar-oeeanio canal by one of the routes 
already surveyed by United States officers in 
Central America, is likely to assume every 
prominent position M ore Congress and in

the eyes of the world. Russia, Germany 
and England have already signified their 
desire to co-operate, in response to the 
President’s invitation, and other maratime 
powers are expeoted to do so at onoe, Its 
oost is estimated between fifty and one 
handred millions, and it is predicted that 
its construction will be commenced withm 
two years.

The war against the gamblers of this city 
has effeotaally closed all the hells, and the 
anion against them is no nearly unanimous 
that their early evacuation or capitulation 
can not be long deferred. REP.

NIGHTS IN THK GUARDHOUSE.

Oar regiment was the oraok corps of the 

old army, and, as a matter of course, our 
band was the best in the service.

We had a strange character in the band— 
Doyle, the snare drummer. He was en­
dowed with a keen, sharp wit, peculiar to 
himself, and was full of original sayings. 
His doings were still more original. One 
beautiful summer atternoon the band was 
playing at the oolonei’s quarters, where 
quite a large number of our best oitizens 
were enjoying the frequent hospitality of 
our venerated oommander.

Among the selections performed by the 
band was the beantifnl duet from “Bella- 
zario,” a composition well known to all 
lovers of the divine art.

Doyle, perambulating around the band, to 
keep the boys quiet, was aooosted by a gen­
tleman, who desired to know the name of 
the piece then being performed. Doyle, 
patting on one of his profoandost looks, re­
plied:

“Sure, sir, that is the ‘Jewetts in the Bel­
lows.’ ”

The gentleman, opening his eyes in 
amazement, says:

The 'Duetts in the Bellows?’ I never 
heard of such an opera before. You surely 
must mean the 'Duetto in Bellazario.’”

No, I don’t. 1 mane just wbat 1 said.
If you are not satisfied with my explana­
tion, you must go ax the master. The gov­
ernment pays me for bating the drum, and 
him for knowing all about the music; you 
must apply to him for farther information.” 

Shortly after Doyle joined the regiment 
he reoeived the soubriquet of “the count,” 
from the fact that he was of no earthly ao- 
oount to either himself or the government, 

Doyle was frequently an inmate of the 
guardhouse. Whtn on one occasion the 
oolonel was soundly rating him for his re* 
peated delinquencies, Doyle quite inno- 
oently exclaimed:

“Share, coltnel, you don't expect a man 
to be endowed with all the cardinal virtues 
for $13 a month.”

This remark has been repeated as a good 
thing by others sinoe, but Doyle was the 
first to get it off. When our government 
raises the pay of the enlisted men to a rea­
sonable rate, then you will find a ©or 
respondent elevation of Christian morality. 
Another occasion, when in the guardhouse, 
he was amusing himself singing one of 
Moore's most beautiful melodies. The ser­
geant of the guard sent a corporal to have 
him shut up his infernal noise. Doyle, evi­
dently feeling the sting of designating 
those beautiful songs of his favorite poet a 
noise, beoame furious—denounced the ser­
geant as a villain and a pagan, and threat­
ened the vengeance of the whole Irish peo­
ple on any person who oould not appreciate 
the songs of his native land.

Doyle having participated in many of 
the earlier engagements of the Army of the 
Potomac, died in the service, deeply re­
gretted by all who knew him. He was the 
life of our barrack-room amusements, the 
head of all fun; to recount all of his eo- 
centric movements would require a volume.

His remains are quietly resting in the Ar­
lington cemetery, and as loDg as the old
----  Infantry carries the national colors,
Dojle’s name and fame will remain for­
ever. __________

Some three or four weeks ago 
he reoeived notioe from the sheriff of Bossier 
that he had arrested W. H.H. Holly, at the 
bouse of Sam Holly, a brother, and that 
Sam, resisting the arrest, was shot and 
killed. Mr. Walton, as soon as possible, 
obtained a requisition from the Governor 
on the Governor of Louisiana, proceeded to 
New Orleans for the necessary papers, and 
then was compelled to go to Shreveport, by 
way of Memphis and Little Rook. Arriving 
at Shreveport, he was delayed for five days 
by stress of weather, but finally started 
with his prisoner on the cars last Monday 
night, intending to plaoe him in the jail in 
Galveston for safe keeping. Apprehending 
an attempted resoue by lriends and 
relatives of the prisoner, he kept 
him ironed and tied, and never allowed 
him a moment out of his sight until he had 
got far enough away to be beyond any 
danger of rescue. Tuesday night he re­
lieved the prisoner of his bonds except the 
handcuffs, whioh were stout and perfeotly 
secure. At midnight, when the train was 
some six or eight miles north of Crockett, 
the cars running at the rate of fully twenty 
miles an hour, the prisoner desired to enter 
the water closet. Mr. Walton accompanied 
him to the door, and holding the handle, 
turned to a passenger to inquire the time 
of night. The passenger looked at his 
watch, replied: “Five minutes past twelve,” 
and Mr. Walton turned to looked after his 
passenger. Oa opening the door, he was 
almost stupefied to find the room empty.

Mr Wal­
ton reasoned, therefore, that if hurt he 
oould hardly avoid recapture, handcuffed 
as he wae; and if not hurt, it would have 
been useless to look for him in the woods 
in the dark. Yesterday morning informa 
tion of the escape was telegraphed the olfi 
cers of Houston county, aud a reward of 
twenty-five dollars offered lor his arrest 
It was a desperate break for liberty, in 
which the chanoes were ninety-nine to one 
against success.

Mr. Walton is much mortified at the loss 
of his prisoner, after all his trouble to get 
him, but is satisfied that both of tbe Holiys 
will eventually be captured, and is confi­
dent of sucoess in thoroughly breaking up 
the gang, or at least making Bee oounty too 
hot tor them.

O r i g i n  o f  t h e  M i l i t a r y  H a l n t e

A correspondent of the Army and Nary 
Oasette gives tbe following acoouut oi the 
origin of the military salute: “Within the 
last few years, among the many ohanges 
whioh have been introduced into the army 
is that of tbe salute. Why the old time- 
honored salute wae abolished no one knows; 
but it is an interesting foot, and one proba 
bly unknown to most of oar readers, that 
the old salute, whioh consisted of the hand 
being brought into a horizontal positioo 
over the eyebrows, has a very old origin 
dating, in fact, from the very coinmei 
ment of the history of the English army

“Its origin is found in the tournaments of 
the middle s«es, and was as follows: After 
the Queen of Beauty was enthroned, the 
knights who were to take port in the sports 
of tne day marched past the dais on whioh 
she sat, and as they passed, they shielded 
their eyes from the rays of her beauty,

“Suoh was the very intereecing origin of 
the old salute, and it is a question worthy 
the attention of our military authorities, 
why should not the old salute, possessing 
such an orU'
army from tLo m>uc>v muoa. uo iww.ru.
