A nd i t  is  ad d ed  th a t  n o th in g  exoept th e  
m easures of econom ical reform  b as  “ saved 
th e  canals from  to ta l ru in .” T h e  p ros­
p ec t of re tu rn in g  p ro sp e rity  to  th e  w ater 
line is  m ore a  m a tte r of h o p e  th a n  of 
p ro b ab ility . T h ere  is  one expectation  
w hich  we are com pelled to  re g a rd  as de­
lu sive:

I t  is believed th a t  the  ra ilw ays can not 
continue perm anently  the ir unreasonable 
com petition w ithout involving them selves 
in ruin.

U ntil th a t  tim e i t  m ost inevitab ly  be a 

charge upon the taxpayers of the S tate 
So th e  taxpayers are  for th e  p re sen t to  

h e lp  pay  th e  cost o f tra n sp o rta tio n  on  th e  
canals.

T h e  hope th a t  th e  ra ilw ays w ill b e  
com pelled  to  increase th e ir  ch a rg e s  o r be 
ra in e d  is, to  o n r m ind , fa llacious: 1. 
T h e  s tock  o f th e  ra ilro ad s of New York, 
P h ila d e lp h ia  an d  B altim ore seem  to  keep 
n p  u n d e r th e  low ra tes. 2. I f  th e  divi­
dends of th e  roads do  n o t keep  n p  an d  
th e  stock  declines i t  m ay b e  p u rch ased  a t 

less re duced  ra tes , a n d  w orked  a t  a  ra te  
o f  charges w hich  w ill keep  n p  th e  road  
an d  pay  d iv idends, n o t o n  th e  first cost 
o f th e  road , b n t  on  i ts  m ark e t value. 3. 
T h e  cities  com peting  fo r th e  W estern  
tra d e  w ill n o t allow  th e  re d ac tio n  o f 
facilities o f in terc o u rse  betw een  th em ­
selves a n d  th e ir custom ers.

T hey  w ill no  m ore allow  a  ra ilro ad  to  
suspend  its  service th a n  a  rive r. So long  
as  a  ra ilro ad  w ill pay  fo r its  m ain tenance, 
i t  w ill ru n , w h e th er i t  p a y s  d iv idends or 
no t. T h e re  a re  several ra ilro ad s re p o rted  
in so lven t, yet th ey  never stop . P erhaps 

th ey  re n d er m ore serv ice w hen  inso lven t 
th a n  w hen h e ld  a t h ig h  m ark e t rates. If, 
then , th s  ra ilro ad s ru n n in g  parallel w ith  
the w a te r line o f a  canal can  deprive an d  
destroy  th e  canals, w hy sho u ld  w e expect 
th e  M ississippi riv e r w ith  i ts  coast sh ip ­

p in g  to  tak e  tra d e  as a g a in s t th e  ra ilroads 
w h ich  cross th e  p en in su la  betw een the 
riv e r an d  th e  coast ports? S uch  a n  ex­
p ec ta tio n  is  hopeless.

New O rleans sho u ld  a t  onee d ed icate 
a ll h e r efforts to  th e  d eve lom nen t of ra il­
roads in to  th e  S ou thw estern  reg ions, for 
w hich ahe baa no com petitor. She m ay 

n o t re g a in  th e  m onopo ly  o f W estern  com ­
m erce w h ich  she once  enjoyed, b n t she  
m ay rep lace i t  by a tra d e  m ore valuable 
and  fa r m o re  p erm an en t, s in ce  i t  can  
n ever b e  tak e n  from  h e r  by an y  riva l. 

T h e  com m ercial p ro sp e cts  o f New O r­
leans d epend  upon  th e  co n stru c tio n  of 
m ateria l ways w hich w ill en ab le  h e r  suc­
cessfully  to  re c o n s tru c t t h a t  g re a t in te re s t  
I n  th is  connection  th e  com m encem ent 
an d  construc tion  o f th e  N ica ragua inte$- 
oceanie canal w ill have  a valuab le effect 
u p o n  o n r com m ercial p ro sp ects , w hile  to e  
com bination  o f  o th e r in d u s trie s  w ith  those 
w h ich  a lread y  ex ist w ill ten d  to  estab lish  
N ew  O rleans in  h e r  trn e  p o s itio n  as  a  

g re a t trade  c e n tra  betw een  to e  te rrito r ie s  
o f Texas, A rkansas an d  K ansas o n  one 
s ide a n d  M exico a n d  o th e r  foreign S ta tes  
of th e  co n tin en t of A m erica on  th e  o ther

deem ed a  suffic ien t offense in  F o r t  Griffin 
for sen d in g  eleven h u m a n  b ein g s to  th e ir  

final ac co u n t w ith o u t p re p ara tio n .
P ro b ab ly  th e  re p u te d  ho rse th ieves  be­

B eg inn ing  w ith  S ab b a th  b reak ing , th ey  
g radually  w orked  th e ir  w ay u p  th ro u g h  

tobacco  chew ing, gam bling , w hisky  d rin k ­
ing , debauchery , to e  d isreg a rd  of hum an  
life  an d  p o litica l r ig h ts , t ill  they  capped 
th e  c lim ax  b y  com m itting  th e  deadly  sin  
o f h o rse  stea ling . N o oom m nnity  in  any 
of th e  “ redeem ed" S ta tes  can  to lera te 
larceny. All o th e r offenses a re  venial 
com pared  to  a n  a tta c k  n p o n  to e  electric  
nerve, th e  pocket, a n d  as  n o  adequate  
prov ision  bas been  m ad e in  m any  p laces 
for ja ils  o r o th e r  p laces  of lim bo, a  reso rt 
to  th e  h a lte r  becom es a  necessity . Such 
are  som e of th e  beau ties o f D em ocratic 

ru le  in  S ta tes w here th e  h u m a n  ignorance  
is  as dense as  E g y p tian  darkness.
