offices. The soldiers broke manks upon
the same motive, and while the late chisis
of the insurrection are installing them-
nelves upon the comfortable cushions of &
tax collector or sasessor, their dlsorgun-
ized soldiery throng the steps aud portals
of the City Hall and assembly of the ae-
socistion for the relief of dissppointed
applicants for office.

This revolution has sasumed very much
the character of the revolutions of South
Amerioa. A fow ambitions and dissp-
pointed leaders publish & proclamation
against the governmsnt in power. It s
charged that the government jis ocorrupt
and incompetent. It is alleged that the
revolutionists come to resoue the country
feow ruin. There are then two armies
which raid the country and skirmish with
sach other. The cause is not, bowover,
dotermined by pitobed battles. Mutoal
fear does for those armien what respect for
Fodurl autbosity does bere. It becomes
among the wercenaries of both
armies & question of pay, The
government forces are usually in arream.
The revolotionists bave some thousands
of dollars, with which they purchase ro-
cruith. The two armies are in ocamp.
The war is an affair of outposts, and
muudmgupon the helpless inbabitants.

The omissaries of coch party are st work
seducing the soldiery by promises of pay
1 the mes, of promotion to the subordi-
nates. The effoct of this demomlization
beging to be ween. The one army in-
creases in pumbers and boldness, the
other weakena into disporsion and
pede. The timid sud needy soldiery
have sacertained which party pays bost,
aod the content is decided. Has the re-
sult proved the charges sagainst the ome
party or redesmed the pledges of the
other? Notatall The successfol revo-
lutionista capture the government, excuse
themselves under the necessitios of the
moment for adopting all the practices of
their predocessors, sdding to theee ex-
sotions something more o cover the cost
and risk of baving come to reform them.

We do not consider the attempt to cap-
ture the offices of this State impliss sny-
thing more than aa exposure of the nood
of miary support by unemployed and
nosdy thousods, wbo have enlisted, nn.
der the Demoorstic banuer to march on
the offices of the State. It has pever
been known in military history that the
casual captare of & oapital hes impaired
the title of the government deposed or es-
tablished that of the wmilitary victors.
There are numerous examples of this
truth in history, the moet prominent to
us being the oczupation of Philadelphia,
the sest of our ancestral republican gov-
eroment, by the British, and the conse-
quent removal of the government itsall

The question of logality can not be
sottled by invesion of the offices, nor even
by the maintenance of s military force
superior t0 thet at the command of the
lnwfal government. Might may make
right tempormrily, but there is alwsys nn
nmpire. In this case it will be in the
Congress of the United States, whioh will
be compelled to detersuine whetber a gov-
ernment having the forms of law, with a
clalm of fair decision, sba'l be recognized.
If it be the published dooirine that the
claimants best armed and wost sndecions

fices may yot be tmined upon the depots
of merchandise awaiting orders from ous-
tomern who have already sent their ordars
to Demooratic 8t Louis, Cincionati and
Now York. Asthe law bas already been
put down by force in one oase, there ia no
reason to doubt that it will be treated in
the same manner in cass ‘'the people”
shall want some other advantage. The
onstom of Mexico is upon us, and were it
not for un abiding faith in the justice and
power of the Fodeml government, thers
would be good reason to doubt the long
existance of oven tho false show of peace
which now sppears on the surface of po-
ltical affairs, We must wait patiently
till the Presidential question i= decided
before we look for a ro-establishment of
the rule of law in this State.

PATRONAGE AND ITE ABUSES.

We have never hiad a doubt but that the
wystem of endowing the exeoutive of
Louisiana with the excluaive patronage,
State and even municipal, has its dissd-
vantages. It is, in the first place, wholly
contrary to Republican principle to be-
stow a power of appointment to office
upon the executive when the office can be
filled by popular election. The Rervs-
racax bas often shown that no adwantage
has scorned to the party from sppoint-
ments made from persons not scoeptable
to the people. All local dimsensions are
thereby healed, There has been no neces.
nity to recognize the wuffage of the col-
ored people, and the whole bostility of &
parish has been oconcentrated against an
officer, sometimes, perhaps, almost »

It has been soen that the extensive pa-
tronage atiributed to the Biate and city
government has stimulated unemployed
thousands to seck the subaistance of pub-
lic wages. The Democeatic party has
manifested no purpose to reduoe this pe-
tranage, (o abdicate the extensive powers
of appointment or abate the exoeseive com-
ponsation of certain city and State officen.
This bas constituted the great prize for
which the people have been inviled to
ocontend, aud it is not probable that Democ-
oy will in any respect reform this policy.
When, bowoever, the people see that there
{anot one political principle in dispute be-
twoen the two parties, but thet the armed
sassult upon the Republican adwministration
hax been made wolely to capture the sals-
ries and wages of office, they may cowmn to
the conclusion that the best way to sooure
peace will be to rednoe the temptations
to disturbance. Constitutional and logal
mensures may be therefore taken to effeot
this object. There may be some equality
established between (he wages of indus-
try and of political employment, and the
future controversies of Louislana may
turn rather upon the personal competency
of candidates to perform the duties of
office than upon thair ability to buy a
nomination or hire sobstitutes. The ex-
tent of Federl patronsge has in like
manner consjiguted the great motive of
agitation snd the great danger of the re-
publie, Auy reform in this respect,
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
