W e know  n o  in stan ce  in  w h ich  th e  
D em ocratic  p a rty  h as  ever noted in  good 
fa ith  w ith  i ts  opponents. B eg inn ing  
w ith  a  d ispensation , w hich  allow ed tb e  
N o rth e rn  a n d  S ou thern  m em bers o f  th e  
p a r ty  to  h o ld  opposite  op in ions, D em ­
ocracy  h as  accepted  th e  am endm en ts  an d  
aots of reco n stru c tio n  w ith  th e  Jesu itica l 
re serva tion  o f a  rig h t to  nu llify  these  aots 
in  th e ir  operation .
