The gnat lawyen now argning the pow­

ers of the oommiaeion recently created by 
law |to oonnt the electoral rote, preeent a 
spectacle to the Amerior mind of the law’e 
power, and its great capacity to work good 
and pacifio results by arbitration.

Hr. Justice Clifford, who is the president 
of the commission, shows remarkable abil­
ity as a presiding offioer in bis manifest dis' 
position to oat off and shat oat all extrane­
ous matter, snob ae fulsome oratory of 
Demooratio connsel to get in partisan tes­
timony, their attempts to argne points not 
before the oommiesion, and, above all else, 
Judge Clifford’s determined reminders to 
counsel that the time allowed eaoh one of 
them is neoesearily brief, and that they 
had better strictly oonfine themselves 
to the law, the faote and the identical 
questions bearing upon the great oase at 
issue. These little reminders are doubtless 
thrown out bv the “presiding justice" as a 
gentle hint to oounsel that flowery peora- 
tiona and mere rhetorical assertions will 
serve as simple nothingness in influencing 
the j udgment of the commission, and only 
tend to weaken the oase of tbb advocate 
who indulges in such vapid displays of 
oratory. The able objectors on the part of 
the Hones (Messrs. Kaeson, of Iowa, and 
MoCrearj) to certificates numbers two and 
three, being those granted by the Demo­
cratic Governor of Florida snbeeqoently to 
certificate number one. issued by Governor 
Stearns, in acooidanoe with law, he being 
Governor of Florida, stated very tersely 
the legality of Governor Stearns’ action, and 
the reasons why the oertifioatee issued by 
Governor Drew were void.

In eonjonotion with these objection, the 
eminent connsel for the Bepnbliean party, 
Messrs. William H. Hearts, General Stoogh 
ton and Stanley Matthews, made np their 
ease, which can not be exoeeded in power, 
aa it is foil of bristling points, and over­
flows with logic. While' these gentlemen 
desired to avoid an intermidable discus 
sion arising from a review of testimony 
which would carry the commission away 
back into the details of a State election on 
the seventh of last November, they ex­
pressed a willingness to do so if the eem- 
mission should so order, and they felt con­
fident that the Demooratio oty of Bepnb- 
lioan “frauds,” “usurpations” and snoh like 
assertions, would show that the Demooratio 
party wae the chief perpretrator „f snoh 
infamy. The Hepublioans ola m that this 
oommiesion ia not a general eanvasting 
hoard, bat that its jurisdiction is oonfined 
to higher questions; and if it le to be deter­
mined that it has judloial power (a point 
not generally admitted), then it should oon­
fine itself to the great question, Were the 
State authorities, in passing upon the result 
of the elaotiona, the legally oonstitnted an 
thorities acting at that time and under 
the rules and laws whioh prescribe their 
duties in the premises! This being deter­
mined in the affirmative, their acts are 
legal, and, therefore, binding. The Demo- 
oratio objectors and Demooratio oounsel ae- 
tnme all at onoe immaculate parity; their 
virtue is of the highest order; that great 
Tammany lawyer, Mr. David Dudley Field, 
holds np an eleotoral certificate given by a 
legal Governor, and oriee out, while his 
hypocrisy is manifest to every one, “Look 
at it!
