At the time of the alaris which resulted
o0 disesteously Fathor Laogiacho wan
preaching on “Hell and the borrors of the
damned,” and perfect stilinesn provalled.

Suddenly, s the prescher wus p'oturing
the torments of purgatory, & young woman
ia the northers corner of the gallery, over-
come by hee teallngs, falnted and gave ut
tornsos to hysterical screams, startiing the
worlupers and csusing them to spriog to
their feet. The pext moment rowo reck-
less person cried “Fire," and thia geve rise
Father Langiache, who was
nearing the end of his ssrmou, stopped aod
mplored the people to keop th nOuts, aa

there was abwolately no cause fur wlarm.

Vathor Murrick, the pastor, heard the
noreawn avd rushed into the sanetnary.
Ho oalled npon the congregation to keep
tholr soats, w4 there wua no firo and vu
cattse for alerm.  The sexton also en-
deavored to stop the pasky,  Thess wl-
fortn wera partinlly successiul., Father
Langischo retired 1o the vistry roow
aud ln a few moments returned attited
in his cupe and witered the beosdistion,
diamissing  the ocongregation, snd the
organ cotsweneod 1o play, The women in
the watn body of the cherch sod in the
east gallory passed out in sn ordesly
manner, sud Dot & single parson in portions
of the churoh lant pamed was injored. oo
ple pocupylog that portion of the gallery
where the commotion had begun and cen-
tered Lataned to neither priests, pastor, sex-
tom, bonediotion or orgen.
