THE 0UB83 OF PATROHA0E.
When we have seen the nation alarmed 

by the despemt^aitempt of some thou­
sands of desperate Democratic offico 
holders to seize the high places of gov­
ernment or throw the whole country into 
anarchy, it is obvious that there is a 
danger to our institutions for which the 
framers bad not provided. The whole 
excitement of the past election has been 
occasioned by the competition of at least 
one million of men, more or less active 
and unscrupulous, to secure the hundred 
thousand offices in the gift of the Federal 
executive. There was not the slightest 
difference in the principles of the one 
party and the professions of the other. 
The whole nation has acquiesced with de­
light iu the presidential settlement, and 
the sole subject of strife is among those 
who, having secured the government for 
their party, now struggle in the effort to 
secure the offices for themselves.

The same excitement has prevailed in 
Louisiana from the same cause. We have 
recently seen a succession of assassina­
tions which have bad no apparent motive 
save the annihilation of the incumbent 
and the intimidation of his successor. 
That this assassination is systematic has 
been shown by the open manner in which 
some of the officers have been murdered, 
and by the fact that though in each case 
performed in broad daylight, the perpe­
trators have never been known or brought 
to justice. The assassination of Weber, 
a native of the State, shows, also, that the 
murders have been for partisan purposes 
only, while the circumstance of his hav­
ing been shot from the very courthouse 
demonstrates a social determination to 
allow no man of Republican politics to 
occupy office in a Democratic community. 
Mr. Nicholls has offered a reward of five 
thousand dollars for the discovery of the 
murderer of Weber. It will be treated 
with the same contempt as those rewards 
offered by Governor Kellogg. Where a 
political society like the Carbonati of 
Italy swears its members to commit any 
mnrder which may be assigned them by 
lot, there is no danger that they will be 
betrayed for a reward, since any witness 
who should testify against them would 
undoubtedly go the way of Weber.

This bloodthirsty determioatiou to have 
office at any cost is a coudition of the fatal 
gift of patronage. It has just imperiled 
the Unicn. It holds Louisiana in anarchy. 
The true remedy for this mischief will be 
to recur to the fundamental principle of 
Republican government The choice of 
all mnnicipal and other officers should be 
remitted to election by the people. Let 
every reader reflect, and he will remember 
that among all his office-seeking acquaint­
ance there are few who conld bo fairly 
elected by the choice of the people. It is 
the class of men who feav the people who 
infest the executive chamber with de­
mands of office. In Louisiana the mode 
of appointment to municipal office should 
be ohanged. The executive possesses a 
patronage powerless in Republican hands, 
destructive of right in the hands of the 
Democracy. The distribution of those 
offices has been practically the sole occu­
pation of the executive for years past. It 
has concentrated the indignant rapacity 
of the Democratic office robbers npon the 
executive, and npon the chief representa­
tives of the Republican party. The in­
cumbents appointed by a Republican 
Governor are driven from their jurisdic­
tion or shot, and we are not without ex­
amples in which the officers of a pariah 
have been nominated to the Governor by 
a Democratic committee.

Since the principle of a Republican 
representative government demands the 
choosing of all officers by the people, 
since such is the constitutional practice 
of every Republican State in the Union, 
and since the distribution of office by a 
Republican Governor is a practical nul­
lity, and little better than a curse, why 
should it not be abandoned?

the quotation above. The disarmament 
ot belligerents is by no means unusual in 
hiBtory. One European power watching 
another with jealous eyes will often de­
mand an explication from its rival 
for any casual increase of its mili­
tary forces. The failure to assign a 
sufficient reason is htld to justify a cor­
responding addition to the standing army 
of the government receiving an nnsatisfac 
tory answer to its inquiry. When two 
groat powers stand in mutual suspicion 
of each other, and each disclaiming any 
intention to menace the other, they have 
sometimes agreed to diminish the relative 
capacity of each for military mischief by 
m utual and equal disarmament.

It has, however, been reserved for 
Messrs, the Democratic plenipotentiaries 
at Washington to offer the extraordinary 
proposal to the President of the United 
States that he shall not only ignore and 
abdicate the sworn and constitutional 
duty to guarantee the government of 
Louisiana against domestic violence, but 
withdraw the army of the guarantee and 
leave the preservation of the public peace 
to the standing army of the Democracy. 
We call it a standing army, because no 
one who on Sunday last witnessed the 
arms, munition and drill of the White 
League soldiery on the march could have 
distinguished it in either lespect from 
those of the United States. If the gov­
ernment of the United States could not 
withdraw the troops without in effect co­
operating with the White League, and 
leaving them in armed control and dom­
inant in the State, it would constitute a 
contract for “domestic violence." The 
promise of a party which has profited by 
assassination end intimidation would be 
accepted os security for the safety of their 
victims, whose lives have been for monihs 
under the protection of the Federal flag. 
The President could not in common hu­
manity say to these people, “Make the 
best terms of submission you can. I 
leave you to the mercy or the magnanim­
ity of those who make protection neces­
sary.’’

We will put this proposal of the pleni­
potentiaries plainly: A man armed to 
take the life of an unarmed man finds the 
latter protected by the magistracy and 
the police force. The armed man requests 
the magistracy to withdraw the exhibi­
tion of protective force and leave him to 
deal with his helpless antagonist. There 
is no Arab or Modoc who would so disre­
gard the right of sanctuary as to listen to 
such a proposal. The Democracy, fear­
ing the Federal troops, will not attaok in 
their presence. They ask to be let alone 
in the exercise of their considerate fe­
rocity against those whom they deem less 
able to fight for the spoils thau them­
selves. When the tyrants of the latter 
empire wished to witness a fight of gladia­
tors, there was always a law to secure 
some equality in the powers of the com­
batants. If the Federal government wishes 
to see the question fonght out by wage 
of battle, it should either disarm both 
sides or so reinforce the weaker as that 
justice would have some sort of excuse for 
the decision. With soma such arrange­
ment, if Louisiana is to be made the cock­
pit of the Union, and the two parties 
equally well heeled and pitted with proper 
skill, it may perhaps be as good as an 
Electoral Commission.

In the disarmaments of Europe each 
power is required to lay down a given 
and equivalent force, nor is one power al­
lowed to keep a preponderant ability 
which shall excite the apprehension of 
the other.

Suppose, then, as a preliminary to en­
tertaining any proposals for adjustment, 
the President shall require the capitula­
tion of the Democratic standing army. 
They should famish their army rolls of 
rank and file, tarn in their ammunition 
and army stores, pile their small arms, 
park and spike tbeir artillery. Suppose 
the officers and privates be required to 
give their parole not to take up arms 
against the State of Louisiana as recog­
nized by the President, or against the 
United States, This would constitute a 
proper preliminary of peace. Perhaps 
the leader may think the Federal govern­
ment has no right to demand such a 
capitulation or impose snch terms. The 
constitution says “No State shall, with­
out the consent of Congress, * * • keep 
troops or ships of war in time of peace.’’

If Mr. Nicholls claims to administer a 
State government, what right wonld he 
have to keep the “troops” which are or­
ganized, armed and quartered ready to 
assemble under arms at the tolling of a 
bell or the service of an order? If Mr. 
Nicholls represents a State government he 
could not keep theee “troops" without the 

sut of Congress; as be is cot the rep­
resentative of the State government him­
self then his “troops" are in technical in­
surrection against the State government, 
and constitute the condition of “domes­
tic violence" whioh the Fedeial govern­
ment is required, both by the Federal 
constitution and laws, to suppress. Were 
these preliminaries complied with, there 
might be some chance of a pacific adjust- 
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But to ask the po- 
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chivalry, could never be justified by the 
example of any constitutional or civilized
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causes of executive delay. The President 
will appoint to office none bat good Re­
publicans. They mnst be honest, able 
and efficient. They will be required to il­
lustrate his administration and will not 
be permitted to load it down with their 
corrnplion or their caprices. The 
deliberation of the President may be set 
down not to any vacillation of purpose, 
but to a deliberation which will not be 
deceived in its purpose. We may pre­
sume that numbers of actual and con­
structive Republicans have rushed to the 
front, provided with recommendations 
and subscription lists for thq fattest of­
fices upon which they have fixed their 
eyes. We may suppose the President to 
say, “Let me look behind these self-com­
mended patriots. There may be Repub­
licans who have done their duty from love 
of principle, and not from hope of reward. 
Perhaps they may do the Republican 
party better service than these monopo­
lists of all favor. Let me take time to 
see and inquire for myself.” So the offi­
cial organization of the administration 
goes on carefully. That we have outlined 
the position and policy of the President 
correctly is evident from the personal 
characteristics of the man. • Heretofore 
the organization of an administration has 
been fixed by the bargains of a nominat­
ing convention, or adjusted through those 
office brokers, the Senators and Congress­
men. The change of sjBtem has struck 
some of our friends with alarm. It has 
given the Democracy false hopes.

The position of the President is but the 
deliberate preparation for a work in 
which he relies upon himself to execute. 
His followers must be men like himself, 
resolute and above temptation. Such a 
command can not be recruited in a mo­
ment. It requires a rigorous inspection 
into the service. The Democratic party 
suppose this deliberation was designed to 
bargain with them. The R epublican 
said two weeks ago that the Democracy 
have had nothing to bargain with since 
the organization of the Electoral Commis- 
siou. The eyes of the Democracy 
have begun to open. The order of 
the Postmaster General is the watchword 
of the administration. It means that 
honest, able and influential Republicans 
for all offices. If such Republicans can 
not be found, then persons shall be 
chosen who possess the qualities when no 
Republican can be found fit for the stand­
ard of executive service. We can scarcely 
suppose such a case will occur, but we are 
perfectly satisfied that the Key rule sball 
bo applied when it does. That the De­
mocracy themselves now admit the policy 
of the President to be what the R epu b li­
can has always reasoned it would be, is 
made known by the following extract 
from the Washington correspondent of 
the New Orleans Democrat:

Great surprise has been shown by some 
of the Democratic Senators and Congress­
men at the rule to be followed in the mat­
ter of appointments. They believo that 
under the declaration made by Hayes in 
his inaugural speech partisan service would 
no 1< nger entitle a man to offioe. Democrats 
would bate just as much show in the uppoint 
moils as hepublicans. Several of them, 
therefore, believing this to be the meaning 
of the President's speech, made application 
for appointments for friends. Tue answer 
to these applioatione has been, in all eases, 
a decided refusal, and a declaration that 
there would be no changes in the present 
officials /or some time, and that even when 
these obaug s were made Hepublicans would 
in all eases hare the preference.

Let the Republican party here and else­
where conform, then, to the President’s 
policy. Let them put forward men of in­
tegrity, of ability and of devotion to Re­
publican principles. It is for this be is 
waiting, and unless the party pat forward 
such men the President will hunt tbein
up himself. He will carry no weight of 
incompetency, and if it be packed and 
piled on him by ambitions and unscru­
pulous men, he will jnst hump himself, 
and pitoh the whole package to where it 
is likely it will go naturally and in due 
course of time. Let the Republican party, 
then, be convinced and contented with 
the recognition and maintenance of the 
Packard State ticket, with the appoint­
ment of none but honest and competent 
Republicans to office, and with the Key 
decision, that where no Republican can 
be found who possesses these indis­
pensable qualities, then some person who 
does possess them shall be commissioned.
