0UB CUSTOMHOUSE.
The election of Senator Spofford, and, 

the nomination of Hon. John E. King as 
the collector of the port of New Orleans 
mark a very new era in the politics of 
Louisiana. Neither of these men had 
been known as politicians, and there does 
not seem to have been a single "brass 
tack” driven in the interest of either. It 
can not injure either party to say that 
they have made heretofore a great mis. 
take in their mode of filling appoint-, 
ments. They have taught that the 
strength of a party dependel upon the 
distribution oi' its offices, and that any 
man could fill aDy office that be could 
pay for. The Republicans have suffered 
by the adoption of this doctrine founded 
by Slidell & Co. For them it has unfor­
tunately happened that wkyn the day of 
battle came very few Southern Repub­
licans in Federal or State position were 
competent to defend the positions con­
fided to them, while some of those who 
had received the highest and most lucra- 
evidences of Republican confidence sold 
themselves openly tor a price, and de­
serted to the enemy.

Upon this theory the incumbents of the 
principal Federal appointments here seem 
to have considered them as a compliment 
to the superior personal consequence of 
the incumbents, and as a facility for per­
sonal engagement. They have in some 
cases resided abroad, deriving a splendid 
support from the office, and intrusting 
their duties to agents who had no other 
interest or ability than to perform the 
rontine of their fiduciary functions—with­
out loss to themselves. The subordinates 
held their little places of ease and per­
quisites by the pepper-corn tenure of a 
biennial vote, and did not redeem even 
this miserable servitude with great punc­
tuality at the last election.

The foreign imports into this port have 
declined very greatly. Before the war 
they amounted to some twenty mil­
lions; they are now about fourteen mil­
lions. Those of the Eastern ports amount 
to nearly five hundred millions. Before 
the war New Orleans imported eighteen 
or twenty per cent of the whole foreign 
vnlues; all indeed required for the valley 
of the Mississippi. At present the im­
ports are bat two and eight-tenths per cent 
of the whole values imported into the 
Union. This great decline has been pro­
duced by several causes. The modern law 
of trade directs all shipments upon the 
most rapid means of communication be­
tween production and consumption, and 
this line is not favorable to the port of 
New Orleans. We have no evidence that 
any large portion of these imports 6vade 
our Customhouse. The investigation of 
Mr. Gibson was confined almost exclu­
sively to a futile endeavor to convict the 
Republican officers, and did not evince 
much anxiety as to any constituents who 
may have flanked the revenue cutter with 
silks or cigars. We by no means assume 
to the Republican party the sole responsi­
bility for not having arrested the decline 
of our imports. On the other hand, the 
municipal authorities are equally inter­
ested in this important woik. We have 
had a magnate called an Administrator of 
Commerce. What that officer has ever 
done to extend the commerce of New Or­
leans, we do not know. He has some­
times appeared as the advocate of turning 
over his duties in keeping tho wharves in 
repair to a contractor; occasionally he has 
been conspicuous in the prosecution of 
those who sold poultry or cabbage to the 
people without paying license to the city, 
but nowhere have we ever seen that officer 
advocate the reduction of wharfage, or of 
towage, or of any other of those charges 
on sail vessels which make this the most 
expensive port in the world, except per­
haps Calcutta. The city authorities should 
reduce these charges, and assess them, if 
necessary, in whole or in part upon other 
sources of taxation.

The collector of tjie port interested in 
tho commercial welfare of New Orleans 
should direct his whole influence to the 
development of that commerce. It may 
be done by improved vigilance in the rev­
enue service and coastguard. It will be 
aided greatly by a diplomatic service that 
will give New Orleans and the Mississippi 
valley a fnll complement of foreign 
ministers and consuls thoroughly imbued 
with the interests which they represent. 
We need reciprocal trade, not free trade, 
with other countries, and New Orleans 
should be the enlrtpoi for the whole com­
merce between the Southern countries of 
this continent and the whole meridian of 
the Mississippi valley. There may be 
some modification of our own tariff 
necessary, but without specification we 
may say that a man whose head is not 
broad enough to take in the foreign diplo­
matic policy of tbe country, and to build 
up the direct trade with and through this 
port, would constitute no improvement 
upon bis predecessors in office from the 
Democratic days of Hatch A Co. to tbe 
present. In the same connection, the 
subordinate appointments of the revenue 
service here should be filled with men 
wbo have sense enough to know that the 
commerce of a port depends somewhat 
on the honesty, eivility end despatch of 
the employes.

The appointment of Hon. John E. 
King as collector of the port demon- 
states that ths President is awnke to the 
importance of eenfiding this interest to 
an officer competent to its success. 
There oan be no possible objection to this 
gentleman, even by the anti-Itepublican 
party. He is a native of Locisiana, in­
terested in her welfare, and familiar with 
the wants and ways of her people. No 
possible imputation of incivum oan pos­
sibly be applied to him.

By the irresistible moral force of jour 
organization placed the executive of the 
people’s choice in possession of the public 
offices of the State without firing a shot.

When it is known abroad that this force 
has been on one occasion marched out for 
the purpose of storming the State House; 
that those who held that beleaguered for' 
tress stood prepared to repel force by 
force, and that a Federal orderly with a 
paper in his belt arrested this advance, it 
will be known why no shot was fired by 
this army. The Federal sovereignty stood 
between these combatants, and said, "as 
much siege as you choose, but no shoot­
ing in these streets,” and the march of 
this host was arrested as suddenly, though 
not so fatally, as that, of Sennacherib. 
Nothing of this enforced respect for 
peace will appear in the biography of 
General Ogden. The Republicans will 
seem to have subsided before tile courage 
and discipline of bis army, and their 
lives will seem to be due to their magna­
nimity. We need not recur to the neu­
trality of the Federal executive, while he 
left the result of the election to be decided 
by the comparative ability of the contest­
ants to endure poverty and temptation.

We shall eontinne to believe that the 
President has merely held in abeyance tbe 
performance of a constitutional obliga­
tion, and that he has not abdicated that 
obligation. We see nothing in the gen­
eral order or elsewhere to controvert tbe 
sovereignty of the nation.

C0USTI rUTIONAL AMENDMENTS.
The Ouachita Teieyraph favors the call 

of a convention for the purpose of re­
vising the State constitution. We have 
always favored certain amendments of this 
instrument, but should by no means wish 
to see this whole subject, settled in 1864- 
’68 brought again under discussion. The 
amendments of the Federal constitution 
have been recognized and guaranteed. It 
would be a subjeet of great and unnec­
essary nneasiuesg to the colored people 
to review their rights, and no additional 
guarantee could be expected. It is in 
fact better to adopt the English idea, 
maintain settled principles, but amend 
the constitution in such particulars as the 
people may demand. The British consti­
tution may be called unwritten, but it 
consists in statutory provisions which may 
be amended as tbe people desire, but 
which having been once placed on a basis 
satisfactory to tbe people become 
fundamental doctrine that stand for 
centuries unchanged. There are de­
fects in the constitution of Louisiana, 
and such should be submitted to popular 
consideration. Tbe Whig party of Louisi­
ana had, in 1852, succeeded in defeating 
the spoil-hunting Democracy, and inau­
gurated the doctrine of Fox and Sheri­
dan, that the patronage of the crown had 
increased, was increasing, and ought to 
be diminished. They enforced tbe pre­
amble to the first constitution of Louisi­
ana, written by the hand of the great*Re­
publican, Thomas Jefferson, and sepa­
rated, on the English model, the three de­
partments of government. They made 
the officers of the State and parighee elec­
tive by the people, and took away from 
the executive that patronage which has 
always proved s curse to the people and 
to tbe party to wbioh the executive be­
longed.

CHINA.
Though claiming to have a civilization 

which runs back much further than that 
of any other country—beyond even the 
records of history and the apocryphas of 
tradition—China continued, until a com­
paratively receut*date, a fable land to all 
other portions of the world. Greece and 
Rome rose and declined without any 
knowledge of the Flowery Kingdom. The 
traditional cradle of the human race was 
not far distant from them. They knew of 
Persia and of Palestine; of the rivers of 
Babylon and the Pillars of Hercules, but 
nothing of a people who had grown into 
greatness and power on the same conti­
nent and separated from them by a dis­
tance even less than that which separates 
New Orleans from St. Louis. Though the 
conquering arms of Alexander had been 
carried to the Indus, and that celebrated 
warrior is said to have wept because the 
world afforded no new fields of conquest, 
Chinn, conscious of her own security, if 
not superiority, and surrounded by tho 
ramparts of her owu exclusiveness, main­
tained unchallenged the integrity of her 
empire and developed a religion, a civil­
ization and a philosophy of which "out­
side barbarians” were wholly ignorant.

The exclusiveness of the Chinese was 
encouraged by the geographical | osition 
of their country. Between the seats of 
civilization which clustered along the 
shores of the Mediterranean and their 
temperate region, which sloped towards 
the shores of the Pacific, wild Scythian, 
Parthian and Tartar tribes intervened, 
and an impassable wall was raised to keep 
these warlike tribes without and them­
selves within. Thus it happened that the 
people of Greece knew as little concern­
ing the great wall of China as the Sou of 
the Sun did of the Athenian Acropolis, 
the Pyramids of Egypt or the Tower of 
Babel.

The ancient Chinese maps, like those 
of Europe iu the middle ages, represented 
all uuknown lands—all, indeed, beyond 
their own shores and walls—as inhabited 
by monsters, giants, gnomes and dragons. 
Not until the days of Marco Polo did the 
Western world become possessed of any 
trustworthy knowledge concerning the 
extent and grandeur of the flowery king­
dom of the East. Eveu the stories told 
were, however, considered by tho general 
inhabitants of Europe as but a new edi­
tion of tbe Arabian Nights' Entertain­
ments, though iu the breasts of tbe few 
a spirit of adventure was aroused which 
ultimately culminated in those voyages of 
discovery so rich in results, undertaken

ith a view of securing a shorter ronte to 
India.

That the polarity of the needle was 
known to the Chinese centuries before it 
was to Europeans is now a generally ad- 
nrtted fact. In this, as in many other 
respects, the people of China were in ad­
vance of other nations, and though their 
navigation may not have been of a very 
extended or adventureoua character, it is 
considered by no means improbable that 
6tray Chinese junks, wafted across the 
Pacific, carried into the land of Fu-sang, 
now known »b Mexico and Guatemala, 
the faith, customs, skill and civilization, 
which even yet, present on both sides of 
earth's broadest sea, the moat striking of 
similarities. The Aztecs, whom Cortes 
conquered, were Mongolians in color, fea­
tures, and in all their distinguishing 
characteristics, and the architectural re­
mains found in Mexico, Gautemala and 
Prill are wholly distinct from anything 
discovered in the more Northern portions 
of the American continent 

Almost within our own generation the 
isolation oi China has been interrupted 
by forces from without. England, France,

valuable. Tbe exceptional industry of 
Se-Tchouan, however, is Bilk, that being 
the material employed in making tbe 
common dresses of both sexes. Of this 
valuable textile large quantities are ex­
ported to Thibet and elsewhere. The 
chiefcity is described as remarkably beau­
tiful. Tching-Tou-Fou, though scaroely 
known even by name in America or 
Europe, is more populous than Hew 
York or Paris. It has well paved streets, 
substantially constructed houses, the 
fronts being decorated with statues and 
elaborate friezes carved in wood.

There are, also, two other provinces, 
equally populous, to wit, Kouci-Tchou 
and Yun-Nan, which are important cen­
tres of industrial activity, their Btaples 
being silk, tea, mush, gums, medicinal 
roots, and a fabric known as “satin of the 
Eastern sea," said to be woven of a re. 
markably strong thread furnished by a 
peculiar species of spider, as successful a 
spinner as the worm that webs itself in 
its own silken cone. The Empress of 
Brazil recently presented a dress woven 
of spider spun threads to Qaeen Victoria, 
and the fact was heralded to the world as 
unparalleled in the history of gifts, while 
the material was regarded as a triumph of 
art and skill entirely exceptional. Such 
dresses are by no menus rare in Yun-Nan.

Through concessions recently made to 
the British government, a highway is to 
be constructed from Ycu>Nan to the 
headwaters of the Urywaddy; thus British 
commerce will be enabled to penetrate a 
rich and populous portion of China hith­
erto inaccessible. The French have also 
secured an entrance into Yun-Nan, and 
now fire additional seaports have been 
opened and a vast interior commerce 
brought within easy reach of American 
and European merchants. With a hun­
dred millions of new customers at com­
mand, our manufacturing and commercial 
enterprise should find the vitalizing stimu­
lants it has so long needed for a new de­
parture. We should share with our Eu­
ropean cousins all the advantages of an 
enlarged Chinese trade.

THE DOUBTFUL STATE DEBT.
The decision of the Supreme Court ren­

dered on Monday virtually closes the 
treasury to tbe holders of about fourteen 
millions of dollars of snspected claims 
against the State. The claims consist of 
warrants issued for doubtful purposes, or 
those which were only authorized to be 
issued after the due performance of ser­
vices by the receivers which were never 
performed; warrants issued contrary to 
law, as the Weed warrants, and vouchers 
of certain officers who never had any Au­
thority to bind the State. They are cata­
logued and described iu act No. 11 of 
1875, wherein, also, the Funding Board is 
peremptorily forbidden to fund them until 
after the validity of each and every one of 
Ahem presented lor funding shall have 
been affirmatively established by a final 
decree of the Supreme Court. *

It is decided that tbe peremptory writ 
of mandamus is not the proper remedy 
at first, but claimants must begin with a 
direct action which will go through ordi­
nary forms of trial in one of tbe district 
courts and go up slowly on appeal. 
There is, probably, not validity enough 
in tbo whole batch of suspected bonds 
to pay the fee of one lawyer to bring a 
case; though the custom which prevails 
at onr bar of taking cases on speculation 
might be depended upon to lessen the 
expenses in case of failure. There is too 
little money in these old fraudulent 
claims to tempt even a New Orleans law­
yer to take them up, and the prospects 
are, therefore, favorable that they will 
quietly take thc>ir place among old Conti­
nental and Confederate obligations, which 
some people still pretend to believe will 
finally be paid.

But if it is right to reject these fraudu­
lent claims for which tbe State received 
no consideration, it is both lawful and 
just to devise some plan to absorb and 
retire tbe valid outstanding warrants of 
1874 and 1875.

A BAD CUSTOM.
The custom of requiring bondsmen to 

pledge themselves iu large sums of money 
that an individual shall well and faith­
fully perform the du ties of a responsible 
publio office is wrong in principle and 
and worthless in practice. In case of 
dishonesty or misfortune on the part of 
the principal, this system, rigidly carried 
out, makes the innocent suffer for the 
guilty, a kind of vicarious suffering which 
is directly opposed to all human ideas of 
justice, though theologians teach that it 
is consistent with that of deity. Now, 
any law which violates the moral sense of 
the community can never be rigidly en­
forced. This one is, therefore, practi­
cally nullified nine times out of ten, its 
effect being simply to foster deceit by 
cansing bondsmen in danger of loss from 
its workings to put their property in the 
name of somebody else—a subterfuge 
popularly regarded as perfectly justifiable 
under the circumstances.

How much better it would be to select 
for responsible positions none but men of 
high moral character, known by their 
fellow citizens for their principles and 
probity; to hold such personally respon­
sible for the just discharge of their duties, 
and to inflict criminal punishment for 
dereliction of duty. The pecuniary loss 
consequent upon such wrong doing would, 
then, be distributed among the whole 
community instead of bearing upon a few 
generous individuals. By this means tbe 
ends of justice would be quite as well 
fulfilled as by the present system, and 
even better, for more pains would be 
taken iu the selection of officials than 
now when wealthy men are supposed to 
be standing ready to make good any losses 
which tho dishonesty of bond secured 
officials may occasion.

A MILITARY PEOPLE-
There is no people more gallant than 

tho Irish. There are none more ready to 
engage in the warfare of others. From a 
want of justice on the part of England, 
and of industrial occupation on their own, 
the Irish have been compelled to submit 
to superior rule and Lave never, since the 
execution of Emmett, got beyond dis­
turbances which have resulted in trans­
portation of the patriots to the English 
colonial dependencies in Africa. As the 
Irish people, except for the innocent di­
version-inf Donnybrook, are not allowed 
to fight at home, they must go abroad 
for the amusement.

How many gallant Irish, exiled for their 
religion or love of country, have given 
glory to tho French and Spanish annals. 
The O'Dillon and The McMahon have in 
ancient and modem limes illustrated 
theiA native courage and aspiring nature. 
The O'Reilly occupied the colony of 
Louisiana with Spanish troops, and under 
bis orders some of the brave Creoles wore 
shot at the Place D’Armas.

America has profited by ibis universal 
gallantry, and Montgomery bequeathed 
bis renown to a grateful people, aDd the 
impartial division of the Irish element 
which fought on both Bides of our civil 
war demonstrates an nntameable love of 
danger which can not stand neutral in 
any fight that takes place in their pres­
ence.

Wo are forcibly reminded of this rare 
impnlee by the number of names ap­
parently Irish which appear on the po­
lice rolls of the city. There are “the 
O'Grady, the O’Brien and the O’Rourke, 
the MeCormick, and the Mr. Mike Mc- 
Glaughlin” There are the Sullivans and 
Mr. O’Connell, “and there my country­
man Higgins—said Goldsmith—oh! let 
him alone, for making a blunder or pick­
ing a bone.”
