Although I  had for several seasons vis­
ited the backwoods of Pike county, Penn­
sylvania (a section now famons among 
sportsmen), it  was not until last season 
that I  met one of the most celebrated 
characters of the region—Ed Quick, the 
bear-killer.' The rocky fastnesses and 
impenetrable swamps and jungles of Pike 
county still contain many black bears; 
bu t i t  is the attractions of the deer-chass 
that take hundreds of sportsmen annually 
thither, it  biDg only the accidental meet­
ing of Bruin that adds zest to their stay 
in  the woods. But Ed Quick is and has 
been for hftv years a systematic bear 
hunter. The deer-chase has no pleasnre 
for him. His dogs are trained only to 
follow the trail of the bear, and OBce on 
the track of his favorite game there is no 
“ let up” to either hunter or hound until 
the shaggy monster falls a victim to their 
relentless pursuit. Quick has slain over 
a  thousand bears. Thus much I  know 
from local hunters.

About the closo of the deer season last 
year I  stopped a t Mose Westbrook’s 
famons sportmen's tavern, in  Blooming 
Grove, one night. The bar-room, lighted 
up  by the blazing hickory logs in the 

•broad fire-place, contained a number of 
hunters and trappers who had assembled 
from different parts of the region to inter­
change stories of their adventures during 
the season. Near the fire-place sat a tall, 
spare man, with a very red, sharp face, a 
long, thin red nose aDd very small eyes, 
•the lids of which were painfully red 
around the edges. Surmounting his head 
was a tall bear-skin cap, made in shape of 
a  spirit lamp extinguisher. I t  was diawn 
down to the man’s eyes, and gave me the 
impression that the fiery features below 
were in dangerof momentary spontaneous 
combustion, and that the cap was kept in 
readiness to extinguish a t once the con­
flagration. I  felt that the man was the 
noted bear-killer. After a few minutes I 
drew a chair near to where he sat, and 
asked:

“ Is your name Quick?”
He looked a t me without moving 

muscle, and replied, with an indescriba­
ble drawl:

“ W-a-a-1, y-a-a-s.”
The other inmates of the room ceased 

talking. There was a moment of embar­
rassing silence, which I  ventured to break 
with the inquiry:

“Ed Quick, the bear-killer?"
“ W-a-a-1, y-a-a-s.”

agitated the backwoods auditors to the 
brief colloquy, and one of them re­
marked:

I’rlie e a a  H .lai-Salin ’.  I.U r.
Princess Salm-Salm, who is still kindly 

remembered by many who knew her 
while here, has written the story of her 
mo6t interesting adventures under the 
tide  of “Ten Years of My Life.” The 
story is fall of romance, and the inci­
dents crowd upon and jostle each other 
like a procession of people eager to get 
somewhere. I t  begin’s with the au thor’s 
visit in McClellan's great military dis­
play in  Washington to the early part of 
the war, and once there she must needs 
visit Blenker’s German division, where 
she met Prince Salm-Salm.

good deal, embraced her, and gave her a 
bracelet with the portrait of Maximilian, 
and the Emperor presented her with an 
annuity of 81300, which she thankfully 
accepted, and escaped from dukes and 
duns to  q sie t old Anhoit. Then they 
traveled. Salm-Salm published his Mex­
ican diary, which hie wife probably pre­
pared for the press. Interested friends 
introduced him to  King William of P rus­
sia, who gave him an  appointment in the

life » * afflicted w ith e

the field and worked in the hospitals till 
the war was over. Then Bhe had a long 
battle with creditors, and was obliged to 
renounce her husband’s birthright, which 
did not satisfy them. But a rich uncle 
bad died very opportunely and left her a 
fortune. She abandoned the idea of en­
tering a convent, visited Spain to recover 
her health, after which she returned 
hom e--“a home with which I am perfect-* 
ly satisfied.” This is the outline. Bat 
the story, covering three great wars, and 
giving inside views of all of them, is in­
tensely interesting, I t  is full of move­
ment, vivacity, surprise, accident, every­
thing. I t is a romance on the run. Such 
an active, irrepressible, enthusiastic 
woman as the Princess is, who carries all 
before her, can not help drawing her 
readers after her and*leaving tbo novelists 
behind in the race. She drops opinions 
which are often amusing. She calls Mc­
Clellan the dilettante General. She says, 
being a woman she must not defend 
Queen Isabella, but thinks she deserves 
more compassion than the contempt with 
which she has been treated. Kings like 
her, if not better princes, are judged very 
leniently, bu t qneens with morbid pas­
sions are forgiven only if great as sov­
ereigns. But she wriUs about everybody, 
and quotation is impossible. The plums 
are p art of the pudding, and both must 
go together.— New York Graphic.
