Again we have the advance sheets 

of a “ brutal murder,” “ turbulent 
conduct,” “ negroes congregated,” 
with “ threats to sack the town.” 
This time the Picayune sustains the 
sensational heading by the commu­
nication of Wade R. Young to tbe. 
Natchez Democrat. That writer was 
on amission to the Democratic execu­
tive committee of the parish of 
TenSas. He says:

On reaching Waterproof we were ad­
vised that there was a strict quarantine 
against Concordia parish, and that we 
would Dot be allowed to enter the town, 
but were very considerately allowed, to 
pass around and proceed to our destina­
tion.

He goes on:
We found the people of the town and 

neighborhood very much excited on ao- 
coent of tbe course pursued by Alfred 
Fairfax,the Radioal nominee for Congress, 
and his followers, who bad drawn the 
the color line and ware stirring np tha 
passions of the negroes and threatening to 
come with five hundred armed men to 
override the quarantine in St. Joseph, aa 
was threatened to be done by John Young, 
the negro sheriff in tbe case of the town 
of Vidalia.

He thus explains this statement:
Tbe Democrats of the parish had a few 

days before nominated their ticket, com­
posed of two members of the Legislature 
and a sheriff who had always acted with 
tbe Republican party, and in fact sup­
ported Hayes and Packard in 1876, but 
were good men and enjoy the confidence 
of the people.

This course seemed to give umbrage to 
to Fairfax and a few of the worst of the 
leaders, and they called a convention to 
meet in the town of St. Joseph to nom­
inate a straight out black ticket On 
account of fear of yellow fever, the town 
was Btrictly quarantined against all per­
sons without and tbe authorities notified 
them that they would not be permitted to 
enter tbe corporate limits.

So both the towns of St. Joseph 
and Waterproof, of the parish of 
Tensas, were determined that no 
Republican parish convention should 
assemble within the corporate limits 
of either. Waterproof, because she 
had quarantined the parish of Con­
cordia, and St. Joseph because of the 
fear of yellow fever and of “a straight 
out black ticket.”

We have just seen that no fear of 
epidemic or of political meetings had 
prevented the Democrats of the par­
ish of Tensas from having a meeting 
a few days before, at which they 
nominated their parish ticket.

It seems that the people of Water­
proof were “ naturally alarmed” at 
the threat that the convention 
“would come with five hundred 
armed men and ride down the 
guards,” and as Captain Peck, of 
Catahoula parish—

Commanded the nearest company of 
State troops, they applied to him to come 
into the parish and visit Fairfax in per­
son, and remonstrate with him and notify 
him that the State troops were prepared 
to sustain the authorities of Tensas par­
ish. To this Captain Peck readily as­
sented, and reached Waterproof with a 
few men about dark on Saturday evening. 
He proceeded at once to the house of 
Fairfax, about one mile above the town, 
and dismounting from his horse, and sus­
pecting no evil, walked up on tbe gallery 
for tbe purpose of knocking at the door. 
Aa he entered upon the gallery twe shots 
were fired from thd bouse and he fell 
dead. The few men with him were natu­
rally infuriated, and returning the shots, 
unfortunately wounded three negroes in 
the house, but immediately repented and 
spared their lives. They then immedi­
ately returned with the body of Captain 
Feck to his home in Catahoula.

We are utterly at a loss to imagine 
what authority an officer of a militia 
company from an adjacent parish, 
without orders from his commander- 
in-chief, had to go the bonse of any 
citizen with an armed party ahd re­
monstrate with him ! Abont what 
should he remonstrate! The man 
was peaceably at home. He had at­
tempted to attend a meeting of his 
own fellow citizens.in his own par­
ish, within a mile of his own house, 
and had been prohibited from doing 
so because tbe town of Waterproof 
had quarantined the inhabitants of 
another parish ! What authority had 
Captain Peck to notify Fairfax that 
“ the State troops were prepared to 
sustain the authorities of Tensas 
parish ? ” " Had the Governor given 
him authority to employ the military 
process at his will? Could a militia 
captain declare martial law against 
any place or any body?

The consequence of this unwar 
rantable invasion of a private house 
was deplorable. Captain Peck was 
killed and tbe armed party that ac 
companied him returned the Bhots 
wounding “three negroes who were 
in the house.”

We have no word of justification 
for the killing of Captain Peck. It 
is not our custom to herald and en­
dorse with head lines any ex parte 
statement, but we suppose that no 
one can read the incidents as re­
ported in connection with the affair 
without being struck with the coin­
cidence between the arrest and exile 
of Raford Blunt, aa the leader of the 
Republican party, upon ike charge 
of meditated assault dpon the town 
of Natchitoches, *nd the prohibi­
tion and similar conduct in

in snch cases of domestic violence as 
the newspapers. Apparently very 
l i t*  regard is paid to his authority 
Or to his solemn pledges. He seems 
to be regarded as a King Log, whose 
permission is not necessary to the 
legality of publications. Not only can 
“State troops, be summoned to the 
scene” by the people of a village, but 
a subordinate takes the responsibility 
of notifying a candidate for Congress 
that “ the State troops are prepared 
to sustain the parish authorities.” 
Nor this all. We learn that a call 
for armed assistance had been made 
on tbe city of Natchez, in the State 
of Mississippi, and “that one hun­
dred men left there on the ferry boat 
to aid the whites at Waterproof, in 
Louisiana.” Does his excellency 
hear nothing? Is the appeal for State 
aid made to a captain of militia to 
tnrn out the State troops, and an 
appeal to an adjaoent State for armed 
men to keep the peaee in Louisiana? 
This is really “local self-govern­
ment” with a vengeance.

We fear the Democratic pro­
gramme for this campaign grows too 
plain even for pretense at conceal­
ment. It is to intimidate or disperse 
all Republican organizations in the 
parishes.

It is to drive away or kill all col­
ored Republican leaders bold enough 
to stand by their principles and 
maintain the representation of their 
party, r.

We do not feel sanguine that this 
programme conld- be defeated by the 
joint intervention of the Federal and 
State authorities^ yet it is the duty 
of both to put a stop to this violence, 
and we should hope the conservatism 
of the State would support and sus­
tain these authorities in their efforts 
to make good the joint pledges of 
both. Should no such effort be made 
the American people will see that in 
consequence of the violation of 
pledges deliberately and solemnly 
made by the Democratic Legislature 
and Governor on behalf ef the people, 
the Republican party as an organ­
ization will have become extinct in 
this State, as it has evidently become 
throughout the rest of the South.

HEW ORLEANS GIVEN AWAY.
Slang phrases,though notadmitted 

into genteel company, are always 
expressive. One who, from motives 
of vengeance or nnwise attachment 
confides his secrets or his valuables 
to a faithless agent, is said to have 
“given himself away.” While the 
treacherous depositary who perverts 
his trust is said to have “thrown off” 
on his principal.

The city of New Orleans has “giv­
en herself away” to the . Bourbon 
Democracy and the latter have ob­
viously “ thrown off” on the city. 
We propose to make the sagacity of 
these slang phrases obvious in their 
application to the betrayal of New 
Orleans by her trusted Democratic 
representatives.

We assume that New Orleans is in 
favor of protection on American in­
dustry, internal improvements by 
the Federal government within the 
State, and the development of our 
intern al and foreign commerce. We 
assume this because her representa­
tives in Congress, albeit Democrats 
by classification, have introduced 
and steadily voted for measures of 
this nature. The planters of Lou­
isiana are solid for building the 
levees and the Pacific Railroad, as 
also the re moval of all obstructions 
to the navigation of Red and Sabine 
rivers.

The Democratic vote of Louisiana 
was cast in 1876 for Mr. TildeD, a 
Democrat pledged on principle 
against any snch application of na­
tional means to local improvements. 
As a representative of New Orleans, 
who has already received at the 
hands of the Federal government a 
complete and equipped railroad to 
the Pacific, and who possesses the 
meanB to construct any tributary 
roads, Mr. Tilden conld not have 
been expected to encourage, the con 
struction of a rival work, nor to 
favor the improved navigation of the 
Mississippi as a means of enabling 
the West to escape its dependence 
on the Eastern cities. Yet New Or­
leans cast her 'vote for this repre­
sentative of Easters hostility against 
Mr. Hayes, a representative of the 
unity of interests between tbe valley 
of the Mississippi and the great city 
which commands its commerce.

It is, however, with the three 
measures to which reference has 
been made that we propose to deal, 
and to show by the record that the 
Democratic party in- Congress has, 
with a majority in tha House of Rep­
resentatives, failed to paaa a single 
one of those bills in which this city 
is deeply, perhaps vitally interested

trade. This resulted in a bill intro­
duced in the House of Representa­
tives by Ho®. Mr. Gtjfoon, a Demo­
cratic member from Mow Orleans- 
This hill proposed a subvention to 
establish a line of postal steamers 
from New Orleans and another from 
New York to Bio Janeiro, in Brasil. 
Tlio passage of this bill was rendered 
impossible by the adoption of tbe 
following:

Bteohed, That in the judgment of the 
House no subsidies in money, bonds, 
public lauds, indorsements, or by pledge 
of the public credit should be granted or 
renewed by Congress to associations or 
corporations engaged in or proposing to 
engage in publie or private enterprises, 
but teat all appropriations ought to be 
limited to such amounts and purposes 
only as shall be imperatively demanded 
by the public service of tbe government.

This resolution, adopted by a de­
cisive vote, proved that the Demo­
cratic majority was determined to 
appropriate no money for subsidies.

We have taken some pains to 
analyze the Southern vote on the 
question, and it we have made no 
mistake it stood thus:

Enough has been written to show 

that the Brazilian subsidy bill was 
not passed, with a solid Democratic 
majority in the House of Repre 
sentatives.

2. That the subsidy was passed by 
a Republican Senate—that a majori­
ty of the Democratic Senators voted 
against it, and that but for the vote 
of Republican Senators the subsidy 
would not have reached the House, 
where it was defeated as any other 
subsidy must have been under the 
resolution quoted.

TEN8AB AND THE SEQUEL.
Since onr comments upon the Ten­

sas trouble were in type events have 
culminated in a dispatch from Vi­
dalia, signed Z. York, which the 
Picayune accepts as a summary of 
“ the situation of affairs.” This sit­
uation is placarded in display head 
lines to the effect that “the troubles 
in Tensas are ended—the negroes 
return to the plantations—the State 
troops dismissed — one gin house 
and seventy-five bales of cotton 
bnrned—casualties small, three or 
four killed—Fairfax vanishes from 
tbe scene.

We learn from the bulletin of Mr. 
Z. York that “the State troops from 
the adjacent parishes are en route 
home,” and we may presume that 
the same authority which called out 
Captain Peck and the State troops 
have countermanded the orders to 
his excellency Governor Nicholls, 
sjnee the forces ordered to report for 
transportation Tbnrsday evening 
were ordered back to their homes.

On tbe other hand dispatches have 
been received by A. S. Yarner, mayor 
Of Waterproof, at St. Louis, Missouri, 
dated the sixteenth instant, which 
•ay—

That about 2600 negroes were eni 
in the reported outbreak there. _ Fighting
began to-day. Judge Cordova, J. P. Har­
rison and Jeff Snyden were wounded.
The bunting of buildings ie also reported.

This discrepancy renders an inves­
tigation especially necessary in order 
Ip establish the exfont #nd the re­
sponsibility of this deplorable affair.

We have argued elsewhere that 
the disturbance baa been part of a 
systematic plan oa the part of the 
Dtamwatio party te defeat any Re­
publican organization In the parishes. 
We have exposed the flimsy position 
that s  RepnblicaB parish convention 
composed of members from tbe par­
ish of Tensas could hot be allowed 
to hold its sessions in the parish of 
their residence, although, but a  few 
daya before, * Democratic conven­
tion had hold its sessions within the 
same parish, because of tbe danger 
of contracting yellow fever from 
colored people living in their own 
parish? We now haw the —tire ro- 
fntation of this pretense in the words 
of Democrats themselves on tbe au­
thority of the Natchez Democrat:

The steam ferryboat Was procured, and 
the party left about twelve o’clook, and 
reached Largent Landing About daybreak. 
Here a cannon was fired to announce 
their approach to the people of Water­
proof. some three miles distant Several 
persons from tbe shore came to tbe boat, 
and the pleasing information was ob­
tained that there was probably no need 
for armed assistance. To thoroughly 
satisfy themselves, however, the party 
prooeeded to Waterproof with their boat, 
where they were met by the authorities of 
tbe town, and the information at Largent 
was confirmed. At the urgent invitation 
of the people of the town tee party went 
ashore, and were entertained during a 
portion of the day, and returned last 
night at about twelve o’clock.

Tbe volunteers who thus converted 
the ferry boat into a gunboat were 
well prepared with artillery and 
small arms to intervene in the affairs 
of a neighboring State. "  At the 
most earnest invitation of the people 
of the town of Waterproof the party 
went ashore and were entertained 
daring a portion of the day.” So 
these citizens of Waterproof, who 
three days before had quarantined 
their own colored fellow citizens— 
among whom was Alfred Fairfax, 
living within a mile of the town— 
through fear of the yellow fever, 
when there is admitted to be no 
“ need of armed assistance” go down 
to tbe river landing, and at tbe ur­
gent invitation of these very people 
the party of a hundred volunteers 
“ go ashore and are entertained 
during a portion of the! day.” Is 
there any further evidence required 
that the quarantine was but a pre­
tense intended to keep the Repub­
licans from assembling in conven­
tion and nominating candidates for 
office in a parish in which the Re­
publicans have an undoubted ma­
jority. The departure of Fairfax 
makes the parallel between the pro. 
ceedingsin Natchitoches and in Ten­
sas complete, and If Mr. Fairfax has 
as good luck or as good judgment as 
Mr. Blunt, we may expect to see 
him in the city in a few days. And 
now what will his excellency Gov­
ernor Nicholls have to say abont this 
calling out of tbe State troops, and 
their dismissal to their homes, with­
out an order from “these headquar­
ters!” What will the world say of a 
commander-in-chief whose informa­
tion is so limited that a decisive ac 
tion has been fought before a declara­
tion of war! Will not this be con­
sidered a rather lethargic campaign! 
Then this invasion from a neighbor­
ing State to preserve the peace fff 
Louisiana with cannon and small 
arms. Is there no respect for tbe 
dignity of the State of Louisiana? 
We look to see some court martinis 
ordered, and a correspondence in­
forming the government of Missis- 
sissippi that the State of Louisiana 
can maintain peace within its own 
borders withont the officious inter­
vention of its neighbors.

Sncb Is, tbns far, tbe sequel to the 
quarantine in Tensas. We are an 
thorized to deduce from these facts 
and comments:

1. That there can now be no donbt 
that there has been violence and in­
timidation in the State of Louisiana.

2. That the Republicans of the 
State have been prevented by the 
political opposition of the Demo, 
cratic party from holding conven­
tions and makihg nominations for 
parish and othfer officers.

How far the authorities of the 
State may reconcile this state of 
facts with their pledges to the Presi­
dent, we can not pretend to predict. 
We can only say that Governor 
Nicholls owes it to himself to inquire 
into the facte attending this total 
suppression of tbe Republican party 
in tbe State. Failing to do this it 
will bo the duty of the President to 
make an inquest for tbe purpose of 
assuring to the citizens of the State 
tbe protection of the Federal gov 
ernment.

In their 
haste and anger, the troops fired 
npon the mob and killed a number. 
The resnlt was that the commander 
in chief ordered a court martial to 
inquire into the facte of the case and 
report for severe punishment the 
guilty parties.

The result of the Ohio eleotioo, if
