with candor, dircetness, and sincerity ; ap-
pealing at all times to reason, but never
yielding to foree, nor secking 1o acquire
any thing for themselves by its exercises,
A rigid adherence to this policy has left
this Government with scarcely a claim up.
on its justica, for injuries arising from acts
committed by its authonties. The mostim.

The nature of the
settlements on the borders of the United
States, and of the neighboring territory,
was for a season such,that this, perpaps, was
not indispensable to a faithful ormance
of the duties of the Federal Government.
Time,however, changed this state of things,
and has brought about a condition of affairs,
inwhich the true interests of both countries
imperatively require that this question should
that with full confidence, often expressed,
in the desire of the British Government 10
torminate it, we are apparently as far from
its adjustment as we were at the time of
signing the treaty of peace in 1783, The
sole result of long pending negotiations, and
a perplexing arbitration,appears to be a con-
viction on its part, that a conventional line
must be adopted from the impossibility of
ascertaining the true one, according to the
description contained in that treaty, With.
